Preventing
corrupt practices is becoming a major indicator for the introduction of modern transparency
and control standards in government. The research is focused on an extremely sensitive
topic for the Bulgarian society, combating corruption in healthcare. The relevance and
relevance of complex research in the area of analysis and assessment of corruption factors
and health risks, combined with a constantly reforming system, are of strategic importance
in decision-making related to government processes in the country. The purpose of the
research in monograph work is oriented towards the review of strategic and programmatic
documents in the fields of prevention and fight against corruption in healthcare, indicating
that there is no clear and categorically formulated anti-corruption goal, meeting the public
needs and expectations, on the basis of which to structure anti-corruption mechanisms in
this system.
