1. Information about the competition

The competition was declared for the needs of the Department of Financial Control at
the Faculty of Financial and accounting of UNWE and announced in SG. 99 from
17.12.2019, according to the decision of the Academic Council no. 5/04.12.2019. | am
member of the scientific jury for the competition in compliance with Order no. 362./14.02.2020 r.
Substitute Rector for Scientific Research of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The candidate for the "Associate Professor" competition is Chief Assistant Dr. Ivelina
Petkova Zhecheva-Radeva. She has been a lecturer since February 2017 at UNWE,
Department of Financial Control at the Faculty: Financial and Accounting.

The candidate for the competition - Ch. Assistant Ivelina Petkova graduated in 2000
with a Master's Degree in Agricultural Economics from the University of National and World
Economy. She was awarded the PhD in 2006 in the specialty Economics and Management.
She also obtained a master's degree in law from the University of Veliko Tarnovo in 2014.

Chief Assistant Dr. Ivelina Petkova's work experience has consistently passed as a
manager - production and quality control in a company, Mega Contact (1998 - 2000), auditor
at the National Audit Office of the Republic of Bulgaria (2000 - 2012) and a lecturer since
2007 at the following universities - New Bulgarian University, Academy of the Ministry of
Interior, University of Architecture, Civil Engineering and Geodesy and UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for taking the academic position
In the framework of the announced competition for the academic position “Associate
Professor”, the candidate Ivelina Petkova has fulfilled all quantitative and qualitative
requirements, according to the opinion of the Council for Habilitation at UNWE, namely:

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

In terms of quantitative requirements, the applicant has developed and submitted for
the competition publications - monographs, studies, articles and reports published in refereed
and non-refereed journals with scientific peer review or published in edited collective
volumes, for which he has collected a total number of points on the Map for fulfillment of the



quantitative requirements for occupation of the academic position “Associate Professor” in
the University of National and World Economy - 1655 points, with a minimum of 620 points
required. In accordance with the requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act
(Article 2b) and the Rules for its application (Article 1a, paragraph 1), the applicant also covers
the national minimum requirements for occupying the academic position of "Associate
Professor™.

3.2 Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

In terms of quality requirements, the applicant can be assessed as a researcher with
specific contributions to the scientific and educational space. According to the submitted card
for fulfilling the qualitative requirements for occupation of the academic position “Associate
Professor” at the UNWE and the evidence to it, the applicant covers the requirements in the
following areas:

» He has specific contributions to the development of knowledge, being a
member of editorial boards, reputable national and international organizations, and has
participated in various projects of regional and national importance.

» He presents himself as an established lecturer with a contribution to teaching,
and according to the presented evidence, the candidate has given lectures and seminars at the
New Bulgarian University, the Academy of the Ministry of Interior, the University of Civil
Engineering, Geodesy and Architecture, UNWE, as well as being a lecturer on various topics
in practice . There are also textbooks developed that are used in various courses in Bachelor's
and Master's degrees

» The professional achievements of the applicant are recognized in practice and
relevant evidence is provided.

» He also made a significant contribution to the affirmation of the UNWE's
name and contributed to the achievements of the department and faculty to which he applied
for the academic position, for which relevant evidence was provided.

The UNWE Habilitation Council gives a positive opinion and points out that the
candidate for the competition lvelina Petkova Zhecheva-Radeva meets all the qualitative and
qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of "Associate Professor",
accepted by the Academic Council of the UNWE.

| believe that the presented evidence and the assessment by the UNWE
Habilitation Council give grounds to accept the fulfillment of the requirements for the
guantitative and qualitative parameters set by the Higher School and that the minimum

The
employment of the candidate as a lecturer in the disciplines - "lIrregularities and public
procurement fraud”, "Financial control”, "Management control systems”, "Theory of
financial control”, "Internal control and internal audit”, "Irregularities and frauds" in
Financial Reporting "and" Fundamentals of Anti-Corruption Policy "in various
undergraduate courses and masters programs at UNWE. This gives grounds for the
applicant's educational and teaching activity to be evaluated positively and in accordance



with the professional direction and scientific specialty of the competition.

It can be assumed that the applicant has the necessary teaching experience and a very
good degree of preparation for the academic post of Associate Professor in the Department of
Financial Control of UNWE.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific works/ publications of the

candidate

The candidate has submitted evidence of sufficient quantity and in accordance with the
qualitative requirements scientific works and publications, which justify the assumption that
the scientific activity is at a good level. For the purpose of the competition the applicant has
submitted: 3 monographs, two of which are self-published and one in co-authorship; a single
textbook; 5 articles and 19 reports.

The main areas of research of the applicant are mainly in the field of control over its
various manifestations in the public and business sectors of the economy in the country, as
well as the developments of the applicant in the field of counteraction and fight against
corruption in the economic system.

6. Synthesized assessment of the candidate’s major scientific and practical
contributions
On the whole, | accept the major scientific and applied contributions from the
applicant to the theory and practice in the submission of the Scientific Contribution contained
in his publications in their two main areas - counteracting corruption and controlling and
managing project funding from the Structural Funds of the EU.
