Information about the contest

The contest for “Associate Professor” in professional field 7.6. Sport, specialty
“Sport” (Football) was announced for the needs of Department “Physical Education and
Sport” at UNWE, according to a decision of the Academic Council Ne 5/04.12.2019. | am a
member of the scientific jury according to Ordinance Ne 364/14.02.2020 by the Rector of
UNWE.

Brief information about the candidate in the contest

There is one candidate in the contest — Ivan Stoilov Stoilov, Ph.D. — senior lecturer at
Department “Physical Education and Sport” at UNWE.

Ivan Stoilov has a bachelor’s degree — Football Coach (2001) and a master’s degree -
High Performance Sport (2003) at NSA “Vassil Levski”. In 2008 he graduated from UNWE
with major “Economics and Sociology”. In 2013 he defended his dissertation on topic
“Research on specialized complex methods in football preparation” and acquired the scientific
educational degree Ph.D. The candidate seems to aspire for constant professional
development and raising his qualifications — additional qualification in Sports Management,
Sports Journalism at NSA, coach license “B” — UEFA and futsal.

Since 2006, after winning a contest, he has been a lecturer at UNWE. His rich sports-
competitive experience (a competitor at “Chepinets”, “Athletic”’, “Academic” and
“Coneliano” Sofia and a competitor in futsal at “Academica Mix”), coaching experience
(head coach of the football and futsal teams at UNWE, head coach of the National futsal
team), and management experience (manager of “Olympia Football Club”, organizer of many
tournaments), as well as his excellent academic preparation are a logical premise for valuable
scientific work.

Fulfillment of the requirements for taking the academic position

The analysis of the information, presented in the document justifying that the
quantitative requirements for acquiring the academic position “Associate Professor” at
UNWE have been fulfilled, as well as the Opinion by the Habilitation Council make me

believe that Ivan Stoilov meets entirely the minimum national quantitative requirements (592



points with 400 points minimum) and the additional requirements of UNWE (403 points with
220 points minimum). With total number of 620 required points for the academic position
“Associate Professor”, Ivan Stoilov has presented evidence for 995 points.

There is evidence for fulfillment of all the quality requirements which presents the
candidate as an established researcher with a significant contribution to the development of
knowledge, as an established lecturer with a university, national, and international
contribution in the pedagogical activities. His active and versatile activity logically leads to a
significant social recognition of his professional achievements in practice — university, club,
and national coach in futsal and football, manager of “Olympia” club, and so on. Being a
participant in various national and international conferences, scientific discussions, and
creation of university curricula, Ivan Stoilov has become a respective and scholarly
researcher.

Evaluation of educational-teaching activities

Ivan Stoilov has a long experience as a lecturer (12 years) and a coach. His excellent
academic preparation, his constant desire for development and professional improvement
have made him a respectable and recognizable in academic environment modern lecturer with
impressive activity.

Brief characteristic of the presented scientific works

For his participation in the contest for the academic position “Associate Professor”,
senior lecturer Ivan Stoilov has submitted 12 scientific works — 1 monograph, 1 book based
on a defended dissertation, 1 chapter in a co-authorship monograph, 3 manuscripts in
scientific editions, referenced and indexed in world famous databases with scientific
information, and 6 publications in unreferenced journals included in the list of NACID. Of
them 10 are in Bulgarian and 2 are in English, in 7 of them he was the only author, 5 — in co-
authorship (the candidate was the leading author). Ivan Stioilov has presented a reference for
10 citations in scientific editions — 5 in monographs and 5 in scientific manuscripts.

As regards the topics, all Ivan Stoilov’s works were written on the subject of the
announced contest. The candidate’s rich sports-competitive, coaching, and management
experience in the field of futsal can be seen in his scientific production. The summarized
analysis of the presented scientific publications, their in-depth analysis, and the conclusions
drawn, present the author as a thoughtful and competent specialist, one of the pioneers in the
development of these issues.

As a whole, in my opinion, the monograph “Futsal — complex approach for

preparation” has the greatest contribution. Here, the candidate’s rich practical, theoretical, and



empirical experience was synthesized. The historical facts and premises for the appearance of
futsal are tracked down on the basis of an exhaustive deductive theoretical analysis. The rules
of futsal and football are compared, and the specific characteristics of the game futsal are
outlined.  The factors determining the efficiency of the sports result are analyzed in detail.
The nature and specifics of the sports preparation in futsal are also analyzed. The created
profiles of futsal players deserve a special attention, including the psychological profiles.
Their specifics are outlined depending on their qualification and position in play. On the
grounds of a serious empirical basis, Ivan Stoilov reveals the positive sides and the deficits in
the preparation of futsal players and offers some possibilities for optimization of this process.
As a significant contribution for the theory and practice of futsal and sports at all, we can
point out Chapter six “Vision for a stable development of futsal in Bulgaria” where on the
basis of the analysis of the current situation, some guidelines for building a strategy for the
development of this sport in Bulgaria are outlined. ~ Seldom can one see in our specialized
literature such good logically structured and complex theoretical and practical surveys.

Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions

There are a lot of contributions in senior lecturer Ivan Stoilov’s scientific works such

as:

6. The author did a large-scale research with various tests reflecting the specifics of
the educational-training process and the futsal competitive activities.

7. The author created and implemented for the first time in practise complex methods
for preparation in futsal.

8. The author designed a normative basis for control and evaluation of the students
practising futsal based on conducted surveys along some major indexes of the
training and competitive load in futsal.

9. The author outlined psychological profiles of futsal players depending on their
position in play and their qualification which are a valuable reference point for
both psychic and overall preparation.

10. The author offers a vision for the steady development of futsal in Bulgaria on the
basis of in-depth analysis of the current situation and outlines some guidelines for

the strategy and development of this sport in our country.

Conclusion:
Senior lecturer Ivan Stoilov is an established and knowledgeable specialist in the field

of futsal with an excellent theoretical and practical preparation. He is a respectable figure in



the academic community and is sensitive to the most topical scientific issues. His scientific
works have a definite contribution to the theory and practice of futsal.

The topic of his publications is in full compliance with the subject of the announced contest.
The candidate’s scientific and pedagogical activities meet entirely the requirements of the Act
for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations
for organization and holding contests for accessing scientific degrees and taking academic
positions at UNWE.

There are no signals for plagiarism and no signs of plagiarism have been found.

All these make me fully convinced in the scientific and pedagogical merits of Ivan
Stoilov Stoilov — a senior lecturer at Department “Physical Education and Sport” at UNWE
and on these grounds I would like to suggest that the Respectable members of the Scientific
committee should grant him with the title “Associate Professor” in professional field 7.6.
