1. Information about the contest.

The contest has been announced for the necessity for the department of “Physical education and
sport” (Protocol Ne 12 from 07.01.2020 year) and the decision from the faculty council from the
business faculty (Protocol Ne5 from 14.02.2020 year) from University of National and World
Economy (UNWE). | participate in the jury composition about the contest according to order Ne 364,
Sofia, from 14.02.2020 year from vice-chancellor of University of National and World Economy
(UNWE).

Ivan Stoilov Stoilov Ph. D applied for the contest as the only one participant- futsal and football
lecturer in the University of National and World Economy (UNWE).

In the presented scientific production from Ivan Stoilov Stoilov Ph. D we don't have any joint
publications.

2. Information about the applicant in the contest.

Ivan Stoilov Stoilov Ph. D was born in 17.02.1980 year. In 2001 year he graduated National
Sport Academy “Vasil Levski” with qualification degree: bachelor and major- football coach. He has
also master degree with major- sports for high performance. Later he has got an additional
qualification for sports management and sports journalism. In 2008 he graduated the University of
National and World Economy (UNWE) as a bachelor with major- economy with specialization of
sociology. In 2013 he made a public defense of a dissertation in the National Sports Academy and
earned educational degree Ph. D.

3. Fulfillment of requirements

3.1.Fulfillment of guantitative requirements

From the review of the card for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements of the applicant
Ivan Stoilov for occupying an academic position associate professor in the University of National and
World Economy (UNWE) we can notice:



- lvan Stoilov achieved the required number of points - 150 (group A and B) from the prepared
and defended dissertation work for the Ph. D and the prepared and reviewed monograph.

- Group G - the submitted scientific publication activity with a minimum threshold of 200
points the applicant has achieved 337 points.

- Group D - of the cited with a minimum standard of 50 points the applicant Ivan Stoilov
achieves a total of 105 points.

Based on the recapitulation towards the national minimum quantitative requirements with a
minimum asset of 400 points, we can conclude that lvan Stoilov scored 592 points.

Additional requirements of the University of National and World Economy (UNWE):

- Group | - management of a scientific or educational project and participation in a scientific or
educational project - 145 points.

- Group K - completed auditorium as a senior lecturer - 198 points, developed lecture courses -
40 points, membership in a scientific and professional organization - 20 points. With a
minimum standard for additional UNWE requirements of 220 points, Ivan Stoilov scored 403
points.

The general conclusion based on the indisputable quantitative facts is that the candidate for the
academic position "Associate Professor" lvan Stoilov, with a minimum requirement of 620 points,
achieved 995 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements.

In evaluating the applicant in this direction, we make a comprehensive review of the scorecard.

We believe that the scientific-publication production covers current thematic directions, relevant
for the sports-pedagogical practice, incl. taking into account the scientific advances in the
methodology for the preparation, testing and control of training loads in football and futsal
worldwide.

In addition, we must emphasize the depth, the constructiveness and the author's high competence
in formulating the inferences and conclusions drawn from the experiments.

4. Assessment of the teaching activity.

Ivan Stoilov has extensive teaching and coaching experience. He has basic and specialized
qualifications. The applicant is fully responsive to the specifics of the competition and in accordance
with his academic competences.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications

The applicant has published a total of 12 works. Nine articles, one book and two monographs,
one collective for the academic position of Associate Professor. Four individual works and five co-
authored. He participated in the writing of textbooks and manuals for students from UNWE-Sofia.
She has published two monographs entitled "Futsal - A Comprehensive Preparation Approach™ and a
chapter in the monograph "Collective Sports in Higher Schools".



The general analysis of all publications convinces us that the quantitative parameters presented
scientific production meets the requirements for acquiring the academic position of Associate
Professor.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicants

The scientific work of Senior Lecturer Ivan Stoilov, PhD, enriches the theory and practice in the
field of physical education and sport with written monographs and prepared scientific works.

The real scientific contributions of Senior Lecturer Ivan Stoilov, PhD, can be synthesized in
the following fields:

1. A very thorough deductive-theoretical analysis of the historical facts surrounding the
occurrence of futsal has been made.

2. In a logical sequence, features related to the rules of football and futsal are presented.

3. Futsal racers' profiles have been developed, including psychological ones, load zones have
been defined, and the running of the futsal racers has been registered. The advantages and
disadvantages of the main tactical schemes of the game are analyzed.

4. Futsal has been one of the fastest growing sports in the world in recent years. The author
analyzes the current state of play in the country and gives clear directions for building a development
strategy.

5. A normative base in futsal has been established, a wide range of indicators for
objectification of training and competitive load has been investigated.

No plagiarism was observed.
