I. Introduction of the candidate and the scientific work.

Chief Assist. Dr. Dragomir Zhelchev Stefanov is a full-time lecturer in the Real Estate
Property department at the University of National and World Economy - Sofia and is the only
candidate for the announced competition. He is a graduate of the University of National and
World Economy majoring in finance (bachelor 1998-2002, master 2002-2004). After
completing his higher education and even during his studies, he works consecutively in
various commercial companies mainly in the field of real estate as well as in the public sector
- Sofia Municipality. In some of the commercial companies he has held managing positions —
“Avesta Trade” AD, “Frikom” Ltd. and others. His teaching and scientific career at UNWE
began in March 2012. He defended his scientific and educational degree “doctor” in
Economics in 2011 in “Management of the investment process in tourism”. In the announced
competition for the position “Associate Professor” Chief Assist. Dr. Dragomir Zhelchev
Stefanov is participating with 34 scientific publications beyond those related to his doctorate.
The independent ones are 23 with a total number of pages — 617, and the remaining eleven are
co-authored with a volume of 289 standard pages. According to their type, the publications
are as follows: monographs — 3; articles — 17; textbooks and study aids — 4; reports — 10;
syllabuses developed — 5. Four of the mentioned publications were published in foreign

editions in English.



The described scientific production presented by the applicant by types, structure and

volume fully meets the requirements for participation in the announced competition.

Il. Content of the scientific work

In order to participate in the competition, the applicant submits mainly his
monographic work (in accordance with the requirement under art. 77) entitled “Improving the
management of investment-construction projects in Bulgaria” published in the “Avangard
Prima” publishing house. The monograph is a depth study of 240 pages. It is related to the
study of current economic problems that have an effect on improving the management of
investment-construction projects in Bulgaria. These are related both to the methodological
aspect and to a thorough analysis of the management of investment-construction projects. The
study period is eighteen years and the baseline information collected for the period is from
issued building permits which constitute a relatively stable basis for such research. As a result
of the research, the structuring of the management processes related to the realization of the
investment-construction projects and the derived good practices and innovative solutions in
their management contribute to their applicability. Undoubtedly, this largely determines its
practical utility, adds value and defines it as a study at a high contemporary level. The work is
reviewed and published in a specialized publication. At the same time, the monographic
survey does not repeat the author's publications used to participate in other competitions.

More publications from the candidate in the competition in accordance with the
requirement under art. 77, p. 4 were submitted and they include:

- three monographs in specialized editions with a total volume of 331 pages of
personal participation;

- four textbooks and study aids, one of which is independent and three are co-
authored;

- seventeen articles in specialized scientific journals, twelve of which are independent
and most of them published in publications included in indexing, referencing and evaluation
systems;

- ten reports in specialized scientific journals, 9 independent, one co-authored, some of
them are published in journals included in indexing, referencing and evaluation systems.

The documents submitted show that the requirement for the availability of the

necessary publications included in indexing, referencing and evaluation systems is also



fulfilled. It is evident that the publications exceed the requirements for the required number of
submitted publications included in indexing, referral and evaluation systems.

The completion candidate meets the requirements for minimum number of citations.
Seventeen citations are presented. Positive things can also be said about the candidate's efforts
to participate in scientific conferences where the scientific debate is free and there can be
heard and tried out different authors’ opinions which show the author's ability to participate
and lead a scientific debate. | attended some of them personally.

In conclusion, | should summarize that the candidate Chief Assist. Dr. Dragomir
Zhelchev Stefanov presents all documents certifying fully the requirements of RALDASRB in
UNWE-Sofia. This is also evident from the cards provided to fulfil the quantitative and
qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position “Associate Professor”. (The

total numbers of points on all sections of the quantitative requirements card are 1066).

I11. Description of the main contributions of the candidate for “Associate
Professor” work

In the scientific works submitted for the competition by the candidate, some main
contributions of the author can be identified and they could be divided into two groups:

First: Theoretical-methodological contributions related to the discovery, clarification
and development of scientific theoretical concepts, positions and summaries:

1) Based on numerous studies, the theoretical nature of the specific characteristics of
the models, methods and approaches for project evaluation and implementation has been
revealed.

2) Studying of the role and place of the developer as a person who initiates, invests
and organizes investment-construction projects, as well as the relationship between the terms
investor and assignor.

3) Author’s model for optimizing investment costs and minimizing the investment risk
of delayed implementation through interconnected activities over time is also presented.

4) Systematization of different groups of factors that most strongly influence the real

estate market.

Second: Practically-applied contributions related to the discovery and confirmation of

scientific facts, problems and guidelines concerning:
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1) The main tendencies in the construction industry in Bulgaria are outlined and some
basic directions for the development of the sector are formulated. This contribution was made
on the basis of a depth analysis of a period of 10 years.

2) Depth analysis of investment-construction practices in the construction field and of
many ongoing processes which leads to an indication of the reasons for increasing the
economic efficiency and achieving ecological balance from the realization of the investment
activity.

3) Description of the specific stages that a voluntary sale of real estate by a debtor in
financial difficulty goes through. An analysis of the main advantages over the classical form
for the satisfaction of overdue receivables through public sale was also made.
Recommendations to credit institutions were also made.

4) Main tendencies in the development of the hotel real estate and other short-term
accommodation properties were investigated and as a result recommendations to potential
investors were made.

The contributions described above show a wide range of scientific interests of the
candidate which can be appreciated. First of all, knowledge in different directions —
clarification of the developer role; an author's model for optimizing investment costs and
minimizing risk; a number of recommendations that | believe are workable are made as a
result of a sound knowledge of the practice and depth analyses, etc. that have enabled him to
undertake serious economic research on a very broad basis. Secondly, it is not insignificant
that a large part of the contributions concern mostly topics that are of actual practical
importance and important for the development of contemporary economic sectors. Such a
comprehensive view helps to overcome possible gaps and creates the opportunity for better
systematic in the economic analyses. This undoubtedly affirms him as an authoritative

university lecturer.

IVV. About the teaching activity of the candidate

Chief Assist. Dr. Dragomir Stefanov has many years of experience as a lecturer at the
University of National and World Economy. He lectures and exercises at a high theoretical
and pedagogical level in the following disciplines: business financing, real estate financing
and investments, public-private partnership; management consulting in the real estate
business; real estate business innovations; alternative real estate investments; management of

investment-construction projects, etc. He develops and participates in the development of 5
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syllabuses and leads most of the lessons in these disciplines. His students receive the
necessary attention and preparation that allows them to successfully complete their bachelor
and master degrees. As a lecturer he monitors the developments in the economic theory and

practice and systematically adapts his lectures.

V. Notes and recommendations

1. To undertake PhD students to work under his direction and to take great care and
diligence for them to defending doctoral degrees within the prescribed period.

2. To accomplish together with young teachers and PhD students’ research projects
whose research they publish in refereed editions.

V1. Personal impression of the candidate

I know the candidate from the beginning of his university career in the Real Estate
Property department. Therefore, for his formation as a teacher and researcher, | have direct
observations of his appearances. He actively participates in various processes from the
activity of the department to which he has a basic employment contract. In this sense, | know
his personal qualities and the experience he possesses. All this contributes to my positive
assessment of his potential in scientific and teaching growth and his ability to manage

educational and research processes.

VI1. Conclusion

On the basis of the scientific, scientifically-applied contributions, teaching and
organizational experience mentioned in the position and in accordance with the requirements
of the Law for the development of academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, | strongly
recommend the scientific jury to select Chief Assist. Dr. Dragomir Zhelchev Stefanov for
