Mainly, his career (in the field of science and education) is related to the University of National
and World Economy and the Real Estate Property Department (and partly to the Department of

Tourism at the same university), where he is a candidate for the academic position of "Associate



Professor"”. His educational path started from the acquisition of High school education in Banking
and Insurance from the Economical High school in Bourgas (1993-1998); Bachelor's Degree in
Finance (1998-2002); Master's Degree in Finance (2002-2004) and a PhD in Economics, in the
field of Tourism Investment Management (2005-2011). During his professional career, Dr.
Stefanov has held a number of administrative positions within and outside the UNWE - Scientific
Secretary of the Real Estate Property Department, member of AC, RC, FC, secretary and chair of
SC at UNWE, PR and administrative director of NASC and others. He applies his rich theoretical
and methodological knowledge in practice as a manager of “Fricom” Ltd.; Chairman of the Board
of Directors of “Avesta Trade” AD; investment consultant in an Investment company “Varchev
Finance”; expert liquidator, broker and more. He has completed two short-term specializations at
prestigious universities in the US and Europe: Assumption College, Worcester, Boston, MA,
USA, and School of Social Science and Law, Carlos 111 University of Madrid, Kingdom of Spain.
Stefanov participates as a member of a project teams in national and university research and
business projects duly described in the CV provided for the purposes of the competition. During
his 8-year internship at UNWE, he has 34 scientific and applied publications.

3. Fulfillment of requirements for occupying academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

From the enclosed documents, the candidate Dr. Dragomir Stefanov meets the mandatory
conditions under the ZRARB (Art. 24), the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2
and 3; as well as the additional requirements for UNWE in accordance with the ZRABRB (Art.
15, Para. 1 and respectively Art. 2b, Para. 5) and PRAZRABB (Art. 53, Para. 3). The minimum
threshold for occupation of the academic position “Associate Professor” in the UNWE according
to the “Quantitative Requirements for Occupation of Academic Positions” is 620 points. The
candidate Dr. Stefanov has indicated and proved with the relevant evidence of 1,066 points,
which is about 1.7 times above the required minimum. | accept the card for the fulfillment of the

His high level of preparedness on
a number of issues in the field of real estate management, finance, investment and innovation, has
led him to establish himself as an excellent teacher (liked by colleagues and students) and a
national researcher. It is evident from the enclosed documents that the applicant's workload for
the previous six academic years, from the academic year 2013/2014 (when he began his work
experience as an Assistant at UNWE) to the academic year 2018/2019, at Bachelor's and Master's
Degree Programs is a total of 3,372 hours of classroom work calculated in exercises.

The main subjects in which Dr. Stefanov conducts lectures and seminars, which are
directly related to the announced competition are: Business Financing; Real estate financing and
investment; Management consultancy in the real estate business; International real estate
investment; Investment business management; Management of development (investment-
construction) projects, etc.

The wide variety of disciplines in the field of financing and investments, the curricula
prepared by him or co-authored, give grounds for assessing that the candidate possesses the
necessary qualities in the direction of his academic activity to occupy the academic position of
Associate Professor at UNWE.



5. Assessment of the submitted scientific papers / publications

Dr. Stefanov participates in the competition with a total of 34 publications — 3
monographs (1 independent monograph and 2 collective monographs in which the candidate has
separate independent chapters); 4 textbooks and teaching aids, of which 1 (one) self-study
manual and 3 (three) collective; and 27 articles and reports at scientific conferences (including
indexed journals and peer-reviewed journals). The candidate's publications show his ability to
work independently as well as to work in a team (some of the publications are co-authored). The
publications with which he participated in the competition are presented in various forums and
have found publicity in various forms: monographs, textbooks, studies, articles, conference
reports.

The following are the main areas of his research activity:

1. Financing and investment in real estate property (in this direction the main monograph
related to the announced competition for the occupation of the academic position "Associate
Professor” is also directed). Both conceptual and applied issues of investment project
management, from a technical and economic point of view, and mortgage lending as a source of
financing of investment construction activities are considered.

2. Investment risk management — methods for risk management in the development and
implementation of investment and construction projects; the investment risk of a portfolio of
investment-construction projects and a portfolio of real estate assets; Identifying property indexes
as a method and tool for managing investment risk.

3. Real Estate Economics and Management — Network and Gantt charts when managing
real estate investments; Management consultancy in the real estate business; Real Estate Market
Trends and Determining the Cost Effectiveness of Real Estate Agencies; Public-private

partnerships and innovations in the real estate sector.

6. Assessment of the main scientific and scientifically-applied contributions of the
candidate

The review of scientific works shows that the candidate's contributions are theoretical,
practical and methodological. It can be said that the results and achievements of Dr. Stefanov's

research and practical activity fully reflect, enrich and supplement the specialized and educational
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literature on financing, investments, economics and real estate management, investment-

construction projects, etc.

Systematization can be done in the following direction:

Scientific contributions — they refer to the study, systematization and critical analysis of
the main existing formulations, views and concepts in the field of development, evaluation and
control over the implementation of investment-construction projects. The role and importance of
the developer (including in the implementation of investment and construction projects) with an
emphasis on financing and risk assessment and return activities is highlighted.

Scientific and applied contributions — they are about enriching and supplementing the
educational literature on financing and investment in real estate property with the necessary
developments; outlining trends in training and program accreditation. Methodological schemes
for the study, evaluation and analysis of FDI and trends in the real estate market have been
developed or adapted for the purpose of research.

Practical and applied contributions — such are the studies based on a critical analysis of
the problems related to the state of investment and construction activity in Bulgaria; good
investment-building practices and innovative solutions in the field of construction products and
technologies; improving the management of investment and construction projects; the procedural
nature of the transaction for the voluntary sale of real estate, etc.

7. Key critical notes and recommendations to the candidate

When reviewing the publications submitted to the candidate for the academic position of
associate professor, there are no conceptual and methodological views that are incorrect and
differ substantially from the generally accepted scientific statements, in the field of financing and
investments (in particular, in real estate). In this direction, | can say that | have no specific critical
remarks. The only recommendation | can make to the applicant is to increase his publications in
international journals and participation in international scientific forums, thus achieving wider
publicity and international recognition of his work and the opportunity to achieve high citation

index not only in the country but abroad as well.
