1. Information About the Competition

The competition is announced through a resolution by the Department Council of the
“Economics of Transport and Energy” department (Protocol Ne 873/08.10.2019) and a resolution
of the Faculty Council of the “Economics of Infrastructure” faculty (Protocol Ne 38/08.10.2019)
at the UNWE. It is published on September 13 2019 in issue 72 of the State Newspaper, in
accordance with resolution Ne 3/10.07.2019 of the Academic Council (AC). | am a member of the
Scientific Jury for the competition, in accordance with Order Ne 2489/12.11.2019 by the Acting
Vice Rector for Scientific Research Activity of the UNWE.

2. Brief Information About the Candidate Participating in the Competition

Chief Assist. Dr. Tashko Jordanov Minkov is the only candidate participating in the
competition. The candidate has attained the Education-Qualification Degrees (EQD) of
“Bachelor” and “Master” at the UNWE, “Economics of Transport” specialty (2000 — 2005). After
defending his thesis on the topic of “Protecting the Environment from the Harmful Influence of
Automobile Transport”, the candidate attains the Academic Degree of “Doctor” (Diploma Ne
33740/11.01.2010, HAC at the CM of RB).

Chief Assist. Dr. Tashko Minkov starts his academic career at the UNWE as Assistant
(2009). His work continues as Chief Assistant in the “Economics of Transport and Energy”
department, “Economics of Infrastructure” faculty, at the UNWE (from 2010 to present day). He
is an Associate Assistant at the “Todor Kableshkov” University of Transport in Sofia (from 2013
to present day). He is a municipal councilor at Tran Municipality (from 2015 to present day). He
is a member of Bulgaria’s Union of Economists, as well as the “Transport” Sectoral Advisory
Board at the Ministry of Labor and Social Policy.

3. Fulfillment of the Requirements for Attainment of the Academic Rank

3.1. Fulfillment of the Quantitative Requirements

The analysis of the card for fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for attainment of
the academic rank of “Associate Professor” at the UNWE shows that the candidate participating
in the competition fulfills the mandatory requirements laid out in the LDASRB (article 15,
paragraph 1), as well as the additional requirements of the UNWE, in accordance with the
LDASRB (article 15, paragraph 1) and the RILDASRB (article 60, paragraph 3). Chief Assist.
Dr. Tashko Minkov has scored 1145 points; for reference, the minimal threshold requirement is
620 points.



3.2. Fulfillment of the Qualitative Requirements

The analysis of the card for fulfillment of the qualitative requirements shows that the
candidate participating in the competition fulfills the qualitative requirements ratified by the
UNWE. Considering the fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements, the Board
of Habilitation gives a positive opinion on the potential candidate participating in the
competition for attainment of the academic rank of “Associate Professor” — Chief Assist. Dr.
Tashko Minkov (Protocol Ne 2/15.05.2019).

4. Evaluation of the Teaching Activity

Chief Assist. Dr. Tashko Minkov teaches lectures and seminars to students who study
“Economics of Transport” at the UNWE, EQD “Bachelor”, on the subjects of “Economic
Analysis of Transport Enterprises”, ‘“Prognosticating and Planning Transport Activity”,
“Transport and Environment” and “Economic Modeling in Transport”. He is a titulary of lecture
courses in EQD “Master” for the subjects of “Researching Operations in Transport”, “Energy
Efficiency of Transport”, “External Transport Effects”, “Systems for Environmental
Management”, “Ecological and Energy Efficiency of Railway Transport”.

The candidate’s recorded academic work load for the 2014 — 2018 period is as follows:
375 hours of lectures and 900 hours of seminars in EQD “Bachelor”, and 453 hours in EQD
“Master”. He has developed 6 (six) new courses and 15 (fifteen) new syllabi, individually or in
teams. He has published 2 textbooks (in joint authorship) and 1 reference book (in joint
authorship) for the needs of the learning process. The candidate has 1 PhD candidate with a
successful thesis defense, with three other PhD candidates in training.

Chief Assist. Dr. Tashko Minkov has extensive teaching experience and high level of
training that make him suitable to attain the academic rank of “Associate Professor”. The
candidate’s academic competency corresponds with the specificity of the competition.

5. A Short Characteristic of the Presented Research Papers

Chief Assist. Dr. Tashko Minkov participates in the competition for the title of “Associate
Professor” with 26 publications. The scientific production proposed for opinion consists of: 3
treatises (1 individual and 2 in joint authorship); 1 study (in joint authorship); 6 scientific
articles (4 individual and 2 in joint authorship); 13 scientific reports (8 individual and 5 in joint
authorship); 2 textbooks (in joint authorship) and 1 reference book (in joint authorship). The
candidate has presented certificates from prestigious international forums he has participated in.

The main fields covered in the candidate’s research activity include:

1). Transport and Environment.

2). Energy Efficiency of Transport.

3). Economic Analysis of Transport Enterprises.

4). Prognosticating and Planning Transport Activity.

The obtained scientific and scientific-applied results can be summarized as follows:

e The harmful effect of automobile transport on the environment is studied. Various
measures aimed at reducing the sector’s harmful influence are presented and analyzed.

e An in-depth study of the energy efficiency of transport is carried out. Measures for
increasing energy efficiency are outlined for firms in the transport sector that are suggested for
inclusion in the National Program of the Agency for Stable Energy Development.



e An emphasis is placed on fundamental theoretical treatments derived from the
principles and methods of economic analysis in transport. The individual types of analysis are
ranked. Examples of realized analytical activity are indicated.

e The nature, principles and methods of prognosticating and planning transport activity
are examined. The topical problems concerning transport planning on an international, national
and global scale are analyzed.

The treatise titled “Analyzing and Evaluating the Passenger Freight Activity of
Railway Transport in Bulgaria” deserves high praise. It has been discussed in the “Economics
of Transport and Energy” department, with Prof. Dr. Violeta Mutafchieva and Prof. Dr. Hristina
Nikolova as reviewers. The treatise solves a crucial scientific and scientific-applied problem,
presenting a complex analysis of railway passenger freights in Bulgaria along fundamental
indicators, complementing the theoretical and practical-applied knowledge in specialized
transport literature. The work also holds value for interested circles in the transport business.

The candidate participating in the competition for the title of “Associate Professor” has
presented proof of citability. 14 citations in scientific publications by other authors are
specified. There are no proven instances of plagiarism in the candidate’s scientific papers. The
qualities of Chief Assist. Dr. Tashko Minkov as researcher are reaffirmed by the work he does for
research projects. He has taken part in 2 national and 3 university projects.

6. Summarized Assessment of Fundamental Scientific and Scientific-Applied

Contributions

The following significant contributions stand out in the candidate’s creative production:

First, knowledge about the influence transport has on the environment is systematized
and enriched. Measures for reducing the harmful effects of transport are examined.

Second, the energy efficiency of transport is studied. The connections between the
transport and energy sectors are defined, as well as the negative effects they have on the
environment.

Third, a complex analysis of Bulgaria’s railway transport along fundamental indicators is
carried out, outlining the reasons for its poor condition.

Fourth, analytical methods for the individual types of transport are implemented. The
problems in human resources management in Bulgaria’s transport are studied.

7. Main Critical Remarks and Recommendations

I have no critical remarks when it comes to the teaching and research activities of Chief
Assistant Dr. Tashko Minkov. | would recommend for him to publish his future studies in
specialized scientific journals indexed in global databases.
