1.  Contest information

The competition was announced for the needs of the Chair of Economics of
Transport and Energy / Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure of UNWE according to
Decision of the AU Ne 3/10.07.2019. 2019 at the Deputy Rector of UNWE.

2.  Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participated in the competition - Chief Assistant, Doctor, Tashko
Yordanov Minkov; Chair of Transport and Energy Economics (CTEE); University of
National and World Economy.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position
3.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements

The proposed card for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for
occupation of the academic position of associate professor at UNWE shows 620
points, which exceeds the required minimum threshold of 505 points. Most of these
points are from the applicant's research and publication activities.

3.2. Meeting the quality requirements

The applicant fulfills the quality requirements for the new academic position.
He is an experienced researcher, well-known lecturer with public recognition, who
actively works and contributes to the promotion of the UNWE's good name, to the
promotion and development of good management practices, academic traditions and
spirit at the University.

The UNWE Habilitation Council with Protocol No 2 / 15.05.2019 decided that
the application of Chief Assistant Tashko Yordanov Minkov meets the quantitative
and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council of the UNWE. He
proposes that the CTEE should initiate a competition for the post of Academic
Assistant Professor at UNWE.

4. Assessment of the applicant's educational activity

The applicant has accumulated considerable teaching experience, including
participation in curriculum development in a number of disciplines, authorship and
co-authorship of textbooks and monographs. During the previous five academic years,



there were over 375 academic hours in Bachelor's and Master's degrees. He taught a
range of different disciplines. He has managed one successfully defended PhD
student. In the previous 8 years of working as a Chief Assistant at CTEE, he has built
up the necessary degree of readiness to take up the new academic position. This
readiness fully corresponds to the specifics of the announced competition in the
scientific specialty Economics and Management (Transport Economics).

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications

1.1. Main areas of research

The analysis of the applicant's work gives grounds for differentiate the
following main areas and lines of research activity:

» Transport analysis, evaluation, forecasting and planning - works 1, 4, 9,12,
13, 16, 17, 21, 26.

» Economic problems of transport - works 2, 3, 10, 19, 20, 25.

» Sustainable development of transport - works 6, 8, 11, 18, 24,

* Energy efficiency of transport - works 5, 7, 15.

» Personal problems of transport - works 14, 22, 23.

The publications on Transport Analysis, Evaluation, Forecasting and Planning,
with an emphasis on rail transport, are a leading area of the applicant's activities,
including about 35% of the number of papers proposed for review. In this direction, in
addition to the stand-alone monograph “Analysis and evaluation of passenger
transport activity of the railway transport in Bulgaria” (4) are also other collective and
independent and co-authored publications, incl. the collective textbook "Forecasting
and Planning of Transport Activity” (1), articles - "Trends in the Development of
Maritime Transport in Bulgaria" (9) and "Policy for the Development of Rail
Transport in Bulgaria (13). This line of studies includes several stand-alone reports on
“The Development of Air Transport. The Primary Trends in Innovation Activities
(16), "Analysis of the Activity of Sofia Airport and Perspectives for its Development
(17)," Challenges and Prospects for Serving Road Tourism “(21) and participation in
the collective “Evaluation Report of the Place of Railway Transport services in
Bulgaria” (26). A characteristic feature of these works is the emphasized relevance
and the interpretation of key applied aspects of the development of transport activities.

The papers in the second line of study extend the field of the candidate's
research to the economic problems of transport. In them he participates in the
presentation of key issues, incl. in the collective textbook ,,Transport and Insurance*
(2), and the ,,Economic Analysis of the Transport Enterprise (3), the reports on the
formation of the value of the transport service (10), the sectoral impact of the
economic crisis (19), the effective management of ancillary transport activities (20)
and an analysis of the factors affecting rail efficiency in the country (25).

The third strand of research involves exploring current aspects of the
sustainable development of transport. Considers guidelines for reducing the impact of



road transport on the environment (collective monograph labor 6), greenhouse gas
emissions from transport (8), the harmful effects in cities (11), the environmental
characteristics of transport (18) and the possibilities and measures for limiting the
harmful effects (24).

The fourth strand combines three works, including, indicators, trends and key
issues of energy efficiency in transport. The work has been developed in the context
of the sector's sustainable development policy.

The last fifth strand of research involves three works on trust, regional
Imbalances, education and the social preparation of transport staff.

In general, the candidate's works make a significant contribution to the detailed
study and development of the problems of the economy and transport management in
the country in the indicated directions. Undoubtedly they are useful and support the
training of students in the subject of the competition.

The author's participation in collective works is clearly differentiated. | have no
data on plagiarism and | accept the obtained results as a result of the candidate's self-
made work.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the applicant’s major scientific and applied
contributions

An examination of the results of the applicant's research and publication
activities gives grounds for determining the following scientific and applied scientific
contributions:

» Analyzed and evaluated for key positive and negative trends in the situation
and prospects for the development of the rail transport activity and other transport
sectors applicable to the forecasting and planning of future activity.

* Modern tools for economic analysis of transport activity have been
implemented and measures have been proposed to improve its efficiency.

* Major problems identified and proposals for appropriate measures to limit
the negative impact of transport on the environment in the country.

» The situation is analyzed and effective measures are proposed to solve
significant problems of energy efficiency of transport.

* Problems have been investigated and measures for the social, staffing and
educational development of transport personnel have been proposed.

7. Key critical notes and recommendations

The following notes may be made to the applicant's works:

* It is desirable to integrate the studied problems of transport in the country in
the context of the strategic principles for sustainable development of the country, by
combining the results obtained from the study of the effects on the environment,
economic, incl. energy efficiency and the social and employment aspects of transport.

* I recommend a more active publication of individual educational and
monographic publications on the applicant's contribution topics.



8. Conclusion

The analysis of the documents for the competition for the academic position
"Associate Professor" in the professional field "Economics", scientific specialty
"Economics and Management (Transport Economics)" of a single candidate Chief
Assistant Tashko Yordanov Minkov gives grounds for the conclusion that the latter
meets the requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act, the Rules for its
implementation and the Rules for the organization and holding of competitions for the
acquisition of academic degrees and for the occupation of academic positions at
UNWE. | propose that the scientific jury of the competition propose to the academic
management of the University to nominate the candidate for "associate professor" in
the mentioned specialty in CTEE of UNWE.
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
