About: promotion to the rank of associate professor in the field of
Economics, Economics and Management (Economics of
Transport) at the UNWE.

1. Information about the promotion procedure
The promotion procedure has been announced with tenure in the
Department of Economics of Transport and Energy, Faculty of Economics of
Infrastructure at the UNWE, according to the Academic Council’s Resolution
Ne3/10.07.2019. I am appointed as a member of the Promotion Committee
according to the Resolution of the Rector of UNWE Ne2489/12.11.2019.

2. Information about the candidates for the promotion

Only one candidate — Tashko Jordanov Minkov - has submitted
documents for the promotion to associate professor. He is a chair assistant
professor in the department of Economics of Transport and Energy at the
UNWE.

Tashko Minkov graduated bachelor’s degree in Economics of Transport
in 2004 and master’s degree in 2005. He earned his PhD degree in 2009 by
defending a dissertation in the same scientific field. Tashko Minkov started his
academic career in 2009 when he has been appointed as an assistant professor
in the Department of Economics of Transport at the UNWE. He passed an
initial promotion to chair assistant professor in 2010.

The candidate worked as a part-time assistant at the Todor Kableshkov
Higher School of Transport from 2013 to date. He is a member of municipality
council in the city of Tran. Tashko Minkov is a member of the Economists’
Union in Bulgaria and of the Transport Sector Council at the Ministry of Labor
and Social Policy. He took parts in the Organizing Committees of different
national scientific forums, as well.



I know Dr. Tashko Minkov and I witnessed his academic career during
the recent 10 years. He stands in competition with the leaders in the field of
Economic of Transport, he is a reliable person and an ethic colleague.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for promotion to associate professor

Based on the portfolio of materials submitted by the candidate, one could
conclude that Dr. Tashko Minkov covers all the requirements for the promotion
to associate professor, according to the Law on the Academic Staff
Development in Republic of Bulgaria (article 24), as well as the additional
requirements of the UNWE. Arguments for this are as follows:

o He defended a dissertation thesis on the topic related to the Protection of
the environment from the harmful impact of road transport — diploma for
earned PhD degree Ne33740 from 11.01.2010 2. in a scientific field of
Economics of Transport.

o He has been appointed as a chair assistant professor for 9 years and 4
months now, in the Department of Economics of Transport and Energy,
faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at the UNWE.

o After being appointed as a chair assistant professor, he has published 1
monography as a single author and 2 more monographies as a co-
author. All of them have been reviewed and approved by the department
of Economics of Transport and Energy and the respective peer reviews
are presented in the dossier documents for promotion.

o The candidate covers all the criteria for promotion to associate
professor: with regards to the threshold of 620 point for the appointment
as an associate professor, he has 1145 points which is almost double
times higher comparing to the threshold. Between 2010 — 2019 he has
developed 8 bachelor’s syllabuses as well as 6 master’s ones. He is a co-
author in 2 textbooks and 1 manual,; he has been a supervisor of 1 PhD
student who successfully earned his doctoral degree. Dr. Tashko Minkov
has taken a part in 2 national and 3 university’s scientific projects, he
has published 1 study in co-authorship, 5 articles in indexed journals (2
as a co-author, 1 -in peer reviewed journal and 13 scientific papers, from
which 6 has been presented in English on International conferences
abroad.

o (itation file comprise 14 citations in Bulgarian and foreign journals and
papers.

University Habilitation Council has founded that the portfolio of materials

submitted by the candidate cover all the criteria (quantitative and qualitative),
adopted by the Academic Council of UNWE, in order to be promoted and
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appointed as an associate professor. The thorough review of the portfolio of
materials submitted by the candidate proved this statement.

4. Teaching activities assessment

Dr. Tashko Minkov has 10-year experience as a university assistant
professor. In Bachelor’s Degree programs he has taught the subjects:
Economic Analysis of Transport Companies, Transport Modelling, Transport
Planning and Forecasting, Transport and the Environment, respectively he has
taught the subjects: Environmental Management Systems in the Energy Sector,
External Transport Effects, Operational Management in Transport and
Operational Research in Transport to the students from Master’s Degree
programs.

The candidate is a co-author of 2 textbooks and 1 manual. The textbook
on Transport Planning and Forecasting and the manual on the Economic
Analysis of Transport Companies are written in equal co-authorships with Prof.
Dr. Violeta Mutafchieva. In the textbook called ‘Transport and Insurance’
Tashko Minkov has written a chapter on a Main characteristics and
comparisons between different modes of transport.

With regards to the teaching activities, based on the documents submitted
(official notice Ne 2103/ 14. 04. 2019) it is obvious that between 2010 — 2019
the candidate has exceeded the threshold of 100 points for classroom horarium
after the appointment on a position of chair assistant professor (he fulfilled
2176 hours of teaching at UNWE and 650 hours — at Todor Kableshkov Higher
School of Transport). During the same period Tashko Minkov supervised and
managed to submit to a defense 1 PhD student who earned his doctoral degree.

The candidate has taken parts in 5 scientific projects .

The analysis of the dossier documents submitted by the candidate as well
as my personal impressions allow me to get to the conclusion that Dr. Tashko
Minkov has attained scholarly and creative distinction of high quality as
demonstrated by both research and teaching. He is well accepted amongst the
students and academic staff of the University. I could sum up that he is
absolutely prepared to the promotion to the scientific position of an associate
professor.

5. Characteristics and assessment of the scientific publications
The candidate submitted in his portfolio for review 26 publications,
including 1 single monography, 2 monographies in co-authorship; 1 study in
co-authorship, published in indexed journal;, 6 articles, incl. 5 in indexed
journals and I — in peer reviewed journal; 13 papers, published in conference
books, incl. 6 — presented in English on International conferences abroad; 2
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textbooks and 1 manual (in co-authorship).
Based on a thorough review of the publications submitted, we could sum
up the following main fields of candidate’s research interests:

1) Research in the field of harmful impact of transport on the environment.
A monography called ,Guidelines for decreasing the harmful impact of
road transport to the environment’ is focused on the analysis of this
harmful impact and it outlines the main opportunities for avoiding these
adverse effects of road transport on the environment. Furthermore, Dr.
Tashko Minkov published 4 more publications on this topic (Ne§, 11, 18
and 24 in the list of publications).

2) Research in the field of freight and passenger transport efficiency. This
field of research is presented by a monography called ‘Analysis and
assessment of railway passenger transport in Bulgaria’ as well as 5
articles and papers in Bulgarian and in English, published in different
scientific journals (including indexed) and in conference proceedings
(these are Ne 10, 12, 21, 25 and 26 in the list of publications). The main
results published in these articles and papers are related to the
methodology of transport market analysis and to outline opportunities for
improving transport efficiency as well as developing measures for an
increase in transport services’ quality.

3) Research in the field of energy efficiency of transport. The candidate has
submitted 3 interesting publications in this field: I chapter in an edited
monography, 1 study (in co-authorship) and 1 paper, presented on an
international conference (Ne5, 7 and 15). They are focused on the
analysis and assessment of the energy efficiency of transport in Bulgaria
and recommendation of appropriate measures for its improvement.

4) Research in the field of the development and the functioning of the
national and international transport market. The filed is covered by 2
articles (Ne 9 and 13 from the list of publications), dealing respectively
with the development of the maritime and air transport;, separate
chapters of the textbooks, as well as 3 papers, published in conference
proceedings (Nel6, 17 and 20).

J) Research in the field of human resources management in transport. The
main results from the research in this field could be found in 4 papers,
presented in scientific conferences (Nel4, 19, 22, 23). All they put an
accent on the ground for adopting appropriate approaches for efficient
human resources management in transport sector.

The monographies presented by the candidate as main research results
represent well rounded studies on up-to-date and original topics. The first one
(‘Analysis and assessment of the railway passenger transport in Bulgaria’) has
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been written independently and the other 2 (‘Guidelines for decreasing the
harmful impact of road transport to the environment’ u ‘Evaluating energy
efficiency of transport in Bulgaria within sustainable development policy
context’) has been written in co-authorship.

The monography called ‘Analysis and assessment of railway passenger
transport in Bulgaria’ presents a study of the railway passenger transport
development in the country. Based on the analysis and the assessment of the
current trends in the development of railway passenger transport in Bulgaria,
the author summed up his recommendations for appropriate measures for
achieving the national transport policy goals. Three scenarios for the future
development of railway passenger services have been worked out: pessimistic,
realistic and optimistic. As a conclusion the key indicators for assessing the
efficiency of railway passenger services are summed up and the importance of
concrete transport policy measures for the future development of railways is
underlined.

The monography called ‘Guidelines for decreasing the harmful impact of
road transport to the environment’ is focused on a very important topic, related
to the environmental performance of road transport and to the opportunities
and policy measures to mitigate the negative adverse effects of this mode of
transport to the climate change. Dr. Tashko Minkov has written this
monography in equal co-authorship with Associate professor Dr. Svelta
Tzvetkova. The monography represents a thorough study on the impact of road
transport on the environment and it outlines the possible solutions for
restricting this impact.

The third monography (‘Evaluating energy efficiency of transport in
Bulgaria within sustainable development policy context’) filed in the list of
publications of the candidate is an up-to-date and comprehensive study on the
problems of energy efficiency in transport within sustainable development
policy context. The topic is actual and original, and the monography concludes
socially and scientifically important results. The candidate is author of the
chapter 7 in co-authorship with Prof. Dr. Christina Nikolova. As a conclusion
of this monography, the authors suggested concrete measures for improving
energy efficiency of transport sector in Bulgaria as well as for achieving its
economic, social and environmental sustainability.

All publications included in the candidate’s portfolio are in the scientific
field of the promotion procedure, i.e. in the field of Economics of Transport.
They cover all the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the
appointment and promotion to associate professorship.
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6. Assessment of the scientific and applied results and contributions

The main scientific and applied results and contributions of the candidate
to the scientific field of Economics of Transport could be summarized as
follows:

1) Scientific results and contributions — related to: (1) clarifying and
systematizing the definitions and the concepts in the field of Economics of
Transport, concerning the freight and passenger transport development; (2)
concluding the maim impacts of transport on the environment and outlining
recommendations and measures (technical, technological, legislative,
operational and administrative) as well as approaches for their application; (3)
summarizing the main indicators and approaches for transport energy
efficiency measuring and improving, (4) developing and enriching the
Economic Analysis ‘Theory in the field of Transport Economics and Human
Resources Management.

2)  Methodological and applied results and contributions - related
to: (1) elaborating scenarios for assessment railway passenger transport
performance; (2) working out a model for assessing the transport energy
efficiency based on the analysis of the key indicator for transport performance;
(3) developing a step-by-step approach for analysis and assessment of the
human resources development in transport companies; (4) working out and
adapting an evaluation technics for assessing efficiency of railway, maritime
and air transport.

3)  Applied results and contributions — including: (1) outlining
recommendations and measures for decreasing the harmful impact of transport
to the environment,; (2) concluding the possible directions for improving the
policy for human resources development and management in transport sector;
(3) defining the opportunities for improving passenger transport services in
railway transport; (4)summarizing recommendations for increasing energy
efficiency in transport; (5) recommending priority measures and actions to be
undertaken for increasing the transport efficiency in maritime and air
transport.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

The only critical note to the candidate’s portfolio of documents could be
applied to the list of results and contributions presented by him. Actually, the
presented list is something like a self-evaluation form or a report, but not a real
list of scientific results and contributions achieved in the publications of the
candidate for promotion.

Regarding the further academic development of Dr. Tashko Minkov, [
could recommend concentrating his attention to the field of environmental
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efficiency of transport and studying its impacts on the sustainable development.
The candidate has conducted research on the impact of transport on the
environment, but he could develop further his scientific research and he could
evaluate the relation between the indicators for environmental performance of
transport and its level of sustainability.

8. Conclusions

The review of the portfolio of materials, including publications and
documents representing the scientific, teaching and social activities of the
candidate Dr. Tashko Minkov, exhibits qualities that give me grounds to think
that he stands in competition with foremost leaders in his field and he answer
all the requirements for promotion to associate professor according to article
24 from the Law on the Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria
(LASDRB), the Regulation for Implementing LASDRB, and the Regulation for
organizing and conducting procedures for earning scientific degrees and for
academic promotions at the UNWE.

The publications of the candidate definitely demonstrate scientific
excellence and they consist the necessary theoretical, methodological and
applied contributions to the field of Economics of Transport. The portfolio of
materials presented, demonstrate an impact and promise of very high levels of
the candidate’s research and scholarship, as well as excellent teaching.

The plagiarism check didn’t detect duplicate content from other authors’
publications.

Based on all the above stated arguments, with full confidence, I vote
positive on the promotion of Dr. Tashko Jordanov Minkov to associate
professor.
