1. Competition information

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department Economics of
Transport and Energy at the Faculty Economics of Infrastructure of UNWE according to
Decision of the Academic Council Ne3/ 10.07.2019, promulgated in State Gazette, issue 72
of 13.09.2019. I participate in the scientific jury of the competition according to Order Ne
2489 /12.11.2019. of the Vice Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

In the competition for occupation of the academic position “Associate Professor” in
professional field 3.8. Economics, Scientific Specialty Economics and Management
(Economics of Transport/Transport Economics) is allowed to participate the only candidate -
Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov, Lecturer in basic labor contract/basic
employment contract at the Department Economics of Transport and Energy, UNWE.

According to the normative requirements of the Act on Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation, as well as the
qualitative and quantitative requirements for occupying academic positions in the UNWE,
the documentation presented by Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov, answers
completely in type and content.

Tashko Yordanov Minkov has acquired his higher education (bachelor and master's
degree) at the University of National and World Economy. From 2009 to the present time he
has held the positions of assistant and chief assistant in the department Department
Economics of Transport and Energy at UNWE. He has been a part-time lecturer at Todor
Kableshkov University of Transport, Sofia since 2013. In 2009 he successfully defended his
dissertation on the topic "Protecting the Environment from the Harmful Effects of Road



Transport" and obtained an educational and scientific degree "Doctor" (PhD).
Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov is a member of national professional
and expert organizations:
» Union of Economists in Bulgaria,
» Sector Advisory Board ‘Transport’, Ministry of Labor and Social Policy of the
Republic of Bulgaria,
All these facts speak of the high competencies that Chief Assistant PhD Tashko
Yordanov Minkov holds in his professional field.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

The candidate Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov has met the
quantitative requirements of UNWE for occupying the position of Associate
Professor"/(“Docent”/“Reader”).  According to the Card for the fulfillment of the
quantitative requirements for the occupation of the academic position “Associate
Professor"/(“Docent”/*“Reader””) in the UNWE, the candidate has achieved 1 145 points with
a minimum required of 620 points.

According to an excerpt from Protocol/Minutes Ne 2 of 15.05.2019, the UNWE
Habilitation Council has accepted that the applicant meets both the quantitative and
qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of “Associate
Professor"/(“Docent”/*“Reader”) at the UNWE.

The applicant for the academic position of “Associate
Professor"/(“Docent”/“Reader”), Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov
participates in the competition with scientific production, which meets the requirements for
occupying an academic position “Associate Professor"/(“Docent”/ “Reader”), according to
the Rules of the UNWE.

Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov participates in organizational
committees for holding university conferences, in university, national and international
forums, conferences, round tables. He actively works with students and PhD students.

4. Assessment of educational activity

The candidate Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov has 10 years of
teaching/lecturer experience. He is a sought-after expert and has been a part-time lecturer
since 2013 until now at ‘Todor Kableshkov’ University of Transport.

It is clear from the reference provided on the educational/study activity for the last
five years that Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov has annually fulfilled the
requirements for academic workload. He has led lectures and seminars on the subjects of
"Economic Analysis of the Transport Enterprise”, "Transport Forecasting and Planning”,
"Transport and the Environment”, "Economic Modeling in Transport”, "Operational
Transportation Management”, "Transport Operations Research”, "Transportation Security
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and Safety","Transport Energy Efficiency", "External transport effects”, "Transport markets",
"Transport and the Environment”, "Environmental management systems" and
"Environmental and energy efficiency of rail transport".

As a lecturer Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov is a co-author of 16
curricula for disciplines in the course curriculums of the specialties "Economics of
Transport” in the Bachelor's Degree, "Economics of Transport”, "Energy Business",
"Transport Management™ and "Intelligent transport systems" at the Master's Degree.

Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov is a scientific supervisor of three PhD
students, one of whom successfully defended his educational and scientific degree "Doctor"
(PhD).

The applicant's teaching/lecturer activity gives me reason to designate him as a highly
trained lecturer who can fully perform the teaching activity related to the academic position
of "Associate Professor"/(Docent/Reader) for which he is applying. Chief Assistant PhD
Tashko Yordanov Minkov has high competence and professionalism. He actively uses
modern methods in training and assessment of students. He is a respected scientist and
lecturer of students, colleagues and specialists.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers / publications
The submitted works are 26 publications, structured as follows:
» 3 co-authored textbooks,
3 monographs, one of which is standalone and the other two are co-authored,
1 co-authored scientific studio,
6 articles in scientific journals, 4 of which are stand-alone,
13 scientific reports, eight of which are stand-alone,
over 15 citations.

The publications of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov in the
competition for "Associate Professor"/(“Docent”/“Reader”) are in several scientific fields,
including: economics of transport, environmental characteristics of transport, intelligent
transport systems, sustainable transport development, etc. In my opinion, the publications of
Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov are at a high scientific level, based on in-
depth analyzes of a wide range of literary sources in several languages, investigate significant
underdeveloped management and economic problems of transport, incl. in the Republic of
Bulgaria, as well as offering solutions to these problems.

The presented scientific works fully correspond to the scientific specialty of the
competition - Economics and Management (Economics of Transport/ Transport Economics).
The scientific production of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov develops a
broad-based, targeted with a practical outcome research-based and research-applied activity
in the field of economics of transport/transport economics. The research/studies have a
methodological and applied importance and is extremely useful for both students and their

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practical application in the transport sector.
Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov develops serious research and expert
activity by participating in 5 research and practically-applied projects.

5.1. The main fields of research activity:

The main fields of research and problems analyzed by the candidate in the
competition are as follows:

1. Development and functioning of the national and international transport market;

2. Human resources management in transport;

3. Sustainable development of transport;

4. Ecological characteristic of transport;

5. Development and implementation of intelligent transport systems;

6. Economic assessment of external costs of transport.

In most publications the emphasis has been put on the research, connected with the
condition of the transport sector. In this regard, serious analyzes have been carried out of the
problem areas in the sphere/field of sustainable transport development, application and
development of intelligent transport systems, transport infrastructure, human resources,
ecological characteristics of transport.

Various research methods have been used to obtain a wide-ranging analysis of the
problem under study - economic processes, relationships and institutions are compared, and
strategies and policies that function in their context are also compared.

The presented works reflect current and significant problems in the transport sector.

5.2._Scientific and/or applied scientific results.

The presented publications are aimed at analyzing and evaluating the transport sector,
on the basis of scientific research fundamental principles and concepts of the economics of
transport/ transport economics are clarified. The author of the publications also offers various
classifications, as well as adapting existing approaches and models by which he contributes
to the development and enrichment of the economic theory.

The parameters of the economic environment have been thoroughly researched and
evaluated, and it is answered to the question in which way the state of the economy affects
the development of the transport sector.

Trends in the development of transport are analyzed and recommendations are made
regarding its development. Specific suggestions for their implementation have been given.

The research work of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov is in direct
connection with his teaching/lecturer activity.
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5.3. Evaluation of the monographs as a separate subject for review.

Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov has presented for the competition
three monograph works, dedicated to problematic for the transport sector topics. Two of the
monographs: "Assessing the Energy Efficiency of Transport in the Context of Sustainable
Development Policy" and "Guidelines for reducing the harmful effect of road transport™ were
co-authored.

In the independent monograph "Analysis and Evaluation of the Passenger Transport
Activity of the Railway Transport in Bulgaria” the author examines the problems of the
passenger transport activity and makes a complex analysis of the passenger railway transport
in Bulgaria by main indicators. The thesis that passenger rail transport in Bulgaria is in crisis
is defended, which does not correspond to its important socio-economic significance for the
society. Specific solutions and measures have been proposed to improve passenger rail
transport activity.

The second monograph "Assessment of the Energy Efficiency of Transport in the
Context of Sustainable Development Policy", is a collective work, taking into account the
results of a research project. Special attention from Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov
Minkov is given on the indicators affecting the energy efficiency of transport.

The monograph "Guidelines for Reducing the Harmful Effect of Road Transport"” is
co-authored and examines the philosophy and problems associated with the development of
road transport and environmental pollution. All aspects of the adverse impact as well as the
measures applied to limit it have been investigated.

The monograph works contain a number of scientific and applied contributions that
enrich the theory and practice of scientific studies in the chosen field of research. The
reviewed monographs address/consider important and significant issues. They contain
scientific and applied results that are an original contribution to the development of the
transport sector.

The textbooks which are presented in the competition materials are distinguished by
their methodological and practical importance in the education of students in specialty
“Economics of Transport”, as well as by all who are interested in this subject. The textbook
"Forecasting and planning of transport activity” is co-authored and Chief Assistant PhD
Minkov has developed Chapters II, 111 and IV in a volume of 60 pages. The textbook
"Transport and Insurance™ was co-authored and the applicant's contribution was in the
development of the chapter "Comparative characteristic and features of the main modes of
transport™ — of a total volume of 15 pages.

The textbook "Economic Analysis of the Transport Enterprise” was co-authored, and
the contribution of Chief Assistant PhD Minkov is in the writing of Chapters V, VI, VII,
VIII, IX, in a volume of 98 pages.

My acquaintance with the presented publications gives me reason to state that the
scientific achievements of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Minkov enriches and develops the
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existing knowledge.

Original research papers are presented, which thematically, at scientific level and in
quality are consistent with the name of the competition. The scientific production is of
emphatic/emphasized scientific, educational, methodological, applied and research character.
It is up-to-date, developed at a high academic and scientific level.

The structure of the scientific publications shows the candidate's good concentration
on the research work as well as his ability to combine successfully the research and the
scientifically-applied activities.

No plagiarism was observed in the scientific production.

The analysis of the applicant's production shows that he skillfully manages to
combine the role of researcher and educator in the process of creating and promoting
knowledge related to current problems of transport in modern conditions.

6. Evaluation of scientific and scientifically-applied contributions

In my opinion, the publications of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Minkov are at a high
scientific level, are based on in-depth analyzes of a wide range of literary sources in several
languages, research significant underdeveloped studies related to the transport problems. At
the same time, the works (scientific papers) offer solutions to a number of problems.

In the works of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Minkov can be identified number of
contributions, which are a fruit of his research work.

For clarity, they can be structured as follows:

1) Systematization and enrichment of knowledge about the impact of transport on the

environment and implementation of measures to reduce and mitigate it;

2) The basic principles and rules for the sustainable development of transport have

been systematized and recommendations have been made regarding the

interconnection of the transport and energy sectors and their complex environmental
impact;

3) The main indicators have been systematized and approaches for measuring the

energy efficiency of transport have been defined;

4) The main methods of analysis in the different modes of transport are defined and

systematized and their main characteristics are clarified;

5) The theory of human resources management in transport is further developed and

enriched by adapting existing approaches for their assessment.

The presented contributions in a structured form give me reason to believe that Chief
Assistant PhD Tashko Minkov is a developed/established scientist and lecturer who has the
necessary scientific level to occupy the academic position of "Associate
Professor"/(“Docent”/“Reader”).

My acquaintance with the presented publications gives me reason to state that the
scientific achievements of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Minkov enrich the existing
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knowledge and have applicability in science and practice. The obtained scientific and applied
scientific results and achievements have been published and shown in connection with the
submitted documentation for the competition. The achieved research, educational and applied
results of Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Minkov have a significant contribution to the
development of the science.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

I know Chief Assistant PhD Tashko Yordanov Minkov for several years and | have
excellent impressions of his work as an expert, lecturer and researcher in the field of
transport. My personal impressions are that he is distinguished by his high level of diligence,
high competence, ethics and a sense of responsibility in fulfilling his professional duties.
