1.1.  Strategic Planning for Regional Development, Sofia, IC-UNWE, 2018, 165 p.,
ISBN 978-619-232-141-3.

The book aims in providing a systematic information, analyzes and assessments on
current issues of strategic regional planning in Bulgaria. It is structured in introduction, 15
chapters and a bibliography that contains 110 sources, incl. monographs, articles, scientific
reports, regulations, methodological guidelines, European regulations and electronic
resources.

The author's position is that planning is one of the main management functions,
closely related to the others: performance (organization, coordination, regulation) and control.
Planning emerges in response to the need of anticipating processes and phenomena in terms
of risk and uncertainty of the environment. The needs of the practice, as well as the
development of the various scientific fields, predetermine the development of planning and its
consolidation at all levels of management of economic and social process, thus justifies the
extension of its scope and horizon.

Consistently are clarified: the nature and evolution of planning; methodology for
strategic planning of regional development; strategic planning in the public sector of the
national economy; the legal framework and the regulatory foundation of strategic planning in
regional development, etc. Special attention is paid to the analysis of the coherence and
interaction between the European cohesion policy and strategic regional planning, which has
been implemented in Bulgaria in the last 15 years.

The theoretical and practical aspects of planning as a management function together
with its typology at national level and in the public sector of the economy are presented. As a
result of the transition to new economic, political and social relationships and dependencies,
there is an objective need to define and justify the new role and tasks of planning at
macroeconomic, regional and local level, as well as its role for individual public and business
organizations. Topical issues of strategic planning in public institutions and organizations
influencing regional development are also included.

The content includes a chapter presenting in brief the summaries of numerous studies
and analyzes of experts on the genesis and origin of regional inequalities in Bulgaria's
development. Regional inequalities have an economic, social, demographic, infrastructural,
investment, environmental and other dimensions. They are formed under the influence of
various factors. Some are objective in nature - location in geographical space, relief, climate,
altitude, etc., others are the result of human activity - degree of development, usage of natural,
economic, recreational and cultural potential, the conducted regional politics.

Some of the topics included in the content of the textbook clarify and complement
methodological issues related to: the role of different types of infrastructure as a factor for
strategic regional planning; indicators for measuring regional economic activity.
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The structural and substantive elements of the regional development system in
Bulgaria have been consistently analyzed in several chapters, with respect to the established
regulatory framework for strategic regional planning, the specific characteristics of
monitoring and evaluation of the results achieved in regional development, as well as the
specificities of institutional coordination and related with it partnership mechanisms that are
crucial to efficiency and effectiveness in all stages of strategic planning of the regional
development.

The content also includes the current issue of integrating global environmental
problems into regional development which is observed in the broader context of international
(global and European) trends and policies in the field of ecology and sustainable
development. Based on the accepted international agreements and conventions and the
provisions of the European Sustainable Development Policy, is presented the elaborated
mechanism for integrating global environmental goals in the development and
implementation of regional and local development strategies and plans.

An attempt has been made to link the fundamental achievements of science and its
distinguished representatives with the current processes and needs of regional development in
Bulgaria and its better targeting and improvement.

Statistical data and empirical information from validated official sources were used:
European Statistical Office, National Statistical Institute and Employment Agency in
Bulgaria.

The textbook is designed for students in regional development, as well as for anyone
whose professional interests are oriented towards the problems of strategic planning and
management of regional development.

2. PUBLISHED MONOGRAPHS AND PARTICIPATION IN COLLECTIVE
MONOGRAPHS

2.1. Business Environment and Sustainable Development of the Regions, Sofia,
UNWE, 2019, 208 p. ISBN 978-619-232-187-1.

The monographic work attempts to enrich the specialized scientific literature with
systematic information, analyzes and assessments on current issues related to the construction
and development of the business environment and the sustainable development of the regions
in Bulgaria. The monograph is structured in an introduction, 4 (four) thematic sections, 12
(twelve) chapters, a conclusion and a bibliographical reference.

The author's main thesis is that accelerating the transition to sustainable development
requires an integrated approach to the implementation and formulation of regional goals in the
economic, social and environmental dimension of sustainable development of Bulgaria. All
components of the regional business environment: economic, environmental, legislative and
political, administrative, socio-demographic, etc. must be oriented towards creating the
necessary conditions and prerequisites for meeting the regional sustainable development
goals.
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The first part of the monograph consistently examines the theoretical and practical
aspects of the concept of sustainable development on a global, European and national scale.
The book tracks the evolution and upgrade of the international legal framework and European
policies for sustainable development. The conceptual and substantive aspects of achieving
sustainability are analyzed, justifying the focus of sustainable development goals on the need
to model the pursuit of a more sustainable lifestyle in all its aspects, since in human
development, every human activity must fit harmoniously into the ongoing processes of
nature. This implies the creation of economic policies and regulatory framework that
encourages eco-industries and punish those who pollute; processing of raw materials to obtain
high quality final products and services; restructuring of the economy and development of the
agricultural economy in compliance with generally accepted environmental standards; rational
use of renewable energy resources and maximum utilization of production and household
waste (implementation of non-waste technologies).

The second part of the study deals with indicators for measuring sustainable
development. The supported view is that the development of an appropriate system of
indicators for the analysis and evaluation of sustainable development is one of the greatest
challenges facing modern science. A reliable measurement system is needed both to assess the
level of sustainable development and to implement a policy leading to sustainable
development. Sustainable development indicators adopted by the United Nations Commission
on Sustainable Development, categorized into the four thematic groups identified: economic,
environmental, social and institutional, are presented as a common basic model.

This part represents the idea that the system of indicators adopted by the UN
Commission on Sustainable Development has a broad scope and covers the main dimensions
of sustainable development. Included indicators of varying degrees of aggregation are subject
to accurate quantitative and (or) qualitative measurement. While supporting the approach
taken to reconcile common principles and criteria for sustainable development with specific
approaches to the formulation and evaluation of indicators, some of its deficiencies are also
taken into account, which are related to the definition of indicators or stemming from the
insufficient linkage of indicators to individual indicators in groups. In summary, the
conclusion is that the use of a scorecard (system of indicators) has a number of advantages
over the use of an aggregate metric, with appropriate arguments in support of that statement.

The typology of sustainability indicators adopted by the European Statistical Office is
also examined. In an attempt to make a brief comparative analysis of the UN indicators with
those adopted by the EU, it is established that the European Statistical Office (EUROSTAT)
seeks more balanced and relatively equal use of economic (13), social (19) and environmental
(10) measures of sustainable development. Logically, the smallest in this case is the number
of so-called institutional indicators (5), which are predominantly oriented towards the
qualitative characteristics of a new, but very important thematic area - the specification of the
sustainable development policies pursued in individual countries.

It could be noticed that the number of indicators proposed by EUROSTAT for use in
EU Member States is greatly reduced. The reasons for this decision are the limited
possibilities for reliable information provision of these indicators, despite the existing
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traditions in statistical analysis and characterization of various aspects in the social and
economic development of European countries, most of which have a developed market
economy.

Regarding the implementation of the Sustainable Development Indicators in Bulgaria,
the author believes that it is appropriate initially our Country to adhere to the Sustainable
Development Indicator Package recommended by EUROSTAT, and must include
institutional indicators which are closely related to the processes of market transformation of
the economy. However, in the future, the existing statistical system in Bulgaria needs to be
improved by seeking opportunities and resources to include additional indicators for
characterizing the transition to sustainable development of Bulgaria, in view of our traditions,
specifics, national goals and priorities for the coming decades.

In the third part of the monograph, issues concerning the technology for integrating
the concept of sustainable development into national legislation and policy are identified. The
established institutional organization and the process of harmonization of the national legal
framework governing the dimensions of sustainable development are examined. It is
summarized that the concept of sustainable development underpins national strategic,
planning and programming documents in the field of environmental protection, regional
development, economic development, investment and innovation, operational programs for
absorption of EU structural funds. These documents identify areas of concern for the
sustainable development of industrial zones in the country, mainly related to environmental
pollution, depletion of natural resources and insufficient investment to limit pollution and
repair environmental damage.

In a separate chapter of the current book are analysed and evaluated the factors
determining the specificity of the contemporary business environment, its structural and
content components in the regions and their influence on sustainable regional development
are exposed. The leading achievements of distinguished representatives in this scientific field
are included. Selected elements of the regional business environment that would contribute to
the sustainable development of the regions are examined. Examples of those are: investments
in regional infrastructure; effective management of state and municipal property; stimulating
innovation activity in the region; promoting entrepreneurship; support for the development of
small and medium-sized enterprises; optimization of regulatory mechanisms and instruments;
improvement of administrative services for business and citizens; maintaining active
interactions on the regional labor market and realizing effective regional marketing to attract
foreign investment.

In the fourth part, the Sustainable Development Model examines the results achieved
and the challenges ahead and confirms its role as a model for civilizational development, with
no alternative in the coming decades. This model reflects the current needs of humankind,
retaining the necessary potential and resources for the needs of future generations, combining
the goals of economic and social development with the requirements of protecting and
improving the quality of the environment. Adhering to objective facts and data, both positive
arguments on progress and unresolved issues regarding unfulfilled environmental, social and
economic goals are put forward.
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Also important is the issue of mechanisms through which to achieve the Sustainable
Development Goals. Economic goals are fulfilled through market mechanisms, as is known
by economic theory. However, social and environmental goals cannot be achieved by the
market. Moreover, current social and environmental problems are a result of the market,
proven historically and statistically. These goals can be achieved through regulation, ie
conscious and deliberate action by the institutions or as a result of policies pursued. The logic
of analysis suggests that the realization of sustainable development requires and implies a
profound and large-scale transformation - not only for the economy or the socio-economic
system. Sustainable development requires a new conceptual leap in human-nature interaction,
affecting each individual and society as a whole.

The concept of sustainable development sets a long-term vision for the
movement/development of society. As an integrated concept, sustainable development
includes all activities of people from global to local level. This part of the research is an
argument of the need of formulation of regional sustainable development goals. Based on the
analysis, have been made suggestions on how to integrate the Sustainable Development Goals
into the strategic planning process of regional development.

The complex nature of the study requires integrated use of a set of approaches and
methods. The theoretical and methodological part is based on a deep analysis of international,
European and national legislation in the field of sustainable development. The information
support of the analysis is based on the study of monographs, studies, articles and reports of
Bulgarian and foreign authors in the field of management, regional economy, public
administration, strategic planning and economic theory. In the study are used numerous
methodological documents of the United Nations (UN), European Union (EU), World Bank,
European and Bulgarian legislation, working reports and opinions of the governing European
institutions. Those are results of specialized studies, thematic references publications and
dictionaries, as well as information from official internet sources of European and Bulgarian
administrative authorities. Information has been systematized by the National Statistical
Institute, the Ministry of Finance, the Ministry of Regional Development and Public Works,
the Ministry of Agriculture and Food, the Institute for Market Economy, the National
Association of Municipalities, etc.

The conclusion generates a set of measures and actions to integrate global sustainable
development goals into strategic regional planning. Particular emphasis in the forthcoming
development of the new strategic documents for regional and local development should be
placed on the possibility of integrating global sustainable development goals into the process
of regional development management, both at national, regional and local level. An important
prerequisite is the development of an adequate regional statistics database to provide realistic
and workable indicators for incorporating global sustainable development goals into statistical
research programs and for monitoring and evaluating regional and local development
strategies and plans.

The monograph is published on the basis of a dissertation thesis for the award of
educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in social, economic and legal sciences, scientific
specialty "National Economy (Regional Economy and Administration). The main motivation
of the research is to search for argumentation and proof that within the established system of
regional development in Bulgaria could be found opportunities for improvement of its
management.

The object of the research is the process of regional development in Bulgaria. This
process is seen as a consequence of the behavior of a complex dynamic system, which is
formed, on the basis of socio-economic and natural elements of space within a certain
territory, on the one hand, and on the other - represent accordance with the intentions and
wishes of the governing, expressed through regional planning and regional development
policy, formulated through the regulatory framework and targeted action by the state towards
its regions.

The subject of the study is the implementation of regional development policy, which
is reflected in two main groups of activities: creation of regulatory framework for regional
development and implementation of administrative measures for its development and
realization.

The author's main research thesis is that in the created regulatory environment there
are opportunities for improvement of the Bulgarian regional development system. These
options are related to the adoption of amendments and supplements to the specialized
legislation for regional development in Bulgaria, enhancing the administrative and expert
capacity of actors in the regional development system and enhancing coordination and
partnership between them in order to achieve efficiency and effectiveness in the
implementation of sectoral national policies, strategies and plans for regional and local
development, as well as operational programs co-financed by European Union funds.

The first chapter of the research summarizes the main points of view and ides of
regional development. The main stages in the development of regional policy are analyzed as
a means to influence the process of regional development. The indicator framework of
regional development and the sources of its information support are presented. The procedural
structure of the development and implementation of Bulgaria's regional development policy
includes its consideration as a strategic, regulatory and organizational framework at national,
regional and local level. The selected aspect also presents the main components of regional
policy, which differ in hierarchical terms.

At the national level, the strategic framework for regional development sets out vision,
objectives and priorities, proposing appropriate actions and a mechanism that outlines the
main steps for implementing the overall process of monitoring, controlling and evaluating the
implementation of the development strategy. The tangible expression of this strategic
framework is represented by the adopted laws on regional and local development, regulations,
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methodological guidelines, instructions, etc. The authorities responsible for the formulation
and implementation of the regional development policy at national level are ministries,
agencies, institutes, non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and nationally represented
socio-economic partners of the governing.

At regional and local level, the strategic framework of the development reflects chosen
aims, priorities, measures, activities and planned resources, in line with the potential of the
respective territorial community, doing so while outlining its specific needs in the specific
time period. Regional development plans are being developed at the regional level, in the
districts - regional development strategies, and in the municipalities, municipal development
plans. Their creation, adoption, monitoring and the evaluation of their implementation is
carried out by specialized public-consultative management authorities, such as district and
regional development councils and local self-government authorities, such as municipal
councils.

The first chapter also clarifies the typology and main focuses of European Union
regional development policy. The impact of European regional policy on the regional
development policy of Bulgaria has been evaluated. The synthesized assessment, through the
flagship policy documents, confirms that the main goals and priorities of the EU strategic
framework for development are appropriately reflected in the country's regional development
policy. The adopted strategic goals for the development of the regions in Bulgaria, by
specifying their parameters and their territorial focus, reflect the current guidelines regarding
the EU cohesion policy and the trends in the development of the regions in Bulgaria in recent
years.

Chapter two represents an institutional analysis of regional development in Bulgaria.
Attention is paid to the main stages in the evolution of regional development policy - from the
period of total state regulation to the adoption of the modern legislation for the regional
development of the country. The status, differences and European projections of the Bulgarian
regions and the importance of the administrative-territorial structure for the process of
regional development are examined. This part of the study analyzes the institutional
regulation and organization of regional development, including the established regulatory
framework, the governing authorities, the status of their coordination and partnership.

The analysis of the regulatory framework, which fits the specialized legislation for
regional development, gives a general assessment that the necessary conditions and
prerequisites for the implementation of a consistent and sustainable policy for the
development of the regions and districts of the country have been created in accordance with
the requirements of the European regional policy. The improvement of the regional
development legislation must address the need to upgrade communication and interaction
between institutions and administrative units in order to coordinated implementation of
related legislation and their synchronization to achieve better management and efficiency of
the expended resources.

In fulfillment of the task of justifying the research thesis, the second chapter includes a
brief analysis of the results generated after conducted by the author survey. It is carried out
through development councils at regional and district level, to identify the main problems
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arising in the conduct of regional policy and to focus on the areas where the need for change
and improvement is most important. The capacity of the regional development management
authorities in the regions and districts has been evaluated, deficits, key problems and
difficulties in the work and functioning of the regional and district development councils have
been identified, strategic guidelines have been proposed to solve the problems and overcome
the formalism in the performance of the functions of the studied regional development
management bodies in the regions and districts of the country.

It can be argued that the institutional framework for the implementation of
coordination and partnership between actors in regional development and the implementation
of national regional policy is in place and is functioning. However, the mechanisms and
procedures for improving the quality of coordination and partnership between the institutions
need to be improved in order to initiate more active civic participation in the process of
impact on the development of regions, districts and municipalities in the country.

A critical review of the state of coordination and partnership between actors in
regional development management leads to the conclusion that there are unused regulated
opportunities for good communication and interaction between them. At this stage, according
to the author, a more important step towards improving the management of socio-economic
processes in the regions is the more active realization of the assigned responsibilities and the
opportunities provided to the administration, the established advisory bodies for regional
governance, the socio-economic partners and non-governmental organizations that all
together are working in this field.

Chapter three, based on the presented analysis and the summary of the results from
the expert study, outlines strategic directions for streamlining the regional development
system. Those directions are related to improving the legislative framework, updating regional
development strategies and plans, increasing administrative and expert capacity of regional
development management bodies and improving their coordination and interaction in the
conduct of regional development policy.

The updated Bulgarian regional development policy should take into account the pan-
European regional development goals. It is needed a wider approach in order to find better
and bigger place of the current issues related to the future development of the European Union
after 2020 and its territorial agenda, spatial development, the development of the information
society and the reflection of global environmental issues on the environment.

At this stage, regional and district development councils, as authorities for
implementation of the state policy for regional development, fulfill to a satisfactory degree the
tasks and responsibilities with regard to the development and approval of regional
development plans, the adoption of regional development strategies and the provision of
regional development strategies with information, publicity and transparency of their
activities.

The need to be created a sustainable over time organizational development mechanism
for regional development councils and district development councils, which contributes
overall to strengthening their managerial and expert potential, is justified. Subsidiarity in the
work of councils should be seen as an opportunity for good governance, coordination,
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monitoring and evaluation of the regional development process at the territorial level, at
which the potential and resources are best suited to identify approaches to problem solving.

The administrative and expert capacity has a special place in Chapter Three,
specifically justifying the need for specialized units for strategic regional planning. Although
the Bulgarian administration has qualified administrative personnel, the effective
implementation of strategic planning and regional management techniques require
maintaining professional qualifications and mastering new skills.

The territorial units for strategic planning and coordination of regional development
are part of the de-concentrated structures of the central administration, but their main role is to
replace the administrative missing in this stage in ,level 2 regions. Their main task is to
actively participate in coordination and interaction with the central and territorial structures of
the executive in relation to the development and implementation of regional development
plans, the preparation of reports for monitoring their implementation; and the maintenance of
the Regional Development Management Information System. Strengthening and expanding
their administrative and expert capacity is a good opportunity both to improve the work of
regional and district development councils, as well as to support for more actively
communication and partnerships between potential stakeholders, acting at regional and district
level from the public, non-governmental and private sectors.

The implementation of regional policy is in the active phase of monitoring the
implementation of strategic and planning documents for regional and local development. At
the end of the planning period (by the end of 2020) an assessment of the implementation of
the set goals and priorities at national, regional and local level shall be carried out.
Coordination and regular inflow of bottom-up information for the realization of regional
policy goals is a decisive factor for the preparation of qualitative ex-post evaluations of
strategic and planning documents.

The relevance of the issues discussed in the scientific research is confirmed and
supported by the passage of time - both in connection with the transformations in the
objectively ongoing social and economic processes in the territory of the individual
municipalities, districts and regions in Bulgaria, as well as in terms of the adopted direction
and line of conduct of state policy for regional development.

The candidate's participation in the collective monographic work is related to the
comparative analysis of the strategic framework for regional and spatial development of urban
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centers in two of the researched regions - respectively, in the second chapter (p.2.2) are cities
with population from 30 to 100 thousand inhabitants: Vidin, Vratsa, Lovech and Montana
from the North-West region, and in the third chapter (p.3.2) are the cities with similar
coverage in population in the North-Central region: Veliko Turnovo, Gabrovo, Gorna
Oryahovitsa, Razgrad, Svishtov and Silistra.

The two chapters apply the same methodological research approach: the analysis is
carried out on the basis of the municipal plans for the development of the municipalities and
the integrated plans for urban regeneration and development for the period 2014-2020,
developed in accordance with the legislation. Based on the analysis, the assessment identifies
problems in the spatial and regional development of these medium-sized urban centers. The
research makes assessment of the correspondence between the selected thematic priority areas
and the measures, activities and projects with the identified needs of the territory.

Along with the main emphasis of the economic, demographic and social development
of cities and municipalities, special attention is paid to the peculiarities of the development of
the urban network, the territorial-urban structure, the infrastructure security, the accessibility
and connectivity of the cities and their adjacent territories.

The comparative analysis of the strategic framework for the development of the
surveyed cities expectedly and logically confirms the correspondence between the predictions
for regional socio-economic development and its spatial projection. The planned interventions
are monitored in the current strategic planning and programming documents concerning the
regional and spatial development of the cities surveyed and the objective tendencies and
prospects for their development, including their realism and feasibility of the planned
measures, activities and specific projects.

The Integrated Urban Recovery and Development Plans (IURDP) for the cities
surveyed concentrate on the territory of the designated impact areas. These include scheduling
investments with a timeline and funding source that provide prioritization of needs. In this
regard, the IURDP is one of the main financial instruments for the realization of the goals and
priorities of the municipal development plans.

It is characteristic of all cities that the investments are oriented towards activities for
improvement of municipal educational and social infrastructure and development of sports
infrastructure. This provides opportunities for physical activity and social inclusion; provides
opportunities for active participation in social life, improves the quality of cultural services
through investments in cultural infrastructure; Introduces energy efficiency measures for
multi-family residential buildings and administrative buildings of the state and municipal
administration.

Substantial support for growth is directed towards the regeneration and renovation of
old industrial areas in cities through investment in areas with potential for economic
development. These investments also include functional links with neighboring settlements,
which form a fraction of the public urban transport system. Financial engineering fully or
partially envisages financing investments in sports infrastructure, energy efficiency in
residential buildings, cultural infrastructure, as well as areas with potential for economic
development and integrated urban transport.
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A positive assessment deserves the linking of individual projects and planned
activities and the search for synergistic effect from their realization. Measures and projects are
proposed in priority areas, such as supporting the local economy and creating a more
favorable business environment, promoting the agricultural sector, tourism, improving access
to education, healthcare, social and public services.

It could be noticed that in some of the priority areas for development, eg. interventions
in infrastructure - technical, educational, social and cultural - a large number of large-scale
projects are planned. They would be difficult to implement given the limited time, financial
and expert resources, as well as the lack of practical experience on the part of the local
authorities to organize and coordinate the preparation, commissioning, organization and
control of project implementation.

At the same time, resources for improving qualifications and for training
administrative and expert capacity in almost all plans have a low relative share to the overall
indicative budget. The availability of trained specialists has a decisive influence on the
successful implementation of all planned initiatives and, accordingly, underestimating this
point would call into question the administration and implementation of the projects. In a very
small part of the plans, a preliminary prioritization of the projects has been carried out, which
to some extent diminishes the quality and effectiveness of the set strategic framework for
urban development.
