2. Brief information regarding the contest candidates

In the announced contest participates one candidate - Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Elka
Georgieva Vasileva, Lecturer at the Department of Regional Development at UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

3.1 Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

With regard to the minimum national requirements of the Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b) and Its Implementation Rules for
(Article 1a, paragraph 1) for occupying the position of "Associate Professor”, the candidate
Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Elka Vasileva fully fulfils the requirements — defended
dissertation for awarding the educational and scientific degree "doctor" (2011); published
book based on the dissertation thesis (2019), published monograph with different content
from the subject of the dissertation work (2019), submitted list of publications that do not
duplicate the ones submitted for awarding the educational and scientific degree "doctor" and
for the occupation of the academic position “Chief Assistant”. The total number of points
(505 points) of the applicant exceeds the minimum national requirements (400 points).

The candidate Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Elka Vasileva exceeds further the
additional requirements for occupying the position of Associate Professor at the University
for National and World Economy, in accordance with the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Article 2b, paragraph 5) and Its Implementation
Rules (Article 1a, paragraph 2-3). She reports 626 points with a minimum of 220 points
required.

3.2 Fulfillment of the quality requirements

The information presented in the "Card of fulfillment of quality requirements”
confirms full compliance of the application with the stated requirements for occupying the
position of "Associate Professor™ at the University of National and World Economy.



The participation of Chief Assist. Dr. Elka Vasileva, in the activities of national and
foreign scientific organizations (Union of Scientists in Bulgaria, Bulgarian Association for
Regional Studies, National Association for Forecasting and Planning, Regional Studies
Association, Sussex Innovation Center, (Falmer Brighton, East Sussex BN1 9SB, United
Kingdom)), her membership in program committees and editorial boards for conducting
international scientific conferences, her work on university and national projects, preparing
analyzes and opinions for the Ministry of Regional Development, as an expert from the
General Directorate "Strategic Planning for Regional Development and Administrative-
Territorial Organization" as well as numerous publications in reputable Bulgarian and foreign
editions prove her as an established researcher with contributions to national and
international knowledge development.

The participation of Ch. Assistant Dr. Elka Vasileva, in the preparation of a new
curriculum at the Master's Degree (Smart Cities Development), the curricula she has
developed in various disciplines, her author's textbooks, as well as the leaded trainings for
entrepreneurial acquisition, management and business knowledge and skills are arguments
for her contribution to teaching and learning development.

The candidate's professional achievements also receive public recognition in practice.
In the period December 2014-December 2018 she is a member of the Board of Directors of
the National Student Association for Political Science, member of the Control Board for the
implementation of the Strategy for entering and positioning in the targeted markets of ST
"NELBIS" (2010-2011), she is the head of a working group on preparation of a package of
documents, incl. draft normative documents for applying for a grant under OP "Rural
Development™ 2014-2020.

The contribution of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva to the development of good
management practices at UNWE should also be taken into account, through her work as
scientific secretary of the Department of Regional Development (from 2017) and her
participation in the preparation and adoption of rules, criteria and procedures for evaluating
students’ academic achievement, for conducting a Bachelor's State examination and for
defense of pre-diploma experience.

It is necessary to conclude that the research and educational work of Ch.
Assistant Professor Dr. Elka Georgieva Vasileva meets and exceeds the mandatory and
additional requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor at
the University of National and World Economy.

The statement is also confirmed by the positive opinion of the UNWE Habilitation
Council. At its meeting of May 15, 2019, after discussing the implementation of the
quantitative and qualitative requirements, the Council decided (Minutes No. 2/15.05.2019)
that the application of Assistant Professor Dr. Elka Georgieva Vasileva for participation in a
competition for academic position associate professor at UNWE in scientific specialty
"Regional Development (Strategic Planning and Sustainable Development of Regions)”,
professional field "Administration and Management”, scientific field 3. Social, Economic
and Legal Sciences meets the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the AC.

4. Assessment of teaching activity for each applicant individually

Chief Assistant Dr. Elka Vasileva, has been a full-time lecturer in the Department of
Regional Development at the Faculty of Management and Administration since 2014, but her
teaching experience also includes her work as a part-time lecturer at the Department of
Public Administration and Regional Development in the period 2007-20014. In other words,
her teaching experience at UNWE consist of 12 years, 3 and eight months of which as a



Chief assistant. According to the enclosed information for the last 4 years on study load,
Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva has completed 2156 hours of teaching time and has
scheduled classroom work for 2018-2019 of 366 hours. She conducts classes (lectures and
seminars) for masters and bachelors in many disciplines related to the subject of the contest,
such as: "Strategic Regional Planning”, "Regional Economics”, "Financing Regional
Projects”, "Geoeconomics and Regional Development”, "Social development in the regions™,
"State ownership and regional development”, "Sustainable development of the regions”, etc.
For the training purposes she has issued individually two textbooks - "Business Environment
and Sustainable Development of Regions” and "Strategic Planning of Regional
Development™.

Chief Assist. Dr. Elka Vasileva has developed lecture courses for bachelor’s and
master's programs at the University (Strategic Regional Planning; Sustainable Development
of Regions; Regional Marketing; State Ownership and Regional Development; Business
Environment and Sustainable Development; Intelligent Planning and Policies). The
contribution of Dr. Elka Vasileva to the creation of an effective innovative learning
environment should be emphasized through her participation in the development of a new
Master's curriculum: "Smart Cities Development” and the integration of the Smart App
application in Google Classroom in the learning process.

It can be concluded that the teaching activity of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr.Elka
Vasileva, for the academic position of Associate Professor in the scientific specialty
""Regional Development (Strategic Planning and Sustainable Development of Regions)"
at UNWE is strongly related to the subject of the contest, and the accumulated teaching
experience is completely satisfactory.

5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

For participation in the contest for the occupation of the academic position “Associate
Professor” Chief Assistant Dr. Elka Vasileva submits 19 publications (1 textbook; 3
monographs, one co-authored with 2 owned separated chapters; 4 articles, one of which is
published in a peer-reviewed and indexed scientific journal database; 11 reports, six of which
are presented at conferences abroad). The publications have not been submitted by the
candidate upon acquisition of the doctoral degree and for the acquisition of the academic
position “Chief Assistant”.

The presented scientific research shows that the candidate's research activity is
focused on the problems of strategic planning and sustainable development of the regions.
The author demonstrates good knowledge and skills in interpreting theoretical and analytical
formulations in the studied areas, as well as in reasoned defense of her ideas and suggestions.
Much of her publications have been cited in other researchers' papers, which is a testimonial
of positive acceptance of the theses and the results of her research.

A review of the scientific papers and publications presented for the purpose of the
contest makes it possible to evaluate the following results as relevant to science and
practice:

e Assessing the impact of European regional policy on national regional development
policy.

e The main problems identified and the concrete measures and actions proposed to
improve the implemented state policy for regional development in Bulgaria.

e Proposals for rationalization of the regional development system in Bulgaria.

e The identified deficits and difficulties in the activities of the regional and district
development councils and the proposed strategic guidelines for solving those



problems and overcoming the formalism in the performance of the functions of the

regional authorities.

e Competent analysis of the evolution and refinement of the concept of sustainable
development on a Global, European and national scale, as well as of the indicators for
measuring sustainable development and the peculiarities of their use in Bulgaria.

e Assessment of the national legal framework governing the dimensions of sustainable
development and the proposed guidelines for integrating sustainable development
goals into the strategic planning of regional development, in line with the new post-
2020 EU development priorities.

e Proposed mechanism for implementing the objectives of the sustainable development
concept at regional and local level.

e Results of the study of theoretical aspects of the factors determining the development
of the modern business environment for the sustainable development of the regions.
In conclusion, presented by Ch. Assist. Prof Elka Vasileva, PhD scientific papers

for participation in the contest for associate professor clearly outline her scientific
interests in the field of strategic planning and sustainable development of the regions.
Her scientific output presents her as a mature researcher, with a thorough knowledge
of theory and practice in her scientific field, with indisputable analytical skills and the
ability to summarize and conceptually express her own views.

6. Synthesis of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicants

| accept the applications from the candidate at the contest for associate professor,
Chief Asisstant Dr. Elka Vasileva. They are formulated and synthesized correctly, and reflect
the results and achievements of her scientific and applied research.

7. Key critical notes and recommendations for each candidate individually

provide her greater recognition and popularity in the scientific area.
