1. Competition information

The current competition has been announced regarding the needs of the Department
of Regional Development / faculty “Management and Administration” at UNWE, in
accordance with the Decision of the AC Ne 3/10.07.2019. | participate in the scientific jury of
the contest according to Order No. 2498/12.11.2019 of Vice-Rector of Scientific Research
Activity at the University of National and World Economy.

2. Brief information regarding the candidate in the competition

Chief Assist. Dr. Elka Georgieva Vasileva is the only candidate in the competition.
She has been working at the Department of Regional Development of a permanent
employment contract since 2014. Within the period 2007-2013 she is a part-time lecturer at
the department of "Public Administration and Regional Development” in the UNWE. In
2011 she acquired a Doctorate degree (diploma Ne 19 / 13.02.2012, issue 13.02.2012,
UNWE) in a scientific specialty "National Economics (Regional Economics and
Administration)”, with a thesis on Opportunities for improvement of the regional
development system in Bulgaria

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
3.1 Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

In the card for occupation of the academic position “Associate Professor” at UNWE,
presented by Chief Assist. Dr. Elka Vasileva, are listed a total of 19 (nineteen) publications,
which do not duplicate the ones submitted for the acquisition of the Doctorate degree and
those for the post of Chief Assist. The applicant participates in the competition with two
independent monographs, participation in a collective monograph and a textbook on a
discipline from the "Regional Development” specialty curriculum. Presented are also 3
(three) articles published in indexed scientific journals and one article published in a
scientific journal, referenced and indexed in world-renowned scientific information
databases. Chief Assist. Dr. Elka Vasileva has participated with reports at 11 (eleven)
scientific conferences, 6 (six) of which have taken place abroad.

Regarding their thematic focus, the publications are completely in the professional



field 3.7 "Administration and Management"”, scientific specialty "Regional development
(Strategic Planning and Sustainable Development of Regions)”, in which competition has
been announced. The map also lists 9 (nine) citations of the applicant's publications.

It can be summarized that the quantitative characteristics of the research activity of
Chief Assist. Dr. Elka Vasileva meet the basic and additional requirements for occupying the
academic position of "Associate Professor".

3.2 Fulfillment of the quality requirements

The card regarding fulfilling the quality requirements, completed by Chief Assist. Dr.
Elka Vasileva, confirms her development as a teacher and researcher, contributing to the
improvement of the quality of training, teaching content and the performance of UNWE at
national and international scientific forums. The applicant's presence in the professional
scientific field is also confirmed by her membership in the internationally recognized
organization Regional Studies Association (RSA), as well as in several national
organizations, including: Union of Scientists in Bulgaria, Section "Sociological Sciences",
Bulgarian Association for Regional Studies (UNWE) and National Association for
Forecasting and Planning (SA "D. Tsenov - Svishtov). Chief Assist. Dr. Elka Vassileva has
participated as a member of the organizing committee and editorial board in organizing and
conducting numerous scientific events, which testifies to her active position and
responsibility in the research activity at the University. The scientific supervision of Chief
Assist. Dr. Elka Vasileva of a successfully defended self-study PhD student deserves a
positive assessment. This also applies to her work as a scientific secretary of the Department
"Regional Development" from June 2017 to the present.

In Minutes No. 2/15.05.2019 of its meeting, the UNWE Habilitation Council gave a
positive assessment on the potential candidate for the competition, Chief Assist. Dr. Elka
Vassileva.

4. Assessment of the applicant's teaching activity

The candidate Chief Assistant Dr. E. Vasileva has been a full-time lecturer in the
Department of Regional Development since 2014, on December 2015, after winning a
competition, she has been appointed as Chief Assistant Professor. According to the enclosed
note on teaching workload, over the past five years there have been over 2700 hours at
Bachelor Degree and 156 hours at Master Degree, which far exceeds the minimum
requirements.

Chief Assistant Dr. E. Vasileva conducts classes (seminars and lectures) at the
Bachelor's and Master's degrees in the subjects related to the competition’s field: Strategic
Regional Planning, Regional Economy, Sustainable Development of Regions, Public Sector
Governance, State Property and Regional Development, etc. She has published a separate
textbook “Strategic Planning for Regional Development” to provide and guarantee the
learning process, and her monograph “Business Environment and Sustainable Development
of the Regions” could also be used by students. Develops individually or co-authored 3
Bachelor degree programs and 2 Master's degree programs.

The conclusion to be drawn is that the teaching activity of Ch. Assistant Professor
Elka Vasileva is related to the subject of the competition, and the accumulated teaching
experience is sufficient to occupy the academic position of "Assistant Professor” at UNWE.



5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

The scientific publications presented by the candidate Mrs. E. Vasileva show the
necessary scientific diversity: two monographs, a textbook, studies, articles and reports at
scientific conferences. She has participated in 3 (three) university and 2 (two) national
projects. In the thematic focus of her research and publishing activities, the following main
areas can be identified: strategic planning, regional policy, sustainable development of the
regions, etc.

The scientific developments presented by the applicant show a thorough study and
awareness of relevant issues of regional development and governance relevant to theory and
practice. Among them is the monograph "Business Environment and Sustainable
Development of the Regions”, which examines a wide range of interdisciplinary issues
related, first, to the theoretical analysis of contemporary commonly held concepts of the
concept of sustainable development and, second, to the relation with the components of the
regional business environment: economic, environmental, legislative and political,
administrative, socio-demographic, etc., which should be oriented towards creating the
necessary conditions for fulfillment of a set regional goals for sustainable development.

The candidate's thesis about the need to integrate the global goals for sustainable
development in the process of strategic regional planning for Bulgaria is logically further
developed in the studies entitled: "The importance of strategic regional planning for
achieving sustainable development in Bulgaria”. Positive assessment deserves the focused
scientific interest of Chief Assistant Dr. E. Vasileva in the research exploring strategic
planning and management options for sustainable regional development, which is evident
from her other publications, deserves a positive assessment.

The conclusion can be drawn that the applicant's research work meets and
quantitatively exceeds the minimum requirements. The submitted scientific works are in
accordance with the scientific specialty of the announced competition.

6. Synthesized assessment of basic scientific and applied contributions to

candidates

The results achieved, respectively the scientific contributions expressed in the
publications of Ch. Assist. Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva, can be summarized in several directions,
and the highest I evaluate the following:

1. Upgrading regional theory and practice on the functioning of the regional
development system in Bulgaria and substantiated proposals for its
rationalization;

2. Defined main problems and proposed concrete measures for improvement of the
implemented state policy for regional development in Bulgaria, with emphasis on
the public-advisory bodies for management in the regions;

3. Conducted critical analysis and evaluation of the sustainable development concept
and indicators for its measurement with focus on their implementation in
Bulgaria;

4. Study of the factors that determine the sustainable development of business
environment elements in the regions;

5. A justified need to integrate global sustainable development goals into the
strategic regional planning process and a proposed mechanism for implementing
these goals at regional and local level.



7. Key critical notes and recommendations for each candidate individually

The scientific creativity presented by Chief Assistant Dr. Elka Vasileva for
participation in the competition and my impressions of her work as a scientific secretary in
the Department of Regional Development, give me a reason to positively evaluate her
administrative and teaching activities.

My recommendations regarding her future research work is to build on her research
activities by participating in international monograph and seek to more actively involvement
and management of national and international projects.
