9. Contest information

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Regional
Development, Faculty of Management and Administration of UNWE according to the Decision
of the Academic council Ne 3/10.07.2019. | participate in the scientific jury of the competition
according to Order No Ne 2498/12.11.2019 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participated in the announced competition: Chief Assistant Elka Vasileva,
PhD from Department of Regional Development, Faculty of Management and Administration at
UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupation of the academic position

The candidate has submitted the following completed references for consideration by the
jury:

1. Card for the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for occupation of the academic
position of Associate Professor at the UNWE, whose criteria cover the minimum national
requirements (A+b+B+I'+/[+E) and extend them in accordance with the UNWE personnel policy
(OK+3+U+K).

2. Card for fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for occupation of the academic
position Associate Professor at the UNWE.

3. Protocol Ne2 / 15.05.2019 of the regular meeting of the UNWE Habilitation Council.

4. Evidences

According to the information provided, the application of Chief Assistant Elka Vasileva,
PhD, corresponds to the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic
council of UNWE. On the basis of a thorough review of the references and supporting evidence
provided, | confirm the opinion expressed by the commission. According to the report, the
candidate covers 505 points based on the accepted criteria for national minimum requirements.
Based on the examination of the evidence, | believe it is more correct to score 417 points, which
does not change the fact that the applicant meets the minimum national requirements (400
points). There are no criteria with actual failure to meet the requirements.

4. Assessment of teaching activity for each applicant individually



The candidate Chief Assistant Elka Vasileva, PhD has many years of teaching experience
in various disciplines, directly or indirectly related to the problems of regional development. She
teaches at the Academy of Economics “D. A. Tsenov ”, Svishtov in the period 1994-2002, as
well as in the University of National and World Economy from 2007 until now, holding the
positions of assistant, senior assistant, part-time lecturer, chief assistant. In the period 2002-2014,
Dr. Vassileva worked at the Ministry of Regional Development for the posts of Chief Expert,
State Expert and Head of Department, which clearly shows the applicant's valuable practical
experience in the field of regional development management. The experience gained is important
for the practical and applied aspects of teaching.
5. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers / publications
The scientific publications submitted for review are entirely in the field of regional
development, which is fully consistent with the direction of the announced competition. Some of
the publications are interdisciplinary and related to other scientific fields such as environmental
protection (No 5.1, 2.1, 4.2, 4.3, 5.1, 6.2from the list of publications submitted for review) and
tourismology (6.3). The mentioned works address important and current topics in the
development of modern society.
Concerning the quantitative parameters in a positive aspect, it should be noted that the
applicant has 4 books published, 3 of which are self-contained and 1 in co-authorship. Of these, 2
are monographs, 1 textbook and 1 book, published on the basis of a thesis. In addition, 14
published articles and reports have been submitted for review, as well as 1 article under print in a
journal indexed in worldwide databases. Nearly half of the articles and reports presented are in
foreign language as well as in foreign publications, which promotes the scientific production of
the applicant and makes it visible to a wider audience.
It is a positive impression that current issues of contemporary society are considered such
as sustainable development (2.1, 4.2), circular economy (4.3), e-government (6.1), climate
change (1.1, 5.1, 6.2) and more.
In all these works the author's thesis is well formulated and clearly presented. Literary
sources are arranged not only in alphabetical order, but also properly grouped by nature.
6. Synthesis of the main scientific and applied contributions of the applicants
The main thematic areas and corresponding scientific contributions to the applicant's
research and publications are:
e evaluation of the regional development system in Bulgaria and proposals for
rationalization (1.1, 2.2, 5.4, 5.5, 6.6), critical analysis and proposals for improvement
of national regional development policy (2.2, 2.3, 5.3, 5.4, 6.4, 6.5);

e implementation of the concept of sustainable development in regional development
(2.1,3.1,4.2,4.3,5.1,6.2);

e implementation of integrated planning methods at regional and local level (1.1, 2.1,

3.1,4.2,4.3,6.1);

e impact of European regional policy on national regional development policy (1.1, 2.2,

6.5).

7. Key critical notes and recommendations for each candidate individually

The following critical notes and recommendations to the applicant may be made with
purpose to improve the quality of scientific production:

e The monograph (2.1) submitted for review can be defined as the original work of
authorship. Due to the nature of the texts in it, I think it is more appropriate to headline

"Vision for Sustainable Development of the Regions in Bulgaria™ instead of "Business



Environment and Sustainable Development of the Regions”, since the problem of
business environment involvement in this process has been addressed mainly within
chapter 1 with a total volume of 12 pages and the focus is primarily on sustainable
development, in particular in Bulgaria. This is a topical issue that has been thoroughly
explored in monograph work and attempts are made to link it to regional development
issues, which is an original contribution.

e The textbook (1.1) submitted for review does not have a methodological part. It would be
good to enrich itself with questions and tasks that are self-study, tests, case studies or
other materials for the benefit of students in their self-study.

e Some of the articles and reports submitted for review have found their place in the books.
This speaks positively for upgrading scientific production. However, it would be correct
to exclude these articles and reports from the list of submitted papers for review, since
their texts are more or less duplicated with those in the relevant books (for example 5.1,
6.2, 6.4in 1.1, 4.2, 3.1 in 2.1). There is a duplication of texts in Bulgarian and English
publications (for example 5.1 and 6.2), which compromises the originality of the
respective publications. It would be good to increase publication activity of articles and
studies;

e About methodology, | recommend expanding the use of primary sources of information.
In this respect, the book that is based on the dissertation thesis (2.2) and the use of the
questionnaire research method in it is most impressive. The introductory part and,
accordingly, the methodology of the study in the same work are best formulated. It would
be good to apply the same or similar comprehensive and original approach to other books.

e | recommend that, when using secondary sources of information, the analytical approach
be broadened and the descriptive one is limited, incl. the enumerations. This would avoid
a number of repetitions (semantic and literal) (for example 2.3).

These critical remarks and recommendations don‘t detract from the work of the author
and the results she has achieved.

8. Conclusion

The information provided shows that the applicant meets the minimum national
requirements, the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, as
well as the quantitative and qualitative requirements specified by the UNWE, which is why |
express a positive opinion and propose Chief Assistant Elka Georgieva Vasileva, PhD, to be
selected as Assistant Professor at 3.7. Administration and Management, specialty Regional
Development (Strategic Planning and Sustainable Development of Regions) at UNWE.
