Administration and Management; scientific specialty - Regional
Development (Strategic Planning and Sustainable Development of Regions) at the University
of National and World Economy, promulgated in State Gazette, Ne72 from 13.09.2019.

1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the purposes of the Department of Regional
Development, Faculty of Management and Administration of the University of National and
World Economy (UNWE), with respect to a Decision of the Academic Council
Ne3/10.07.2019. 1 was selected a member of the Academic Jury for this competition
according to Order No2498/12.11.2019 by the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in this competition

Only one candidate has entered this competition — Chief Assistant Professor Elka
Georgieva Vasileva, PhD. In 1993 she acquired a Masters Degree in Marketing and Planning
at the Academy of Economy “D. A. Tsenov” — Svishtov. In 2012 she became a PhD holder at
UNWE in the specialty of National Economy (Regional Economy and Administration). The
candidate has defended a thesis on Possibilities for Enhancing the System of Regional
Development in Bulgaria. The academic career of Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva
started in 1994 as an Assistant Professor and Senior Assistant Professor at the Department of
Strategic Planning and Marketing at the Academy of Economy — Svishtov (1994-2002).
Besides her academic qualification she has acquired useful practical experience applying and
developing her knowledge in the area of strategic planning and regional development as an
employee of the Ministry of Regional Development in Bulgaria from 2002 to 2014 where she
has subsequently taken the positions of Chief Expert in the Directorate of Regional
Development and Management Systems (5 years); State Expert at the Chief Directorate of
Strategic Planning of Regional Development and Administrative-Territorial Structure (4
years) and Head of Department in the same Directorate (3 years). Parallel to that, for the
period of 2007-2014 Dr. Elka Vasileva has been an honorary lecturer at the Department of
Public Administration and Regional Development, Faculty of Management and
Administration of UNWE. Since December 2015 to the present date she has been a Chief
Assistant Professor at the Department of Regional Development. During this period, Chief
Assist. Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva has successfully combined her teaching duties with the
implementation of a number of research projects which are thematically related to her



academic activity, e.g. two national projects within the Operational Programme
“Development of Human Resources” and one university project within the National Research
Fund at UNWE. Since 2017 she has been an Academic Secretary of the Department of
Regional Development.

The candidate for acquiring the academic rank of Associate Professor has a very good
level of English and Russian. This is another opportunity to further enhance her knowledge
of scientific achievement in the research area of regional development at an international
level.

3. Compliance with the requirements for acquiring the academic position

From the presented documentation for this competition it evident that the candidate
has met the requirements for participation with respect to article 33 from the Statute for the
organization and holding competitions for conferring academic degrees and the acquisition of
academic ranks at the UNWE. She has acquired the educational and academic PhD degree;
she has taken the academic ranks of Assistant Professor or Chief Assistant Professor for more
than two years at the UNWE - she has 4 years and 7 months of work experience at the
university, out of which 3 years and 4 months as a Chief Assistant Professor; she has
presented a published monograph and other publications in specialized research journals
which do not overlap with the presented publications for conferring the educational and
scientific degree of PhD in 2012, nor ones that were used for her academic rank of Chief
Assistant Professor in 2015. All documents have been promptly presented and arranged
which has made a very good impression. It is evident that the candidate has observed the
quality and quantity requirements for conferring the academic rank of Associate Professor,
namely:

3.1. Compliance with the quantitative requirements

Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva has observed the national minimal requirements with
respect to the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(ADASRB) (article 2b) and the Statute for its application (article 1a, paragraph 1). She has
defended a thesis towards the acquisition of the educational and academic degree of Doctor
at UNWE in 2011 on the topic of Possibilities for Enhancing the System of Regional
Development in Bulgaria in the scientific major of National Economy (Regional Economy
and Administration). She has published a monograph on Business Environment and
Sustainable Development of Regions, Sofia, Publishing House — UNWE, 2019, 208 p., ISBN
978-619-232-187-1. She has published one article in a referenced and indexed journal in
international scientific database with scientific information, 11 articles in non-referenced
peer-review journals, 3 of which she has written as a co-author and for which has presented
separate protocols. She has also participated as a co-author in one study and one collective
monograph. The candidate in this competition has nine citations and a total number of 505
points versus the 400 points demanded by the national minimal requirements.

Out of the additional requirements by UNWE, according to the ADASRB (art. 2b, par. 5)
and the Statute for its implementation (article 1a, par. 2-3), Chief Assistant Prof. Dr. Elka
Vasileva has achieved 626 points vs the minimal threshold of 220, which include: sole author
of four articles in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in international databases with
scientific information; one textbook; academic mentorship of a PhD student who has
successfully defended their thesis in 2018; ten oral presentations at international scientific
conferences, out of which 3 in co-authorship; participation in five scientific projects, etc.



From the inquiry submitted by the Office of Academic Documentation, Reports and Control
at UNWE it is evident that during 2014-2019 she has met the requirements for teaching
hours, namely 625 hours of lectures and 1897 hours of seminars, which surpasses
significantly the minimal threshold. During the stated years she has taught fourteen
disciplines: Strategic Regional Planning; Regional Economy; Geoeconomy and Regional
Development; Geodemographics; Sustainable Development of Regions; Management of
State Property, etc. She has developed three lecture courses at Bachelor level, and two at a
Master level. She is a member of the Union of Bulgarian Scientists, the Bulgarian
Association for Regional Studies, the National Association for Prognostics and Planning and
the Regional Studies Association, Sussex Innovation Centre, UK.

3.2. Compliance with the quality requirements

From the information entered in the Card for compliance with the quality requirements for conferring
the academic ranks of Professor and Associate Professor at UNWE it is evident that Chief Assistant Professor
Dr. Elka Vasileva has successfully established herself as a researcher and an expert in the area of regional
development at a national and international level. She has been a member of an expert academic jury in the
student scientific conference “Current Concepts for the Development of Smart Cities”, held on 28 March 2019.
She has also been a member of the programme committee and editorial board for the organization of five
international conferences. She participated in research projects at university and national level, in scientific
conferences and discussions on the problems of regional development in Bulgaria.

She has established herself as a lecturer with a contribution in teaching and learning
development. She has developed curricula for the educational and qualification degree
Bachelor at UNWE: “Strategic Regional Planning”; “Sustainable Development of Regions”;
“Regional Marketing”. She has designed new Master courses, such as “State Property and
Regional Development”, “Business Environment and Sustainable Development”, “Intelligent
Planning and Policies”. She is the author of Strategic Planning for Regional Development,
(Publishing House — UNWE) for the academic discipline “Strategic Regional Planning”, at
Bachelor level, 4™ year, majoring in Regional Development. Her monograph Business
Environment and Sustainable Development of Regions (Publishing House-UNWE 2019) is
intended for students taking a course in “Business Environment and Sustainable
Development” at Master level, majoring in Regional Business and Management. She has
participated in the development of a new study plan at Master level: “Development of Smart
Cities”. She has designed a curriculum for the discipline “Intelligent Planning and Policies”
and has taught the electives “Sustainable Development of Regions” at Bachelor level and
“Business Environment and Sustainable Development” at Master level. She has participated
as a lecturer in a training seminar for acquiring entrepreneurship, management and business
knowledge and skills, development of business ideas and business plans for managing
independent economic activity within Action 2 of the project “Sustainable Integration
through Supporting Entrepreneurship”, national project within the Operative Programme
“Development of Human Resources”, co-funded by European Social Fund, BGOSM90OP001-
1.023-0064-CO1. She has been a member of the General Council of the National Student
Association for Political Sciences in the period of December 2014 — December 2018; and a
member of the Control Council for implementing the Strategy for Entering and Positioning
of Target Markets by Sole Proprietor “NELBIS” during 2010-2011, etc.

On the basis of the above mentioned, we can conclude that the research and teaching
work of Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva completely complies with the obligatory and
additional requirements for conferring the academic rank of Associate Professor at UNWE.
This has been proven by the decision of the Habilitation Council at UNWE. At its meeting on
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15 May 2019 (Protocol N2) the Council has decided that the application of Chief Assist.
Prof. Dr. Elka Vasileva for entering a competition for acquiring the academic rank of
Associate Professor at UNWE in the professional field 3.7. Management and Administration,
scientific major Regional Development (Strategic Planning and Sustainable Development of
Regions) at UNWE from the Department of Regional Development, Faculty of Management
and Administration complies with the quality and quantity requirements agreed to by the
Academic Council.

4. Assessment of educational activity

From the thus presented documentation it is apparent that Chief Assist. Prof. Elka
Vasilevag PhD fully deserves to apply for and acquire the academic position of Associate
Professor in the scientific specialty of Regional Development (Strategic Planning and
Sustainable Development of Regions).

During this period she has worked hard to acquire not only the theoretical knowledge
in the area of strategic planning and sustainable development of regions, but also their
practical application in her teaching. As a proof to this we can mention the courses she has
taught in various scientific disciplines at Master and Bachelor level, as well as the quality of
the teaching aids published and referenced at the Publishing House of UNWE.

All study materials of the author are completely thematically relevant to the subject
matter of this competition.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific papers/ publications

For this competition the candidate has submitted one monograph to which she is the
sole author, and another collective monograph of which she has co-authored six press sheets
of text. She has published four articles in scientific journals, participated in five scientific
conferences in Bulgaria and six international conferences abroad with oral presentations and
published a textbook. All indicated works do not repeat those presented for conferring the
degree of Doctor and for acquiring the academic rank of Chief Assistant Professor.

5.1. The main directions into which the candidate has focused her research are
related to various aspects of regional development. A leading place in her research takes
strategic planning of regional development. For instance, in the article ,,Importance of
Strategic Regional Planning to Achieving Sustainable Development in Bulgaria®,
Ikonomicheski izsledvaniya (Journal of Economic Research), 2019, ISSN: 0205- 3292, (in
print) the author studies the possibilities for integrating global purposes for sustainable
development in the process of strategic regional planning in Bulgaria. The concept of
achieving sustainable development is viewed in a strategic aspect. The thesis of the author is
that strategic planning plays a key role for the future of regions and represents a reliable tool
in their transition to sustainable development. Furthermore, within the focus of her research
remain the questions related to implementing regional plans for development in support of
regional coordination of operative programmes, co-financed by EU funds. The report
“Monitoring of the Implementation of Regional Plans for Development in Support of
Regional Coordination of Operative Programmes Co-financed by EU Funds, EU Practices
and National Reflections on Planning”, Academic Publishing Press ,,Tsenov* - Svishtov,
2015, vol. I, pp.167-172, ISBN 978-954-23-1075-4 is focused on the still unused potential of
the realized annual monitoring of the implementation of regional plans for development of
the six regions at level 2 in Bulgaria during 2007-2013. An analysis of the achieved positive
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results was made, as well as of the unsolved problems in the development of Bulgarian
regions, extracted from the prepared subsequent evaluations of the implementation of
regional plans for development. Recommendations for more effective use of the mechanisms
and tools for helping regional development in the period of 2014-2020 have been made in the
publication “Regional Plans for Development (2007-2013) — Results and Unsolved
Problems”, Development of Regions in Bulgaria — Horizon 2020, Sofia, Publishing House-
UNWE, 2016, pp. 196-204, ISBN 978-954-644-918-4. This research focuses on: adapting to
climate changes within the focus of regional development policy, integration of the goals of
circular economy in the process of strategic regional planning, directions for improvement of
the business environment in support of sustainable regional development, etc.

5.2. Based on the research and applied results in her studies the candidate has
highlighted the actual processes and necessities of regional development in Bulgaria. An
attempt has been made to link them to fundamental scientific achievements. The theoretical
and practical-applied aspects of strategic planning in the public sector of economy at a
national and regional level have been studied in the context of the EU cohesion policy.

5.3.  The monographic work of Elka Vasileva Business Environment and
Sustainable Development of the Regions, Sofia, Publishing House —-UNWE, 2019, 208 pages,
ISBN 978-619-232-187-1 is a successful attempt to enrich the specialized scientific literature
with systematized information, analyses and evaluations on actual questions, related to the
creation and development of business environment and sustainable development of Bulgarian
regions. The monograph contains an introduction, four thematic sections, twelve chapters,
conclusions and references. The main thesis the author defends is that the acceleration of the
transition to sustainable development demands integrated approach of application and
formulation of regional goals in economic, social and ecological dimensions of the
sustainable development of Bulgaria. All components of the regional business environment —
economic, ecological, legislatorial and political, administrative, social and demographic, etc.
must be oriented towards the creation of necessary conditions and prerequisites for
implementing regional goals for sustainable development. In the first section of the
monograph the author gradually reveals the theoretical and practical-applied aspects of the
concept of sustainable development at a global, European and national scale. The second
section of the study is dedicated on the indicators for measuring sustainable development.
The author supports the position that developing a suitable system of indicators for analysis
and evaluation of sustainable development is one of the biggest challenges contemporary
science is facing. She also studies the typology of indicators for sustainable development
adopted by the European Statistical Service. In an attempt to make a short comparative
analysis between the UN indicators and those adopted by the EU, she has found that the
European Statistical Service (EUROSTAT) seeks to a greater degree a balanced and
relatively equal use of economic (13), social (19) and ecological (10) measuring tools for
sustainable development. In relation to the application of the indicators for sustainable
development in Bulgaria, the author believes that it will be appropriate for Bulgaria initially
to keep to the package of indicators for sustainable development recommended by
EUROSTAT, while it is imperative to include institutional indicators which are closely
related to the processes of market transformation of the economy. The third section of the
monograph discusses some questions related to the technology of integration of the concept
of sustainable development to the national legislation and policy implementation. A separate
chapter analyzes and evaluates the factors determining the specifics of contemporary
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business environment, its structural and content components in the regions and their impact
on the sustainable regional development. Leading achievements of pronounced
representatives in this scientific are included. Selected elements of the regional business
environment which may contribute to the sustainable development of regions are studied. In
the fourth section the model for sustainable development is discussed through the obtained
results and imminent challenges, whereas its role as a model of civilization development is
established without an alternative in the following decades. The complex character of the
study requires the integrated use of a number of approaches and methods. The theoretical and
methodological section is based on a thorough analysis of the international, European and
national legislation in the area of sustainable development. The informational provision of
the analysis is based on researching monographs, studies, articles and reports by Bulgarian
and foreign authors in the field of management, regional economy, public administration,
strategic planning and economic theory.

The presented monograph, which is 208 pages long, meets the requirements for a
habilitation work. In it there are scientific and applied contributions. The results obtained
from the study may serve as reference point in the development of regional policies.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and applied contributions.

In the presented scientific and applied research contributions of the candidate for an
Associate Professor the impression for thorough theoretical and practical and applied
knowledge of the problems of regional development is solidified. Thus, Chief Assistant
Professor Dr. E. Vasileva as an established expert in this field can offer specific measures
and actions for improvement of the state policy for regional development in Bulgaria; justify
the proposals for rationalization of the system of regional development in Bulgaria; identify
the deficits and difficulties in the activity of regional and area councils for development and
suggest strategic guidelines for tackling the problems and overcoming the formalistic
performance of the functions of the studied organs for regional management; propose
directions for integrating the aims of sustainable development in the process of strategic
planning of regional development with respect to the new priorities for development of the
EU after 2020, etc.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

Considering the proven professional competence of the author on problems of
regional development, strategic planning and sustainable development of regions, | would
recommend to Chief Assist. Prof. Elka Vasileva to continue publishing and lecturing in the
research major of her choice in the future. Similar studies would be a valuable contribution to
improve the sustainable development of regions, specialized legislation and regional policy
of the country.

8. Conclusion

On the basis of the whole evaluation of the scientific, teaching and research activity
of the candidate for this competition, we have reached the conclusion that she has fully
complied with the requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the criteria of UNWE for conferring the academic rank of
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Associate Professor. This gives me reason to suggest to the honorable members of the
Academic Jury to propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Management and
Administration at UNWE to confer the academic rank of Associate Professor to Chief
Assistant Professor Dr. Elka Georgieva Vasileva in the professional field of 3.7.
Administration and management; scientific specialty Regional Development (Strategic
Planning and Sustainable Development of Regions) at UNWE.
