The monograph is structured in an introduction, six chapters, conclusion, a list of
graphs, diagrams and tables, and references. The book aims to present a comprehensive
sociological analysis of prostitution in Bulgaria, drawing upon a broad theoretical and
empirical basis. The study seeks to provide an in-depth understanding of the social
phenomenon and thus to create a body of knowledge that can aid the development of adequate
public policies on prostitution. To achieve this goal, various methods for data collection and
analysis are employed, which are described in the methodological part of the introduction.
The introduction outlines the relevance and the limitations of the study, and offers a brief
summary of each part of the monograph.

The first chapter is devoted to the theoretical discourses on prostitution. A number of
definitions and interpretations of the phenomenon are discussed, from which the author’s own
definition is derived and further explored in the monograph. The chapter traces the theoretical
notions of the social significance of prostitution, starting with the classical readings in
sociology, through the ideas of influential social scientists from the second half of the
twentieth century, to the work of contemporary European and American sociologists. A
critical review of the main perspectives on prostitution - the paradigm of oppression, the
paradigm of empowerment, and the polymorphous paradigm — is offered. Analyzing their
merits and shortcomings, the author formulates his own position, arguing that the social
phenomenon should be understood in its diversity, within the traditions of the polymorphous
paradigm.

Chapter two traces the historical development of prostitution in Bulgaria. The chapter
is divided into four parts, each of which is dedicated to a certain period of Bulgarian history.



The first part covers the period before the Liberation in 1878. During this period, although
examples of prostitution are documented in the Bulgarian lands, the phenomenon fails to take
roots among the predominantly rural population with its strict patriarchal morality. After the
Liberation, prostitution as a typical urban phenomenon enjoys rapid growth; this is the topic
of the second part of the chapter. During this period, brothels come into existence and several
thousand prostitutes are officially registered. The third part of the chapter deals with
prostitution during socialism. Already in the first months after September 9, 1944, drastic
measures are adopted, which severely restrict the spread of prostitution. After the 1960s,
significant changes in socialist morality take place, and prostitution slowly emerges,
concentrating mainly in the newly built resorts and under the control of the security services.
The spread of prostitution reaches new heights in the conditions of anomie in the post-
socialist period; this topic is discussed in the fourth part of the chapter, emphasizing also the
role of organized crime and corruption for the existence and understanding of the
phenomenon. The subsequent chapters of the monograph are devoted to prostitution in
contemporary Bulgaria.

Chapter three focuses on the prostituted. Typical profiles, patterns of involvement,
safety, incomes, violence and others topics are analyzed. A typology is proposed, according to
which within the diverse sphere of prostitution three main strata or layers can be
distinguished, that is, lower, middle, and upper. The social mobility — upwards or downwards
- of the prostituted from different strata is analyzed. The specific characteristics of the
prostituted in each layer are presented, in comparison to the other two layers. By way of
conclusion, the chapter sums up and systematizes the main characteristics of the prostituted
from the three layers.

The fourth chapter is dedicated to the so-called third party (as currently referred to in
sociology), the intermediary between the prostituted and the clients. The first part of the
chapter examines the illegal market and the role of criminal organizations in it. Drawing upon
an analysis of the empirical information, the next part proposes various models of criminal
organizations, described as hybrid forms which combine components of already existing
models of the organization of crime, i.e. clan, hierarchical, network, market. The organization
in each of the strata of prostitution (lower, middle, and upper), is explored. The typical forms
of organization in each of the strata and the relations between pimps and the prostituted are
examined in detail. The analysis of organizational forms in the middle level steps upon
Michel Foucault's conception of the social structure of organizations, supervision, distribution

of power and control over the bodies. The last part of the chapter is devoted to the uses of



corruption, through which corrupt public officials come to be invisible accomplices in the
criminal organizations.

Chapter five focuses on the clients of prostitution in Bulgaria. Estimates of their
number are proposed. The chapter also presents their views of prostitution, gathered through
in-depth interviews, a group discussion, and analysis of opinions from Internet forums. The
motives for using sex services, their accessibility, the factors determining the choice of a
prostitute, the attitudes of the clients towards the prostituted, as well as the risks they identify
in using paid sex services are analyzed. Client profiles in each of the three strata of

prostitution are outlined, and typical groups of customers are presented.

The final chapter of the monograph is devoted to public policies regarding
prostitution. The first part of the chapter presents the main models of public policies, divided
into two groups - permissive and prohibitive, each of which is further subdivided into two
groups: on the one hand, regulatory and tacitly permissive policies, and those criminalizing
the prostituted or the clients, on the other hand. The second part of the chapter focuses on the
current prostitution policies in Bulgaria, which are extremely archaic and detached from the
social environment. As the statistics of convicted persons with effective sentences and the
types of sentences imposed indicate, the policies are directed against the prostituted
themselves. The third part of the chapter analyzes the public attitudes towards prostitution and
the respective policies, based on the results of two nationally representative opinion polls
(with the same set of questions) conducted in 2010 and 2020. The fourth part of the chapter
discusses the potential effects of various models of public policies related to the three strata of
prostitution. The author emphasizes the need to create evidence-based public policies and
offers some relevant proposals in this regard.

The analysis indicates that prostitution in Bulgaria is not a deviant behavior, but a
significant social phenomenon. Bulgarian post-socialist society, which is characterized by
widespread poverty, deep crisis of values and public trust, high levels of organized crime and
corruption, social hybridization between official power, business and crime, has certainly
contributed to this state of affairs. It is therefore necessary to adopt public policies which
respond to the social conditions of contemporary society.

The monograph is structured as follows: an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion,
an appendix and a bibliography. The book is a revised version of the author’s doctoral
dissertation in sociology, originally written in 2006. The monograph explores the processes in
which public power gradually loses its public character; on the one hand, its visible, truly
public part is significantly reduced, while the invisible part is expanded and strengthened
through the links with organized crime. The book aims to study the key elements in the
process of social hybridization, of the mutual infiltration and integration of power and

criminal structures in the transition period.

The first chapter discusses the main theoretical aspects of organized crime, its key
characteristics and models of organization. The evolution of the forms and phases within
varying models for the coordination of crime is described, focusing on the dominant
conceptualizations of this social phenomenon. This itself is an indication that organized crime
is not a fixed and rigid phenomenon. As the nature of criminal activity changes, so does the
organization of crime, and, accordingly, the framework of its interpretation.

Chapter two delves into theoretical and methodological problems specific to the
research of the links between organized crime and public power, which significantly limit the
possibilities for studying these links. The main components of a conceptual framework for
studying those links are presented, which could facilitate future research. This framework
builds upon the process of social hybridization as conceived by Catanzaro with respect to the
mafia, whereby public authorities increasingly merge legal mechanisms with a covert, secret
use of illegal means. Secrecy and power is another element, first described by Niccolo
Machiavelli, but extensively elaborated by Georg Simmel in his sociology of secrecy and
secret societies. Interpreting the ideas of the German sociologist, we see that the official
power structures may not actually be the real power structures, but only a facade, while the
real power is exercised through secret organizations. The third component of the proposed
conceptual framework comes from authors such as Robert Michels and his ,,Iron Law of
Oligarchy” and Mancur Olson’s distributional coalitions, along with other ideas that point to
the emergence and development of a conducive environment for linking organized crime and
public power in societies in transition. Special attention is paid to the emergence of organized
crime during the transition period and the links between political and criminal structures. In



the conclusion, the author proposes a working definition of organized crime, which is referred

to in the monograph.

The third chapter is dedicated to organized crime in Bulgaria. The first part presents a
critical review of the available literature, divided into two groups - one examining the
transition, and the other organized crime in the country. The review allows for important
conclusions, namely, that in the literature focusing on the transition period, organized crime is
neglected, while in the literature on crime, its role in the transition period is underestimated.
The next part of the chapter discusses the main concepts of the emergence of organized crime.
The third part presents the results of an empirical sociological study conducted by the author.
The special role of sports within the logic of organizing crime in the transition period is
described; analyzed are also the socialization models and personality traits of athletes
practicing heavy sports; the relationship between sports and public power during socialism;
the formation, functions, and models of criminal organizations and the effects of their actions.
The fourth section of the chapter focuses on the conceptualization of the emergence of

organized crime in periods of intense social transformations.

The monograph ends with a summary of the main arguments and ideas resulting from

the study.

In parallel with the rise in globalization, over the last few decades, human trafficking
has been rapidly increased. Criminal organizations manage to benefit from strengthened links
between states in the global economy and the opportunities for cross-border travel. In the
global era, the increasing visibility of inequalities between developed and developing
countries makes citizens aspiring for a better life more vulnerable to traffickers. The insatiable
demand for so called ,,3D” workers — those willing to perform dirty, dangerous, and
demeaning work in the developed world — creates a market for human beings, taking on the
form of modern-day slavery and enabling organized crime to profit on the wayside of
globalization: studies indicate that over 20 million people in the world suffer as victims of
human trafficking, and the International Labor Organization calculates that the annual profit
from modern-day slavery is equivalent to 150 billion dollars. The purpose of this article is to
explore the relationship between globalization and human trafficking. The article draws upon
desk research, analysis of documents and data from publications on the topic. The main
findings are that human trafficking is not simply the result of criminal actions, but is in fact a

The need for more effective prevention of money laundering has led to periodic
changes in the regulatory framework. This article focuses on the latest measures for money
laundering prevention that were introduced with the adoption of two new directives by the
European Parliament and the Council of Europe in 2015 and 2018, respectively, as well as the
entirely new legal framework introduced in Bulgaria in 2018 and its follow-up amendments at
the end of 2019. The article analyzes various aspects of the crime and the evolution of the
counteracting approaches, and highlights major new elements of the most recent measures for

the prevention of money laundering at European and national level.

The article examines the existing policies on prostitution in Bulgaria. Drawing upon
empirical data, the text presents a broad taxonomy of prostitution, delineating the various
forms of its manifestation, as well as the links of prostitution to organized crime and
corruption. An overview of the legislation on prostitution and case law over the past decades
shows that it is obsolete and no longer serves a useful purpose. The article argues that the
current provisions on prostitution are entirely inadequate. Applying anachronistic legal
statutes in effect neglects the underlying acute real issues. Policies should instead be focused
on the pimps, the human traffickers and organized crime. Possible effects of implementation

of alternative regulatory frameworks on prostitution in Bulgaria are discussed.

The chapter is written for a textbook intended for first-year students from various
professional fields at the University of National and World Economy, enrolled in the
,Economic Sociology* course. The chapter (number six in the textbook) presents the main
forms of human associations, social groups and organizations. To illustrate the various
theoretical ideas discussed in the chapter, specific examples of economic organizations and

networks are given.

The main characteristics of formal economic organizations are considered. Max
Weber’s bureaucratic model is presented, discussing the elements of the ideal type of
bureaucracy and the significance that the research of the German sociologist has for
understanding organizations. Some of the negative consequences of the bureaucratic type of
organizations are analyzed, which, despite the rational way to achieve efficiency in fulfilling
their objectives, are also associated with dysfunctionality and informality. The chapter also

presents Robert Michels’ iron law of the oligarchy and Georg Simmel’s secret societies.

In addition to the classical concepts in the field of sociology of organizations, the
chapter also discusses more recent authors such as Ronald Burt and Richard Swedberg.
Examples of companies and multinational companies are given; theories such as resource
dependence, population ecology, and new institutionalism are analyzed, as well as George
Ritzer's idea of the ,macdonaldization of society. The changes in modern formal
organizations are outlined, such as the transition from rigid bureaucracies to flexible
networks.

Extensive attention is paid to economic organizations as networks. The perspective of
the social network approach is described. The chapter discusses both networks within the
organizations and networks between different organizations.

At the end of the chapter students can find self-study questions, reviewing the most

important content discussed.

The chapter is written for a textbook for first-year students enrolled the in Economic
Sociology course at the University of National and World Economy. The chapter discusses
the emergence and development of the idea of informal economy, various definitions
proposed by researchers and international organizations, its nature and forms of manifestation.
The relationships between formal and informal economy are examined. Three main elements
that make up the informal economy are discussed - unregistered (domestic), undeclared
(gray), criminal (black) economy. The main factors for the development of the informal
economy, as proposed by Bulgarian and foreign researchers, are described.

The chapter also focuses on main methods for measuring the scale of informal
economic activities, divided into two categories - direct and indirect, as well as more complex
methods developed in recent years. Direct methods include study of the informal economic
activities of individual economic entities; time budget research; research on non-compliance
with tax legislation; case study. Other direct methods described are victimization research and
research of cigarette boxes in studies of tobacco smuggling. The indirect methods presented
are: monetary approaches; transaction method; discrepancies between income and
expenditures; discrepancies between the real from the official employment rates; comparing
the expenditures of households with their income; use of a replacement variable; method of
mirror statistics. Complex methods are also discussed - composite indices and modelling
methods, which are an attempt to overcome the shortcomings of the direct and indirect
methods. Examples include studies of the informal economy conducted by the Austrian
professor of economics Friedrich Schneider.

Special attention is paid to the informal economy in Bulgaria and its historical
development. The characteristics and main manifestations of the domestic, gray and criminal

economy are examined in detail with examples from a number of case studies.

The Introduction reviews the recent changes in the measures for confiscation of

illegally acquired property in the new Bulgarian legislation, in force since 2018. With their



adoption the counteraction and confiscation of illegally acquired property in the country has

significantly changed.

The first part of the textbook is devoted to the concept of ,,illegally acquired property*,
pointing out that there is no precise definition, although it has been used in Bulgarian
legislation for years. Various definitions are described, as well as the working definitions
proposed by the textbook authors. The concept of illegally acquired property reflects in an
appropriate manner both the civil law provisions regarding the confiscation of such property
in favor of the state, as well as criminal law provisions regarding the counteraction of money

laundering.

Various activities are discussed from which or for which illegal property can be
acquired; among the wide range of crimes and administrative violations, three of them are
treated in more detail. They are given as examples of the main sources of acquisition of illegal

property, namely, corruption, organized crime, and various economic crimes and fraud.

Section three of the first part of the textbook presents some aspects of the impact of
illegally acquired property on the economy and society. Attention is drawn to the fact that
illegally acquired property has an extremely negative impact on the rule of law, the effective
functioning of democratic institutions, and the achievement of the public policy goals in a

number of areas - justice, home affairs, economy and others.

The first chapter of the textbook ends with a summary of the most important points

and review questions for the students.

At the national level, 2018
marks the adoption of a completely new Law on Measures against Money Laundering and
Regulations for its implementation; at the regional level was adopted the so-called Fifth
Directive Anti-Money Laundering (Directive (EU) 2018/843 of the European Parliament and
of the Council of 30 May 2018 amending Directive (EU) 2015/849 on the prevention of the
use of the financial system for the purposes of money laundering or terrorist financing, and
amending Directives 2009/138/EC and 2013/36/EU).



The sections briefly discuss the origin and development of the idea of money
laundering, its characteristics, stages and its differentiation as a separate crime, requiring
special preventive measures to ensure that illegal property does not enter in the official
financial and economic system. Important milestones in the historical development of the
policies at national and international level in the field of money laundering prevention are
described.

The various measures introduced with the new legislation for money laundering
prevention are presented. Among the topics discussed are the complex checks, including the
general conditions, simplified and extended checks, the case of political exposed persons; the
risk assessment approach in the prevention of criminal activity; the collection, storage and
disclosure of documents, data and information, as well as some elements of the control

concerning reporting entities.
