Subject: competition for Associate Professor in the scientific area "Economics and
Management (Agrarian and Environmental Policy)", scientific field 3.8. Economics,
at the University of National and World Economy.

1. Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Economics of
Natural Resources, Faculty of Business, University of National and World Economy according
to Decision of the AC Ne7 / 09.12.2020. I participate in the composition of the Scientific Jury
of the competition according to Order Ne261 / 08.02.2021 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

One candidate participates in the competition - Chief Assistant, Dr. Yanka Kostadinova
Kazakova-Mateva, from UNWE

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

Chief Assistant Kazakova-Mateva covers all, and for many areas even significantly
exceeds, quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor"
at UNWE.

The candidate also meets the quality requirements for holding this important position.
She demonstrates excellence in teaching, research, organizational and other related activities
nationally and internationally.

The Council for Habilitation of UNWE at a meeting on 17.11.2020 gives a positive
opinion about the potential candidate in the competition Chief Assistant Yanka Kostadinova
Kazakova-Mateva and proposes to the Department of Economics of Natural Resources to open
a competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor".



4. Assessment of the teaching activity of the candidate

Chief Assistant Kazakova-Mateva participates in the development of new training
courses and plans for Bachelor and Master degrees in Agribusiness and Spatial Management
and Eco-economics.

She has conducted classes in Bulgarian and English in many disciplines such as
"Protected Areas Management”, "Territorial Development and Management”, "Spatial
Business Analysis", "Green Marketing"”, "Environmental Policy”, "Agricultural Policy",
"Spatial Agribusiness Analysis”, "Project Management”, "Financing in Eco-Business",
"Assessment of Natural Resources"” and "Agribusiness Management". The candidate has 380
hours of lectures in Bulgarian and 136 hours in English, and 660 hours of seminars in Bulgarian
and 330 hours in English.

All this gives me reason to conclude that Dr. Kazakova-Mateva is fully prepared to take
the academic position of "Associate Professor"” in that competition.

5. Brief description of the presented scientific works / publications

The candidate presents a significant volume of scientific production, which includes 1
individual monograph, 10 parts in collective monographs, 1 article in journal with an impact
rank, 5 articles in journals (including 2 in foreign), which are indexed in internationalscientific
databases, 8 articles and reports in other journals and edited collective volumes,and 1
textbook.

Dr. Kazakova-Mateva is an established researcher in new and important scientific areas
such as: development and challenges of agriculture with high natural value, forms and
efficiency of eco-support in the EU CAP, spatial and spatial statistical analysis of the needs
of environmentally friendly forms of agriculture, etc. She has made numerous analyzes of the
conditions, factors and efficiency of agricultural activity in the protected areas of the country
(1, 3, 4, 16, 17, 18, 21, 23, 24, 25), analyzed the development and evaluated the policies to
support the exploration of agricultural lands in Natura 2000 in the country and in the EU (1,
2,5, 7,14, 15, 20, 21, 23), adapted and applied spatial and spatial statistical analyzes of
nature-friendly agriculture in the country (8, 9, 12, 13), formulated specific recommendations
for the support of agricultural lands in protected areas during the current programming period
(1, 6), etc.

6. Summarized assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the
candidate

The main scientific and applied contributions of Dr. Kazakova-Mateva can be
summarized as:

(a) identification of critical factors and assessment of the efficiency of agricultural
activity in the protected areas of the country;

(b) assessment of the efficiency of the major instruments (compensatory payments,
green payments, etc.) of the support policies for agricultural lands of Natura 2000 in Bulgaria;

(c) identification and evaluation of certain ("market™) forms of "eco-products” in
specific agroecosystems (Western Stara Planina, Plovdiv region, etc.);



(d) development and approbation of a model for spatial regression analysis of the
implementation of the measures for support of different forms of environmentally friendly
agriculture in Bulgaria.

A good indicator of Yanka Kazakova-Mateva's contributions are the many citations of
her works in the country and abroad.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

My main criticism of the candidate's research is the insufficient application of the
Comparative Institutional Analysis, which would improve identification, understanding and
evaluation of the forms, factors and efficiency of management of agriculture in protected areas
and agro-ecosystem services in the country.

| recommend Yanka Kazakova-Mateva to continue and deepen her research in this
important and "promising” field for science, public policy, and farm management. | also
recommend that she publish her monograph in English, given the contributions and the wide
international interest in that subject.

8. Conclusion

With a great confidence | give a positive assessment of the candidacy of Yanka
Kostadinova Kazakova-Mateva and | vote FOR her taking the academic position of "Associate
Professor” at UNWE, Sofia. | believe that she has a significant teaching and public activity,
and sufficient scientific and applied contributions, which fully meet therequirements of the
Specific regulations for implementation of relevant Laws at UNWE.
