1. Information about the Procedure

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of
Economics of Natural Resources, Faculty of Business, University of National and
World Economy according to the UNWE Academic Council Decision
7/09.12.2020. | participate as a member of the Scientific Jury for this Procedure
according to Ordinance Ne 457/ 04.03.2021 of of the Vice Rector for Research
and International Affairs of UNWE.

2.Information about the Candidate

Chief Assistant Dr. Yanka Kazakova is the only candidate for the position
of "Associate Professor" in the competition announced in the State Gazette from
05.01.2021 in the professional field 3.8.Economics, specialty Economics and
Management (agricultural and environmental policy).

Kazakova holds a Master's degree in Agricultural Economics from the
University of National and World Economy (1999), a PhD in Economics and
Management (2007) and an Assistant Professor at the Department of Natural
Resources Economics since 2014. Along with this basic training, she expands
and enriches with: postgraduate specialization in environmental management
(2000 at the Mediterranean Agrarian Institute, Crete, Greece); specialization in
business advertising (1995-1999, UNWE, Free Faculty); training in human
resource management (Ede, the Netherlands, 2008) and in European policy,
agriculture and environmental issues (International Agricultural Center,
Wageningen, The Netherlands, 2000).

The candidate has diverse professional experience as an expert consultant
in the development and implementation of projects in the field of agricultural
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economics, agroecology and ecology, capacity building of LAGs, administration
and management of the National Rural Network and as a participant in a number
of representative bodies at home and abroad.

3.Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements
Chief Assistant Dr. Kazakova participates in the competition for the academic
position of "Associate Professor” at UNWE with scientific publications and
citations, for which she scores 636 points with a national minimum requirements
- 400 (ZRASRB Article 2 "¢ and the Rules for its application - Article 1 para 1).
They are formed by: dissertation (Diploma Ne 31329 / 26.04.2007, issued by the
Higher Attestation Commission); habilitation work (monograph); monograph,
which is not presented as the main habilitation work; Author's parts included in
collective monographs; articles and reports published in non-peer-reviewed
journals with scientific review (8 issues); published chapters in a collective
monograph (scientific papers); citations total in research and indexed in world
databases and in monographs and collective volumes with scientific review. The
degree of fulfillment of the requirements is shown in Table 1.

The data in Table 1 show that the total exceedance of the quantitative
requirements is 159%, and for publications and citations the candidate's
indicators are higher by 173% and 420%.

In fulfillment of the additional requirements of UNWE (art. 2 "b" para 5)
and the Regulations for its application chief assistant. Dr. Kazakova presents a
total of 634 points with a minimum required threshold of 220, formed by articles,
textbooks and teaching workload, developed curricula, lectures at foreign
universities, membership in international organisations and leadership and
participation in projects, as shown in table. 2. The presented information proves

the overfulfillment of the requirements by a total of 2.88 times in the range from

100 to 662%.

The presented information gives grounds for the conclusion that the
candidate significantly exceeds the quantitative indicators of the scientific
production, the educational and the project activity. Chief Assistant Dr.
Kazakova has formed a total of 1270 points with a minimum required 620 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

Kazakova has a number of skills and competencies that are directly
manifested in her diverse expertise and research, such as:

o Participant in an expert group for improving the methodology of the
Joint Research Center and the European Environment Agency for defining high
nature value farmland (2017);

o Participation in the study of high nature value farmland in the
Western Balkans with the development of tools and programs to support them
(2010);

o Participant in a study of the state, policy and practice of common
use of natural resources of pastures, ‘meri’ and meadows, as well as agricultural
land in Bulgaria with high natural value and identification and mapping for the
needs of the RDP (2007-2013);

o Head of international projects: to create a network of scientific
NGOs training organizations for agriculture with high natural value under the
Horizon 2020 Program.

o The candidate actively participates as a member of a team in creating
a network of scientific NGO training organizations for agriculture with high
natural value;

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eProject manager (team of 10 international projects) and participation as an
expert in 4 other international projects;

eexpert for the period 2016-2020 in 10 international projects;

eparticipant in teams for preparation of opinions, expert analyzes and
assessments for state institutions and business organizations;

eexpert at the Ministry of Agriculture and Food in connection with the
development of the Strategic Plan for the new CAP (2021-2027);

e participant in an expert working group to discuss the Strategic Plan for the
new CAP (2021-2027);

e Deputy Head and member of the international team for evaluation of the
RDP 2014/2020;

e Member of the international team for evaluation of the project "For the
Balkans and the people".

The candidate deserves high appraisal for her active participation in the
implementation of agreements for international cooperation concluded by
UNWE (4 participations); in broadcasts and discussions in national electronic
and printed mass media (6 in total); her high activity as chairwoman and member
of program councils for holding scientific conferences and symposia.

The qualitative characteristics of the scientific and educational status of
Chief Assistant Kazakova mentioned so far fully cover and correspond to the
requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" at
UNWE. This is also confirmed by the opinion of the UNWE Habilitation Council
(Protocol 3/ 17.11.2020)

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity

Chief Assistant Dr. Kazakova teaches in the bachelor programs "Agricultural
Business”, "Ecoeconomics" and "Environmental Economics™ in English, as
follows: in the Bachelor's degree in Green Marketing, Management of Protected
Areas and Management of Green infrastructure, etc. is in the Master's Degree -
Spatial Agribusiness Analysis. In these disciplines the teaching workload for the
last 5 years is: lectures in Bulgarian 380 study hours; and in English 136 hours;
seminar classes in Bulgarian and English a total of 990 study hours.

The candidate has participated in co-authorship in the development of 11
curricula. There are 3 of them for the bachelor program "Agricultural Business",
4 for the bachelor program "Ecoeconomics” and 6 for the bachelor program
"Environmental Economics".

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Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Kazakova has been lecturing at foreign universities
and in the country. She is a member of three international professional
organizations.

Kazakova is the author of a practical guide "Spatial Business Analysis", which
reflects the content of the curricula of the disciplines "Spatial Business Analysis"
and "Spatial Agribusiness Analysis™. In 12 topics skillfully, consistently and in
detail is presented the methodological issues, examples, cases, individual tasks,
etc., methodological tools that support the acquisition of cognitive and practical
skills for working with spatial data and for spatial analysis of environmental and
social -economic problems with the use of the geographical information system
Mapinfo.

The teaching activity of the candidate, the application of appropriate forms and
up-to-date educational documentation for active learning of the students deserves
high appraisal.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific publications

For participation in the competition, Chief Assistant Kazakova presents 26
scientific titles. Among them, special attention is paid to the developed
monograph "Policies to support the use of agricultural land in the European
ecological network Natura 2000". In order to achieve the main goal of her
research Natura 2000 - to create benefits for both supported farmers and protected
species and habitats', seven chapters have been developed. They consistently and
competently present the policies for protection of valuable natural areas, the
relationship between agricultural land and biodiversity, legal restrictions on
agricultural land in protected areas, policies for their use and more. Next, the
analysis continues in the direction of policies to support biodiversity in
agricultural land and assess the implementation of the measure for compensatory
payments in Natura 2000 sites. The last part deserves high positive assessment,
in which a summary and main conclusions and guidelines are derived. and
recommendations for support of agricultural lands in Natura 2000 protected
areas.

There are five more publications on this topic, dedicated to the analysis,
prerequisites and conditions for the implementation of farms activities set out in
the concept of protected areas in the international convention, European
directives and national legislation.

In second place are developments related to the sustainable development of high
nature value agriculture (Ne 7, 10, 22 and 24 of the list of publications). Of
particular interest are studies of the characteristics influencing the territorial
impact of agri-environmental measures. These developments have allowed the

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author to formulate criteria for assessing their spatial application in Bulgaria (Ne
7). The change in the scope of agricultural lands with high natural value is
analyzed on the basis of existing georeferenced databases. The formulated (Ne
24) main socio-economic challenges for agriculture of high natural value in the
Western Stara Planina deserve high praise. Among them, the role of innovation
In improving the economic and environmental performance of agriculture in this
region is emphasized.

Another direction in the research activity of the candidate is the developed
complex analysis of the ecological and agricultural policy of the EU. Emphasis
Is placed on the need to strengthen greening, which is linked to support under
Pillar 1 of the CAP, as well as the open link with the Green Infrastructure
Strategy. These publications offer future guidelines for supporting green
infrastructure in agricultural lands and recommendations for their accelerated
integration into the Strategic Plan for the CAP of Bulgaria for the period 2021-
2027.

Another area of Kazakova's research is the topic of supporting the market
realization of products from regions of traditional and natural value (Ne 16, 20
and 23). The object of analysis are the challenges before the realization of
products with traditional character and with established market realization. In this
regard, quality assessment schemes for agricultural products have been proposed,
which European policies promote. Innovative approaches for realization of
products from regions of the country with high natural value and with potential
for sustainable development of these regions are also offered.

With the application of the tools for spatial analysis, a model for spatial and
regional analysis has been developed, which is consistent with the available
georeferenced statistical and other agricultural and environmental databases in
Bulgaria (Ne 9). The results obtained have allowed the applicant to develop
qualitatively new information related to the type and size of agricultural land
eligible for CAP support in areas with a special management regime, as well as
at different administrative levels (Ne 1, 3, 4, 14, 25).

It can be summarized that the peer-reviewed scientific output of Chief Assistant
Kazakova significantly exceeds the requirements established for quantitative and
qualitative indicators and fully meets the conditions for its author to hold the
academic position of "Associate Professor”. It is dedicated to significant
underdeveloped topics.

6. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

| accept the reference for contributions of Chief Assistant. Dr. Kazakova. Her
scientific output contains a number of theoretical, methodological and scientific-
applied contributions, guidelines and solutions, which I group as follows:

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Theoretical contributions:

o Evaluation, systematization and enrichment of the concept of green
and blue infrastructure, as well as of the measures set in this direction in the EU
policies;

o Further development of the theoretical basis of the analysis of the
environmental and agricultural policies of the EU, incl. and the European strategy
for green infrastructure of the CAP;

o Analysis and evaluation of the instruments and mechanisms of agri-
environmental measures, as well as the instruments for financing the activities
for protection of the environment, climate and environment.

o Development and adaptation of a methodology of spatial analysis
through the joint use of ecological and agricultural georeferenced databases;

o Study of the characteristics influencing the territorial impact of the
agro-ecological measures and formulation of criteria for assessment of their
spatial application in Bulgaria.

Contributions of scientific and applied nature:

o Recommendations for support of agricultural lands in Natura 2000
protected areas in the programming period until 2027 have been substantiated
and developed, reflecting the biodiversity conservation policies, horizontal
recommendations of the CAP, etc .;

o The achieved socio-economic and environmental objectives of the
measure for compensatory payments in the areas with natural constraints, incl.
and in Natura 2000 sites;

o The main socio-economic challenges for agriculture of high natural
value in the Western Stara Planina are identified and the role of innovation is
assessed;

o The process of implementation of the scheme for green direct
payments at local level in Bulgaria was assessed, as the local stakeholders were
studied regarding the “green” infrastructure of the agricultural lands and the
motives of the farmers in their choice of ecological activities;

o The challenges before the registration of traditional products and
their market realization are analyzed and evaluated on the example of the
implemented initiative in the village of Kurtovo Konare, Plovdiv region. These
developments can be used by other farmers when registering traditional products;

o A model of spatial regional analysis has been developed and adapted
for the implementation of measures to support the various forms of
environmentally friendly agriculture in Bulgaria. The model is consistent with
the available georeferenced statistical and other agricultural and environmental
databases in Bulgaria.

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In general, the presented contributions and results prove the high scientific value,
topicality, depth and applied nature of the candidate's production.

7. Recommendations

Dr. Kazakova is among the first researchers and experts in our country of agri-
environmental policy, the results of its application and the economic dimensions
of environmental activities in farmlands with high nature value, which has
received international recognition. | recommend that she continues her efforts in
this field, motivating and training doctoral students and students in order to
strengthen the scientific field and establish a scientific school.

8. Conclusion

The presented evaluations of the scientific, research and teaching activity of the
candidate prove that she meets requirements of the Law for Development of the
Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria and the criteria of UNWE for the
academic position of "Associate Professor", so | appeal to the respected members
