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ABSTRACT: The development of Bulgaria's economic system is often associated
with the perception of the idea for “catch up development”. Such a concept could not be
implemented successfully if there is no information about what this economic system should
aim for. For this reason, the main purpose of the study is to outline the structural differences
between the economy of Bulgaria and some of the countries of the European Union. In the
study it is used the method of the coefficient of structural differences, which is developed by
Prof. Kiril Gatev. The main research tasks to be considered in the study are: revealing the
essence of the coefficient of structural differences and the information that it provides; to
assess the degree of "proximity” between Bulgaria and the surveyed countries using the
coefficient of structural differences and last but not least, on the basis of the assessments
received, to draw conclusions. As a result of the study there will be information about the
development of the Bulgarian economy, measured by the elements of the vector of the final
consumption (from the symmetric input-output tables), compared to some of the European

countries with similar characteristics.

ABSTRACT: The development of economic systems today is linked to the transition
to the digital economy. The transition and the changes it generates affect to all aspects of the
economy. Determining the impact that this phenomenon exerts in various aspects, necessitates
the need of clarification of its nature. In the context of the impact of this process on national
economic systems, its impact on the workforce, both quantitatively and qualitatively, must be
considered as a basis for analysis. The need for a workforce with certain qualitative
characteristics to enable their smooth implementation in those parts of the labor market that
are highly digitized is becoming increasingly apparent. This report aims to outline the state of
the workforce in Bulgaria's economy and the possible directions for its development, driven
by the increasing impact of digitalization. The analysis in the study was performed on the



basis of quantitative and qualitative indicators - in absolute values, share distribution and

across the sectoral section.

The analysis of these data gives grounds to outline the first challenge in the
development of the workforce and employment in Bulgaria. And this is: the high share of
employees in industries that have a low degree of digitalization (for objective reasons - lack of
such a need, but also for subjective reasons - financial and personnel inability to carry out
digitalization). Studies show that in the future there will be a change in the sectoral structure
of the employed in the Bulgarian economy. The structure of labor demand is also changing at
a rapid pace, with the redirection of workforce from one sector to the other at the expense of
others, which constantly places new demands on qualifications and skills. We can no longer
talk about a job-based labor market, but a skills-based labor market. The transition to a digital
economy is challenging the education system in the country. It is no longer sufficient to build
on past results and good practices, and a temporary solution to short-term problems is not
enough. The education system faces the requirement to train such staff as closely as possible

to meet the requirements of the new economic realities.

ABSTRACT: Conducting a study of the state of an industry of the economic system
poses the need to use a “tool” that covers the fullest possible aspects of the manifestation and
characterization of the respective economic activity. The main objective of this study is to
analyze the behavior of the research sector, considered as the subject of the study. The study
of the links of the industry with other sectors of the economy, as well as the concrete results
of the functioning of the selected industry are the subject of research. The study analyzes the
state of research and the creation of new knowledge in Bulgaria using the input-output model.
The main indicators used are: volume of total industry output; the volume of output of the
industry intended for intermediate consumption and the volume of production intended for
final consumption.

As a result of the conducted research, it can be stated that the development of the
Research sector is not only predetermined by the overall development of the economic system
of Bulgaria, but also has a serious impact on its development. During the study period an
upward trend was observed in all three indicators - total production; output for intermediate

consumption and output for final consumption. However, at a higher rate, output for



intermediate consumption is increasing relative to total output and output for final

consumption. This emerges as a negative trend, assessed through the prism of economic laws.
