1. Information about the competition

The competition was called to meet the needs of the Department of Foreign Languages
and Applied Linguistics at the Faculty of International Economics and Politics at UNWE,
published in the State Gazette Ne 71 of 27 August 2021. | am member of the scientific jury for
the competition by virtue of Order Ne 3055/26.10.2021 issued by the Vice rector for R&D of
UNWE.

2. Brief information about the applicants in the competition

Only one applicant has submitted documents for participation in the competition. This is
senior lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova Ishpekova-Bratanova who has been lecturer at the Faculty of
International Economics and Politics and at Department of Foreign Languages and Applied
Linguistics since 1992 and later on was awarded a doctoral degree in Political science. She is
senior lecturer in English. In 2007 she was elected head of the English language section at the
Department of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics and since May 2017 she has been

scientific secretary at the aforementioned department. The candidate has been delivering



seminars in English for the students from the Bachelor’s degree majoring in Economics taught in
English and in English as a second language for the students majoring in European Studies,
Political Science and International Relations. She elaborated the academic syllabus for the
lectures delivered at the Master’s degree course under the joint program of Wuropean Business
and Finance with Nottingham Trent University.

She is also language editor of UNWE’s scientific journals in English — the Economic Alternatives
Journal and UNWE’s Yearbook.

It is worth noting that senior lecturer Dr. Ishpekova-Bratanova has been working as a
part-time lecturer at Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski, lecturing in the bachelor’s degree
course in translation at the Department of English and Americal Studies at the Faculty of
Classical and New Philologies. Apart from her career as an academic lecturer, the candidate has a
long-standing career in the area of written translation and simultaneous interpretation — under the
European Commission’s pre-accession projects for Bulgaria, the USAID projects in the reforms
in Bulgaria’s civil service, etc. In 2007 she was granted a fellowship at the Directorate General of
Intepretation by the European Commission in Brussels. She was co-opted as an interpreter for
the activities carried out under Bulgaria’s presidency of the Council of the European Union in
2018. She has delivered lectures under an academic exchange programs in Italy, Spain and

Portugal. She also has a master’s degree in International Economic Relations at UNWE.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for taking the academic position

The applicant in this competition senior lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova Ishpekova-Bratanova
was awarded the doctoral degree after successfully defending her doctoral dissertation on the
topic of Public communications and politics: the discursive construction of Bulgaria’s image in
the British political debate. The submitted certificate for length of service as an integral part of
the documents for this competition contains information that senior lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova
Ishpekova-Bratanova has almost 30 years of service in the position of lecturer and senior lecturer
at UNWE. The applicant has presented a published monograph (Ishpekova-Bratanova, K. F.
(2021). The Multimodal Construction of Euroscepticism in The Economist, publishing complex
UNWE, 2021, ISBN: 978-619-232-453-7), that incorporates the results from a piece of research
on a topical and relevant issue. A seconf monograph was presented for this competition, which

was based on the applicant’s doctoral dissertation: ldentity, Image, National Brand: Bulgaria in



the British Political Debate, Unison Art, Sofia 2020, ISBN 978-954-92475-8-9. In compliance
with the requirements of art.53, paral, item 5 from the Rules and regulations for the application
of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria there has been
no plagraism established in the applicant’s research studies under the effective law. The
information provided in the submitted cards for the fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative
requirements for taking the academic position of associate professor at UNWE and the
statement issued by the Habilitation Council at UNWE reaffirm that Dr. Kalina Filipova
Ishpekova-Bratanova’s candidacy for the academic position of associate professor meets both the

quantitative and qualitative requirements that have been adopted by UNWE’s Academic Council.

4. Assessment of academic training and instruction

The certificate issued by the Department for academic documentation, accountancy and
control at UNWE, submitted as an integral part of the documents for this competition, presents
information that senior lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova Ishpekova-Bratanova’s academic workload
encompasses significant quantitative data for lectures and seminars delivered in both the English
and the Bulgarian language under the respective disciplines at the bachelor’s and master’s degree.
Important elements of senior lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova Ishpekova-Bratanova’s academic
training competencies are the developed six academic syllabuses as well as the preparation and
publication of two textbooks: Ishpekova-Bratanova, K. Advanced English for International
Relations and European Studies, 2021, Publishing Complex — UNWE. ISBN: 978-619-232-415-
5 u Bozoukova, B., Dimitrova, D., Bratanova, K., 2012. Test Your English. 2012, UNWE
Publishing Complex. ISBN: 978-954-644-317-5.

The professional experience and achievements in the candidate’s academic training show
that she has the required academic instruction competencies for the successful performance of the
academic training tasks which are an integral part of the duties for the academic position of

associate professor at UNWE.

5. Brief overview of the presented scientific studies/ publications
The following publications feature on the list of the scientific publications submitted for
this competition: 2 monographs, 1 article published in a reference index journal (Web of

Science), 2 studies and 13 articles, published in non-referenced peer-reviewed journals, 1



textbook, 1 handbook. All pieces of research are interdisciplinary in nature and can be grouped
under two major headings in terms of thematic range — pedagogical (related to the academic
teaching of English for a specific audience) and linguistic (socio-linguistics and discourse-
analytical, focusing on conceptual and multimodal metaphors and the critical cognitive-pragmatic
analysis of political and media discourse), and are in compliance with the topic of the called
competition. All pieces of research submitted for the purpose of this competition have attracted
the attention of the academia as becomes evident from the presented data (in the card for the
fulfilment of the quantitative requirements for taking the academic position of associate
professor) with regard to the respective citations of the publications of senior lecturer Dr. Kalina
Filipova Ishpekova-Bratanova.

Among the publications submitted for participation in this competition a central role plays
the monograph devoted to an original, topical and significant issue. This monographic piece of
research is on a topic that is not only relevant but also highly debatable in the European political
process in general and in the political theory pertaining to European integration. The author has
carried out a thorough investigation into an empirical material comprising commentaries from
the global media outlet the Economist and examines how language and discourse shape public
attitudes, opinions and stereotypes. What has been established is how and why the commentaries
and their accompanying cartoons in the Economist construct the EU’s image in the period 2008-
2020. What has been examined is the discursive and cognitive mechanisms (multimodal
metaphors, metaphorical scenarios and mini-narratives, together with symbols and intertextuality,
among other), with the help of which the media outlet frames the debate on the EU. In terms of
theory ad methodology the monograph combines critical metaphor analysis, which includes
critical discourse analysis and conceptual metaphor theory, with social semiotics and the framing
analysis of media research.

In the second monograph, which | would refer to as additional, senior lecturer Dr.
Ishpekova-Bratanova sets out to examine Bulgaria’s image as discursively constructed in British
media and politics. Thus chosen, the research topic enters the research fields of public and
political communications. I would highlight the particular relevance of the methodological
dimensions of this piece of research (especially its first section), namely the material focused on
the critical discourse analysis and the critical metaphor analysis, as well as the discursive-

constuctivist model for the analysis of media texts and political statements set up by the



candidate, considering that the latter model is based on the interdependence of three separate
systems — the political, the media and the congnitive—linguistic.

In effect these monographs synthesize the author’s long standing research efforts
materialized in her articles, studies and papers presented for this competition.

6. Overall assessment of the applicant’s major scientific and practice-related
contributions

The scientific output submitted by senior lecturer Dr. Ishpekova-Bratanova contains
scientific and practice-related contributions that are in compliance with the topic of this
competition. I have no reserves about the author’s contributions summed up in the reference
material she has presented.

In is my opinion that among the scientific contributions several stand out:

e The introduction and substantiation of a new research approach to the discursive
construction of images and identities.

e The identification of the multimodally constructed image of the EU from the
position of Britishness and the argumentation of the role of the elements of such
construction (multimodal metaphors, metaphorical scenarios and mini-narratives,
among other).

e The introduction and substantiation of a new analytical model for the examination
of public communications.

e The set up discursive-constructivist model for the analysis of media texts and
political statements and speeches.

Among the candidate’s practice-related contributions that pertain mainly to her textbook,
her handbook and some of the articles, I would highlight the relevance of the author’s
publications vis-a-vis the expansion and the intensification of the students’ knowledge and skills
for critical reasoning and for free professional interaction in the specific discourse of diplomacy
and international relations (with an emphasis on the journalistic type of textuality). Both the
textbook and the handbook are in line with the contemporary practices of academic training,
targeted at the perfection of the English language for communication and its life-long enrichment.
The bottom-up linguistic tasks and exercises facilitate the integration of the newly introduced

vocabulary with the students’ semantic memory, while the top-down ones presumably should



develop the skill for lingusitic conjecture. Particularly useful in this respect is the section on word
formation which not only provides information about the structure of compound words in English
but also renders possible their independent interpretation in a newly introduced text.

By way of conclusion it should be underscored that the scientific publications submitted
by senior lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova Ishpekova-Bratanova fully comply with the topic of this
competition and encompass the scientific and practice-related contributions to the field of the

cognitive-pragmatic discourse analysis in the contemporary English language.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

My critical remarks are related mainly to the presented monograph Identity, image,
national brand: Bulgaria in the British political debate 2001 — 2015. In the concluding part of
Chapter Two on pages 132-133 a logical conclusion is drawn to the effect that the analysis made
exposes the differences between Great Britain and Bulgaria in terms of values and identity. There
follows a brief account of some basic aspects of Britishness, yet the characteristics of the
Bulgarian national psychology are not summed up (even though the latter are found in the
Introduction and some are scattered in the Chapter Two).

The second critical remark is in effect a recommendation for possible follow-up research
in the field of the cognitive-pragmatic doscourse analysis. The question is whether the discursive-
cognitivist model set up the monograph be possibly applied to national competitiveness, not only

to the branding of national identity.

8. Conclusion

On the basis of the analysis and assessments outlined above | hereby present my positive
evaluative outlook and convincingly vote in favour of senior lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova
Ishpekova-Bratanova taking the academic position of associate professor in the scientific
specialty of Contemporary English (cognitive-pragmatic discourse analysis) in the scientific area
