the Academic Board, for the needs of the Department of Foreign Languages and Applied
Linguistics, Faculty of International Economics and Politics at UNWE. | was appointed as a
member of the scientific jury on this competition by Order No. 3055/26.10.2021 of the Vice-
Rector of UNWE.

2. Brief presentation of the candidate in this competition

The only candidate in the competition is Senior Lecturer Dr. Kalina Filipova
Ishpekova — Bratanova, a full-time faculty member at the Department of Foreign Languages
and Applied Linguistics at UNWE. She was born in 1962, holds an MA degree in English
Philology from Sofia University (1985), a second Master’s degree in International Economic
Relations from UNWE (2000), PhD in Political Science from UNWE (2018). She is Senior
Lecturer at the Department of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics at UNWE, and
Scientific Secretary of the Department since 2017. Her teaching career at UNWE started in
1992. She has a rich and long-term experience in the field of written and simultaneous
translation. She has carried out Erasmus+ Teaching Mobility in Italy (2016), Spain (2018)
and Portugal (2019). She has participated in academic conferences organized by the
Department of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics and the Department of
International Relations at UNWE, as well as in several international scientific conferences at
Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski. She is a member of the Bulgarian Association for
Canadian Studies, the Central European Association of Canadian Studies and the Bulgarian



Association of Anglicists.

3. Fulfilment of criteria for holding the academic position

From the information submitted by the candidate, it can be acknowledged that she
meets the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of Associate Professor
at UNWE. According to the obligatory conditions (Law for the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria - ZRASRB), she has acquired a PhD degree, has
been a lecturer at UNWE for almost thirty years, for more than a half of that period she has
been working as a Senior Lecturer. She has published a monograph in English on the topic of
this competition, previously published a monograph based on the defended dissertation, as
well as published a university textbook. From the additional requirements of UNWE the
candidate meets all the criteria for which there is a minimum required threshold, and her total
number of points (1092) exceeds almost twice the minimum number of 620 points. Senior
Lecturer Dr. Kalina Bratanova fulfills the criteria for quality requirements and has received a
positive opinion from the Habilitation Council of UNWE.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity of the candidate

Senior Lecturer Dr. Bratanova has so far over 3500 teaching hours (equated to
seminar classes). She has participated in the development (including co-authorship) of four
courses in the Bachelor's program and two courses in the Master's program. She has also
lectured in English abroad. She has developed a lecture course in the Master's program in
translation of economic texts at Sofia University "Kliment Ohridski", Department of English
and American Studies at the Faculty of Classical and Modern Philology.

Senior Lecturer Dr. Kalina Bratanova has a proven and highly valued teaching record
among the academic staff and meets the criteria for holding the academic position of
Associate Professor.

5. Brief assessment of the presented academic publications

The main directions in the research activity of the candidate for the competition Dr.
Kalina Bratanova are in the field of conceptual and multimodal metaphor and critical
cognitive-pragmatic analysis of political and media discourse. The monograph in English
The Multimodal Construction of Euroscepticism in The Economist 2008-2020 analyzes
articles on the EU and the construction of the image of the union through political cartoons.

The monographic research is on a highly controversial topic in the European political
process and more generally in the political theory related to European integration. An in-
depth analysis is made on empirical material from articles in a global journal such as The
Economist on how language constructs politics and shapes and frames public attitudes,
expectations, moods and stereotypes.

The second presented monograph "ldentity, image, national brand: Bulgaria in the
British political debate 2001-2015" is based on, but also develops, the doctoral dissertation
on "Public Communications and Politics: Discourse Construction of the Image of Bulgaria in
the British Media and Political Debate”. The defined discursive-constructivist model for
analysis of media texts and political speeches offers new research approaches, not only
relying on existing and established theories, but also succeeding in combining and
harmonizing these theories in a new and original way. This model focuses on the



interconnectedness of three separate systems - political, media and cognitive-linguistic. The
research is strongly interdisciplinary. A contribution of applied value is also contained in the
specific testing of the proposed model through the metaphorical and discourse construction
of the image of Bulgaria in articles in the Economist and in the political speeches of some
British politicians. The monograph has applied value both with the derived analytical model
for evaluation of text and messages, and with the ideas for branding the national identity.

In this research area, the candidate has published a university textbook, as well as a
dozen of articles in specialized academic journals and reports from national and international
conferences.

The candidate participates in the competition with two independent monographs, one
textbook, one course guide book, two studies (co-authored), two articles in referenced and
indexed publications, twelve articles in specialized scientific journals, participation in three
international and two university projects. The presented publications fully correspond to the
thematic area of the announced competition.

6. Summarized evaluation of the main academic and applied contributions of the
candidate

The candidate has indisputable academic, applied and educational-methodological
contributions in the field of conceptual and multimodal metaphor and critical cognitive-
pragmatic analysis of political and media discourse. Academic contributions can be identified
in several ways. Dr. Bratanova introduces and justifies a new research approach to the
discourse construction of images and identities, which was developed in an independent
study in English - the monograph "Multimodal construction of Euroscepticism in the
Economist”, IC - UNWE, 2021.

The introduction and argumentation of a new analytical model for the study of public
communications can also be mentioned as a contribution. Dr. Bratanova is the most in-depth
researcher in Bulgaria of the editorial policy and philosophy of the Economist magazine and
of the discourse strategies with which the media frames the global public opinion on the most
important issues of contemporary international relations.

The scientific and applied contributions are related to the improvement of the
teaching process and the teaching of English by introducing a new textbook for students
majoring in International Relations and European Studies as well as a textbook for self-
preparation of students in the same specialties for the state exam in English language. The
contributions in the above mentioned two monographs also have a scientifically applied
character. The first monograph attracts the attention of a wide range of experts and
practitioners in the field of cognitive and applied linguistics, political and social sciences,
media and public communications. Especially for the purposes of teaching at the University
of National and World Economy, the book is widely used as a study material for students
majoring in International Relations and European Politics and Economics. The contributions
of the book, based on the dissertation, have a scientific-applied character: both with the
derived analytical model for evaluation of text and messages, and with the ideas for branding
the national identity.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate
In view of her future work, the following recommendations could be formulated and
addressed to the candidate: based on her extensive research expertise in cognitive linguistics



and discourse analysis to promote scientific results among the general public, especially in
Bulgaria, where the quality of public communications and political rhetoric is at a
rudimentary level and efforts are needed to master creative linguistic pragmatics and
discourse setting to overcome mass cognitive dissonance.

8. Conclusion

The candidate in the current competition, Dr. Kalina Bratanova, has shown
indisputable research and teaching qualities. The evaluations and assessments made so far
give grounds to make a general conclusion that the candidate meets all the requirements in
connection with this competition. Fully convinced and solemnly, | give a positive vote and
recommend to the esteemed scientific jury to choose and propose Dr. Kalina Filipova
Ishpekova - Bratanova to be appointed to the academic position of Associate Professor in the
competition at UNWE, in professional field 2.1. Philology, scientific specialty
"Contemporary English (cognitive-pragmatic discourse analysis)", published in the State
