1. Competition data

The competition is called by the Department of Foreign Languages and Applied
Linguistics, Faculty of International Economics and Politics at the University of National and
World Economy, according to the Decision of the Academic Council # 4 / 07. 07. 2021. | am
appointed as an academic jury member for the competition by a Decree #3055 / 26.10.2021

of the Vice-Rector for Research of the University of National and World Economy.

2. Candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Senior Instructor Dr. Kalina Filipova
Ishpekova - Bratanova, UNWE, Faculty of International Economics and Politics, Department

of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative criteria

The candidate meets the national minimum requirements according to the Act for the
development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Regulations
for its implementation (Art. 1, Para. 1). She has a dissertation and habilitation thesis

published as monographs and fourteen articles, one of which is referenced in an international
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citation database, thirteen articles — in non-refereed journals with scientific review or in
edited collective volumes, as well as two studies in non-refereed journals. Her publications
have five citations in monographs and collective volumes with scientific review and seven

citations in non-refereed journals with scientific review.

The additional requirements of the University of National and World Economy are
also satisfied according to the Act for the development of the academic staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria, as far as publications and teaching materials are concerned. Dr. Bratanova has
published a university textbook and is a co-author of a university instruction book. She has
also participated in four scientific projects. Her teaching load is fulfilled. She has developed
six lecture courses, as well as given several lectures in a foreign language abroad and in
Bulgaria. She is a member of three prestigious scientific organizations. The collected points

on the quantitative requirements exceed almost twice the minimum required threshold.
3.2. Fulfillment of qualitative criteria

In terms of quality, Dr. Bratanova's performance is also impressive. She is an
established researcher, as can be seen from her activities. Her research on the conceptual
framework of the multimodal construction of Euroscepticism is an innovative linguistic
contribution. She is an editor of two scholarly publications of UNWE since 2016. Also, she is
a member of the organizing committee of four international conferences and one webinar.
Her translation experience with the European Commission in Brussels and Sofia, as well as
with the United States Agency for International Development is significant. In addition, she
actively participates in the Erasmus program, as well as in the organization of international

scientific meetings and lectures.

Dr. Bratanova is an established lecturer developing new programs and approaches in
education: she is a participant in training seminars on modern teaching methods, as well as in
the preparation and updating of curricula. The candidate also has a significant contribution to
public activities, upholding the good name of her institution UNWE as a translator and
organizer of numerous international forums and lectures. She is also involved in management
as head of the English language section at the department, scientific secretary and member of
the Faculty Council.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity for the candidate



Dr. Bratanova has twenty-nine years of teaching experience at UNWE from 1992
until now. Her English classes are mainly with students in Economics with English language
teaching and Political Science. She also teaches other courses in bachelor's and master's
programs. Her excellent training in these areas is due to the fact that in addition to English

philology, she has a master's degree in International Economic Relations at UNWE.

Over the years, she has shown her creative approach to teaching work by developing
her own specialized teaching aids, applying modern electronic media in teaching, as well as
updating her curricula. Personally, | had the opportunity to get acquainted with her work
during the entry campaign at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski”, where she was an
examiner. During the examination, she was distinguished by precision and responsible

attitude to the evaluation procedure, as well as collegial cooperation.

5. Brief description of the submitted research work

The submitted publications of Dr. Bratanova show a wide range of linguistic
research interests. Her main focus is on the conceptual and multimodal metaphor and the
critical cognitive-pragmatic analysis of political and media discourse. Her habilitation work
called “The Multimodal Construction of Euroscepticism in The Economist” is an in-depth
monograph examining in detail the construction of the image of the European Union in the
British press. As a starting point, a corpus of rich empirical material has been compiled from
selected articles of well-renowned newspaper for a long period of 12 years. The analyses of
the texts focus on highlighting the main discourse and cognitive mechanisms. The author
follows the modern methodology of critical discourse analysis and social semiotics. Specific
syntactic and lexical choices are considered, as far as they determine discourse semantics
related to the achievement of the communicative goal. Particular attention is paid to the role
of metaphor and intertextuality. The semantics of imagery in cartoons and text is integrated
in an interesting way. The results are summarized through clear diagrams and schemes, and
the conclusions are plainly presented and argued. The text is interesting not only for linguists

but also for political scientists, cultural analysts and other specialists.

Another topical area of Dr. Bratanova’ rigorous research is the construction of the
image of Bulgaria in texts from the British media and political debate. The author seems to
have a strong interest in interdisciplinary research, thus properly expanding the field of

linguistics. In general, identity as expressed in media and political texts is her broader theme,



some aspects of which are developed in her articles, including the American linguistic and

cultural discourse, along with the British one.

In addition, the candidate shows clearly expressed teaching-oriented linguistic
interests by developing articles on foreign language teaching and in by writing new textbooks

and teaching materials. In this field she shows not only scientific but also applied results.

6. Summarized assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of

the candidate

The submitted habilitation work and the scholarly publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Bratanova impress with their scope and depth. They present new methodological ideas for
multimodal construction and discourse-constructivist analysis, as well as important
sociolinguistic, cognitive and pragmatic conclusions about the language of the media. In
addition, the candidate shows a rich and successful teaching experience, as well as initiative

and vision for the development of new teaching materials and curricula.
7. Critical remarks and recommendations to the candidate

I have no special remarks on the candidate’s performance. Her texts would benefit
from more attention to the connection between textual semantics and pragmatics, on the one

hand, and their formal-grammatical expression, on the other.
8. Conclusions

Based on the above observations on the scholarly publications, teaching activities
and professional development of Senior Instructor Dr. Kalina Ishpekova — Bratanova |
whole-heartedly recommend to the esteemed academic jury to elect her as an associate
professor in the professional field 2.1. Philology, scientific specialty "Modern English
(cognitive-pragmatic discourse analysis)" at the Department of Foreign Languages and
Applied Linguistics, Faculty of International Economics and Politics, UNWE.
