1. Information about the competition
I am member of the scientific jury for the competition by virtue of Order 3058 of 26 October
2021 issued by UNWE’s rector for a competition to meet the needs of the Department of
Economics of Tourism, Faculty of Economics of Infrastructure at UNWE, by virtue of decision
Ne4 of 7 July 2021 made by the Academic Council.

2. Brief information about the applicants to the competition

Only one candidate has applied for the called competition — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana
Kirilova Yaneva from UNWE.

From Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yaneva’s professional biography some competitive advantages can
be highlighted that she has as a specialist and a researcher in the field of the tourism business,
namely her expertise as an expert in the National Assembly, at the commission on economic
policy in tourism (in 2015), as member of the inter-departmental council for cadres in tourism
(IDCCT) at the Tourism Ministry, and as member of the Commission for the acquisition of a
national certificate for tourist guide at the Tourism Ministry, as well as her participation in
Consultative Council at the Tourism Minister set up in October 2020.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for taking the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements
Among the submitted publications most relevant are her monographs: Managerial
consulting in popularizing package products of tour operators (2020) — the habilitatation book;
Applied Aspects of Managerial Consulting in the Tour Operator Business (2016); Harmonizing
the Products of Tour Agencies in Bulgaria with Best European Practices (2011) - written by a

collective of researchers.

She has also submitted participation with separate chapters written in eight other

monographs.



Among the other publications according to the files she has presented, Assoc. Prof.
Yaneva has two studies written in English and 26 articles published in primary and secondary
research databases, and also in such with editorial collective. Her publication in the Journal of
Balkan Ecology (2019, Web of Science) is Establishing Business Identification of Regions for
Sustainability in Tourism, while the other is in Economic Studies (2020, Scopus) and is titled

Developing a Methodology for Tourism Region Management.

She has participated in various forums held both in Bulgaria and abroad. In this respect
the applicant in the competition has 21 participations, of which 15 are in Bulgaria and 6 abroad.

In regard of participation in research projects, she has been leader of 4 university
projects, and has participated as expert in one national and 3 international projects.

What exceptionally impresses is the fact that she has offered scientific guidance to a

total of 13 doctoral students, five have successfully defended their doctoral dissertations.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva meets the requirements for taking the academic
position of professor in compliance the Law for the development of the academic staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB, article 29). With regard to the fulfillment of the minimal
national requirements pursuant to article 2b, para 2 and 3 from LDASRB, the applicant has
gathered 1,579 points, which significantly exceeds the required ones. With regard to the
fulfillment of the additional quantitative requirements for taking the academic position of

professor at UNWE, the candidate has 1,445 Toukwu, given that the required ones are 420.

3.2. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

Assoc. Prof. Yaneva has been reviewer of a number of doctoral dissertations, and has
28 participations in scientific juries set up at various universities in this country: 16 —at UNWE;
1 — at New Bulgarian University (NBU); 6 — at Southwestern University; 2 — at Sofia
University; 2 — at the Economic Academy in Svisthov; 1 - International Business Higher

School, of which 12 reviews and 16 evaluative outlooks.

She has been guest lecturer and guest researcher at Université Littoral Cote d’Opale

(ULCO), in Dunkirk, France, under a joint master’s degree program.

According to protocol Ne 2 as of 19 May 2021 issued by the Habilitation Council, the
Council has come up with a positive review, based on the positive evaluative outlook given by

the Commission on the fulfillment of the indicators regarding Assoc. Prof. Yaneva’s candidacy



for the competition, “which meets the qualtitative and quantitative requirements, adopted by

the Academic Council. No factual failure to fulfil some requirements has been identified.

In terms of the fulfillment of the qualtitative requirements by the applicant to the
competition, it should be noted that Assoc. Prof. Yaneva’s scientific publications expose her
professional competence and contain achievements. Assoc. Prof. Yaneva is a well established
lecturer who has contribution to UNWE and at the national level, and has elaborated and applied
in academic training new courses of lectures and methods, being lecturer in tourism in sveral

leading universities in Bulgaria.

The applicant to the competition has made an achievement by setting up new scientific
fields in the sphere of tourism, such as managerial consulting in tourism, introduced for the first
time in Bulgaria; she has created followers in this field, and five doctoral students have
defended their dissertations successfully under her guidance, three of which have been
appointed at academic positions in UNWE and NBU. Furthemore she is member of editorial

boards of research journals and for conference proceedings and collected papers.

4. Evaluation of academic training and instruction

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva has delivered lectures and seminars to students at the
bachelor’s and master’s degrees at UNWE. The academic disciplines for which she has
developed courses and has also published textbooks and monographs in order to provide for the
training process are as follows: The Basics of Tourism, Tourist Destinations, Tour Guide
Servicing, Public Relations in Tourism, The Business of the Tour Operator and Agency,
Managerial Consulting in Tourism, Tourist Services Exhanges, Marketing in Tourism,
International Tourism, Public Relations in International Tourism, Managerial Consulting in
the Tour Operator Business, Planning and Manaagement of Tourist Destinations, Managerial
Consulting in International Tourism, Human Resources Management in Tourism, Project
Management in Tourism, Transportation Services in Tourism, Digitization and Information
Systems in International Tourism, Entrepreneuship in Tourism.

Her work as a lecturer at UNWE, as well as in other universities in academic instruction
for tourim gives sufficient grounds to assume that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yaneva has sufficient
training experience and is well prepared to take the academic position of professor in the called
competition.

5. Brief overview of the main pieces of research.
The scholarly and applied results achieved in the field fall into four major fields. The first

field pertains to her research and the managerial consulting in tourism, in which she
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examines the problems related to the dimensions of the consulting business and its
implementation in tourism. The second field covers the businesses of the tour operator and
agency and the tourist guide, and builds on the available scientific knowledge. She has also
published several practice-related articles in popular journals in the tourist business such as
bgtourism.bg through which she promotes research in the broader public space. The third
field pertains to identifying the characteristics of the tourist destinations, and she
participated in three research projects in the field, as she has mentioned in various
publications — the management of tourist regions in Bulgaria and their promotion has
national and regional relevance. In the fourth field she has analysed the product
specialization in various tourist regions, highlighting the opportunity that a four-season
tourist product should be offered, taking into account the variety of specialized tourist
products based on which services may be offered beyond the seasonal seaside tourism
during summer and the mountain tourism during winter.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yaneva’s pieces of research go beyond the narrow limits of the tourist
business and touch upon aspects of the Bulgarian identity. Hospitality, for instance, which
is an integral part of each destination. These aspects of the Bulgarian national character are
a sign of his ability to rise above standardization, the routine and alienation. Hospitality and
good neighbourly relations are values typical of the spirit and humanism of our people that
have made it distinct from the examples and the behavioural patterns imposed by the
Western civilization. They comprise the refutation of individualism and egoism that have
frequently been interpreted by European leaders (such as Margaret Thatcher) as the basis of
human behaviour. It is no coincidence that Konstanin Petkanov argues that “hospitality is
the decoration of the Bulgarian house”. This is what strongly impressed the French political
activist Blanqui during his tour of Bulgaria: “Legends have been narrated about Muslims’
hospitality and human virtues, yet they do not compare with the patriarchal rituals that reign
in the Bulgarian villages. Sincerity and humane attitude that are so rare among the Turks
are the natural features of these peaceful hosts. Their friendliness and joviality, even though
they are not as demonstrated as they are with the Greek, is in place to a no lesser degree.
The European traveller feels at ease at the very threshold of their poor houses, as if inhaling
fresher air. He no longer has the feeling he is among aliens bur rather among Christians and
almost brothers. He encounters human understanding and compassion, and is deeply moved
by their simplicity far more than by any demonstrated acts of Turkish kindness, given that
these feelings come deep from the soul and heart. Such warmth is immediately grasped in

the words uttered by the poor people that accept the traveller — their nobleness brightens up
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their faces with more glitter than the whole sense of pride typical of the conqueror”.
Hospitality is the feature that boosts our price as bearers of values, making us attractive in
communicating with the world. Hospitality is present even in Sofia, where the people today
need each other as much as those living in the countryside. A deeply embedded morale is
what maintains human kindness — to welcome the guest, to accept him and show respect for
him, which is so typical of our people.
The roots of the Bulgarian hospitality and good neighbourliness can be sought in
two directions. First, in the characteristics of the Slavic spiritual world, and second — in
the sense of collectivity (communality), that have been inherent in the Bulgarian national

character ever since our state was founded.

6. Brief evaluation of the candidate’s major scholarly and applied contributions.
| accept all contributions that have been identified by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva, and

they fall under the categories of managerial consulting in tourism, the business of the tour
operator and tour agency, tourist destinations and product specialization by tourist regions.
7. Basic critical notes and recommendations
I have no critical notes on the scientific output and academic activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Mariana Yaneva, yet | recommend that in the near future she should defend the next-level

doctoral thesis.

9. Conclusion
The applicant for the academic position of professor at UNWE Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana

Kirilova Yaneva meets all qualitative and quantitative requirements laid down in LDASRB
(article 26) and in the additional quantitative requirements for taking the academic position of
professor at UNWE pursuant to LDASRB (article 2b, para 5). The candidate’s scientific results
and the conclusions and findings from her own research that comprise her scholarly and applied
contributions enrich both her academic training and instruction, on the one hand, and on the
other the knowledge in the field of the economics of tourism. Based on what has been said in
the preceding items, it is my conviction that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva meets the
professional and scientific standards for taking the academic position of professor and |

will give my positive vote to this effect.
