She has taught at the “D.A. Tsenov” Academy of Business — Svishtov, the New
Bulgarian University, the College of Economics and Administration — Plovdiv, as well as the
Higher Education School of Insurance and Finances.

Associate Prof. Dr. Yaneva has been a leader of four successfully realized university
projects, as well as a member of one research project along the “Scientific Research” fund. She
has taken part as an expert in three successfully completed international scientific projects.

It should be noted that Associate Professor Dr. Yaneva has been a director of studies for
five PhD candidates who have successfully defended their theses. Additionally, she has been a



member of the Faculty Council at the “Economics of Infrastructure” faculty, UNWE, since 2002.
She is a member of the Faculty Commission for Quality Assurance and Assessment at the same
faculty.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquisition of the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The analysis of the card for fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for acquisition of
the academic position of “Professor” at the UNWE shows that the candidate participating in the
competition fully covers the mandatory conditions along the LDASRB, as well as the additional
requirements of the UNWE, in accordance with the LDASRB and the RILDASRB. More
specifically, it should be noted that Associate Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva has scored a total of
3024,9 points; for reference, the minimal threshold is 620 points.

6.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

Based on the data in the presented card for fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for
acquisition of the academic position of “Professor”, it can be inferred that the candidate
participating in the competition fulfills the criteria adopted by the UNWE.

At its regular session on 19.05.2021 the UNWE’s Habilitation Council has unanimously

7. Evaluation of teaching activities

Associate Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva began work as Assistant in 1995, subsequently
acquiring the ESD of “Doctor” in 2006. She holds lectures and seminars for students applying for
the “Bachelor” EQD and “Master” EQD at the UNWE. More specifically, it should be taken into
account that Associate Prof. Dr. Yaneva conducts training on the following subjects: “Basics of
Tourism”, “Tourist Destinations”, “Tour Guide Service”, “Public Relations in Tourism”, “Tour
Operator and Tour Agent Activities”, “Management Consulting in Tourism”, “Tourist Markets”,
“Marketing in Tourism”, “International Tourism”, “Public Relations in International Tourism”,
“Management Consulting in the Tour Operator Business”, “Planning and Management of Tourist
Destinations”, “Management Consulting in International Tourism”, “Management of Human
Resources in Tourism”, “Management of Projects in Tourism”, “Transport Service in Tourism”,
“Digitalization and Information Systems in International Tourism”, “Entrepreneurship in
Tourism”.

In order to support the learning process for the subjects taught in the field of Economics
of Tourism, Associate Prof. Dr. Yaneva has developed topical curricula.

The entirety of the aforementioned data gives me reason to infer that Associate Professor
Dr. Yaneva possesses sufficient teaching experience and is fully prepared to acquire the academic
position of “Professor” in accordance with the announced competition.

8. Scientific-and-applied contributions

The scientific papers study various aspects, challenges, opportunities and problems in the
field of tourism management, tourist destinations and products through consultancy projects
and decisions. I accept the candidate’s contributions, presented in the respective check up. The
achieved contributions can be summarized in four groups:

+ Management consulting in tourism

The questions related to the dimensions of the consulting business and its application in
tourism are examined. Special emphasis is placed on the activity, specificity and technology of
management consulting and consultancy projects. The consultancy projects in the management
of destinations, the technology of tour operator activity, as well as the trends in the
development of tourism are analyzed.

« Tour operator, tour agent and tour guide activities

Key issues in the theory and practice of tour operator, tour agent and tour guide activities
have been defined. The technology, organization and management of travel agencies have
been studied. The specificity in the product offering of tour operators, as well as the
servicing of tourists during organized tourist trips accompanied by representatives of tour
operators has been outlined.

. Managing and popularizing tourism, tourist products and destinations

The peculiarities of the tourist market and tourist destinations have been outlined.
Concepts regarding marketing management in tourism related to identifying a destination’s



image are studied. Tourist areas in Bulgaria and leading tourist sites in the world are analyzed,
and good practices with guidelines for their integration in Bulgaria are outlined. Models for
management of tourist destinations in conditions of sustainability, as well as crisis situations,
have also been taken into considerations. Tourism management has been studied at various
levels and recommendations for popularizing products and destinations have been signed.

e Product specialization in tourism / specialized types of tourism

The possibilities for product specialization in various tourist areas in relation to the specificity
of resource assurance as well as the differentiation of various tourist sites have been analyzed.
Emphasis has been placed on the study of specific specialized types of tourism which are
considered a priority for the development of tourist areas in Bulgaria from the perspective of
their year-round consumption and in comparison to the new trends in tourist consumption. In
that regard, the research and analysis of health tourism products, business tourism products, as
well as products involving entertainment and experiences have found a more special place.
This has served as a basis for the development of concepts and models for their management.

9. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no critical notes for the candidate participating in the competition. I would like to
recommend that in the future the candidate take active participation in the development of
national and international scientific projects related to management consulting in the field of
tourism.
