“Economics”,
scientific specialty “Economics and Management (management
consulting in tourism)” at UNWE.

1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced in regards to the needs of Department
“Economics of Tourism”, Faculty “Economics of Infrastructure” at UNWE,
according to Decision of AC Ne 4 / 07.07.2021. It was published in the State
Gazette No. 71/ 27.08.2021. | participate in the composition of the scientific jury
of the competition, according to Order Ne 3058 / 26.10.2021 of the Vice-Rector of
SRA of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Kirilova Yaneva is the sole candidate in the
competition. She graduated from the University of National and World Economy,
majoring in IER, and received the qualification of “International Economist” (1990
—1994). She defended her dissertation and acquired the ESD “Doctor”.

After a successful competitive exam, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yaneva began her
scientific career at the University of National and World Economy, Department
“Economics of Tourism”. She has successively held the academic positions of
assistant — 1995, senior assistant — 1998 and chief assistant — 2001. Since 2008 she
has been an Associate professor in the scientific specialty “Economics and
Management (tour guide service)” in the same department.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yaneva is a lecturer at other universities in the country —
Academy of Economics “D. A. Tsenov”, Svishtov; New Bulgarian University;
College of Economics and Administration, Plovdiv; Higher School of Insurance
and Finance, Sofia. She exercises expert and consulting activities in public
institutions — National Agency for Evaluation and Accreditation, Bulgarian
Chamber of Education, Science and Culture, Committee on Economic Policy and
Tourism at the National Assembly, Interdepartmental Council for Tourism
Personnel at the Ministry of Tourism, Commission for Acquisition of national



certificate for a guide to the Ministry of Tourism, Advisory Board to the Minister
of Tourism. She is fluent in English and Russian.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position

3. 1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva meets
the requirements for acquiring the academic position of “professor”, according to
DASRBA (Art. 29).

e She has acquired ESD “Doctor” in scientific specialty 05.02.18.
“Economics and Management by Industries (Tourism)” (diploma Ne 30174 /
23.01.2006, Higher Attestation Commission at the Council of Ministers of the
Republic of Bulgaria).

e She has holded the academic position of “Associate Professor” at
UNWE for more than 12 years (Certificate of scientific title “Associate Professor”
Ne 25279 / 29.12.2008, HAC at the Council of Ministers of the Republic of
Bulgaria; Certificate of Internship from “Human Resources” Directorate of
UNWE).

e She presents a published monograph, which does not repeat the
publications for the acquisition of ESD “Doctor” and for the academic position of
“Associate Professor”.

e There are other original research papers and publications that do not
repeat those presented for the acquisition of ESD “Doctor” and for the academic
position of “Associate Professor”.

e She meets the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b para. 2 and
3, respectively to the requirements under Art. 2b para.b.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Yaneva exceeds the fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements, according to DASRBA (art. 2b) and the Regulation for its
application (art. 1a, para 1). Implements 1579.55 points from groups A+ B + V +
G + D + E, with a required 550. She also meets the additional requirements for
UNWE, according to DASRBA (Art. 2b, para. 5) and the Regulation for its
application. 1a, paragraphs 2-3). She reports 1445.35 points from groups Zh + Z +
I, with @ minimum threshold of 420 points.

» The analysis of the map for fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements for acquiring the academic position “Professor” at UNWE shows
that the candidate in the competition Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva has
achieved a total of 3024.9 points for the two sections I + I1, with a minimum
threshold of 970 points.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva is an established researcher with
contributions to the national and international development of knowledge (1.1. —



1.11.). Evidence of this is the new direction developed by her in tourism science,
participation in national and international business projects and scientific juries at
UNWE and other universities in the country.

The candidate in the competition is an established lecturer with a
contribution to the teaching, learning and pedagogical development (2.1. — 2.7.).
These qualities are manifested in the conduct of classes at UNWE and other
universities, the development of new courses and textbooks at a significant
academic level, participation as a lecturer in round tables and scientific and
practical seminars.

The professional achievements of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva receive
public recognition in practice (3.1. — 3.6.). Indicative are her participation as
Director of Consulting in Economic Activities at the Bulgarian Chamber of
Education, Science and Culture and member of commissions at NEAA for
evaluation and accreditation of universities and specialties.

The candidate in the competition has contributed to the establishment of the
good name of UNWE (4.1. — 4.3.) through their participation in national and
international scientific forums, electronic media broadcasts, as a member of the
Supervisory Board of UNWE, the Faculty Council and the Faculty Commission
for quality assurance and evaluation.

» The analysis of the map for fulfillment of the quality requirements
indicates that the candidate in the competition corresponds to the quality
requirements accepted by the AC. The Council for Habilitation of the University
of National and World Economy gives a positive opinion for the potential
candidate in the competition for the academic position of “Professor” Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva (Protocol N2 2/ 19.05.2021).

4. Evaluation of the tutoring activity

The teaching load of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva exceeds the required
minimum, according to the Regulations for the educational activities of UNWE
(Official note from the Department “Educational documentation, reporting and
control” at UNWE). She conducts lectures and exercises for students majoring in
“Economics of Tourism” at UNWE, Bachelor’s degree in “Fundamentals of
Tourism”, “Tourist Destinations”, ‘“Transport Services in Tourism”, “Guide
Services”, “Tour Operators and agency activity” and* International Tourism”. She
is a lecturer in the Master’s Degree in “Management Consulting in Tourism”,
“Public Relations in Tourism”, “Tourist Exchanges”, “Management Consulting of
the Tour Operator Business”, “Public Relations in International Tourism”,
“Management Consulting in international tourism” and “Planning and
Management of Tourist Destinations”.

She develops and introduces training courses, recognized at UNWE. Has a
serious contribution to the creation and updating of the educational documentation
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of the specialty. She is the author of curricula in the Bachelor’s degree
in”Economics of Tourism”and in the Master’s degree in “International Tourism”
and “Tourism Management”.

In her tutoring activity Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva applies innovative
and interactive teaching methods. Regularly updates and enriches the study
material. She carries out active work with students. She is a supervisor of over 200
successfully defended dissertations and a consultant to students in the preparation
of reports for departmental and faculty conferences. Receives high marks in
student surveys. Creates contacts between the tourism business and students of the
specialty.

» Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva has extensive teaching experience.
She has a high degree of preparation for the academic position of “professor”.
The academic competence of the candidate corresponds to the specifics of the
competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers

5.1. Main directions in the research activity

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva participates in the competition for
professor with 68 publications. The scientific production proposed for review
includes:

e 12 monographs — 3 independent and 9 co-authored;

e 7 university textbooks — 4 independent and 3 co-authored;

e 2 studies — co-authored;

e 26 articles — 2 independent, 1 in Web of Science and 1 in Scopus; 2 independent
and 4 co-authored, referenced and indexed in other international databases with
scientific information; 12 independent and 6 co-authored, published in non-
peer-reviewed journals with scientific review and editorial board;

e 21 reports — 6 co-authored abroad; 7 independent and 8 co-authored in Bulgaria.
40 of the publications are in Bulgarian and 28 in English. The candidate

impresses with their publishing activity and the high quality of their scientific

works.
The research activity of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva is concentrated in

4 main thematic areas:

1. Management consulting in tourism (NeNe 1; 3.1; 4.1; 4.8; 5.7; 9.1; 9.3;

9.6;9.8; 9.10; 11.1; 11.14).

2. Tour operator, travel agency and tour guide activities (NeNe 2; 3.2; 4.3;

44;4.7,5.1;5.2;5.3;5.4;55; 8.3;9.2;9.9; 9.11; 10.3; 11.6; 11.7).

3. Management and promotion of tourism, tourist products and destinations

(NeNe 4.2:4.5;4.6;5.6;7.1; 7.2;8.1; 8.2;9.4;9.5; 9.7, 9.12; 9.13; 9.14, 9.15; 9.18;

10.1;10.4;11.2;11.3; 11.4;11.8; 11.9; 11.10; 11.15).
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4. Product specialization in tourism/specialized types of tourism (NeNe 6.1;
6.2; 8.4; 8.5; 8.6; 9.16; 9.17; 10.2; 10.5; 10.6; 11.5; 11.11; 11.12; 11.13).

The qualities of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva as a research scientist are
confirmed by her work on research projects. The candidate for the academic
position “Professor” was the manager of 4 university projects at the Research
Institute of UNWE, funded by a subsidy from the state budget. She has
participated in 1 national and 3 international projects.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva was elected supervisor of 13 doctoral
students. Five have successfully defended their dissertations and have acquired
ESD “Doctor” (Official Note Ne N-D / 27.04.2021). There are two lecturers at
UNWE and one at NBU.

She has provided evidence of citation. There are 18 citations in monographs
and collective volumes with scientific review; 4 — in non-refereed journals with
scientific review; 11 — in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in other
international databases with scientific information.

5.2. Scientific and scientifically applied results

The obtained scientific and scientifically applied results can be summarized
as follows:

e The applied aspects of management consulting in the tour operator
business are studied. A consulting assessment was made on the identification,
creation and promotion of a tourist destination by tour operators.

e The state and development of the tour operator and travel agent activity in
leading European receptive destinations, direct competitors on the Bulgarian
market are revealed. Emphasis is placed on the corporate social responsibility of
incoming tour operators to increase the competitiveness of the product in the
tourism business in Bulgaria.

e The image of tourist destination Bulgaria, created by tour operators and
travel agents on the European tourist market, has been identified. The applied
aspects of the planning and management of tourist destinations are discussed.

e The management aspects of the product specialization of a tourist region
are highlighted. Emphasis is placed on the management of business tourism as a
prerequisite for sustainable growth.

5.3. Evaluation of the monograph

The monographic work Yaneva, M., Management Consulting in the
Promotion of Package Products of Tour Operators, Avangard Prima Publishing
House, first edition, 2020, 273 pages, ISBN: 978-619-239-488-2 deserves high
praise. It was discussed in the Department “Economics of Tourism”, with
reviewers Prof. Dr. Manol Ribov and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nikolay Tsonev. The
monograph solves a significant scientific and scientifically applied issue. A
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comprehensive analysis of the theory of management consulting, planning and
implementation of a consulting project in tourism promotion, and the promotion of
package products has been made. The monographic work complements the
theoretical and practical-applied knowledge in the specialized tourist literature.
The development is also valuable for the interested circles of the tourism business.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientifically applied contributions

The following significant contributions are clearly highlighted in the
creative production of the candidate:

First, the dimensions of the consulting business and its application in
tourism are studied. The specifics and technology of management consulting,
consulting projects and their application in destination management are analyzed.
The tendencies in the development of tourism, in particular of the management
consulting are considered.

Second, key issues of the theory and practice of tour operator, travel agent
and tour guide activities are defined. The technology, the organization and
management of the travel agencies, the specifics of their product offering and the
service of tourists during an organized tourist trip are studied.

Third, the peculiarities of the tourist market and tourist destinations are
determined. The marketing management of tourism, related to the identification of
the image of a destination, a tourist area and a tourist site, has been studied. Good
practices and guidelines for their integration in Bulgaria have been presented. The
focus is put on the models for managing tourist destinations in terms of
sustainability and crisis situations. The management of tourism at different levels
is studied. Recommendations for promoting products and destinations have been
formulated.

Fourth, the possibilities for product specialization in different tourist
regions are analyzed according to the specifics of their resource provision and the
differentiation of the tourist sites. Specific specialized types of tourism, priority in
the development of the tourist regions in Bulgaria, in view of their year-round
consumption have been studied. The products of health and business tourism, and
those related to entertainment and experiences, have been studied and analyzed.
Concepts and models for their management have been developed.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

| have no notes on the tutoring and research activities of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Mariana Yaneva. | would recommend that in future research she focus on writing a
dissertation for the degree of “Doctor of Science”, in accordance with her
scientific interests.
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8. Personal Impressions

| have known Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva since she entered the
Department “Economics of Tourism” — 1995. She is characterized by ethics and
tolerance, responsibility for the tasks and the pursuit of continuous development
and self-improvement. She enjoys well-deserved respect among the academic
community and students.

9. Conclusion

The candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Yaneva for participation in a
competition for the academic position of “professor” complies with the regulatory
requirements according to the Law on its implementation and the additional
requirements of UNWE. She has indisputable merits as a tutor and researcher, with
proven contributions to the scientific specialty of the competition.
