Circulation, Credit and Insurance” in the scientific field 3.8. Economics (basics of finance,
corporate finance)

1. Information about the competition:

The competition was announced for the needs of a Finance Department at Finance
and Accountancy Faculty of UNWE according to Decision of the AC Ne7 / 9.12.2020. I am
participating in the composition of the scientific jury of the competition according to Order
Ne 452/04.03.2021 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is: YANKO CHAVDAROV HRISTOZOV, Ch.
Assistant, Doctor, Department of Finance at UNWE.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position:

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. YANKO CHAVDAROV HRISTOZOV has fulfilled the
obligatory conditions, as well as all quantitative requirements, adopted by the AC of UNWE. The
candidate has not been legally proven plagiarism in scientific papers.

Based on a transcript - an extract from Protocol Ne 3 of a meeting of the Habilitation
Council of UNWE, held on 17.11.2020, it is established that the Habilitation Council gives a
positive opinion of the candidate in the competition, Chief Assist. YANKO CHAVDAROV
HRISTOZOV.

4. Evaluation of the educational and teaching activities

The candidate in the competition has significant teaching experience, which
exceeds the requirements for the acquisition of the academic position of Associate
Professor"’.

The report presented by the Department of Educational Documentation, Reporting
and Control shows that in the previous six academic years Chief Assistant Prof. Dr. Yanko
Hristozov has exceeded /in some years significantly/ the required workload: 2014/2015 - a
total of 612 hours exercises; 2015/2016 - a total of 540 hours of exercises; 2016/2017 - a
total of 480 hours of exercises; 2017/2018 - a total of 510 hours of exercises and 36 hours.
lectures; 2018/2019, a total of 240 lectures; 2019/2020, a total of 308 lectures; The indicated
hours are exercises and lectures in the bachelor's degree and the master's degree. The
candidate in the competition is a co-author of a textbook in the discipline of Corporate
Finance, in which he participates with six out of nine chapters.

The opinion of the colleagues from the Department of Finance is that Chief Assistant
Prof. Dr. Yanko Hristozov is a serious and responsible lecturer, extremely precise and
demanding of himself. This is reflected in the high marks in the attestation of the candidate.
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Chief Assistant Prof. Dr. Yanko Hristozov manages to achieve a balance between his
teaching activity, his research activity and the activity of a successful leader in practice. This
affects the quality of work with students. The surveys for the opinion of the students show a
high assessment of the work of the Chief Assistant Prof. Dr. Yanko Hristozov.

| know the candidate from the time of his entry into the department and I am fully
convinced that he has all the necessary qualities of a habilitated lecturer and is fully prepared
to take the academic position in the competition. The academic competence of the candidate
fully corresponds to the specifics of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific papers / publications

The candidate participates in the competition with one monograph; one textbook; a
book published based on the dissertation; studios in Scopus 1/3 co-authored; nine articles
indexed in other international databases and thirteen conference papers. The main part of the
presented publications is dedicated to the problems of financial management of non-financial
enterprises in terms of indebtedness, liquidity and financial risk. Another area in the
scientific interests of the candidate is the problem of Bulgaria's entry into the Eurozone and
the expected effects for enterprises and the economy.

The monograph "State of corporate Indebtedness in Bulgaria®, UNWE, 2020, pp. 0-
256, ISBN: 978-619-232-366-0 is presented as a habilitation thesis in the competition. It is a
comprehensive study of the indebtedness of non-financial corporations in Bulgaria within a
period of 11 years /from 2009 to 2018/. Based on the methodological problems of the
analysis of the indebtedness of non-financial enterprises considered in the first chapter, an
appropriate research methodology has been selected, applied in the second and third chapters.
The author examines the indebtedness of enterprises divided by sectors. Enterprises in 17
sectors were analyzed. The calculated average values are extremely useful for practice, as
they are necessary in assessing the financial condition of enterprises. In the third part an
analysis is made in macroeconomic aspect. Appropriate indicators have been applied and
well-argued conclusions have been drawn.

The recommendations for improving the practice formulated at the end of the
monograph are especially useful. The recommendations are well-founded and complex,
aimed at achieving an optimal level of indebtedness and increasing the financial efficiency of
enterprises. Based on a study of the specialized literature on the topic and the results of the
analyzes, the author presents a comprehensive strategy for improving the economic
environment through the implementation of specific measures by the state. There are two
groups of measures: 1. legislative and administrative measures and 2. financial measures to
improve the financial discipline of the state. It is rightly emphasized that to achieve an effect,
these measures must be implemented in a comprehensive manner.

The author has also proposed a set of recommendations to the companies. The
measures are well reasoned and show a good knowledge of the problems in practice and the
author's ability to propose concrete solutions. Interesting and well-argued ideas for increasing
the efficiency of financial management in terms of optimizing inventories and receivables
from customers are proposed. The author quite rightly draws attention to the fact that these
measures must be combined in an appropriate way and applied after an analysis of the
problems in the enterprise.

6. Evaluations for scientific and applied scientific contributions.

My assessment of the contributions was made mainly on the basis of those
established in the monograph presented as a habilitation thesis.



6.1. Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Yanko Hristozov proposed and applied an appropriate
methodology for studying the indebtedness of non-financial enterprises by applying absolute
and relative indicators, which allowed him to make a correct assessment of the indebtedness
of both sectors and the economy. for the period 2008-2018. Sector average values of the
indicators have been calculated. | believe that this is a contribution of a scientifically applied
nature, which is particularly important from the point of view of providing the necessary
information for the purposes of financial management.

6.2. The main risk factors for the increase of corporate indebtedness in our country during
the analyzed period have been identified, which is a contribution of a scientifically applied
nature, as it allows to focus efforts on limiting the impact of these factors.

6.3. A comprehensive strategy for improving the economic environment by applying
specific measures by the state to optimize corporate indebtedness and reduce intercompany
indebtedness is presented. This is a practical contribution.

6.4. A set of measures has been proposed to improve the financial management of
enterprises in terms of liquidity and financial risk. This is a practical contribution.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

| recommend to Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Yanko Hristozov to continue his research
in the directions he has indicated /analysis of the impact of the CoVid crisis and analysis of
the problems in entering the Eurozone/.

8. Conclusion

The analysis of the scientific publications and the educational activity of Ch.
Assistant Professor Dr. Yanko Hristozov shows that his candidacy fully meets all
regulatory requirements for holding the academic position of ""Associate Professor™ /
Mandatory conditions under the Law on UNDP (Art. 24) and the Additional
requirements for UNWE according to the Law on Associate Professor) and PPZRASBR
