9. Short biographical data about the candidate

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mariana Kirilova laneva is the only candidate in the competition for
professor. No violations in the procedure have been established by the inspection of the
materials, submitted for the competition. The requirements of Art. 29 (1), items 1-6, art. 29 b
(1) and (3) of LDASRB and Art. 60 (1) and (3) of (PP LDASRB) are fulfilled.

The participant in the competition was born in 1968. She graduated her secondary
education at the Technical School of Commerce, Sofia, and her higher education — at the
University of National and World Economy, specialty “IER”. After completing her higher
education, with a competition, she started working in the department “International Tourism”
in UNWE. Here she successively holds the positions “assistant” (1995-1998), “senior assistant”
(1998-2001) and “chief assistant” (2001-2008). In 2005 she acquires the scientific title “Ph.D.”
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in the scientific specialty 05.02.18 “Economics and Management by Industries (Tourism)”, and
in 2008 she becomes an “Associate Professore in the same specialty. Since 2007 she has been
an expert at NEAA, and since 2009 — a director of the directorate “Consulting in the Economic
Activities” at BCONC. Participates as an expert in the Committee on Economic Policy in
Tourism at the National Assembly (2015). She is a member of the Interdepartmental Council
of Personnel in Tourism (2018), a member of the Commission for Acquisition the title National
Guide (2018) and the Advisory Board to the Minister of Tourism (2020). Participates in
scientific juries of UNWE, NBU, SWU, Sofia University “Kliment Ohridski”’, SA “D.A.
Tsenov” and MVBU. She teaches students from Bachelor's and Master's degrees at the
University of National and World Economy, SA “D.A. Tsenov”, NBU, College of Economics
and Administration in Plovdiv and VUZF. Has been a visiting lecturer and visiting researcher
at the Université Littoral Cote d’Opale (ULCO), Dunkirk, France.

2. Fulfilment by the candidate of the quantitative requirements for holding the academic
position “professor”

For participation in the competition, Assoc. Prof. laneva has presented a completed
report on the implementation of the minimum number of points, required by groups of
indicators for professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific specialty “Economics and
Management (Consulting Management in Tourism)”.

For participating in the competition, the candidate has submitted 12 monographs, 2
articles in WOS and SCOPUS, 47 other publications (studies, articles and reports) and 7
textbooks or a total of 68 publications with a total volume of 2862 pages.

From the analysis of the submitted documents and the data in Table 2., as well as from the
additional references, we found the following:

1. The presented scientific papers are accepted for evaluation without
exception, as there is no thematic duplication and relation with the publications on the doctoral
dissertation and the first habilitation paperwork of the candidate in their content.

2. The candidate participates in the competition with 68 publications, with a
total volume of 2862 pages. The various included publications are as follows: monographs -
12 pcs. — 933 pages, articles in WOS and SCOPUS 2 pcs. — 19 pages; studies, articles and
reports, published in secondary databases with scientific information in unreferred journals
with scientific review and editorial board or published in edited collective volumes 47 pcs. —
343 p.; textbooks 7 pcs. — 1567 p.

3. From the total number of published papers of the author, 27 are in English.
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4.  For most of the evaluated co-authored scientific papers, the share of the authors
is noted in the publications, and for those in which this has not been done, separate protocols
are presented.

5. The reference to the citations, based on the Web of Knowledge database
(Scopus) shows that the candidate was cited 33 times by other authors. Of these, 30 are from
Bulgarian authors and the remaining 3 citations are from foreign authors.

6. The Journal of Citation Reports shows that Assoc. Prof. laneva published 8
papers in printed journals with impact factor, 2 of which are referred to in WOS and SCOPUS.

4. Evaluation of the habilitation paperwork

The monographic work “Management consulting in the promotion of package
products of the tour operator” is an in-depth scientific study of current issues in tourism.
This is understandable given that the tour operator and in particular the package products it
offers play an important role in the implementation of tourism travelings and the development
of tourism in general. Probably these were the considerations of the candidate for the choice of
this topic and its development in the habilitation thesis.

The peer-reviewed paper is printed in a volume of 273 pages, of which the main text
consists of 239 pages, and the remaining 34 pages are composed of an introduction — 6 pages,
conclusion — 5 pages, content — 1 page, appendices — 14 pages and reference for the cited
literature — 8 p.

In my opinion, the volume of the monograph of 273 pages is sufficient to set out the
theoretical, methodological and applied issues, related to the promotion of package products
through the consulting management. The volume set by the candidate has enabled her to
systematize and present her knowledge in this field and to build the content of the monographic
paperwork, applying appropriate means of scientific knowledge.

Structurally, the monograph is built of three chapters, which consistently set out the
theory of the consulting management, its application in tourism promotion and the promotion
of package products in exotic destinations. Constructed in this way, the structure of the
monograph meets the formal requirements for ensuring organic unity of the constituent parts of
the habilitation paperwork in their mutual connection, conditionality, purposefulness and
definiteness. It concretizes the connections and relations of the concepts included in the
paperwork, used to derive one or another regularity and substantiate one or another statement.

In terms of content, the monograph is a conceptual framework for a consulting project
through the use of PR tools for imposing a program on the tour operator. The emergence and
evolution of consulting methods for research and organization of projects are discussed, as well
as the development of their tools is presented in detail. In this way, the systematization of the
methods of planning and implementation of consulting projects for the needs of the tourism
industry and tourism markets has been achieved, highlighting those that correspond most
closely to the cultural characteristics of international tourism consulting.

As the current monograph does not claim to be a comprehensive encyclopedic guide to
all possible projections of consulting models, considered are only those that have and could
have the greatest practical applicability in the field of tourism industry and tourism markets,
related with the activity of tour operators and the development of package products for specific
destinations. Empirical information is presented for some of the researched destinations, which
illustrates the possibilities for the implementation of a consulting project for their promotion.
Particular attention is paid to the methods for creating and maintaining the image of the
destination, which characterize the PR tools and are part of the consulting project to promote
the tourism program in specific destinations.
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Based on market research and competitors offering exotic destinations in terms of crisis,
the author brings out the needs of consulting projects in the tourism industry. Five main tour
operators have been studied, offering outbound programs in exotic destinations for Bulgarian
tourists. It is here that the possibilities for imposing four destinations, as well as the selection
of places for accommodation and other basic and additional services have been tested. The next
part of the consulting project is based on the tools for establishing destinations among potential
users, applying the tools of PR through a program. And last, but not least in the consulting
project are set conjunctural indicators to ensure the competitiveness of the product.

In the analysis of the traditional concepts, the author further develops their definitions
through new features, typical of the time period of the study. In this regard, the attractiveness
of the destination is complemented not only by the typical characteristics of the concept, related
to warm climate, exoticism and traditions in tourism, but also by factors such as functional-
zonal order and carrying capacity, which determine the destination, but usually not are included
and investigated in the existing empirical research. The definition of attractiveness
complements the system of the tourism place, which is characterized by internal, spatial order
of some of its elements such as infrastructure and superstructure compared to its primary
elements — tourism resources. For example, recreation, accommodation, food and entertainment
areas are formed, which are based on their carrying capacity to absorb a certain number of
tourists from the individual system elements and the system as a whole in order to preserve,
rather than reduce, the attractiveness of the tourism place. They are measured by the possible
maximum tourism attendance per unit area, per unit time, which in specific conditions takes
into account the creation of an opportunity for a healthy stay and high-quality service.

The set and clarified tasks in the monograph are related to:

e identification of the theory and contribution of management consulting in destination
development;
planning of the consulting project;
planning of tourism promotion;
study of the peculiarities of organizing tours to attractive tourism destinations;
development of a model, including various means and forms for promotion of selected
destinations.
The topicality of the monograph is significant, as it deals with issues that in the future
will find more and more serious manifestation in the theory and practice of tourism. Their
applicability will be sought and they will be the subject of future research. The language and
style show knowledge of the specific terminology in the field of tourism, tourism destinations
and their promotion, consulting business, practical and applied issues of planning, organization
and implementation of tourism programs of tour operators.

The evaluation of the content of the habilitation paperwork shows that it is
distinguished by its conceptual connection, research and applied orientation. The information
used by the scientist is up-to-date, accurate and defensible. The author's ideas, concepts and
points of view are well presented. The proportions in the ratio between the main, additional and
explanatory text are observed. The thematic selection provides a systematic and comprehensive
view of the research. The content stands out with its clear goals, well-formed basic ideas,
precise and easily defined new terms, concepts, concepts and last, but not least an accessible
style of presentation.

Given the balance between the author's contributions and their significance, as well as
the fact that the monograph has been updated and supplemented with new aspects
corresponding to new nuances of science and practice, | believe that it will be useful for
updating the scientific knowledge and its application in business.

5. Evaluation of publications not related to the habilitation thesis
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Assoc. Prof. Mariana laneva participates in the competition with 68 publications with a
total volume of 2862 pages, which do not repeat the works, submitted for the acquisition of
Educational and Scientific Degree “Ph.D.” and holding the academic position “Associate
Professor”. These publications are divided as follows: 3 individual monographs with a volume
of 567 pages; 9 co-authored monographs with a total volume of 366 pages; articles in WOS and
SCOPUS 2 pcs. with a volume of 19 pages; other publications (studies, articles and reports), of
which 21 individual with a volume of 189 pages and co-authored 26 pcs. with a volume of 154
pages.

Thematically, these publications address various issues, but their differentiation is
within the limits of the necessary and sufficient diversity so as not to conflict with the
announced competition. The analysis of the thematic orientation of these publications gives me
reason to divide them into several groups as the interaction of the topics mentioned in them
varies from simple exchange of ideas to mutual integration of concepts, methods, procedures,
epistemologies, terminology, etc. In particular, these are the following thematic areas:

1. Management consulting in tourism;

2. Tour operator, agency and tour guide activity;

3. Management and promotion of tourism, tourism products and destinations;
4. Product specialization in tourism (specialized types of tourism).

The accepted grouping of publications illustrates the subject area ,,Consulting
Management in Tourism*. Its decomposition reveals different levels of depth of knowledge
about the different fragments of management consulting and creates conditions for meaningful
analysis of the processes and phenomena included in them.

The first of the considered directions (NeNe 1; 3.1; 4.1; 4.8; 5.7; 9.1; 9.3; 9.6; 9.8; 9.10;
11.1; 11, 14) concerns the issues related to the management aspects of the consulting business
and its application in tourism. Special emphasis is placed on the activity, specifics and
technology of the consulting management, consulting projects, their application in the
destination management, in the technology of the tour operator’s activity, as well as in the
analysis of trends in tourism development.

The other thematic area (NeNe 2; 3.2;4.3;4.4;4.7;5.1; 5.2;5.3; 5.4, 5.5; 8.3;9.2; 9.9;
9.11; 10.3; 11.6; 11.7) refers to the tour operators’, travel agents’ and tour guides’ activities.
Defined are key problems of the theory and practice of tour operator, travel agent and tour guide
activities. Studied are the technology, organization and management of the travel agencies, the
specifics of their product offering, the service of the tourists during an organized tour by a
representative of a tour operator.

In the third thematic area (NeNe 4.2; 4.5; 4.6, 5.6; 7.1; 7.2; 8.1; 8.2; 9.4; 9.5, 9.7; 9.12;
9.13; 9.14; 9.15; 9.18; 10.1; 10.4; 11.2; 11.3; 11.4; 11.8 11.9, 11.10, 11.15) interpret the issues
related to the application of the structural approach to the management and promotion of
tourism, tourism products and destinations. The peculiarities of the tourism market and the
tourism destinations are determined. The marketing management of tourism, related to the
identification of the destination image, tourism area and tourism site is studied and good
practices are presented with guidelines for their integration in Bulgaria. Attention is also
focused on the models for tourism destination management in conditions of sustainability, as
well as in crisis situations. The management of tourism at different levels has been studied and
recommendations for promoting products and destinations are given.

Fourth direction (NeNe 6.1; 6.2; 8.4; 8.5; 8.6; 9.16; 9.17; 10.2; 10.5; 10.6; 11.5; 11.11;
11.12; 11.13) refers to product specialization in tourism specialized types of tourism. The
possibilities for product specialization in different tourism regions are analyzed according to
the specifics of the resource provision, as well as according to the differentiation of different
tourism sites. Emphasis is placed on the study of specific specialized types of tourism, which
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are considered as priorities for the development of tourism areas in Bulgaria in terms of their
year-round consumption and the new trends in tourism consumption. In this regard, the research
and analysis of health tourism products, business tourism products, as well as products related
to entertainment and experiences have found a special place. On this basis, concepts and models
for their management are developed.

Summarized — the scientific and applied contributions could be presented as follows:

1. Developed are summaries, which have theoretical and methodological
significance for the technology of consulting management and the development of consulting
projects in destination management;

2. Established is the effect of certain regularities, which are reflected in the current
state of the tour operator, travel agency and tour guide activity and the tendencies in their
development;

3. Proposed are solutions to narrowly formulated tasks, related to the technology and
management of travel agencies and their product offering;

4. On the basis of the synthesis of methods and means, which in the past were
autonomous units, a scientific approach for management and promotion of tourism products
and destinations is developed,;

5. Studied are the conditions and determined are the common features and
regularities in revealing the possibilities for product specialization in different tourism regions.

With few exceptions, peer-reviewed scientific papers are characterized by clearly
formulated theses, in-depth research and achieved concrete results with useful for science
and practice theoretical summaries, conclusions and recommendations. The publications show
that Mariana laneva is very well acquainted with the literature and scientific achievements in
management consulting in tourism. This has given her the opportunity to highlight some of the
unresolved and partially resolved issues in order to explore them and suggest appropriate
solutions.

6. Evaluation of the results of the candidate’s participation
in scientific and applied developments and projects

Assoc. Prof. Mariana laneva participated as an expert and leader in the development of 1
national, 3 international and 4 university projects, presented in Table 3.

3. In 4 of the presented projects the candidate is a leader, and in the others she performs
functions of an expert.

7. Management of Ph.D. students and graduates

For the period 2010-2021, Assoc. Prof. laneva has been a doctoral advisor of 13 Ph.D.
students, 5 of whom have successfully defended their dissertation paperworks and
graduated.

The candidate provides scientific guidance to students, as well as supports their
preparation for the semester’s exam sessions and other scientific forums. She conducts annual
and practical training in the field of tourism in accordance with the specialization of the
students.

8. Evaluation of teaching activities

Assoc. Prof. Mariana laneva gives lectures to students in the professional field 3.8
Economics in Bachelor's and Master's degree at the University of National and World Economy
in the disciplines Tour operator and travel agent’s activity, Tourism destinations, Tour guide
service, Consulting management and others. From the reference for the study load (Ne 2103 /
20.10.2021) it can be seen that the study employment of the candidate for the period 2009/2010
- 2020/2021 is an average of 370 hours of lectures per year.

Assoc. Prof. laneva's teaching activity is distinguished by the use of interactive teaching
aids and in particular by the application of audio-video technologies, text and animations. In
addition, some of her seminars are held in real conditions in four- and five-star hotels.
