1. Information on the competitive selective procedure

The competition was announced in SN, issue 71/27.08.2021 for the needs of the
department of “Economics of tourism” at the faculty of “Economics of infrastructure”
of UNWE, according to Decision of the AC Ne4/07.07.2021. I participate in the
scientific jury of the competition according to order Ne3058/26.10.2021 of the Vice-
Rector for Research at the UNWE.

2. Short information on the candidate for the academic position

The only candidate in the announced competition is assoc. prof. Mariana
Kirilova Yaneva, PhD, a lecturer at the department of “Economics of tourism” since
1995.

Mariana Yaneva graduated with a degree in “International economic relations”
in 1994 from the UNWE, and in 2005 she obtained a PhD in the scientific specialty
“Economics and management (tourism)”.

The candidate in the competition has successively held the academic positions
of assistant (1995-1998), senior assistant (1998-2001), chief assistant (2001-2008) and
associate professor (from 2008 to present). Assoc. prof. Yaneva was a scientific
secretary of the department and a member of the Supervisory board of UNWE, and
since 2002 she has been a member of the Faculty council of the faculty of “Economics
of infrastructure” at UNWE and since 2015 a member of the Faculty commission for
quality assurance and evaluation at the faculty.

3. How the requirements for holding the academic position have been met
Assoc. prof. Mariana Yaneva, PhD presented evidence for the implementation
of the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of
“professor” both national and additional to UNWE. According to Protocol No2 of
19.05.2021 of the UNWE Habilitation council, the opinion of the Council is positive,
based on the positive opinion of the Commission for the implementation of indicators



on the candidacy of assoc. prof. M. Yaneva, PhD in the competition, “which complies
with the quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the AC”.

3.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements

The main results of the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements can be most
clearly seen in the table below, representing a general recapitulation of the candidate's
publications by individual types and groups:

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The candidate‘s quotes, established in scientific journals, referenced and indexed
in other international databases with scientific information number 11, quotes in
monographs and collective volumes with scientific review - 18, and quotes or reviews
in non-refereed journals with scientific review - 4. According to National minimum
requirements, according to LDASRB (art. 2b) and the Regulations for its application
(art. la, para. 1), the candidates for the academic position “professor” in professional
fields in scientific field 3. Social, economic and legal sciences must have a minimum
of 550 points, assoc. prof. Mariana Yaneva has a total of 1579, 55 points.

According to Additional requirements for UNWE, according to LDASRB (Art.
2b, para. 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a, para. 2-3), candidates
for the academic position of “professor” at UNWE must have 420 points, assoc. prof.
Yaneva has 1445,35. A total of 970 points are required from the two groups of
requirements in group | and group Il, the candidate in this competition has a total of
3024.9.

In addition to the significant scientific production of assoc. prof. Yaneva, we can
also note her active learning activities within the 12 academic years in the disciplines
taught by her. Her classroom employment as a habilitated person at the UNWE or at a
higher education institution or scientific organization accredited by NEAA is: 3805
hours of lectures, for which she receives 380,5 points, and 1843 hours of exercises,
which brings her 92,15 points or a total of 472,65 points out of 100 required by the
university.

3.2. Meeting the qualitative requirements

According to the Regulations for acquisition of scientific degrees and for
occupying academic positions at UNWE - Sofia and the Law for development of
academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, candidates for academic positions
“professor” are evaluated by a set of criteria and indicators. Taking into account the
adopted legal and additional requirements of the Regulations of UNWE - Sofia, the
candidate meets the following basic conditions (Art. 34): 1. acquired PhD; 2. for more
than two years she has held the academic position of “associate professor” at UNWE; 3.
has presented a published monographic work or equivalent publications in specialized
scientific journals, which do not repeat the ones presented upon receipt of the PhD and
the academic position “associate professor”; 4. has presented other original research
papers.

The data analysis shows that the candidate for professor is very convincing with
the presented evidence in her work research. In more detail, in fulfilling the quality
requirements for holding the academic position of “professor” at UNWE, it is
noticeable that assoc. prof. Mariana Yaneva, PhD has significant achievements, such
as:

o Founder of a new scientific field in the field of tourism - management

consulting in tourism, introduced for the first time in Bulgaria.
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o Founder of followers in the field, represented by five defended doctoral
students under her scientific guidance, three of whom were appointed to
academic positions at UNWE and NBU.

« Member of the editorial board of the journal Balcan Ecology.

« She is an expert in the Interdepartmental council for tourism personnel
(ICTP) at the Ministry of tourism, as well as in the Commission for obtaining
a national certificate for a guide at the Ministry of tourism, also in the
Advisory council to the minister of tourism, she was an expert at the National
assembly in the Committee on economic policy and tourism in 2015, and is
an expert in the Bulgarian chamber of education, science and culture
(BCESC).

Assoc. prof. Yaneva is a respected scientist in the field of economics and tourism
management and in this capacity has a total of 28 participations in scientific juries at
universities in the country, of which 12 reviews and 16 opinions.

To summarize the implementation of quality indicators of the candidate in the
competition, we can say that scientific publications of assoc. prof. Yaneva are written
in clear scientific language, show professional competence and contain original author's
achievements, which determine her proper place in the scientific community. Assoc.
prof. Yaneva is an established lecturer with academical and national contributions.

Based on the above, | confirm that assoc. prof. Mariana Yaneva, PhD meets the
needed quantitative and qualitative indicators for the requirements of the position for
which she is applying in this competition.

4. Evaluation of the academic and teaching activities of the candidate

From the report prepared by the Department of ,,UDOC* at UNWE, it is clear
that for the reporting period the candidate developed the following lecture courses and
curricula - a total of 7 curricula in Bachelor's degree in Tourism Economics: “Tourist
destinations”, “Transport services in tourism”, “Tour operator and travel agency
activities”, “Guide service”; for the specialty “Economics of Tourism with English
language teaching”: “Tourist destinations”, “Tour operator and travel agency
activities”, “Guide service”. The developed curricula in the Master's degree are 6 for
the specialties “International Tourism”: “PR in tourism” and “Management Consulting
in International Tourism”, “Tourism Business”: “Tourism Exchanges” and
“Management Consulting” and “Tourism Management”: “Management of tourist
destinations” and “Management consulting of the tour operator business”, as well as 2
training programs in ESD “doctor” in “Tourism Consulting” and ‘“Business
communications in tourism”. Assoc. prof. Mariana Yaneva also gives lectures in a
foreign language at the Bachelor's degree in “Economics of tourism with english
language teaching”, “Tour operators and travel agents”, “Guided travel services” and
Master's degree in tourism — “Tourism and leisure management” and “Theories and
Tourism Organization”.

From the presented documents, her activity in the educational work, through her
participation in the development of 4 independent textbooks and 3 - in co-authorship,
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IS obvious. The textbook on “Fundamentals of Tourism Consulting” examines not only
the theoretical foundation of the consulting business, but also the good practices of
leading global and Bulgarian consulting companies to their successful projects, and also
identifies the contribution of associations of management consulting organizations.

In summary, the teaching activity of the candidate is in full compliance with
the requirements of the Regulations for the organization and conduct of competitions
for obtaining a scientific degree and for holding academic positions at UNWE.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific works/publications
5.1. Main directions in the research activity of the candidate

The main directions in the research activity of the candidate for professor are
pointed out in the attached reference for the scientific contributions and | accept
them. In my opinion, the positive thing is that most of the publications of assoc. prof.
Yaneva can gravitate in all four areas, which shows her ability to link scientific
problems in tourism and look for connections and dependencies between them. The
first position is given to the consulting business in the field of tourism. In this regard,
the main directions, with the numbers of the accompanying publications from the List
of publications, are systematized as follows:

1. Management of consulting in tourism (Ne 1; 3.1; 4.1; 4.8; 5.7; 9.1; 9.3; 9.6;
9.8;9.10; 11.1; 11.14)

In most of the publications of assoc. prof. Yaneva the results are related not only
to scientific achievements, but also directly to the economy and management of tourist
enterprises, organizations for the management of tourist areas, as well as to the
executive branch in the field of tourism in Bulgaria.

A positive finding is that the doctoral students led by assoc. prof. Mariana
Yaneva work on topics that expand and deepen the results achieved in the field of her
research, which in turn indicates the establishment of a school in the field of her
research interests in tourism.

5.2. Scientific and / or applied scientific results obtained.
The results achieved by the candidate in the competition can be summarized in
the following important ones:
1. Division "Management consulting in tourism":
« Planning of research in consulting evaluation of a tourist organization.
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« Analysis of trends in management consulting in tourism.

« Influence of tourism for the development of the economy, as well as challenges
and opportunities for the development of tourism in Bulgaria.

4. Division "Product specialization in tourism and specialized types of tourism™:

« Derivation of the influence of the arts on the development of the tour operator
product.

« Research and analysis of the economics of experiences and its role in the
development of creative tourism.

« Design of specialized tourist products for strategic management of destinations.
These results do not exhaust all the studied and analyzed issues in the

publications of the candidate, but do mark the most important ones, in my opinion, for
the development of the economy and the management of the tourism sector in Bulgaria.

5.3. Assessment of monographs as an independent subject of review

The main monographic work “Management consulting in the promotion of
package products of tour operators” proves the thesis of the essential role of consulting
services, providing external management to a tourism company, which in a such
unsustainable market needs to continue its activities by offering tourism products to
attractive destinations for a given target group, respectively Bulgarian tourists even in
non-specific market conditions. The role of the consulting company in the monographic
exhibition is aimed at proposing a plan in the form of a consulting project for the travel
agency. The topic is extremely relevant in the current conditions of tourist demand in
our country and the offering of selected charter products to exotic destinations. The
candidate announces her results from the monographic research in business platforms
in the field of tourism, such as the tourist platform bgtourism.bg, which is shown in the
map for quality indicators. In this way, the results reach the tourist practice, as well as
potential tourists.
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From the list of publications, as well as from the quantitative map, it is
established that the candidate presents a total of 12 monographs in the field of tourism,
3 individual, 8 collective, and 1 - based on a dissertation for the acquisition of ESD
“Doctor”. The monographs are related to the thematic areas derived from point of
view of the developed problems and the obtained scientific and scientific-applied
results and contributions. It is noteworthy that a large part of the collective
monographic works corresponds to topics from the list of research projects, some of
which Assoc. prof. Yaneva was the head of. In this way, the contribution of her
participation in research projects can be proven by publishing the results in
monographic works.

In_summary, it can be stated that the scientific output in quantitative and
qualitative terms is in full compliance with the minimum national requirements in field
3. "Social, economic and legal sciences", according to art. 2b, para.2 and 3 of
LDASRB and fully meets the conditions for holding the academic position of
"professor”, according to art. 24, para 1 of LDASRB, art. 53, para. 1 of RILDASRB
and the Additional requirements of UNWE.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contribution of the

candidate

The presented scientific production contains indisputable scientific and
scientific-applied contributions. Among the more significant ones | can mention the
following:

First, the existing knowledge about the consulting business and its application
in tourism has been supplemented, with a special emphasis on the technology of
management of consulting and the application of consulting projects in destination
management.

Second, key issues in the theory and practice of tour operator, travel agency and
tour guide activities are defined.

Third, the models for managing tourist destinations in conditions of
sustainability and crisis situations have been studied and developed, and
recommendations for promoting products and destinations have been written.

Fourth, the possibilities for product specialization in different tourist regions are
analyzed according to the specifics of the resource provision and the differentiation of
different tourist sites, focusing on the products of health and business tourism and those
related to entertainment and experiences.

7. Critical comments and recommendations

referenced scientific journals with Impact Factor and Impact Rank, indexed in the
global scientific databases Scopus and Web of Science.
