1. Information on the competitive selective procedure

The competitive selection procedure was open to address the needs of the
“Real Estate” Department at the Business Faculty of UNWE according to a Decision
of the Academic Council Ne4/07.07.2021. It was promulgated in State Gazette in issue
71 of 27.08.2021. | was appointed a member of the Scientific Jury on this procedure
in accordance with Order Ne3053/26.10.2021 of the Vice-Rector for R&D of UNWE.

2. Short information on the candidate for the academic position

The only candidate in the announced competitive selection procedure for the
academic position of "Associate Professor" in the field of higher education 3. Social,
economic and legal sciences, professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific discipline
"Economics and Management (Real Estate Economics)” at the Department of Real
Estate at UNWE, is Ch. Assistant Professor Nadya Viktorova Gilina, PhD, a lecturer
at the Department of the same name since 2011, who has presented the necessary
documents.

Nadya Gilina graduated in Economics of Cooperatives in 1999 at the
University of National and World Economy, and in 2018 she earned a Master's
Degree in Corporate Security at the same institution. In 2015, she acquired a PhD
degree in the scientific discipline "Economics and Management (Real Estate)".

The candidate has over 4 years of practical experience (May 2000 - September
2004) in the field of real estate as a manager in one of the largest real estate agencies
in Bulgaria - "Yavlena" Ltd., Sofia.



3. How the requirements for holding the academic position have been met

Ch. Assistant Professor Nadya Viktorova Gilina, PhD, has presented evidence
for meeting the quantitative and qualitative requirements for holding the academic
position of "Associate Professor" — both at the national and the UNWE level.

3.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements

According to the enclosed card for the quantitative requirements, Ch. Assistant
Professor Nadya Gilina, PhD, reports a total of 1,026 points, which significantly
exceeds the set minimum threshold of 620 points at UNWE. The candidate exceeds
the national minimum requirements, according to the Law for Development of
Academic Degrees of the Republic of Bulgaria (art. 2b) and the Regulations for its
application, as well as the additional requirements of UNWE.

3.2. Meeting the qualitative requirements

From the submitted documents for the competitive selection procedure for the
academic position of "Associate Professor”, it is evident that Ch. Assistant Professor
Nadya Gilina, PhD, has 10 years of teaching experience at UNWE. She is an
established scientist, researcher and lecturer. She was also a reviewer for Real Estate
& Business magazine. The reference for the citations of the candidate's works shows
11 citations in scientific papers in our country. Ch. Assistant Professor Gilina, PhD,
actively participates in international, national and university forums, as well as in the
teams of 6 projects - 1 at international, 2 at national and 3 at university level. She is a
member of the Association of Teachers of Economics and Management in Industry.
She is the Secretary of the Trade Union Council of the University Trade Union
Organization of the National Branch Trade Union "VON" at the Confederation of
Independent Trade Unions of Bulgaria. She is a registered mediator with the Ministry
of Justice of the Republic of Bulgaria.

The stated quality characteristics of Ch. Assistant Professor Nadya Gilina,
PhD, give me reason to conclude that she has all the necessary qualitative
characteristics to hold the academic position of "Associate Professor".

The Habilitation Council at UNWE, at a meeting on 19.05.2021 (Protocol Ne
2) stated their positive opinion on the candidature of Ch. Assistant Prof. Nadya Gilina,
PhD, and proposed to the Department of “Real Estate” to open a competitive selection
procedure for awarding the academic degree of “Associate Professor”.

4. Evaluation of the academic and teaching activities of the candidate

According to a reference note issued by the “Human Resources” Directorate of
UNWE Chief Assist. Prof. Nadya Victorova Gilina, PhD, participates as a lecturer in
the disciplines: "Business Negotiations", "Real Estate", "Economic and Legal Regime
of Real Estate"”, "Real Estate Economics”, "Real Estate Trade", "Urban Economics",
"Management and Sustainable Urban Development ”,* Enterprise Economics ,*
Business Management “and* Urban Environment Economics” in the Bachelor's and
Master's Degrees, which is a testament for her work as a lecturer, focusing on the field
of Real Estate Economics. The submitted documents show her activity in the

educational work in recent years, through her participation in the development of an



independent textbook "Business Negotiations”, two collective textbooks and a
collective study guide.

The “Human Resources” Directorate reference note shows that in the period
2015-2021 the candidate has exceeded the requirement for a minimum of 100 points
of realized teaching employment activity after holding the academic position of
"Chief Assistant”, gaining 148 points.

In summary, the teaching activity of the candidate is in full compliance with
the requirements of the Regulations for the organization and conduct of competitions
for obtaining a scientific degree and for holding academic positions at UNWE.

5. Brief characterization of the submitted scientific works/publications

For the competitive selection procedure for "Associate Professor”, Ch.
Assistant Professor Nadya Gilina, PhD, has presented 20 scientific papers, including 4
monographs, of which 2 independent (one is related to the dissertation), 1 study, 8
scientific articles and 7 scientific reports. The scientific papers of Ch. Assistant
Professor Nadya Gilina, PhD, show no legally proven plagiarism.

The main scientific work with which Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Nadya Gilina
participates in the competitive selection procedure, is the monograph "Security in the
transaction of residential real estate™ with a volume of 134 pages. In it, the author
concludes that the effective institutional structure facilitates the interaction between
the various participants (businesses and government agencies) in the residential real
estate market, which has its direct impact on the uncertainties and risks in
transactions, and hence reduces transaction costs. Risk events are formed during the
realization of property relations in the process of implementation and/or change of
institutional conditions. The analysis is performed in two directions: first, in
conditions of dynamic institutional constraints, stakeholders are identified and a
“strength of influence/interest” matrix is built; second, the risk events, the “risk
tolerance line” and the factors influencing the security and risk management for the
selected entity - the intermediary in the real estate transaction are outlined. This
determines the given guidelines for changing the institutional conditions - formal and
informal rules.

The directions in which the scientific works of Ch. Assistant Professor Nadya
Gilina are developed are the following:

- Development and challenges for the real estate market, and in particular the
residential real estate market through the prism of institutional theory. Issues
related to transaction costs in the standard property transaction, formal and
informal norms, information asymmetry and market openness (1, 2, 6, 9 and 15)
are mainly addressed;

- The relationships between the participants in the residential real estate market,
including security and risk management issues (2, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 21, 22 and
23);

- Business negotiations as a process with characteristic features and activities (17,
19 and 24);



- And publications in a field other than those mentioned above with
interdisciplinary applicability that supports business practice (13, 14, 16, 18 and
20).

In_summary, it can be concluded that the scientific work of the
candidate both in quantitative and qualitative terms is in accordance with
the minimum national requirements in field 3. "Social, economic and legal
sciences"”, according to Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law for Development
of Academic Degrees of the Republic of Bulgaria and fully meets the
conditions for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor",
according to Art. 24, para. 1 of the Law for Development of Academic
Degrees of the Republic of Bulgaria, art. 53, para. 1 of the Regulations for
Applying the Law for Development of Academic Degrees of the Republic
of Bulgaria and the Regulations for the organization and conduct of
competitions for obtaining a scientific degree and for holding academic
positions at UNWE.

6. Short evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contribution of
the candidate

The submitted scientific work contains indisputable scientific, scientific-
applied and educational contributions. The works outlined in the Information on
Scientific and Applied Contributions in the publications submitted for review by Ch.
Assistant Professor Nadya Gilina, PhD, according to the requirements of Art. 54 of
Regulations for Applying the Law for Development of Academic Degrees of the
Republic of Bulgaria, are consistent with the contained achievements in the submitted
for review publications and | accept them.

7. Critical comments and recommendations
My recommendation to Ch. Assistant Professor Nadya Gilina, PhD, is to focus her
efforts on publishing her research in peer-reviewed scientific journals with Impact
Factor and Impact Rank, indexed in the global scientific databases Scopus and Web of
Science.

8. Conclusion

Ch. Assistant Professor Nadya Gilina, PhD participates in the competitive
selection procedure for the academic position of "Associate Professor" with a
sufficient amount of quality research papers. In her research, she demonstrates in-
depth, innovative and analytical thinking, and there are scientific and applied-science
contributions. In addition, Dr. Nadia Gilina has many years of experience in research
and teaching, PhD and Chief Assistant in the scientific discipline "Economics and
Management (Real Estate)" since 2015. The documents submitted by the candidate
cover the necessary scientometric indicators and parameters, which reflect the
measurable academic results in the teaching activity set in the minimum national
requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3, and Art. 2b, para. 5 of the Law for



Development of Academic Degrees of the Republic of Bulgaria. The candidate fully
meets the conditions for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" in the
scientific discipline "Economics and Management (Real Estate Economics)”,
specified in Art. 24 of Law for Development of Academic Degrees of the Republic of
Bulgaria, in Art. 53 of the Regulations for Applying the Law for Development of
Academic Degrees of the Republic of Bulgaria and in the additional requirements of
UNWE.

This gives me reason to confidently propose to the members of the scientific jury
Ch. Assistant Professor Nadya Gilina, PhD, to be elected for the academic
position "ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR™ in the field of higher education 3. Social,
economic and legal sciences, professional field 3.8.
