In relation to: competitive selective procedure for gaining the academic position of
“Associate Professor” in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific discipline Economics and
Management (Economics and Management (Economics of Real Estate) at UNWE.

1. Information on the competitive selective procedure

The competitive selection procedure was open to address the needs of the “Real Estate”
Department at the Business Faculty of UNWE according to a Decision of the Academic Council
Ne4/07.07.2021. It was promulgated in State Gazette in issue 71 of 27.08.2021. | was appointed a
member of the Scientific Jury on this procedure in accordance with Order Ne3053/26.10.2021 of
the Vice-Rector for R&D of UNWE.

2. Information on the candidate for the academic position

The sole candidate admitted for participation in the competitive selective procedure is
Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadya Viktorova Gilina, lecturer at the Department of “Real Estate” since
September 2007, who has held the academic positions of “Assistant Professor” and “Chief
Assistant Professor” since November 2015. The information provided for the competitive
selection procedure demonstrates that the academic development of Chief Assist. Prof. PhD
Nadya Gilina combines research activities in international and national project teams (“The
functioning of local production systems in conditions of economic crisis (Comparative analysis
and benchmarking in EU and beyond”), project within the framework of 7th Framework
Programme of the European Union; project “Student Internships”, “Human Resources
Development” Operational Programme, - project “Centre for Research and Training in E-
Management”, Bulgarian National Science Fund, and professional development as a lecturer
through a Master’s degree in “Economics of Defence and Security”, with a specialty in Corporate
security, obtained at UNWE in 2018; she has been a certified mediator since 2019 (registered in
the Unified Register of Mediators under No. 20201211002 and at the Centre of Mediation at the
National Association of Real Estate (NARE)) and has been on a mobility under ERASMUS+ at
Metropolitan University Prague (the Check Republic).

3. How the requirements for holding the academic position have been met

From the submitted Reference lists about the fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative
requirements it is apparent that the candidate Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadya Gilina has exceeded
the requirements for gaining the academic position of Associate Professor, and in each group of

indicators her points are above the required minimum. This conclusion takes into consideration
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both the national minimum requirements and additional requirements adopted by UNWE. The
candidate has submitted a large number of definite evidence of compliance with each of the
criteria set out in the reference lists.

The Habilitation Council at UNWE, at a meeting of 19.05.2021 (Protocol Ne 2) stated their
positive opinion on the candidature of Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadya Gilina and proposed to the
Department of “Real Estate” to open a competitive selection procedure for awarding the academic
rank of “Associate Professor”.

4. Evaluation of the academic and teaching activities of the candidate

According to the reference note (Ne 1720/14.10.2021) issued by the “Human Resources”
Directorate of UNWE Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadya Victorova Gilina is working full-time for
UNWE and until 13.10.2021 she has a work experience at the University of 9 years, 10 months
and 23 days, 5 years, 10 months and 23 days of which are in the position of Chief Assist. Prof.

Over that period of time, the candidate has been a member of the Department of Real
Estate and had a high workload (for the period 2015/2021 - 607 lecture hours and 1752seminar
classes). She has had classes in many disciplines such as Business Negotiations; Real estate trade;
Economic and Legal Regime of Real Estate; Urban Economics; Real Estate; Management of
Sustainable Urban Development; Business Management on the Bachelor's degree programmes and
Economics of Urban Environment on the Master's degree programmes.

An important stage in the development of the teaching competencies of Chief Assist. Prof.
PhD Nadia Viktorova Gilina is her textbook "Business Negotiations" Sofia: Geya-Libris, ISBN
978-954-300-195-8, and her co-authorship in textbooks and handbooks of the Department of
"Real Estate” - Yovkova, J. et al. (2017) Real Estate: Economics and Management. Sofia: UNWE
Publishing Complex; (2016) Real Estate. Sofia: Avangard Prima and (2018) Real estate:
Economics and Management. Handbook, Sofia: UNWE Publishing Complex.

All of the above gives me reason to conclude that Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadia Viktorova
Gilina 1s fully prepared to obtain the academic position of “Associate Professor” under this
competitive selection procedure.

5. Brief characterization of the submitted scientific works/publications

The candidate has submitted a significant volume of scientific work, which includes 1
monograph ("Security in the transaction of residential real estate™), Sofia: UNWE Publishing
Complex), 2 Chapters in collective monographs (in co-authorship), 1 published book based on a
dissertation paper titled “Institutional conditions for minimizing transaction costs in the
implementation of property relations (in the residential property market).” Sofia: Avangard
Prima), 1 study (co-authored), 11 articles in journals referenced in international scientific
databases (5 in co-authorship), 4 papers published in the proceedings of international scientific
conferences and edited collective volumes (2 in co-authorship).

Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadia Gilina is an experienced researcher in new and important
research areas such as: development and challenges on the real estate market, and in particular the
residential property market, in the context of institutional theory; technology of a standard
residential property transaction studied through the prism of transaction costs; security and risk
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management in dynamic institutional constraints; institutional environment and institutional
agreements, etc. She has analyzed the conditions, characteristics and factors affecting transaction
costs and the duration of a transaction with residential property (Ne2, Ne6, Ne7, No§, No9);
proposed a proprietary "infrastructure in the real estate market  based on classification of the
activities, relations and institutionalization (Nel, Ne10); linked the process of property transfer to
the theory of risk and security, supporting the institutional environment (Nel, Nell, Nel2); their
practical applicability in the ancillary activities (facility activities) in health care (Nel4, Nel6,
Nel8), etc.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contribution

The scientific works of the candidate Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadia Gilina contain
scientific results with the nature of contribution both to the study of property, the real estate
market, including the methodology of study of the real estate sector in general and in particular -
the relations with public and private institutions in the field of real estate transactions, links to
institutionalism, risk management and security. The reference prepared by the candidate correctly
systematizes the contributions in three main areas - market infrastructure, institutional conditions
and transaction costs, risk management and security in the technology of residential property
transactions. For the purpose of this position, the following can be highlighted: Identification and
determination of transaction costs in the residential property market, Analysis of the main factors
(components) from the perspective of institutional interactions on the market and its applicability;
Selection of methods for determining the degree of risk and security in the transaction of
residential property; the link between institutionalism, security and property.

Another indicator of the contribution of Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadia Gilina are the
citations of her works.

7. Critical comments and recommendations

I would recommend to the author to continue her successful research and publication
activities in the scientific field she has been working in. 1 would also recommend that she further
develops, analyzes and describes the results of her research in the field of real estate transactions
in subsequent textbooks and / or university textbooks.

I recommend that the author tests in practice the results of her scientific work, and her
monograph ("Security in the transaction of residential property”) will be especially useful for
practice.

The above recommendations do not affect the outstanding merits of the candidate's
scientific activity and do not change my positive opinion of it.

8. Conclusion

To conclude I would like to express my positive opinion of the candidature for the
academic position of "Assoc. Professor” of Chief Assist. Prof. PhD Nadia Viktorova Gilina. I
believe that it meets the criteria of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation, the Regulations for conducting a competitive
selection procedure for obtaining academic ranks and for holding academic positions at UNWE
and the UNWE Regulations for Academic Affairs.
