9. Information about the competition
The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Industrial Business
at the Faculty of Business of the University of National and World Economy in State Gazette,
issue 2/07.01.2022, with Decision of the Academic Council Ne 6/13.12.2021. | am participating
in the composition of the scientific jury of the competition according to Order Ne 446/
02.03.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research at the University of National and World Economy.

10. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

In the competition participates only one candidate - Chief Assistant Marin Veselinov
Geshkov, PhD from the Department of Industrial Business at the Business Faculty of UNWE.
The candidate completed his first higher education as a "master engineer" at the Technical
University - Sofia in 1996. In 2002 he completed his second master's degree in economics at
the University of National and World Economy, Sofia.

In 2010 he defended his dissertation in the field of economics and management at the
University of South Florida, Tampa, USA , and acquired the ONS "Doctor" in the scientific
specialty "Business Administration”. He began his academic career in 2001 at the University
of South Florida, Tampa, USA and worked there as an assistant until 2011. In 2012 he
successfully continued his academic career in Bulgaria and was appointed to the Department
of Industrial Business at the Faculty of Business at UNWE, where he successively passed
through the academic positions of assistant and chief assistant.

During the period until 1999 Marin Geshkov gained extensive experience in Bulgarian
business practice as an engineer at Overgas Inc., Bulgaria and participated in the development
of numerous investment projects, which complements his theoretical training with useful
practical knowledge and skills for teaching.

Marin Geshkov is fluent in English and this allows him to follow foreign scientific
achievements and good management practices and to adapt them to modern Bulgarian
conditions. He is a member of the editorial board of the International Journal of Regional



Development ". He is a member of an expert team for providing analysis and consultations in
the municipality of Samokov on a project to develop an Integrated Development Plan . Marin
Geshkov is also a longtime member of the Association of Teachers of Economics and
Management in Industry - APIUI.

11. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position
11.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The candidate meets all the mandatory conditions under Art. 24 of ZRASRB and the
additional requirements of UNWE, according to Art. 15, para. 1 of ZRASRB and Art. 53 of
the PPZRASRB.

Regarding the requirement for acquired Doctor’s degree - ESD "Doctor" (Art. 53 para.
1 of PPZRASRB) - in 2010 Ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov defended his dissertation at the
University of South Florida, Tampa, USA on the topic: “The Effect of Land-Use Controls on
Urban Spraw”. He obtained the ESD "Doctor" in the scientific specialty "Business
Administration” (according to notarized copy of the diploma), in the professional field
"Economics".

In regard to the requirement for a minimum academic record (Art.53 para.2 of
PPZRASRB) - the total work experience of Dr. Geshkov as a lecturer is about 10 years, of
which 6 years and 9 months as "Chief assistant” (official note Ne 11 U / 01.02.2022 ).
Obviously, the candidate fully meets the legal requirement for a minimum academic
experience of two years.

Regarding the requirement for published monographic work (Art. 53, para. 3 of the
PPRASRB) - The candidate has presented a habilitation thesis on "Digital technologies -
experience, new solutions and future challenges.” The work was reviewed by two highly
respected reviewers in the scientific community, published in 2021 in the Publishing Complex
of UNWE and has a volume of 262 pages, i.e significantly exceeds the required minimum. The
subject of the monographic work, the object and the time period to which it refers, does not
presuppose overlapping with the dissertation work of the candidate, which meets the legal
requirement of Art. 24, para 1, item 3 of ZRASRB.

With regard to the requirement to meet the relevant minimum national criteria and the
requirements of Art. 1a, para. 2; (Art. 53, para. 4 of PPZRASRB) - the candidate has achieved
a total of 820 points (from indicators: A-50 p; B-100 p; G-295 p; D-295 p. and E-80 p), which
significantly exceeds the required threshold of 400 points. Proof of this is the I section
"National minimum requirements according to ZRASRB" of the presented map for the
implementation of the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of
"Associate Professor” at UNWE.

In regard to the requirement that there is no proven plagiarism in scientific works
according to the statutory procedure (Art. 53, para. 5 of the PPRASRB) - no such has been
established.

Regarding the additional requirements of UNWE - Geshkov , PhD has achieved a total of
567.8 points (from indicators: W-60 p; W -20 p; | -265 p; K - 222.8 p), which significantly
exceeds the required threshold of 220 points. It is noteworthy that activity has been reported
for each of the indicators, and for some of them performance has been reported that
significantly exceeds the minimum threshold. Proof of this is Section Il "Additional
requirements for UNWE according to ZRASRB" of the presented map for the implementation
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of the quantitative requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" at
UNWE.

The total sum of the points from section | and section Il of the presented map for the
quantitative requirements is 1 387.8 and exceeds twice the required threshold of 620 points,
which indisputably proves the potential of the candidate for the academic position and the
great work he has done.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

With his research activity Ch. Assistant Professor M. Geshkov, PhD is a serious
researcher who has contributed to establishing the image of UNWE in the country and abroad.
An indicator of this is his participation in four university projects under the R&D Institute of
the University of National and World Economy: "Leadership and industrial growth in
Bulgaria" (NID NI 1-5-2013); "Study of the manifestations of the proclaimed organizational
culture in the virtual space among business organizations in our country” (NID NI-1-2-2015)
and "Development of the industry of Bulgaria after 1989" (NID NI -18/2018).

Ch. Assistant Professor Marin Geshkov is a recognizable researcher with contributions
in the field of advertising management and digital business. His repeated participation in
national forums is proof of his potential to develop and his desire to assert his qualities.
Demonstrates dignified academic behavior, ethics and tolerance in expressing one's opinion .
It is important to note that Dr. Geshkov also has proven practical experience, which strengthens
the relationship "research - business - university".

The candidate also has contributions to the educational and pedagogical development of
UNWE. He is the author of a textbook "Advertising Management", published for the purposes
of the educational process at UNWE, written in understandable and accessible language,
supplemented with many illustrations, practical examples and case studies, covering all
modern requirements. As a member of an expert team for providing analysis and consultations
in the municipality of Samokov on a project to develop an Integrated Development Plan has
contributed to the development of a strategy for tourism development in the municipality of
Samokov.

Based on all of the above, regarding the diverse and in-depth teaching and research work
of Ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov, PhD | believe that it fully meets the quantitative and
qualitative requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor" of
UNWE.

12. Evaluation of teaching activities
Ch. Assistant Marin Geshkov, PhD is already an established lecturer in a number of
disciplines in the Bachelor's and Master's degrees. Its reported academic load for the period
2015-2021 is a total of 1,800 teaching hours, of which 1,320 hours of lectures and 480 hours
of exercises (official note UDOC 2103 / 29.09.21).

The reports show that in the last school years its classroom employment is between 800
and 1,000 hours, therefore exceeding mandatory minimum.

The candidate has conducted not only seminars and practical classes, but has been a
lecturer in the disciplines in Bulgarian and English on disciplines "Digital Business",
"Advertising Management”, "Marketing Research”, "PR and Advertising”, "Marketing
Management”, "Regional Economics”, "Business Economics”, "Human Resources
Management", "Application of digital technologies in marketing ”,* Digital technologies in



communication and social networks ” , which proves the need on Department of Industrial
Business from habilitated lecturer in the field of advertising management and digital business.

The high workload gives grounds to conclude that Geshkov, PhD has gained enough
experience and routine and evidence of professionalism in his teaching work. It should be noted
that he has a rare symbiosis between engineering and economic expertise gained at home and
abroad and significant practical experience, which reflects on his teaching style and creates
additional applied attractiveness of his knowledge. It is reported sustainable interest from
students to training disciplines : "Advertising Management™ and "Digital Business".

Ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov develops and updates the curricula in the disciplines
he leads. The updating of the programs is done in accordance with the new research in the
specific field and in accordance with the needs of the practice.

Ch. Assistant Professor Marin Geshkov regularly participates in events organized by the
Department of Industrial Business - scientific conferences, round tables, anniversaries and
more. He contributes to the successful organization of periodic meetings of students with
business representatives, thematically related to training in advertising management and digital
business. All this contributes to maintaining the good image of both UNWE and the
department, in particular.

The teaching activity of Ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov as a lecturer, author of
textbooks and study programs, and research supervisor of graduates fully complies with the
requirements for holding the academic position of “Associate Professor” at UNWE.

13. Brief description of the presented scientific papers / publications
Careful acquaintance with the scientific production gives me grounds for the following
conclusions and summaries:

First, Geshkov, PhD participated in the current competition with sufficient scientific
output, the volume of which amounted to 784 standard pages. The relative share of independent
publications is 84%, and co-authored publications - 16%, which indicates that the candidate
for associate professor has not only a strong ability to express themselves, but also indisputable
skills for teamwork.

Second, the publications of Ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov reveal his ambition to

study current, complex and significant problems for modern science and business practice. His
interests are mostly in the field of advertising management and digital business.
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His independent monograph "Digital technologies - accumulated experience, new
solutions and future challenges™ is dedicated to this, in which the author has collected and
processed a huge amount of information in good faith. The monograph deserves high praise
from both theoretical and practical point of view. It touches on topics and issues directly related
to the subject of the competition.

In a synthesized form, it competently proposes a multimedia approach for identifying
and analyzing the main terms related to digital technologies within management, such as:
digitalization, digitalization, digital innovation, digital transformation, digital marketing,
digital advertising, e-commerce, digital entrepreneurship and digital (smart) society. The
emphasis is on an applied complex research perspective for innovative analysis of digital
business, which contributes significantly to the development of this research area. The work is
characterized by good scientific style, clarity and comprehensibility of the exhibition. The
topicality of the researched issues is based mainly on its intensive development by a large
number of authoritative foreign scientists, as well as by prominent Bulgarian researchers.

Dr. Geshkov's scientific work has the features of extremely meaningful and in-depth
critical (analytical and prognostic) research. Some of the ideas unfolded there may claim
originality.

In addition, the candidate has provided for the purposes of the competition another book,
based on a dissertation "The Effect of Growth Controls on Urban Sprawl” - 144 pages, a
chapter of a collective monograph co-authored on "Proclaimed corporate culture in cyberspace
- trends and challenges ", as well as a textbook™ Advertising Management - 170 pages.

In the book ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov conducts a study of the challenges facing
the population and business related to the excessive growth of major Bulgarian cities in social,
economic and global aspects. It demonstrates skills for critical thinking of theoretical
formulations and methodological approaches in the field of urbanization and expansion of
urban centers, which face the challenges of adverse effects on quality of life and their long-
term sustainability.

The textbook is developed, according to the respective curriculum, in a language
accessible to students, supplemented with many practical examples and case studies, covering
modern requirements.

The analysis of the publications presented in the procedure shows that they are
distinguished by their topicality and originality, as well as by a clear methodological
framework and professional interpretation of the empirical results. They do not repeat
publications related to previous competitions. In their entirety, these scientific works reveal
a deep scientific interest of Ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov, PhD in the thematic area of
the competition: advertising management and digital business.

Third, out of a total of 21 articles and scientific reports, one article was published in
scientific journals, referenced and indexed in the World Database (Web of Science), four of
them in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in other international scientific databases.
information, and the rest have been published in unreferred journals with scientific peer-review
or in edited collective volumes. I appreciate the aspiration of Ch. Assistant Professor Geshkov
to publish his works in international publications, as well as those in Bulgarian publications,
in English (about 28% of his publications are in English). This significantly increases the
potential of his work to become recognizable in the scientific community at home and abroad.

Fourth, Dr. Geshkov's active publishing activity is combined with high citations of his
scientific publications. The data show that the total number of citations is 20, which exceeds
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the required threshold of both national requirements and additional requirements at UNWE,
according to ZRASRB (Art. 2b, para. 5) and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1a,
para. 2-3). To date, nineteen citations have been reported in Scopus and Web of Science and
one citation in monographs and collective volumes with scientific reviews of publications
submitted under the procedure. This information clearly proves that the candidate's research
achievements have found recognition and publicity among the scientific community.

Fifth, Ch. Assistant Professor Marin Geshkov has concentrated his research topics in
three interrelated research areas - marketing, e-commerce and digital business. This is a
winning strategy that allows for synergistic effect, high professionalism and bright
identification of the author.

The presented publications attest Ch. Assistant Professor Marin Geshkov, PhD as a
serious, conscientious, thorough and promising researcher.

14. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied scientific contributions
The publications contain a number of scientific, scientific-applied, and educational-
methodical achievements and contributions of different degree of significance for the
economic science:
» Scientific contributions include:

- scientific summaries of concepts and clarification on the impact of the global economic
crisis on various aspects of the organization of the advertising process, strategic media
planning and the formation of an adequate advertising strategy [1,2,3,4].

- theoretical summaries of the importance of advertising and promotion and their role in
times of economic crisis are given [6].

- enrichment on the theory concerning the issues raised from the impact on the World
economic crisis on important aspects from the activity on industrial company, such as:
organizational structure on industrial company, motivation on staff, career development
on staff, evaluation on staff as well as modern challenges in front of development on
staff [5,7,8,11,19].

- systematization of challenges in front of population and business related to excessive
expansion on the big ones Bulgarian cities in social , economic and global aspect [10,
21, ].

- theoretical summaries of processes in the Bulgarian economy under the conditions on
economic crisis, as well as the impact of the World economic crisis on the Balkan
region’ countries [12.20].

- enriching the theory of applications on digital technologies in different aspects on
production process on the enterprise such as: systems for planning on resources,
corporate chains for creation on value and processes on control and management on
quality [9,15,16].

- theoretical summaries of important aspects in the field of e-commerce are given,
namely: the application of Web 2.0 in e-marketing, as well as the impact of the global
economic crisis on the development of e-commerce [13,14].

- the dominant attributes of the company culture in the virtual space of the companies,
members of the Association of Industrial Capital are systematized [18].
» The scientific - applied ones include:
- amodel has been proposed for studying the issues related to the excessive growth of
cities in Eastern Europe and the effects of the excessive growth of the city of Sofia [17].




- adaptation on multimedia approach to identify and analyze key terms related to digital
technologies within governance, such as: digitalisation, digitalisation, digital
innovation, digital transformation, digital marketing, digital advertising, e-commerce,
digital entrepreneurship and digital (smart) society [ I ].

» The teaching and methodological ones include:

- practical models in the field of advertising management useful for students are

proposed [I11].

In summary, | consider Dr. Geshkov 's scientific achievements to be his personal work
and can be attributed to the group of "enrichment of existing knowledge " and "application of
new scientific achievements in practice”, as well as obtaining new data and facts  for studied
economic objects .

15. Main critical remarks and recommendations
Each candidate for "associate professor" can be challenged to further evolution of their
views and scientific ideas, therefore:

e | recommend the candidate to focus his efforts on publications, renowned publications,
referenced and indexed in global databases such as Scopus and Web of Science.

e By participating in more national and international projects, the candidate can enrich his
knowledge and skills, strengthen his authority as a researcher and promote his scientific
and creative achievements.

e In order to improve the learning process, | recommend the candidate to make efforts to
develop textbooks in the disciplines he teaches.

These remarks should not be taken as "criticism™ and are not of such a nature as to
challenge the contributions of the Associate Professor candidate. They are a collegial
"recommendation™ and “encouragement” on the occasion of the forthcoming scientific events
of Ch. Assistant Professor Marin Geshkov and his growth in the academic field.

16. Conclusion

Based on the above, | can summarize that there is a convincing candidacy for the
academic position of "Associate Professor” of UNWE. Ch. Assistant Professor Marin
Veselinov Geshkov, Ph.D is a promising scientist, combining research with practical and
applied activities, who has proven his achievements in teaching and teaching.
