1. Information about the competition

The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department of Economics
of Natural Resources, Business Faculty, University of National and World Economy,
published in State newspaper, issue 2 of 07.01.2022, according to the Decision of the AC Ne6
/ 13.12.2021. | participate as a member of the scientific jury according to Order Ne449 /
02.03.2022. of the Vice- Rector for Research and International Cooperation of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in the competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Zornitsa Dimova Stoyanova
from the Department of Natural Resources Economics, UNWE. In 2002 she obtained a
master's degree in Agribusiness. Since 2006 she has been a doctor of economics. She began
her teaching career at the University of National and World Economy in 2007. She
successively holds the positions of assistant, senior assistant, chief assistant. Since 2012 she
has been appointed to the position of "Associate Professor”. She speaks English and German.
Assoc. Prof. Zornitsa Stoyanova has participated (as a leader and team member) in over 25
projects (international, national and university). She also participates in a number of
governing and representative bodies. She is a member of professional organizations. She is a

member of the editorial board and a reviewer of articles in renowned scientific journals.
3. Fulfillment of requirements for the academic position

The applicant meets the National Minimum Requirements according to the law for
Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria (Art. 2b) and the Rules for



its application (Art. la, para. 1). With the required 550 points, Assoc. Prof. Zornitsa
Stoyanova proved 1872.49 points.

The applicant also fulfills the Additional Requirements for UNWE (Art. 2b, para. 5)
and the Regulations for its implementation (Art. 1la, para. 2-3). With the necessary 420
points, Assoc. Prof. Zornitsa Stoyanova proves 1426.73 points. From a total of sections | and

points.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

From the presented reference it can be established that for the period 2013- 2021

"Economics of Natural Resources"”, "Economics of Environment and Natural Resources",

Among them are: Monographs and separate parts of monographs in total 9, of
which 1 independent (habilitation thesis); 1 co-authored study published in scientific
journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases of scientific information; 16
Articles referred to and indexed in Scopus or Web of Science, of which 2 independent; 14

Articles published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in other international



databases with scientific information, of which 4 independent; 20 Articles and reports
published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or published in edited collective
volumes, of which 12 are independent; 10 Papers published in proceedings of scientific
conferences held abroad or in Bulgaria, if organized by international scientific or
professional organizations, of which 1 independent; textbooks and teaching aids 2, one of

which is independent.
