In regard to: a competition for the academic position “Associate Professor” in the
professional sphere 2. Humanities, field 2.1. Philology, Contemporary English language
(Applied Linguistic Aspects of Discourse Analysis), at University of National and World
Economy

1. Competition data

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Foreign Languages and
Applied Linguistics, Faculty of International Economics and Politics at UNWE according to
the Decision of the AC Ne 6./13.12.2021. I participate in the composition of the scientific
jury of the competition according to Order Ne 447 / 2.03.2022 of the Rector of UNWE.

2. Short information about the candidates

Only one candidate, senior lecturer Dr. Albena Dimitrova Stefanova, from the
Department of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics at the University of National

and World Economy, participates in the announced competition.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements



Senior Lecturer Dr. Albena Stefanova has presented a Report on the
implementation of the minimum national requirements under Art. 2B, para. 2 and 3 of the
Law with the relevant evidence, which shows that according to the required for Group A
min. 50 points, she has 50 points. In regard to the indicators from Group B, min. 100 points,
the candidate has 100 points. In regard to the indicators from Group G, min. 200 points, she
has a total of 260 points. In regard to the indicators from Group E, min. 50 points, the
candidate has 75 points. The sub total is 535 p. out of 400 p. required. Based on the above, it
is evident that Albena Stefanova fully meets the national requirements for the academic
position of "Associate Professor" and thus meets all the quantitative criteria.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

Senior Lecturer Dr. Albena Stefanova has also presented a form with the implementation of
quality requirements, and on all four indicators she has a very good performance. The
evidence presented by the candidate confirms the positive assessment received by the UNWE
Habilitation Council, reflected in Minutes Ne 3 of 15.11.20221 of the Council meeting, as

only for one of the indicators, 1.1, no materials have been submitted.

4. Evaluation of the teaching activity of each candidate individually

Dr. Albena Stefanova has been teaching English since 1990, first as a part-time lecturer at the
Knowledge Society, then at Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski and the Academy of the
Ministry of Interior and at the New Bulgarian University, and since 1998 - at the University
of National and World Economy, where in 2005 she was re-appointed as a senior lecturer
after defending her doctorate at NBU.

As a university teacher, she is actively involved in the development of new teaching material

and courses, as well as the introduction of innovative didactic materials and approaches in



teaching English as a foreign language and English for specific purposes. This shows the full

readiness of the candidate for the position of "associate professor".

5. Brief description of the submitted scholarly articles / publications

The main field in which the submitted scholarly work of Albena Stefanova is located is
Teaching English for Specific Purposes. It is in this area that her main monograph Motivating
Students for Greater Engagement in ESP Acquisition has been developed, and was published
in 2021 by UNWE Publishing Complex, Sofia, ISBN 978-619-232-488-9. It consists of 157
pages and has three chapters and a bibliography of 73 titles.

The habilitation thesis presents a new model for interactive teaching of English for specific
purposes, paying special attention to ways to increase student motivation through new
technologies and participation in project activities. The new, interactive model is discussed in
comparison with the traditional models of foreign language teaching in higher education and
is related to the ways of acquiring and critical evaluating knowledge by today's younger
generations, as well as to strategies to increase student motivation in learning English for
specific purposes.

A particularly valuable contribution of the presented monograph is the development of
original interactive tasks and projects that aim to increase the effectiveness of foreign
language acquisition and in particular the acquisition of the language associated with specific
professional and research fields.

This is the focus of the other monograph presented for participation in the competition, Ideas
for Interactive ESP Acquisition published by Avangard Prima, Sofia, 20221, ISBN 978-619-

239-614-5.



The learning tasks presented in this monograph related to working with authentic texts from
different professional fields, aim to increase the functional communicative competence of
students as one of the main means of achieving success in working in an intercultural
environment and international organizations and institutions.

The eleven scholarly articles published in referenced and indexed world databases, as well as
in collective monographs and as chapters of books, show the in-depth knowledge of Dr.
Stefanova in the field of English language acquisition for specific purposes and her practical
work for creating teaching materials that can help increase the effectiveness of foreign
language learning by working with interactive materials and applying innovative methods to

increase student motivation.

6. Synthesized assessment of the main scholarly and applied scientific contributions
Precisely from the point of view of the above, it can be said that the main contribution of Dr.
Stefanova is in building her own theory for achieving functional communicative competence
in students and in the preparation, testing and critical evaluation of educational materials that
are authentic and interactive, and thus can strengthen the motivation and positive attitudes of
the students to acquire knowledge, skills and competences that are adequate for their
professional life in the XXI century.

It can definitely be said that Dr. Stefanova's scholarly work, as well as the textbooks she has
created, fill a very important niche in foreign language teaching in Bulgaria, linking theory
and practice and providing opportunities for their use by students, and teachers alike, taking
into account the specific needs of UNWE students.

All submitted works have passed an anti-plagiarism test successfully.



7. Main critical remarks and recommendations
As a main recommendation, | could mention the possibility of expanding the field of research
and including both the group of UNWE students and other students studying English as a

language of professional communication.

8. Conclusion

Based on all of the above, | can categorically state that Senior Lecturer Dr. Albena
Stefanova, as the only candidate in the competition for Associate Professor of Modern
English (Applied Linguistic Aspects of Discourse Analysis), announced for the needs of the
Department of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics at the Faculty of International
