Regarding: competition for the academic position Associate Professor in the professional
field 2.1. Philology, scientific specialty “Modern English (applied linguistic
aspects in specialised discourse analysis)” at UNWE, announced in State Gazette
No. 2, dated 07.01.2022.

1. Information about the competition

The competition is announced for the needs of the Department of Foreign Languages
and Applied Linguistics, Faculty of International Economics and Politics of the University of
National and World Economy in accordance with the Decision of the Academic Council
No. 6/13.12.2021. | take part in the scientific jury of the competition according to the Order
No. 447/02.03.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Cooperation
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Mikhail Musov.

2. Short information about the candidate

The only candidate participating in the competition is Albena Dimitrova Stefanova,
Senior Lecturer, Ph.D. She has been a full-time lecturer at the Department of Foreign
Languages and Applied Linguistics of UNWE since 1998, and has occupied the position of
senior lecturer since 2005. She holds a Master’s degree in English Philology from Sofia
University “St. Kliment Ohridski” (1989-1994), a Bachelor’s degree in Portuguese Philology
(1989-1994) and a Bachelor’s degree in Theory and History of Diplomacy (1989-1993). In
2018, she defended her dissertation on “Development of Communicative Competence in
English for Specific Purposes through the Study of Specialized Texts”, and was awarded a
PhD degree in professional field 1.3. Methods of Modern Language Teaching at New
Bulgarian University. She has experience as a translator and cooperates with the Publishing
House “List”.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for the academic position
3.1.  Fulfilment of the quantitative requirements
The documents submitted by the candidate provide sufficient evidence that she meets
and exceeds the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the academic position of
Associate Professor. Dr. Stefanova meets the minimum national requirements set out in
Article 2b of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and
Avrticle 1a, par. 1 of the Regulation for the Application of the Law (section | of the card), as
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well as the additional UNWE requirements set out in accordance with Article 2b, par. 5 of
the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and Article 1a,
par. 2-3 of the Regulation for the Application of the Law (section Il of the card). She fulfils
the requirements for Associate Professor by collecting 1109.5 points, given the required
minimum of 620 points. To participate in the competition, the candidate submits a
habilitation thesis, a monograph and a book based on her defended doctoral dissertation, a
chapter of a collective monograph (co-authored), as well as 2 articles (co-authored) published
in journals included in WoS, 4 articles (one co-authored) published in journals refereed in
other databases, and 5 articles published in peer reviewed proceedings of scientific
conferences. The candidate also provides evidence of 8 citations, which is evidence to the
fact that her scientific works are known to the Bulgarian scientific community. She has
developed two training toolkits containing sample tests to prepare students for the state
examinations in English as a first and second foreign language at UNWE. She regularly
fulfils her teaching duties. Dr. Stefanova works on various educational and scientific
projects; she is the head of the university project “English for successful functioning in a
professional environment: Research into the Needs of Students in Economics and Social and
Political Science”. She is the author of 5 curricula in English for undergraduates at UNWE,
and 4 curricula in English for the Institute of Postgraduate Studies at UNWE. She has
lectured at the Universities of Lisbon, Alicante and the Institute of Telecommunications and
Transport in Riga. She is a member of 3 professional organizations of English language
teachers, two of which are international.

3.2. Fulfilment of the qualitative requirements

Dr. Stefanova is an energetic and hardworking lecturer who readily participates in
various initiatives related to the Department, the University and the professional
organizations she is a member of. She participates in the organizing and scientific
committees of international scientific conferences, among which are the Annual Conference
of the Bulgarian Association of Teachers of English - BAPA (2015) hosted by UNWE, and
the anniversary conference 100 Years of Foreign Language Teaching at UNWE. She initiated
the conclusion of contracts under the Erasmus+ programme. She holds leadership positions
in BAPA and in the International Association of Teachers of English as a Foreign Language -
IATEFL. She actively works on university and international research projects, which reveals
her ability to work in a team. She was a member of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of
International Economics and Politics. She was an editor of the proceedings of the anniversary
conference of the Department of Foreign Languages and Applied Linguistics.

By Protocol No. 3 of 15.11.2021, the UNWE Habilitation Council confirmed that Dr.
Stefanova fulfils the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the academic positions at
UNWE and gave positive feedback on her application.

4. Evaluation of teaching activities

Dr. Stefanova has extensive teaching experience. She has been working as a lecturer
of English in the Department for 24 years, conducting seminar classes with undergraduate
students of Political Science (first language), International Relations, European Studies,
Political Science and International Economic Relations (second language). She has been
involved in curriculum development for these disciplines and has been a chair and member of
the state examination committees. She has taught language courses at the School of Foreign
Languages of the UNWE’s Institute of Postgraduate Studies. She has been a visiting lecturer
at Sofia University, the Academy of the Ministry of the Interior, and New Bulgarian
University. She shared her teaching experience with the colleagues at several European
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universities through her participation in the Erasmus teaching mobility programmes. | believe
that Dr. Stefanova’s teaching experience fully complies with the subject of the announced
competition, which makes her a suitable candidate for the position of Associate Professor.

5. Short description of the presented scientific papers and publications

Dr. Stefanova’s research work is mainly focused on teaching English for Specific
Purposes, which is evident from the choice of the topic for her dissertation — Development of
Communicative Competence in English for Specific Purposes through the Study of
Specialized Texts (Avangard Prima, S., 2019). The habilitation thesis submitted for review
Motivating students for greater engagement in ESP acquisition (UNWE, S., 2021),
represents a further development of this topic. It is focused on the psychological aspects
related to increasing motivation of students studying ESP at UNWE. An intermediate step in
the author’s research is the monograph Ideas for interactive ESP acquisition, published in
2021 (Avangard Prima, S., 2021), which is not a habilitation thesis. Using authentic texts, it
presents best practices of teaching ESP in the fields of study relevant for UNWE, such as
international tourism, international relations, real estate management and facility
management, political science and economics.

The main aim of the habilitation thesis is to justify theoretically the application of new
pedagogical techniques and practices for increasing the motivation and commitment of
students in the study of ESP, taking into account the psychological traits of the younger
generation and the use of modern information and communication technologies, which
predetermine the teaching methodology. Dr. Stefanova should be commended for her good
theoretical knowledge of the most important scientific achievements in the field of ESP;
however, some Bulgarian researchers’ works related to the application of modern
technologies for enhancing the effectiveness of foreign language teaching in higher education
institutions (G. Shamonina, A. Markova, R. Hadjigeorgieva) have not been paid attention to.
The author proposes several motivational practices which deserve attention, these include
extracurricular training (in the form of a “winter school”), engaging students in individual
and group projects which involve tasks in summarizing specialized texts in a written and oral
form and tasks fostering learners’ creativity. Nevertheless, | believe that in addition to a
detailed description of the proposed pedagogical technologies, the author should have
provided a thorough theoretical analysis of the proposed practices.

Dr. Stefanova’s rich pedagogical experience is reflected in the two training toolkits
aimed to prepare students for the state examinations. These toolkits are undoubtedly
necessary in practice. Publications in WoS indexed journals are related to dissemination of
the results of her scientific work and applied research. A number of these publications (1.4,
3.1.1, 3.2.1), co-authored by G. Zabunov, is focused on, to quote, “the possibility of
enhancing the interest of learners studying ESP by increasing the level of their engagement”
by applying an interdisciplinary approach that involves the marketing research methods for
consumer interest management (the area in which Assoc. Prof. Zabunov is an expert). The
authors consider ESP training as a process of commodification - a contemporary aspect of
foreign language teaching (P. Bourdieu, M. Heller and A. Duchéne, S. Muth, A. Pavlenko
and others). Improvement of the learning outcomes of students in different specialties by
taking into account the traits of the younger generation and applying modern pedagogical
technologies is the focus of publications 3.2.2., 3.2.4.,2.2.4., 2.3.2. The paper focused on
personal and professional development of teachers and presented to experts (2.3.1.) also
arouses interest. Two of the publications address the challenging issues of online foreign
language teaching and learning imposed by the pandemic (2.1.2., 2.3.3.). In terms of the
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history of the foreign language teaching at UNWE, the review of academic publications in
the field of English prepared by the academic staff of the Department of Foreign Languages
and Applied Linguistics is also important (3.3.4.).

6. Summative assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the

candidate

The candidate has indicated a significant number (twelve) of scientific and applied
contributions. In my opinion, most of the contributions are based on Dr. Stefanova’s PhD
dissertation, which is not relevant to the present competition. One of the main contributions
relevant for this competition is further development of the previously devised model by
supplementing it with “tailor-made tasks, case studies, project work and extracurricular
learning activity” for different fields of study, as outlined in contribution 7. The application
of the marketing research methods for the improvement of ESP courses can be viewed as an
essential scientific and applied interdisciplinary contribution, which unfortunately is not
included in the habilitation thesis. As a third contribution of an applied nature, 1 could
highlight the creation of an author’s pool of teaching and learning resources (contributions
reflected in the two monographs and published toolkits).

No circumstances have been established under article 4, para 11 of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

7. Key critical comments and recommendations
| believe that the theoretical part of the habilitation thesis is insufficiently developed
by the author. In the third chapter the candidate describes exhaustively the proposed tasks
and project assignments and very briefly outlines the results of their implementation in
practice. In my opinion, the final part of the habilitation thesis should more clearly
systematize and summarize the main conclusions.

8. Conclusion

The critical comments mentioned above do not influence the overall positive
evaluation of the scientific and teaching activity of Dr. Stefanova, whose work | have
personally observed. The candidate’s efforts to innovate and to find ways to increase
students’ motivation and engagement in learning should be highly appreciated. | believe that
the candidate’s scientific and research work addresses the issues important for the linguistics
of text and the methodology of teaching foreign languages. Based on the above, | recommend
to the honoured scientific jury to vote positively and to suggest that Dr. Albena Dimitrova
Stefanova be appointed as “Associate Professor” in the professional field 2.1. “Philology”,
scientific specialty “Modern English (applied linguistic aspects in specialised discourse
analysis”) at the UNWE.
