The article deals with the segmentation of returning migrants in Bulgaria. It
conceptualizes the complexity of remigration and its trajectories, causes, forms and
consequences. Emphasis is placed on the variability, heterogeneity and fluidity of migration
processes. Return is analyzed in the overall context of mobility as its moment or final stage.
Priority is given to the subjective meaning and individual interpretations of migrants about the
causes and results of their mobility. Structural factors are analyzed through the prism of their
individual perception transforming them into prerequisites and motives of migratory
behavior. Comparisons were made between the motives for departure and return as
components of the overall migration movement. Diverse economic and non-economic
motives for return are identified. Migration spatial and temporal trajectories of returning
migrants, as well as their professional and educational segmentation, have been traced.

Internet becomes a tool for information influence, and skills
to participate in the virtual space are the power by which this space is changing and the
cyberactivism is built and handled.

This paper attempts to focus on both, the theoretical and the practical aspects of the
“social capital” phenomenon as a form of capital. “Capital” is perhaps a central concept in
economics and economic sociology acting as an explanatory principle and thus the most
value-charged one. Its interpretation has given rise to the development of conflicting political
ideologies. The aim is to examine social capital precisely as a form of capital, i.e. as a socio-
economic phenomenon whose function is to bring benefits (profits) to its holder (carrier). The
exponential growth of literature devoted to the interpretation of this phenomenon makes it
increasingly difficult to identify new aspects in this research field. However, we will offer an
unconventional interpretation of its differentia specifica moving away from the established
“myth”, yet weaving, or “transmitting” it in our understanding of social capital as a “private
good”, a product of sociality. Insofar as the main function of myths in contemporary social
space is considered to be to provide meaning to social activities and accordingly to certain
political decisions, we will attempt to differentiate the mythical in the established approaches
to social capita of "rulers-thinkers* (A. Glucksmann) and to reveal the pre-given meaning
through it.

We will present a theoretical reflection and an applied anamnesis of the function of the
phenomenon in modern national space. To this end, firstly, we will discuss the link
“knowledge-power” (M. Foucault), and secondly, the subordination of social knowledge to
structures of authority and the creation of myths in social sciences. We will also present to the
extent possible the already existing myth and its restrictions in order to explicate our
understanding of social capital as personal property enabling its holders to receive benefits.

The study presents empirical results of the dissertation “Bulgarian Virtual Labor Market
and Transformation of Power”.

Considering the labor market as socio-economic field of relations and interactions
between hired labour and capital with two parallel processes of supply and demand of
performance and jobs vacancies, the virtual labor market is considered as a network of these
same relations and interactions performed in an informational, communicational and
technological — virtual environment. It has been researched whether and to what extent each
of the participants in the labour market are included and participate in the virtual space, do
they contribute to its formation or only use what has been created by the others so far.

The research problem of the study was related to the distribution of power between the
individual and collective actors involved in the virtual labour market. The paper presents
specific aspects of the functioning of the virtual labour market in Bulgaria and the
transformation of power generated by the interpretation and analysis of the empirical data
from the author’s research.
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
