Abstract: The critical tradition ascending from antiquity through Kant to the present
day lies in the basis of modern scientific thinking. In the sphere of legal science, it has been
threatened by apologetic theories and uncritical positivism. Although capitalism is rational-
istic in its spirit, there is a danger that in its modern hypostases it may be transformed into its
own irrational dehumanized version, which will abandon the most significant achievements of
scientific thinking, replacing them with craft pragmatism and professional conformism. The
article defends the notion that only a deliberate and purposeful following of the critical tradi-
tion and its updating in the conditions of a globalizing and digitalizing capitalism can provide

the foundations for a complete desacralising theory of the State and Law.

It fo-
cuses on the dual nature of the principle of secularism: on the one hand, to regulate the rela-
tion "State - Church" in the modern era by distancing them, and on the other hand, to proclaim
and protect the freedom of creeds and reinforce religious tolerance in the competition among

religious denominations themselves and in respect of atheistic beliefs. The author believes



that constitutional principles are bound in a complex system, in which there is a kind of pair-
ing between them so that each basic principle is in unity with its "antithesis". The principle of
secularism is actually the unity of two opposing basic notions, which pursue conflicting stra-

Abstract: While the Kantian gnosiological and methodological formalism is essential
for the formation of the Pure doctrine of law, a meaningful critical tradition leads to radical
desacral-ising conclusions about religion, State and Law. The desacralisation of the law, con-
ducted strictly logically and meticulously, is the basis for the creation of a fully critical and
theoreti-cally uncontroversial legal doctrine, which is a counterthesis of the Kelsian legal
formalism and dogmatism. Born from the bowels of The New Age Cultural Paradigm

(NACP), whose Basic Law is the expanded reproduction of the critically-rational notion sys-



tems, through which we diagnose objective illusions and we are desacralising them, the new

legal doctrine logically accepts the name Desacralising doctrine of Law.
