The aforementioned monograph is defended at Department of Economics, and it is
published in the academic Publishing House of BAS “Prof. Marin Drinov” and it is also selected
as one of the new books in the Section “New books” of NACID.

The originality and authenticity of the ideas that are the basis of the monograph are
emphasized by their approval by UNECE. As a result of an invitation by the Secretariat of UNECE,
the author has presented a paper on 4.11.2021 on topic: ,,Introduction of circular economy concept
to the inland waterway transport “ (UNECE, 2021, p.13).2

Two fundamental issues are intertwined in the monograph: the problem with the
quantification of the social costs and the problem, concerning the definition of circular economy
concept as a theoretical model. The contributions of the research are also following the same
direction. The analysis is based on the methodology of new institutional economy, which fact
differentiates the research from the many analyses about circular economy, which are based on the
neo-classical methodological apparatus.

The purpose of the monograph is to introduce an alternative concept for the specifics of
social costs as a structure, relative share, and effectiveness of the process of establishing circular
economy of EU. The object of the research are the social costs, examined as a theoretical concept
and its subject are the models for measuring the social costs in the context of their possible

introduction to the circular economy.

In this context, the current study uses the theoretical basis of new institutional theory and
applies its propositions in the field of waste management and the circular economy concept. In the

context of waste recovery organizations, circular economy is examined as an institutionalized

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imitating administrative market. The analysis is done by establishing the level of transaction costs
and the efficient allocation of the property rights. It is also determined the correlation amongst
institutions and the management structure of the market, considering the vision of waste recovery

organizations as special hierarchies.

There are not so many concepts yet, which could provide powerful tools for explaining a
huge set of facts and the correlations amongst these facts in the field of new institutional economy.
That is why, each new research that uses such type of methodology, contributes to the clarification
of its theoretical concept, even though it is related to specific problems such as the social costs of

circular economy.

In the context of the new institutional economy, the neo-classical microeconomic models
could not be applied directly for analyzing the institutions. Their characteristics are related to the
consumer’s rationalities, the repetition of the market transactions organization. The related

determinism conflicts with the theoretical findings of the new institutional economy.

The present research tries to establish its own model, based on the traditions of the new
institutional economy and its theory. In the future, this model could be extended to the analysis of

a wider range of phenomena beyond the circular economy concept.

The research, which is based on a wide variety of scientific literature, identifies weaknesses
in the existing models for determination of social costs, including models in the field of waste
management. For example: double counting of environmental costs in the context of social costs
definition, mixing the understanding of external costs internalization and social costs
measurement, mixing the understanding for municipal waste management system without the use
of collective waste recovery organizations with the circular economy concept. In this way, the
existing models are impossible to be used for measuring the social costs in the context of circular

economy.

The conclusion of the monograph challenges the universal character of the main definition
in the economic theory, according to which the social costs equal private costs plus external costs
and considers that it could not apply to the circular economy concept of EU. The study proposes

an alternative model for social costs measurement in this specific context.

The monograph has a total volume of 207 pages, and it is structured in three chapters,

conclusions, references and appendices.

What distinguishes the cited teaching and methodical aid material from other similar
publications is the specific analysis of the matter of corporate social responsibility. The focus of
the analysis is done through the tools of the “new institutional economy” and “economics” —
combining the microeconomic and macroeconomic approaches. The other publications, devoted

to this topic use the tools of marketing, eco-economics, and human resources management.

These distinctive features of the cited learning aid material complement the existing
educational literature on the topic and make it useful for both students in bachelor’s and master’s

degree and experts from the business.

In the learning aid material, there are used new approaches from educational-
methodological viewpoint, such as:

The test questions are divided into two categories — some with low and others with high
difficulty. This facilitates the self-training of students and give opportunities to those students, who
are studying master’s degree, as well as the specialists from the business who are focusing on the
development of their skills. They work with the questions from the category with high difficulty.
On the opposite, the students who are studying bachelor’s degrees could begin learning the basic
level of the materials and could enter the matter gradually. They work with the questions with low
difficulty.

A separate new section with methodological guidelines for writing master’s thesis,
reflecting the specifics of the corporate social responsibility is set aside. These guidelines make it
easier for students and their scientific supervisors to choose a topic for their thesis and to make the

research.

The abstracts of the themes in the learning aid material consist of term definitions, which
are followed by reference list of high-impact publications. In this way, it will be much easier for
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the readers to search for additional information about definitions and could get familiar with the

respective context in original.

After each theme of the learning aid material, there is specific recommended literature,
covering two categories of resources: scientific publications in Bulgarian and publications in
English with high impact. This complements the literature in the curriculum, which is given in
general for the entire discipline without distinction on individual themes.

The total volume of the learning aid material is 148 pages, and it is defended at Department

of Economics, and it is published at the Publishing House of UNWE.

The effectiveness of waste management is an important part of UN sustainable goal 12
,,Responsible consumption and production“till 2030. This topic is the essence of the circular
economy concept, which is the basic one for Europe. The purpose of the cited publication is to
contribute to the sustainable waste management of Municipality of Sofia (Bulgaria). However, the
analysis could be used for the needs of the municipalities with population over 100 000 citizens.
The methodology consists of qualitative and quantitative analysis. It is created a statistical model,
through which there could be forecasted the fluctuations in the total volumes of waste generated
on the territory of Sofia municipality in correlation to the tourist flows. This can support the
budgeting process of waste management of Sofia municipality. It is also made an evaluation of the
waste management effectiveness in Sofia municipality, and there are made propositions for its
improvement. The more stringent regulations of EU, lead to higher costs for the waste management
processes (higher requirements for landfill management, higher recycling targets, higher waste
incineration requirements and etc.). That is why, the models for economic municipality waste

In the cited publication, it is
made an analysis of the economic tools, administrative tools, institutional model, consumer model,
scientific and innovation support for the sector, current status and trends for development of the
transport infrastructure. The energy effectiveness of the transport sector is an issue with key
significance for the energy security and energy independence of Bulgaria. In times, when the
energy sector is in crisis and transformation, which costs many efforts and financial resources,
transport energy effectiveness could be a solution of the problem at a much lower price. The
restructuring of the energy sector will take a long time, while a huge part of the measures in the
field of energy effectiveness could give fast result in receiving eligible funding by EU resources.

In the cited publication concrete measures are proposed in this field.

The results of the research are important in order to clarify the multicultural
divergences as a factor for risk and uncertainty in the implementation process of the policy for
climate change. In this way geographical aspects of risk and uncertainty, which are not only related
to the economic development of the relevant countries, could be brought out.

The impact of the study is related both to the enlargement of the limits of the
theory about the interaction between transaction costs and social costs and to the identification of
institutional failures of the EU concept for circular economy. If the market structure of the waste
recovery sector is an oligopoly, then Collective Waste Recovery Systems are inefficient and the
amount of their transaction and social costs will be at the maximum. Transaction costs in the field
of environmental policy do not exist only in the implementation of incentive-based policies, as it
is stated by the EPA-USA (2000). They also exist in the case of distortions of the institutional

environment where the environmental policy is implemented.

To this end the author has developed an econometric model based on a
regression analysis. Another objective is to tackle the issue of hybrid threats, which have not yet

been subjected to a cross-disciplinary research. These were reviewed in terms of their economic
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characteristics in order to complement research in the fields of defence and security. The results
for the studied period using empirical data for Bulgaria can be interpreted as follows. There is a
significant relationship between the fluctuations of the Bulgarian business cycle and the change in
the number of certain crime types represented as independent variables in the econometric model.

Projections of these particular categories of crime can be used in forecasting the business cycle.

The study aims to identify the institutional flaws of the current EU waste management
model by analysing the economic model of ‘extended producer responsibility’ and collective waste
management systems and to create a model for measuring the transaction costs borne by waste
recovery organizations. The model was approbated by analysing the Bulgarian collective waste
management systems that have been complying with the EU legislation for the last 10 years. The
analysis focuses on waste oils because of their economic importance and the limited number of

studies and analyses in this field as the predominant body of research to date has mainly addressed

packaging waste, mixed household waste or discarded electrical and electronic equipment. The
study aims to support the process of establishing a ‘circular economy’ in the EU, which was

initiated in 2015.

Bulgaria is a country with rich cultural and archaeological heritage since Roman and Byzantine
times. Significant number of cultural monuments are located on the territory of the country and
are officially recognized as “world cultural heritage” by UNESCO. In this regard, the failures of
Bulgarian cultural heritage protection will be a threat to the world cultural heritage protection. The
main objective of the study is to propose measures for the development of management and control
effectiveness of cultural heritage protection carried out by the public administration (the staff of

the Bulgarian Ministry of Culture).

Nozharov, S., & Koralova—Nozharova, P. "Transaction Costs and
Institutional Change of Trade Litigations in Bulgaria'. Research papers

The methods of new institutional economics for identifying the transaction costs of trade
litigations in Bulgaria are used in the current paper. For the needs of the research, an indicative
model, measuring this type of costs on microeconomic level, is applied in the study. The main
purpose of the model is to forecast the rational behavior of trade litigation parties in accordance
with the transaction costs in the process of enforcing the execution of the signed commercial
contract. The application of the model is related to the more accurate measurement of the
transaction costs on microeconomic level, which fact could lead to better prediction and
management of these costs in order market efficiency and economic growth to be achieved. In
addition, it is made an attempt to be analysed the efficiency of the institutional change of the
commercial justice system and the impact of the reform of the judicial system over the economic
turnover. The augmentation or lack of reduction of the transaction costs in trade litigations would

mean inefficiency of the reform of the judicial system.

The main objective of the study is to analyze the failures of the institutional environment
related to the waste electrical and electronic equipment management. As a result of the research,
there will be proposed measures for improving the rules, used by the responsible authorities in
order the environment to be protected. This action is necessary to be implemented without
establishing burden for the business in the process of waste management. The interdisciplinary
approach, including elements of both economic analysis and institutional normative analysis, will
be used. Main conclusion of the analysis is that the institutional environment for waste
management of obsolete electrical and electronic equipment in Bulgaria suffers from serious
defects. The actions that Ministry of environment and waters takes to regulate the sector, only

leads to oligopoly structure, as only a limited number of economic agents could receive a license
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for such activity. However, the renewal of the licenses is done in the conditions of free
interpretation of the legislation in this field and allows authorized refusals on the side of the
ministry. This results in strong pressure over the possibilities for free competition and leads to
unrealistically high prices for private companies which use the services of waste recovery

organizations.

The main purpose of the study is to be created an approach for identifying and
interpretingvarious types of cases in accordance with art. 173 of the Criminal Code of Republic of
Bulgaria. The main accent is put over the crimes against intellectual property (works of science).
Plagiarism in the field ofscience has been rising in Bulgaria since 2010. At the same time, there is
no case-law in this field. This factdemonstrates the need of more theoretical studies, concerning
the crimes against works of science to bedone and especially studies which are related to the legal
practice. The methodology of institutionalism in law is used in the present research.

The study presents an analysis of two types of cases in accordance with art. 173 of the Criminal
Code of Republic of Bulgaria, related to plagiarism, affecting works of science. It puts the
foundations for compilation of databases, containing cases in this area in order to be facilitated
law enforcement in accordance with art. 173 of the Criminal Code of Republic of Bulgaria and to
counteract this increasingly widespread phenomena in Bulgaria. A judicial practice in accordance
with art. 173 of the Criminal Code of Republic of Bulgaria is almost missing and this contributes
to the lagging behind of Bulgarian universities in the world scientific ratings. The low number of
patents issued also proves the low level of research activity at universities and the absence of
originality and contributions in the scientific publications of researchers. According to the statistics
available, state higher schools in the ten years period 2007-2017 have registered only 3% of the
registered patents in the country. The active policy of the labor market and its impact over the
youth employments requires quality higher education: higher education with lectors publishing

high-impact articles but not lectors, reading presentations.
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(7.7.) Nozharov, S. Characteristics of plagiarism as a crime in accordance with
art. 173 of the Criminal Code of Republic of Bulgaria, Nauka (Science)
journal - vol. 3, 2019, pp. 61-70 [ISSN print 0861-3362];

Plagiarism is ,,theft of intellectual property “. The aim of the present paper is to produce
new knowledge or deepen understanding of the plagiarism as a crime against authors’ rights in
science. Three topics are investigated: 1.The content of plagiarism in the Criminal Code;
2.0bstacles to punishment of plagiarism; 3.The relationship between the administrative law and
the criminal code in punishing plagiarism. The methodology of Legal Institutionalism is used in
the research. Plagiarism in research analysis is one of the significant obstacles, that Bulgarian
universities face to be included in the world ratings for best higher schools. It is a big problem for
the development of the Bulgarian science and shifts its main purpose from achieving high scientific
internationally recognized achievements to the self-serving achievement of a high number of
scientific publications, supporting career growth. Plagiarism displaces the objectivity of the
competitions for acquiring academic positions and is in favor of those candidates who succeed in
writing many scientific publications with low quality and originality. The current research does
not pretend to be exhaustive. The idea for its writing is provoked by the lack of judicial practice in
accordance with art. 173 of the Criminal Code of Republic of Bulgaria, concerning crimes against
intellectual property (works of science). This fact comes into conflict with the numerous
publications in conference proceedings, which do not have a reference list and their authors pretend

to discover for the first-time things already known outside Bulgaria.

In theoretical aspect, the significance of the publication is related to the fulfilling of the
missing gap in the theory, regarding the meaning of “academic autonomy” principle.

principle. In the publication there are used both the methodology of the institutional economics
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and the interdisciplinary instruments of economics and law. There are made propositions for

change of the regulatory framework.

The main objective of the current study is to identify the key economic problems that are
the subject of discussions among the academic community during the economic conferences
carried out in Bulgaria, as well as their solutions and the quality of their argumentation. For the
purposes of the research, 300 articles of habilited participants, presented in 8 scientific
conferences, held in Bulgaria in 2016, are examined. An analytical toolkit for systematized
assessment, based on the good practices of reputed national and international journals, has been
proposed and applied. Based on the achieved results, conclusions and measures are formulated for
the improvement of the paper reviewing process. It is concluded admission for publishing of
predominantly those papers which contribute to definition and solving the general economic
problem of the national economy taking into account its historic, geographic specifics, legal
framework and level of technology development and usage.

There will be used statistical data for Bulgaria which has been an EU member-
state for over 10 years. The analysis will be focused on the furniture industry and the effectiveness
of the extended producer’s responsibility. The framework of the analysis will be based on the clear
distinction between circular economy and recycling economy. In most of the publications so far,
it is made only a distinction between circular economy and linear economy. In this way the
particular stages of the transition process to circular economy will be identified. The findings of
the study have three aspects. On the first place, it will add knowledge to the publications, which
analyze the barriers that impede the development of the circular economy in Europe. This will
allow the circular economy concept to be developed. On second place, the publication will study
how the circular economy concept will be implemented in the furniture industry from the
viewpoint of the extended producer’s responsibility. On third place, the publication will bring
further information about the relationship between social and transaction costs. This will help the
measurement of these costs to be developed.

Consequently, the full integration of the Danube
inland waterway transport to the circular economy in the future could be achieved by, firstly, the
harmonization of the information and communication technologies in the separate transport modes
in the multimodal transportation services. Secondly, it is necessary to examine in depth the
contribution and significance of inland ports to the development of the circular economy concept.
Thirdly, it would be better to analyze the possibilities for reuse of the vessels and propose measures
to prolong the rolling stock’s life cycle as well as the possibilities for its recycling. On the last
place, it is necessary to outline the perspectives for development of the corporate social

responsibility concept in the transport companies operating on the Danube.

Bulgaria is a member of the EU since 2007. The country has issues with its economic
policy, which issues could have negative impact over the EU’s policies as a whole. When the
economic policy of a Member State is blemished by a systematic strategic misconceptions, it is
necessary this to be analyzed in depth. The debate, about the future of the EU after BREXIT and
the concept about multi-speeded Europe is consequence of the efficiency of the economic and
political systems in each individual Member States. Economic challenges arising by the failure of
Bulgarian’s national policy for sustainable development for the period 2000-2015, are examined
in this publication. In terms of the economic globalization and energy and ecological regulations,
remedies for the identified strategic misconceptions are proposed. The term “‘sustainable
development” is neither a trivial concept that should be formally written in strategic documents,
nor it is lacking economic sense. Conversely, until its crucial meaning for the economic policy of
Bulgaria is not realized in the right way, the country will continue to lag behind the global
economic processes. That is why it is necessary strategic documents, such as the National
Development Program of Bulgaria 2020 to be substantially revised in order it to go beyond a

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document should be both realistic and ambitious and not limited to the framework “business as

usual”. Moreover, these goals should be synchronized one to another but not excluding each other.

Economic freedom and therefore its restrictions are related to the possibility of private
entrepreneurs to win public procurement contracts in terms of fair (market) competition. Especially
in a period of post-recessionary recovery, the public procurement contracts are financial
opportunity for private companies to stay in business and to meet at least its minimum allowances.
The main objective of the publication is to analyze the institutional aspects of the all-new Public
Procurement Act promulgated at the beginning of 2016. Transactional costs arising from defects
of this law have direct impact on economic freedom and they lead to more expensive

entrepreneurial activity and at the same time limit free competition.

Main contribution of the publication is the definition of the term “transaction cost”, which is related
to the implementation of public procurement procedures. This definition could allow conduction
of a future econometric analysis in this field. The main conclusion of the study is that a developed
and effective legislation is missing in the field of public procurement procedures, and it leads to

defects in the institutional environment and creates high transaction costs.

There will also be evaluated the contribution of the separate modes of
transport in the process of ensuring connectivity and mobility of the country, as well as its
importance for reaching low-carbon, energy efficient and intelligent national economy. In the
conclusion, they are identified the possibilities of the national transport system to contribute for
the development and extension of the trans-European transport network and the establishment of
European terminals for multimodal transportation services. The National recovery and resilience
plan is one of the possibilities to be achieved the long-delayed strategic debate for transformation
of the Bulgarian economy. Instead, the strategic debate was replaced by the willingness of
absorbing high financial resources from the EU funds. Concerning the presented structural reforms
in transport sector, they do not entirely respond to the priorities of the Recovery and resilience

The main purpose of the current paper is to analyze the term uncertainty in the context of
the implementation of climate change policies. The differences between uncertainty and risk are
presented in order to be more efficiently simulated and forecasted various low-carbon scenarios in
the future. It is analyzed the Bulgarian national policy for climate change and concrete measures
for its improvement are summarized. From methodological point of view, the climate change is
studied as a market failure. Based on the methodological apparatus in the first part of the study, it
is made a critical analysis of the “Third national action plan on climate change for the period 2013-
2020”. It is concluded that the main forecasts in this action plan are wrong because of the drastic
discrepancies amongst the forecasts and the actual data according to the Eurostat. There were
found six reasons why these forecasts are wrong and why this third national action plan on climate

change is ineffective. The most important of these reasons are that the ministry of environment
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and waters ignores the term “uncertainty”, and it is not concluded in the calculations. It was
concluded that as far as the term “risk” is concerned, there is no information such calculations to
have been done with the usage of models and values, which means that the authors of these

conclusions do not understand the term “risk”.

In the study it is made an analysis of the compliance of the Bulgarian tax policy with the
European tax policy. It is concluded that the Bulgarian tax policy does not correspond with the
main purposes of the European tax policy: achieving fair society and strong economy. Five main
challenges to the development of the taxation reform are identified: (1) proportional (flat) income
tax does not function efficiently; (2) the possibilities for optimization of the proportional (flat)
income taxes are risky; (3) Bulgarian tax system is constructed as an end consumer and the
essential element in its structure is VAT, but not the flat tax. Reserves for its optimization should
be sought there.; (4) the tax burden in Bulgaria is high according to the EU standards and it is a
myth that because of 10 % tax rate of income and corporate tax in Bulgaria, many direct foreign
investments will be attracted. What interest investors is the overall tax burden and the investment
environment; (5) the high migration rate of the Bulgarian population influences the collection of

tax revenues.

The emergence of the concept that is studying the EU as a center and periphery shows the

failures of the economic policy in many of the EU member-states. Are there similar failures in the

Bulgarian economic policy? What are the main goals of this policy: to be observed the convergence

criteria or to be improved the quality of life in the country. What are the results of this policy and
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is Bulgaria lagging behind its economic development in comparison to its neighboring countries

Romania and Croatia? Is it possible the economic growth of the country to be speeded up?

The economic policy could not be subordinated solely to the achievement of higher economic
growth. What is also important is the allocation efficiency of the economic growth results and
whether this policy leads to higher welfare. Such type of economic policy could be called an
instrumental one, because it is a subject to the absolutization of certain instruments and indicators.
That is why the instrumental economic policy is an economic policy in the context of missing
economic policy. It is a policy without focus. The present study takes attention to the fact that
while World bank and OECD maintain four categories of the technological export, the Bulgarian
National statistical institute report only one category. Although National statistical institute
responds to all the European statistical standards, it is logically at least the indicator “high-tech
export” to be considered. The empirical regression analysis, which is made in the study, shows

that this issue needs to be considered.

decrease of effectiveness of the expected economic policy to the real increase of wages and prices

(Lucas, 1987). The neo-Keynesian model of Rotemberg (1982) based on the so-called theory for

“sticky prices” in USA is also based on the correlation prices and wages (Rotemberg, 1982).

The debates of the modern economic theory, dedicated to the exogenously caused macroeconomic
shocks, are analyzed in the current paper. The impulses and propagation of these macroeconomic
shocks are also systematized in the study. A special attention is paid to the technology shocks and

the asymmetrical threats. The main objective of the research is to be discussed if the
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underestimated exogenous factors or the favored endogenous factors cause the business cycle

fluctuations.

Post-Autistic Economics does not give
answers, it only requires them to be sought beyond the horizon of neoclassicism. The global
integration and migration processes, as well as the virtual network connections, climate change,

valuation of the moral capital also show that actual neo-classical economic statements are missing.

Scientific institutes have important public function in the period of continuous economic
transformation in which the Bulgarian economy seeks to move from low-valued production-based
economy towards a knowledge-intensive and innovative one with the purpose of achieving
intelligent economic growth.

The publication proposes a concept for new model for evaluation of the “reform of the
judicial system”, different from those applied by the World Bank and the International Monetary
Fund where the economic growth rate of each country is measured. Their models, based on
performance indicators, examine the “reform of the judicial system” as constant and floating in
time, evaluated in certain periods of time. This fact obstructs the identification of the relative

legislative miscarriages of every single judicial reform. The new model, proposed by the current
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study, discusses the possibilities how the presence of a single reform of the judicial system could
be identified by a group of indicators. In this way it can be determined both the effectiveness of
the reform of the judicial system and the government will for reform during its mandate. The model
is especially useful to be implemented by countries with transitional economies when evaluating
the correlation between the reform of the judicial system and the economic growth. As an example,
in the current study the model is applied to the judicial system of Bulgaria.

The education materials (textbooks) should be written in line with the new era of
digitalization, dynamics, and globalization of the mainstreams in the economic theory. At the same
time, these materials need to be unified to assume alternativeness and interchangeability in the
field of the same courses and the students should easily understand their structure and content.
