1. Information about the competitive selection procedure
The competitive selection procedure is announced for the needs of
Department of Economics, Faculty of Economics at UNWE in accordance with
Ne5/01.06.2022 of the Academic Council, promulgated in the Official Journal of
the Republic of Bulgaria vol. 60/9.07.2022. | participate in the Scientific Jury in
accordance with Order Ne 2401/28.09.2022 of the vice-rector in research
activities of UNWE.

2. Brief information about the applicants, admitted to the competitive
selection procedure

In the present competitive selection procedure, the one and only applicant
is Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov, who is a full-time
lecturer at Department of Economics at UNWE since 2013, as he has
successively occupied the respective positions — assistant professor (September
2013) and chief assistant professor (December 2015).

He successively defended his PhD thesis on topic “Macroeconomic
regulation of the carbon intensity” in 2012 and was awarded the scientific degree
“Doctor” in professional field 3.8 ,,Economics “, scientific specialty ,,Political
economy ““. The topic and scientific specialty of the PhD thesis absolutely covers
the thematic area of the present competitive selection procedure.



The academic development of chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo
Stefanov Nozharov is accompanied by an extensive experience in the practice.
He has worked in the state administration and has occupied managerial economic
positions (head of department, director and general director) at the Ministry of
environment and Ministry of culture. Now he is an economic advisor at the
Bulgarian Industrial Association.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for acquiring the academic position

“Associate professor”

In accordance with the provided forms for completion of the quantitative
and qualitative requirements, it could be seen that Chief assistant professor Dr.
Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov exceeds the confirmed requirements for acquiring
the academic position “associate professor”. There are no indicators, where the
achieved points are below the minimum requirements according to both the
National Minimum Requirements and the Additional ones, implemented by the
Rules of UNWE. The presented evidence is more than convincing.

The Habilitation Council at UNWE has given a positive evaluation review
that the applicant Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov meets
the quantitative and qualitative requirements, adopted by the Academic Council
at UNWE, as well as the national requirements for acquiring the academic
position “associate professor” (Protocol Ne 4 /11.05.2022 of the Habilitation
Council at UNWE).

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The minimal threshold for acquiring the academic position “Associate
professor” at UNWE in accordance with the “Quantitative requirements for
acquiring academic positions” is 720 points. In accordance with the completed
quantitative form, the applicant chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov
Nozharov, has exceeded the minimal threshold (1735,9 p.).

Conclusion: The applicant fully satisfies the quantitative requirements
and the achieved high level of publication and creative activity deserves
admirations.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

The provided materials, concerning the competitive selection procedure
for completion of the form for Qualitative requirements of Chief assistant
professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov convincingly demonstrates that he



meets these requirements. It is presented evidence for high results, concerning
the development of the education activity at UNWE and the confirmation of the
good image of the university at national and international level.

Conclusion: A full compliance with the criteria under the section is
established.

4. Evaluation of the educational activity of each separate applicant
A large amount of evidence about the high achievements and skills of the

applicant is presented, concerning his teaching activity:

e A document for working experience (Ne 1447/09.09.2022) issued by the
Human Resources management Directorate at UNWE, which confirms
that Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov has worked
as a full-time lecturer at UNWE (Department of Economics) since
16.09.2013, and till 09.09.2022 has a working experience at the university
of — 8 years, 11 months, and 23 days, of which 6 years, 6 months and 9
days as a chief assistant professor.

e Official document, UDOK 2103/13.06.2022 of “Education activity”
Directorate at UNWE for the period 2013-2022 which certifies that the
applicant has had a total of 1465 hours of lections in bachelor’s degree and
146 hours of lections in master’s degree and a total of 1650 hours seminary
exercises in bachelor’s degree. He has also provided a total of 71 hours of
lections in English language for the same period.

e According to the abovementioned document, the applicant has taught
lections since 2013 till present in bachelor’s and master’s degree in the
following disciplines: Macroeconomicsa, Microeconomics, Principles of
the economic theory, Economic policy, Economic policy for sustainable
development, Political economy for sustainable development, Institutional
economics, Corporate social responsibility, Constitutional economic
theory, Law of the EU and absolutely satisfies the specifics of the
competitive selection procedure.

e The applicant Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov is
an author of a teaching aid material: Nozharov, Sht. ,,Corporate Social
Responsibility: teaching aid material “, Sofia: Publishing House of
UNWE, 2021 [ISBN - 978-619-232-489-6]. He has individually
developed some curricula and he has also participated in the process of
updating of study plans at the Department of Economics.



Conclusion: The careful review of the submitted documents provides
a basis for the conclusion that Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov
Nozharov, meets the requirements for educational and teaching activity to
occupy the academic position of *"‘associate professor' according to the
announced competitive selection procedure.

5. Brief characteristics of the presented scientific publications of the

applicant

In the provided scientific publications for the purposes of the competitive
selection procedure, a key place takes the monograph and the three publications
of the applicant, which are indexed in Scopus of which is also one study. The
publication activity of Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov
include: 1 monograph (Nozharov, Sht., «Social costs of circular economy at EU»,
Sofia: Academic publishing house of BAS "Prof. Marin Drinov", 2022, [ISBN
078-619-245-199-8]), a published chapter of a collective monograph — two;
Studies, published in Journals, indexed in other international databases -one (in
co-authorship), Articles, published in Journals, indexed in Scopus - one, Atrticles,
published in Journals, indexed in other international databases - nine (of which
two in co-authorship), Papers, published in scientific editions, indexed in Scopus
- one, Papers, published in collective volumes with scientific editing - thirteen
(of which three in co-authorship). The applicant in the competitive selection
procedure has a scientific profile, that places him in a cutting-edge scientific
problem area and brand-new scientific fields, such as: circular economy, low-
carbon economy, economics of the sustainable development and institutional
economics.

Conclusion: The scientific and scientific-applied results, reported by
the applicant are supported by a sufficient amount of citations of his
publications in databases with scient metric results.

6. Synthesized evaluation of the main scientific and scientifically-applied
contributions of the applicant

The prepared reference of contributions of Dr. Nozharov systematize them
in two main fields: theoretical and scientifically applied ones:

Theoretical: a main contribution in the monograph is the derivation of the
opportunity concept about the problem for the quantification of the social costs.
In the other publications: the evaluation of the populism and shadow economy
influence over the implementation of low-carbon economy, supplementing of

some theoretical statements, related to the evaluation of the exogenic shocks
impact over the business cycle, analysis of the relationship economic growth and
the reform of the judicial system.

Scientifically applied: it is proposed a model for optimization of the
budget of Sofia municipality (which model could also be applied in other large
municipalities) through the management of the sustainable development policy
components; It is proposed a concept for “uncertainty” in the analysis of the
Bulgarian national policy for climate change and its impact over the economic
policy; specific recommendations for the development of the economic policy of
Bulgaria in relationship with the sustainable development concept are made.

Conclusion: A wide spectrum of academic and public activity could be
seen in the provided reference of the scientific and scientifically applied
contributions of the applicant because of his participation in many scientific
forums. Undoubtedly, the applicant is a respected researcher, erudite
lecturer, public figure, and an expert with impeccable analytical skills. The
qualitative characteristics of the scientific publications, depth of analysis in
the field of corporate social responsibility and circular economy,
methodological robustness and a precision confirms that the applicant is
prepared, motivated and could acquire the academic position “associate
professor”.

7. Main critical remarks and recommendations to each individual
applicant
| have no critical remarks. | would recommend the applicant to develop his
publication activity in the field of the thematic areas, which were mentioned
before.
