1. Information for the Competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Economics, General
economics Faculty of The University of National and World Economy in accordance with Decision
of the AC No 5/1.06.2022. | have been appointed to the academic jury of the competition according
to the Order No 2401/28.09.2022 of the Rector of the University of National and World Economy.

2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

In the announced competition for the academic position "Associate Professor" in the
scientific field "Political Economy"” (Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, Economic Policy and
Sustainable Development) at the University of National and World Economy participates one
candidate — Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov, chief assistant in the Department of Economics,
University of National and World Economy (UNWE), who has presented the required documents.

Shteryo Nozharov obtained MSc. degree (1999) in Law, from Faculty of Law of the Plovdiv
University "Paisii Hilendarski" and MSc. in Finance (Financial Management) from the Faculty of
Finance and Insurance of the Business Academy "D. Tsenov" — Svishtov.

In 2012 he acquired a PhD degree in "Political Economy" from the General Economics
Faculty of the University of National and World Economy.

The candidate has practical experience in state government (Ministry of Environment and
Water and Ministry of Culture of the Republic of Bulgaria, as head of departments and directorates,
national representative in the expert panel of the United Nations Committee on Sustainable
Development) and in the judiciary as assistant prosecutor at the Supreme Cassation Prosecution
Office of the Republic of Bulgaria. Since 2013 he teaches as an "assistant™ (since 2015) and as a
chief assistant at the Department of Economics of the University of National and World Economy.

3. Fulfilment of the requirements for taking up the academic position

Ch. ass. Dr. Shteryo Nozharov has submitted documents and attached evidence to them for
the implementation of national and university quantitative and qualitative requirements for the
holding of the academic position "Associate Professor".

1. According to the attached Score-card for quantitative requirements, Dr. Nozharov exceeds
the minimum national requirements by a total of 897.5 points against the required 400 points.
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2. The presented Card for fulfilling the quality requirements for the academic position
"Associate Professor” and the evidence therein show that Dr. St. St. Shteryo Nozharov is an
established lecturer and researcher, with 8 years of experience, with active participation in scientific
forums and projects, in the activities of the Department, of the Faculty and UNWE. He participated
in 3 UNWE projects (COST and ERASMUS+), as well as in 2 other scientific projects; he took part in
the organization of 7 scientific conferences, including 3 international ones.

The applicant has multiple activities outside the University of National and World Economy.
He is a member of the Union of Economists of Bulgaria, The Economic Sciences Section of the Union
of Scientists of Bulgaria, where he is a Member of the Bureau and Secretary of the Section, Member
of the International Society for Energy and Sustainability Research from 2021 until now. He has
many appearances in specialized and popular mass media, in which he presents professional
economic opinions on acute and current problems of the society.

The specified and many other characteristics and activities of the ch. ass. Dr. Nozharov gives
me reason to draw the general conclusion that he meets all the necessary quantitative and
gualitative requirements for the academic position "associate professor".

The Decision of the Council of Habilitation of the University of the National and World
Economy, presented in Protocol Number 4 of 11 May 2022, indicates that the candidacy of Dr.
Nozharov, meets both the quantitative and qualitative requirements for the academic position
"Associate Professor", adopted by the AU of the University of National and World Economy.

4. Assessment of the teaching activity for each candidate individually

It is clear from the submitted official note of the education department that for the period:
2013/14-2021/22 the candidate has a teaching load of over 2000 hours rendered to lectures in
master's and bachelor's degrees (243 p.), which exceed more than twice a minimal requirement for
the position. He has developed two curricula for the needs of the Faculty — one of "Political Economy
of Sustainable Development" (co-authored) and one of the "Economics". He delivered three courses
in a foreign language to the university. Ch. ass. Nozharov contributed to each index of Group 2. of
Quality requirements for a lecturer, including preparation of a training aid with essential
innovations, recognized training outside the University (SCC), participation in the group to the
Ministry of Health, high scores from student assessment, etc. | would like to emphasize its significant
contribution to the successful indexing of the university scientific journal Economic Alternatives for
SCOPUS in 2021, which is especially important not only for the UNWE, but also for the general the
validation of economic science in the Republic of Bulgaria.

| believe that the ch. ass. Nozharov has the necessary teaching experience and a training to
hold the academic position in the competition.

5. Brief Characterizations of the submitted scientific papers/publications

Dr. Nozharov has submitted, for the competition, a total of 30 publications (reduced to 26.5
after accounting for the co-authorship). Publications incl.: 1 monogr.; 2 chapters in colective
monographs; 1 student helper; 2 studies (in co-auth.); 10 articles in scientific journals or edited
collective volumes (of which 2 in co-auth. and 4 in English) and 14 papers (3 co-authored). Three of
the publications are in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world databases of scientific
information (Scopus; WoS) — 1 study (co-authored), 1 article and 1 report). In the publications of the
ch. ass. Shteryo Nozharov has no statutory plagiarism.

The author's publications, in my judgment, can be addressed to several areas, and for many
of the materials the areas overlap:
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e macro-economic issues, institutional economics, and transaction costs

e economic policy and sustainable development, analyzing mainly various issues related to the
circular and low-carbon economy, waste management and

e problems of science and higher education

First area includes the main work (habilitation) of the candidate — his monograph study:
"Social expenditure of the circular economy in the EU", 2022, Sofia: Acad. publ. "Prof. Marin
Drinov", 207p. Its main goal is to study of the universality and applicability of the concept of social
costs and their relationship with transaction costs in the context of the circular economy. A detailed
analysis of the existing models for measuring social costs has been conducted, the main requirements
for a model in the field of waste management have been launched and a partial statistical test of the
available statistics has been carried out. Separately, transaction costs and institutional change in
trade disputes, public procurement, etc. are analyzed. | designate here also his papers on cyclicity
and exogeneity.

In the field of economic policy and sustainable development are most of the candidate's texts.
Problems of the circular economy in waste management, furniture industry, water transport have
been studied. The factors for increasing energy efficiency in transport, risks, and uncertainties for
establishing of low-carbon economy have been assessed. | emphasize especially the importance of the
analyses of the Recovery and Sustainability Plan in the transport sector and of the Bulgarian national
climate change policy.

The research of Dr. Nozharov in the third area concerns problems related to the autonomy of
educational establishments, protection from harm to scientific products and cultural heritage. Here |
refer to his papers on "private scientific institutes, the improvement of the quality of teaching
materials.

The completed scientific publications are reflected in a total of 25 citations, of which 4 in
editions referenced and indexed in Scopus and Web of Science, 11 in monographs and col. volumes
with scientific review and 10 in non-referenced journals with scientific review, such as the total
number of points earned by section () of the Quantitative Score-Card exceed 4+ times the minimum
required threshold.

6. Resume of the main scientific and scientifically applied contributions of candidates

Scientific and theoretical contributions. The most significant contributions of Dr Nozharov
in this field relate to the candidate's monograph. In it he disputes the universality of the thesis that
social expenditure is the sum of private plus external expenditure, arguing that it is not applicable to
the model of the Circular Economy of the European Union.

He has developed a definition of "populism™ in the context of the process of building a low-
carbon economy and has attempted to assess intercultural differences as an impact factor in this
process and their influence to achieve climate neutrality of the economy (tested for Bulgaria) and
measuring the impact of the dynamics of judicial reform on economic growth. Comparative studies
have been carried out from this point of view between Bulgaria and other neighboring countries or
EU Member States.

Scientifically applied contributions. Among the significant contributions of the applicant is
a statistical model for predicted changes in the total amount of waste generated (City of Sofia) in
case of changes of tourist-stream, which helps the budgeting and efficiency of waste management
in Sofia Municipality.



The analysis of the "Third National Climate Change Action Plan 2013-2020", contains
important contribution. It finds out that the main forecasts laid there were incorrect due to drastic
discrepancies with the actual Eurostat data.

The publications submitted contain undisputed scientific and scientifically applied
contributions, which gives me reason to accept the Report for the main scientific contributions drawn
up by the applicant. They meet the basic and additional requirements for taking up the academic
position and highlight well the competence, critical scientific analysis skills and empirical studies of
the applicant.

7. Key critical notes and recommendations to each candidate individually

My only critical remark, which is actually a recommendation, is for the applicant to direct
more of his or her works to publications included in the global information systems for referral,
indexing and evaluation, and specifically to those in Scopus, Web of Science, ERIH+ etc.

8. Conclusion

The research and teaching of the Chief Assistant Shteryo Nozharov (PhD) meets all the
requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the
Regulations for its application, as well as the requirements of the University of National and World
Economy for the academic position "Associate Professor”. His scientific work is in-depth, developed
at a high scientific level, dedicated to significant problems in the scientific field of the competition.

This gives me reason to recommend that the honorable members of the scientific jury vote
positively on the choice of Chief Assistant Shteryo Nozharov (PhD) for the academic position
"Associate Professor" in professional field 3.8. Economics, scientific field "Political Economy"
(Microeconomy, Macroeconomics, Economic Policy and Sustainable Development.”
