1. Information about the competition

The competitive selection procedure was announced for the needs of the Department
of “Economics” at Faculty of Economics (UNWE), in accordance with Ne5/01.06.2022 of the
Academic Council, published in the Official Journal of the Republic of Bulgaria vol.
60/9.07.2022. | take part in this procedure as a member of the Scientific Jury in accordance
with Order Ne 2401/28.09.2022 of the vice-rector in research activities of UNWE.

2. Information about the applicants, admitted to the competition

There is one applicant who participates in the competition — Chief assistant professor
Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov, who has been a full-time lecturer at the Department of
“Economics”, UNWE since September 2013. He has consequently been an assistant
professor and a chief assistant professor since December 2015. He was also a PhD student at
the same department and defended his PhD thesis in 2012.

Since the beginning of 2021, he is a scientific secretary of department of Economics
at UNWE and a member of the university’s General Assembly. Dr. Nozharov is a member of
the Faculty Committee for both ensuring curricula and encouraging and evaluating the
quality of the research activity.

In addition to the teaching experience, Dr. Nozharov has extensive experience in the
state institutions. He has consequently been an expert, a head of department and a director of

“Climate change, investment policy and public procurements” - Directorate at Ministry of



environment and waters for the period 2001-2009. In 2010 he was a general director at the
Ministry of culture and since 2021 till present Dr. Nozharov is an economic advisor at the
Bulgarian Industrial Association. He is also a member of both, the Union of Scientists in
Bulgaria and the Union of Economists.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for holding the academic position

The submitted forms for fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements
show that Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov meets the requirements
for holding the academic position “associate professor”. There are no points below the
minimum threshold in the separate groups of the forms according to both the National
Minimum Requirements and the Rules of UNWE. The forms are supported with a sufficient
evidence for all criteria.

The Habilitation Council at UNWE has confirmed that the applicant Chief assistant
professor Dr. Shteryo Nozharov meets the quantitative and the qualitative requirements,
adopted by the Academic Council at UNWE, as well as by the National Minimum
Requirements for holding the academic position “associate professor” and has given a

positive evaluation review (Protocol Ne 4 /11.05.2022).

3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The minimum threshold for holding the academic position “associate professor’ at
UNWE is 720 points.

The applicant Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov has submitted sufficient evidence of
accomplished 1735,9 points, which is more than two times higher than the minimum points
required.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

The applicant for holding the academic position “associate professor” at UNWE,
Chief assistant professor Dr. Nozharov meets the quantitative requirements. In the completed
form for qualitative requirements, he has submitted evidence, which covers the required
minimum. It incorporates his activity as a scientific secretary of the Department of

Economics and his working experience in the state administration.



4. Evaluation of the teaching activity of the applicant

According to the official document, presenting the working experience of the
applicant (Ne 1447/09.09.2022), issued by the Human resources directorate at UNWE, Chief
assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov is a full-time lecturer at UNWE since
16.09.2013 and till 09.09.2022 he has a working experience at the university of 8 years, 11
months and 23 days of which 6 years, 6 months and 9 days as a chief assistant professor. In
this regard, he has enough teaching experience both as an assistant professor and as a chief
assistant professor.

During this time, the applicant is a member of Department of Economics and has had
huge amount of teaching hours load. According to the official document Ne UDOK
2103/13.06.2022, issued by the “Education activity” department at UNWE, Dr. Nozharov
had a total of 1465 hours of lections at a bachelor’s degree level and 146 hours of lections at
the master’s degree level or Total of 1650 hours seminary exercises in bachelor’s degree. He
has also delivered a total of 71 hours of lections in English language for the period 2013-
2020. This confirms the serious working experience of the applicant, taking into account the
huge number of lections and seminar courses he has delivered.

He has taught courses in the following disciplines, directly related to the topic of the
competitive selection procedure: Economic policy, Economic policy for sustainable
development, Macroeconomics, Microeconomics, Political economy for sustainable
development. It has to be taken into account that the applicant has several scientific
publications in relation to these disciplines, which fact outlines his professional competence.

He has also given lections and seminar courses in disciplines like: Principles of the
economic theory, Institutional economics, Corporate social responsibility, Constitutional
economic theory, Law of the EU in bachelors’ and master’s degree. This fact confirms Dr.
Nozharov abilities to help the Department” education activities when it is necessary.

The teaching aid material, published by Dr. Nozharov, are directly related to the topic
of the competitive selection procedure. This study material can be used in the teaching
process of students in the discipline “Political economy for sustainable development” in
bachelor’s degree: Nozharov, Sht. ,,Corporate Social Responsibility: teaching aid material “,

Sofia: Publishing House of UNWE, 2021 [ISBN - 978-619-232-489-6].



He has individually developed several curricula and has participated in the updating
of study plans for the needs of the department of Economics.

All the above give me the reason to conclude that Chief assistant professor Dr.
Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov has teaching activity, which fully meets the specifics of the
competitive selection procedure as he has taught various disciplines, he has published
individually a teaching aid materials and he has also participated in the updating and

development of curricula and study plans, directly related to the topic of the competition.

5. General characteristics of the submitted scientific publications.

5.1. Main fields of the research activity.
Most of the publications of Chief assistant professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov
Nozharov are in new professional fields in the context of economic policy and sustainable
development, such as: circular economy, low-carbon economy, economic aspects of
populism from sustainable development viewpoint, economic theory of law, as the
possibilities for applying econometric models in the commercial law are studied, institutional

economics of sustainable development.

5.2. Summary of the scientific and applied scientific results achieved

The scientific and applied scientific results, achieved by the applicant are recognized
by number of citations. He has h-index = 1 in SCOPUS database. The applicant has also
citations in Web of Science database. He has three publications, indexed in these databases.

The scientific production of the applicant consists of: one monograph, chapter in a
collective monograph — 2, Studies, published in Journals, indexed in Scopus database - 1 (
co-authorship), Studies, published in Journals, indexed in other international databases -1 (
co-authorship), Articles, published in Journals, indexed in Scopus database - 1, Articles,
published in Journals, indexed in other international databases -9 (of which 2 in co-
authorship), Conference papers, published in conference proceedings, indexed in Scopus
database - 1, Conference papers, published in collective volumes with scientific editing - 13
(of which 3 in co-authorship). This is a sufficiently high quality of publications, some of

which published and cited in reputable databases.



5.3. Evaluation of the monograph as an individual subject of review.

The applicant has submitted an individual monograph research (Nozharov, Sht.,
«Social costs of circular economy of EUy, Sofia: Academic publishing house of BAS "Prof.
Marin Drinov", 2022, [ISBN 978-619-245-199-8]).
This research is reviewed and approved during two Departemt of Economics
meetings in accordance with Decision Ne6/14.12.2021 and Decision Ne7/10.01.2022. It has
been evaluated by four reviewers, which fact meets the legitimacy requirements, adopted by
UNWE. The monograph is published by the Publishing House of the Bulgarian Academy of
Science,COBISS.BG ID - 51301640.
Evaluation of the monograph: The monograph represents serious scientific

research in a field of extremely high relevance both for EU and Bulgaria.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific contributions

A. Derivation of alternative conception of the problem, concerning the

quantification of social costs [Publications I-B3, 11-ZH22]

In accordance with the mainstream economic theory, social costs equal private
costs plus external costs [Pigou, 1954; Kapp, 1953; Berger, 2017]. The hitherto accepted
universal character of this conception has been discussed. It is made a statement that this conception
could not be applied to the EU model of circular economy. In practice, the future global economy will
develop as a digital, circular, and low-carbon economy and the lack of universality of the adopted view

of social costs in any of these fields is very important for the effectiveness of the economic policy.

The applicant has successfully joined this discussion by deriving and contributing
to the following arguments: Social costs in the circular economy context could not be
calculated as a sum of “Private Costs” and “External Costs”. First, in Collective Waste
Recovery Systems one cannot talk about “Private Costs” in the classical understanding of
this concept. The purpose of Collective Waste Recovery Systems is not to produce a
product, which will be traded on the private markets and bear high profit. Their main
purpose is reduction of costs according to the “extended producer responsibility” principle
(COM/2015/0595).



Second, in the Collective Waste Recovery Systems the “External Costs” are
completely excluded. This is because main purpose of Collective Waste Recovery Systems
is to remove “External Costs”, but not to create them. Dr. Nozharov proves his hypothesis
that it is not appropriate to calculate the social costs as a sum of “Private Costs” and
“External Costs”. They could be calculated only as a function of the transaction costs.
Consequently, the social costs of Collective Waste Recovery Systems must be viewed as a
function of their transaction costs. They will depend on the amount of their institutional
ineffectiveness, which equals to their subsistence. The society loss is measured by the
opportunity costs of this subsistence. In this regard, Dr. Nozharov proposes his own

econometric model for measurement of the social costs in the circular economy context.

B. It is evaluated the impact of populism on shadowed economy in the process of
introducing low-carbon economy [Publications I-G8, II- ZH23(2)]

It gives a definition of the concept for “populism” in the context of process of
introducing low-carbon economy. It quantifies the relationship between populism,
shadowed economy and the opportunities for introducing low-carbon economy through a
regression model. The author has evaluated the intercultural differences as an impact
factor and their influence on the process of reaching climate neutral economy. This could
contribute to the improvement of the economic policy towards achieving sustainable

development.

.B. It is analyzed the correlation between economic growth and reform of the judicial
system, by using the tools of the institutional economics [Publications I-G7(12), I-
G7 (9), lI- ZH24(9)]

It is measured the dynamic of the reform of judicial system and its impact on the
economic growth. The concept “reform of the judicial system” was defined in economic
context so as it to be analyzed statistically. The author executed a comparative analysis in
this field amongst Bulgaria and the other EU member-states. In this way, he contributed
for the better understanding of the convergence concept, which is of key importance for

the Bulgarian membership in the Eurozone. This publication incorporates also an analysis



of the trade disputes from the perspectives of the microeconomic sector analysis and its

application in the context of institutional economy.

Applied scientific contributions

» A model for optimization of the Sofia municipality budget (this model could also be
applied in large Bulgarian municipalities) through the governance of the components
of sustainable development policy [Publications 1-G10]

Development of a statistical model for forecasting of the fluctuations in the total
volume of waste generated by Sofia municipality in correlation to the tourist flow. This
model could support the budgeting of the waste management process of Sofia
municipality. It makes possible the assessment of the waste management effectiveness at
Sofia municipality, and they made propositions for its improvement. The more stringent
EU regulations are the higher waste management costs emerge (higher requirements for
landfill management, higher recycling targets, higher requirements for waste incineration etc.).
For that reason, the models for economic management municipalities ‘waste could contribute to the

improvement of the efficient management of the municipalities’ budgets.

A conception for ,uncertainty“ was proposed as well as an analysis of the Bulgarian
national policy for climate change and its impact on economic policy [Publication
I- G7 conference papers (4)]

The differences between the economic context of the concept “uncertainty” and the concept
“risk” were used for the evaluation of the future low-carbon scenarios. The Bulgarian
national policy for climate change were analyzed and propositions for its improvement are
made. In methodological aspect, climate change is considered as a market failure. Based on
the methodological approach in the first section of the study, the ”Third national action
plan for climate change for the period 2013-2020” is analyzed in details. The conclusion is
that the main priorities in this action plan are wrong, because of the drastic discrepancies

between the forecasted and real data, published in Eurostat.

e They are derived propositions for improvement of the economic policy of Bulgaria in
relation to the sustainable development concept [Publications I-G7conference papers (1-
13)]



The possibilities for integrating the eco-fiscal and monetary policy for sustainable
development in the economic policy of Bulgaria are an important element of the research.
The Author comes to the conclusion that the processes of integration, migration, climate
change, virtual network connections, value of moral capital, development of digital
technologies etc. show the need of a new look over the dominating theory of neo-classical
economy. The emergence of a concept, viewing EU as two parts: a center and periphery
(the so-called Europe of two speeds) shows failures in the economic policy of some of the
member-states, incl. Bulgaria. In this publication, the National Recovery and Resilience

Plan and appropriate proposals for improvements are subject of thorough analysis.

7. Critical remarks and recommendations

The current acute energy and raw material crisis, caused by the disrupted supply
chain connections and EU sanctions, because of the military conflict in Ukraine, set new
conditions for the circular economy policies and for the Green Package as a whole. In this
regard, 1 would recommend Dr. Nozharov to deepen his studies in this challenging field. The
implementation of the sustainable development principles must be execute in a completely
changed economic and geo-political environment. This, in turns implies also changes in the
short-term and especially long-term economic policy, which needs to guarantee a successful
adoption of the national policy of Bulgaria to these changes.

8. Conclusion
