Regarding: competition for Associate Professor in professional direction 3.8.
Economics, scientific specialty Political Economy (microeconomics,
macroeconomics, economic policy, and sustainable development) at the
University of National and World Economy (UNSS).

1. Information about the contest

The contest has been announced for the needs of the Department of
Economics of the Faculty of General Economics at UNSS according to Decision of
the AC No. 5/01.06.2022.

I participate in the composition of the scientific jury for the contest according
to Order No. 2401/14.09.2022 of the Rector of the UNSS.

2. Information about the candidates in the contest

Only one candidate has applied in the contest for the academic title of
Associate Professor in the scientific specialty of Political Economy
(microeconomics, macroeconomics, economic policy, and sustainable development)
for the needs of the Department of Economics of the UNSS - Sofia - Ch. Asst.
Professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov, member of the same department of the
university.

The candidate graduated from the Technical School of Mechanical
Engineering in 1992. He obtained a master’s degree in 1999, majoring in Law, at the
University of Plovdiv Paisii Hilendarski and has been a qualified lawyer ever since.
In 2002 he also received a master's degree in "Financial Management" from the
Faculty of Finance and Insurance of the Economic Academy "D. Tsenov" —
Svishtov.



Shteryo Nozharov continued his studies in a doctoral program in Political
Economy at the Department of Economics of the Faculty of General Economics at
UNSS in 2008, and in 2012 he successfully defended his dissertation on the topic:
"Macroeconomic Regulation of Carbon Intensity".

In September 2013, Dr. Nozharov took the academic position of "assistant",
and from December 2015 to date, the candidate has been a "chief assistant" in the
Faculty of General Economics of the UNSS.

Dr. Shteryo Nozharov has extensive administrative experience in managerial
positions. During the period October 2001 - May 2010, he held management
positions as head of department, director and chief director in two ministries. He
represented the Republic of Bulgaria in the expert panel of the Commission on
Sustainable Development of the United Nations. He was the coordinator for the Host
Country Committee at the World Bank, as well as the deputy chairman of the
National Interdepartmental Council on Climate Change of our country. The
candidate also applied his legal competence in the Supreme Cassation Prosecutor's
Office of the Republic of Bulgaria as an assistant prosecutor in the period June 2010
- August 2013.

Dr. Nozharov's administrative experience is complemented by his position as
scientific secretary of the Department of Economics from January 2021, as well as
a member of the UNSS General Assembly. The candidate's expertise is also valuable
for "Saglasie" JSC, as well as for the Bulgarian Chamber of Commerce, where Dr.
Shteryo Nozharov is respectively a member of the boards of trustees of the Universal
and Professional Pension Fund and an economic advisor.

Ch. Asst. Prof. Nozharov is fluent in English and has excellent computer skills
- works with Microsoft Office Package; Internet databases and Statistical Software
for Econometric Analysis (STATA).

He has been a member of the leadership of the "Economic Sciences" section
of the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria, which covers a large part of higher education
institutions in Bulgaria since 2018; a member of the Union of Economists in
Bulgaria since the beginning of 2022, as well as the "International Society for Energy
and Sustainability Research" since 2021. Dr. Shteryo Nozharov is the representative
of UNSS in the Advisory Council on Corporate Social Responsibility to the Minister
of Labor and Social Policy for the development and implementation of the policy in
the field of corporate social responsibility at the national level.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position of associate
professor

The presented set of materials by Ch. Asst. Prof. Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov
is in accordance with the Regulations for the organization and conduct of contests
for the acquisition of a scientific degree and for the holding of academic positions
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at the UNSS includes the following submitted documents: sample application to the
rector for admission to participate in the contest; CV in European format; a notarized
copy of the diploma for the awarded educational and scientific degree PhD "Doctor";
certificate of teaching experience in the specialty; official note on teaching load; list
of publications; declaration of scientific and scientific-applied results; reference for
the fulfillment of the national minimum requirements and the additional
requirements of the UNSS (completed card for the fulfillment of quantitative
requirements and the evidence for them); reference to original scientific
contributions; completed card for fulfilling the quality requirements and summaries
of the scientific papers.

3.1. Fulfillment of quantitative requirements

The presented documentation in relation to the contest shows that Ch.
Assistant Professor Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov holds an educational and scientific
degree "Doctor", scientific specialty Political Economy (Diploma No.
48/12.06.2012); he has submitted a published monographic paper (Nozharov, Sh.,
2022, Social costs of the circular economy in the EU, Academic publishing house of
BAS "prof. M. Drinov", Sofia, ISBN 978-619-245-199-8) and has a teaching
experience of over 8 years, of which 6 years and 6 months as a chief assistant.

The information presented in the card for the fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements shows that the total number of scientific papers, which do not repeat
those submitted for the acquisition of the EQD "doctor/ PhD" and for the holding of
the academic position "Chief Asst. Prof.", is 30 (26.5 with the reported co-
authorships). Of the 30 scientific works submitted for review, 9 are in English (1
study, 5 articles and 3 reports) and 20 are in Bulgarian. Three of the presented
scientific works (1 study, 1 article and 1 report) of Dr. Nozharov were published in
scientific publications, referenced, and indexed in world-famous databases with
scientific information (Scopus or Web of Science).

The candidate has registered 25 citations, which are distributed as follows: 4
citations in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned
databases with scientific information; 11 citations in peer-reviewed monographs and
collective volumes and 10 citations in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals. Along
with his research and teaching activities, Dr. Nozharov also participates in various
scientific-applied and educational projects. So far, he has been involved in 6
projects: three international and four university ones.

The information in the completed quantitative card shows that the candidacy
of Ch. Assistant Professor Shteryo Nozharov, Ph.D., fully meets the National
Minimum Requirements according to the Law on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) (Art. 2b) and the Regulations for its
application (Art. 1a, para. 1). The quantitative assessment in the first section of the
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card (total sum of groups: A+B+G+D) exceeds the required threshold — with a
minimum threshold of 400 points, the candidate has achieved more than twice the
result, namely — 897.5 points. The information proves that the Additional
requirements for the UNSS according to the LDASRB (art. 2b, para. 5) and the
Regulations for its application (art. 1a, paras. 2-3) have been met and the quantitative
assessment under the second section of the card (a total amount of groups: J+Z+1+K)
exceeds the required threshold. With a minimum threshold here of 320 points, Dr.
Shteryo Nozharov has presented evidence for 834.4 points.

In my conclusion of this section, I will summarize that numerous evidence of
the candidate's scientific and academic activity, submitted in relation with contest,
which I accept as reliable information. They fully correspond to the specifics of the
competition, namely: Political Economy (microeconomics, macroeconomics,
economic policy and sustainable development). These will substantiate my final
assessment as a reviewer.

3.2. Fulfillment of quality requirements

Having done a comprehensive evaluation of the submitted documentation, I
find full fulfillment of all groups of quality requirements to hold the academic
position of Associate Professor at UNSS. The ones that clearly stand out are the
following:

- the candidate is a proven expert and has held managerial positions in the
state administration;

- he 1s a member of national and international associations and unions;

- he 1s an expert at national and state institutions;

- he has developed fundamental disciplines in the training of students:
"Political economy of sustainable development" and "Economics".

- has developed a teaching aid at a high academic level. The documents and
scientific works relative to the procedure were submitted within the legal deadline,
they meet the quantitative and qualitative criteria of the University of National and
World Economy and the relevant legislation at the time of the initiation of the
procedure. This is also certified by the decision of the Qualitative and Quantitative
Commissions of the UNSS and the Habilitation Council (protocol No.
4/11.05.2022). The opinion received from the Council on Habilitation of the UNSS
confirms that the candidacy of Ch. assistant professor Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov,
PhD, for the academic position of associate professor in professional direction 3.8.
Economics,  scientific  specialty  Political — economy  (microeconomics,
macroeconomics, economic policy and sustainable development) meets to the
quantitative and qualitative requirements adopted by the Academic Council of the
UNSS.



On the grounds of the above-mentioned facts and circumstances, as well as
many others, which, due to the limited volume of the review, cannot find a place in
it, I give a positive review regarding the fulfillment of the qualitative and quantitative
criteria of the UNSS by Dr. Shteryo Nozharov.

4. Evaluation of teaching activity

The educational and teaching activities of Ch. Asst. PhD. Shteryo Nozharov,
as a member of the "Economics" department, covers systematic teaching activities,
both in the "Bachelor's" and in the "Master's" Education-Qualification Degree
(EQD). During the period starting September 2013 to the end of the 2021/2022
academic year, Dr. Nozharov led lectures and exercises in the following academic
disciplines: (1) Macroeconomics; (2) Political economy and sustainable
development; (3) Microeconomics; (4) Fundamentals of economic theory, (5) Public
Sector Economics; (6) Constitutional economic theory, (7) Economic policy and
sustainable development; (8) Economic Policy for Sustainable Development and (9)
EU Law. The fact that Ch. assistant professor Dr. Shcheryo Nozharov independently
developed a detailed curriculum, lectures and exercises in the subject of Economics.

A significant component of the professional development of Ch. Assistant
professor Dr. Shteryo Nozharov as a teacher is the development of the teaching aid
"Corporate social responsibility. teaching and methodical aid". What distinguishes
this educational and methodological aid from other editions is the specific analysis
of the matter of corporate social responsibility. The focus of this analysis is adjusted
applying the tools of the 'new institutional economy' and 'economics' combining
microeconomic and macroeconomic approaches. These distinctive features
complement the existing educational literature on the subject and make the aid useful
both for the students of EQD "Bachelor" and EQD "Master", as well as for
businesspeople. My personal impression of the teaching aid is that it represents an
original creative product for the formation of sustainable knowledge and skills.

Based on the above, I state with conviction that Ch. Assistant Professor
Shteryo Nozharov, Ph.D., has performed educational and teaching activities that
fully corresponded to the subject of the contest, and the accumulated teaching
experience 1s a clear argument for the high level of preparation of the candidate for
the academic position of associate professor at UNSS.

5. General characteristics of the presented scientific
works/publications
The list of publications and other scientific and applied developments of Dr.
Shteryo Nozharov contains 30 scientific papers, which do not repeat those submitted
for the acquisition of the EQD "Doctor" and for holding the academic position of



"Chief Assistant Professor". The final evaluation also considers the candidate's
participation in 7 scientific and educational projects, as well as the extensive
reference to the citations of scientific publications.

The structure of Dr. Nozharov's scientific works can be summarized as
follows:

(1) He 1s the independent author of a monograph that has the character of a
habilitation thesis: "Social costs of the circular economy in the EU".

(2) He is the author of two chapters in collective monographs: "Assessment
of energy efficiency of transport in the context of sustainable development policy" -
Chapter Five and "Sustainable urban development - lessons for Sofia" - Chapter
Seven.

(3) He is the author of a teaching aid: "Corporate social responsibility:
teaching and methodical aid".

(4) He is the co-author of 2 scientific studies, of which: 1, published in a
scientific journal, referenced and indexed in Scopus and 1, published in a non-
refereed journal with scientific review.

(5) He is the author of 10 scientific articles (9 independent and 1 co-authored).
One of the individual articles was published in a scientific publication, refereed and
indexed in Scopus.

(6) He 1s the author of 14 scientific reports (11 independent and 3 co-
authored). One of the independent reports was published in a scientific publication,
refereed and indexed in Scopus.

Of the 30 scientific papers submitted for review, 9 are in English and 21 are
in Bulgarian.

The research activity of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Shteryo Stefanov
Nozharov is focused on two main areas: economic policy and sustainable
development. In them, various issues related to the circular and low-carbon economy
are comprehensively considered and analyzed.

Dr. Nozharov has presented an independent monographic scientific work on
the topic "Social costs of the circular economy in the EU". The monographic
research has a total volume of 207 pages and is structured in three chapters,
conclusion, literature used and appendices. The originality of the ideas that form the
basis of the monograph is emphasized by their approval before the United Nations
Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE). At its invitation, the author gave a
report on 4.11.2021 on the topic: "Introduction of the circular economy in inland
waterway transport".

In his monograph, the author has highlighted two fundamental issues: (1) the
problem of quantifying social costs and (2) the problem of defining the circular
economy as a theoretical model. It is in these directions that the contributions of the
research can be found. The analysis is built on the methodology of the new
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institutional economy, which distinguishes it from the numerous analyses of the
circular economy using the neoclassical methodological apparatus. The aim of the
author of the monographic study is to derive an alternative concept for the specifics
of social costs such as structure, relative share and efficiency in building a circular
economy in the EU. Its subject is social costs, considered as a theoretical concept,
and its subject is models for measuring social costs in the context of their possible
application in the field of the circular economy.

In this context, the monographic study uses the theoretical foundation of the
new institutional theory by stepping on its statements in the field of waste
management and the concept of circular economy. The author has emphasized that
the new institutional economics does not yet have a large enough set of concepts to
provide powerful tools for outlining the questions which need to be explained by
interpreting a large set of facts and the relations between those facts. In his
monographic research, Dr. Shteryo Nozharov tries to build his own model, based on
the traditions of the new institutional economy as well as on its theory.

Based on an extensive literature review, the author has identified weaknesses
in other existing models for determining social costs, including those in the context
of waste management. He is adamant that existing models are inapplicable when
trying to evaluate social costs in the context of the circular economy. The conclusion
challenges the universal nature of the leading definition in economic theory,
according to which social costs are equal to private costs plus external costs and
considers that it cannot be applied to the European Union's circular economy
concept. The study offers an alternative model for their measurement in this specific
context.

I accept the presented monograph as a complete scientific product with
indisputable scientific and scientific-applied contributions.

After thoroughly familiarizing myself with each of candidate's scientific
works, I believe it will be appropriate to single out the following scientific and
scientific-applied results in the publications presented by Dr. Shteryo Nozharov:

1) A scenario model is presented for the analysis of the possibilities of
building a low carbon economy in countries with economies in transition. The model
examines risk factors such as the level of grey economy and populism based on the
implementation and development of the economic policy of the Balkan countries
and at the same time shows the future trends of climate change and the uncertainty
of climate models.

2) A model for measuring transaction costs in collective waste recovery
systems has been developed using the methodology of the new institutional
economy.



3) An econometric model is derived at to explain the fluctuations of the
business cycle, which enriches the theory of exogenous economic shocks and their
varieties.

4) The concept of "uncertainty" is analyzed from the point of view of the
implementation of climate change policies to simulate and forecast future low-
carbon scenarios more effectively.

5) The new realities for Bulgaria, which occurred because of the global
financial crisis combined with global environmental problems, have been
investigated. A combination of classical macroeconomic instruments combined with
eco-fiscal and eco-monetary measures is proposed to achieve a post-recession
recovery based on sustainable economic growth.

6) A new model for evaluating "judicial reform" is proposed, different from
that applied by the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund, suitable for
evaluating the relationship between judicial reform and economic growth.

In my conclusion of this column I emphasize that the scientific texts with
which Ch. assistant professor Shteryo Stefanov Nozharov is participating in the
contest for the academic position of "Associate professor" in the scientific specialty
Political Economy (microeconomics, macroeconomics, economic policy and
sustainable development), attract attention with the topical nature of the issues being
analyzed; with the diversity of research approaches used; they outline the in-depth
scientific interests of the candidate and demonstrate the professional competence of
their author in the subject field and nature of the contest, which is a prerequisite for
his successful professional development as a scientist and lecturer in the Faculty of
General Economics of UNSS.

6. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions
The documents presented by Dr. Shcheryo Nozharov, also includes a
reference of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the candidate for
"Associate professor". It offers two main groups of contributions for evaluation.

First group — scientific and theoretical contributions:

1) Deriving an alternative concept regarding the problem of quantifying social
costs.

2) The influence of populism and the gray economy in building a low-carbon
economy is assessed.

3) Separate theoretical propositions related to the assessment of the impact of
exogenous shocks on the business cycle have been added. 4) The relationship
between economic growth and judicial reform is analyzed using applied analysis
tools from institutional economics.



Second group — scientific and applied contributions:

1) A model is proposed for optimizing the budget of the Capital Municipality
(applicable to large Bulgarian municipalities) by managing elements of the
sustainable development policy.

2) The concept of "uncertainty" was applied in the analysis of the Bulgarian
national policy on climate change and its influence on economic policy.

3) Specific recommendations for improving Bulgaria's economic policy in
relation to the concept of sustainable development are presented.

The contributions submitted by the candidate for "Associate Professor" to the
contest are precisely defined and correspond to the research process in terms of his
own scientific production. That is why I support the thus formulated contributions
indicated by Dr. Nozharov. For the most part, they are reduced to systematization
and enrichment of existing knowledge, research and systematization of empirical
material, on the basis of which new trends and problems are deduced. The originality
of the above-mentioned contributions is emphasized by the citations of the scientific
works in Scopus and Web of Science. They have been evaluated by the United
Nations and the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development.

At the conclusion of this column, I emphasize that the overall review of the
production presented for review by Ch. Assistant Professor Shteryo Stefanov
Nozharov reveals the nature of a purposeful researcher who competently
complements several theoretical and practical-applied aspects in the field of
economic policy and sustainable development.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

After a thorough and careful reading of the scientific output of Dr. Shteryo
Stefanov Nozharov, I believe that it is significant as a topic and as a possible need
for practical application. I have no significant critical remarks about Dr. Nozharov's
teaching and research activities. I would allow myself the following few
recommendations for his future scientific, practical-applied and teaching activities,
namely:

1) It would recommend a significant increase of the proportion of publications
that are indexed in Scopus and/or Web of Science. This would allow the results to
reach a wider range of readers and, accordingly, would lead to even more citations
by foreign authors.

2) The scientific works of Dr. Shteryo Nozharov give a clear signal that it is
possible for the candidate to generate an even more significant scientific output that
will be directed to indexed publications with IF and SJR.



8. Conclusion

The documents and materials presented by Ch. assistant professor Shteryo
Stefanov Nozharov, PhD, meet all the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the
Regulations for the Implementation of LDASRB and the relevant normative
documents in this field of the University of National and World Economy. The
candidate in the contest has submitted a sufficient number of scientific works
published after the materials used in the defense of the EQD "Doctor/ PhD". The
national minimum requirements for occupying the academic position "associate
professor" have been met. The candidate's scientific output also exceeds the
additional requirements of the UNSS for the position of "Associate professor".

The scientific works of Ch. Assistant Professor Shteryo Nozharov, PhD,
contain original scientific, scientific-applied, and applied contributions. His
theoretical developments have practical applicability, and some of them are directly
oriented to academic work, which gives me reason to believe that Dr. Shteryo
Stefanov Nozharov's scientific and teaching qualifications are beyond doubt. The
results achieved by Dr. Nozharov in the educational and scientific research activities
fully correspond to the requirements of the UNSS for the application of LDASRB.
This makes me confident of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Shcheryo Nozharov’s ability
to successfully progress as a teacher and researcher.

Having made myself familiar with the materials and scientific works
presented in the contest, having analyzed their significance and the scientific and
scientific-applied contributions contained in them, I am fully convinced of the
scientific merits, high professionalism and my overall positive assessment of the
teaching and research work of Shteryo Nozharov, PhD.

With a high degree of satisfaction, I recommend to the honorable Scientific
Jury to prepare a report-proposal to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of General
Economics at UNSS for the election of the Ch. Assistant Professor Shteryo
Stefanov Nozharov, PhD, to the academic position of '"Associate Professor' at
the University of National and World Economy in professional field 3.8 Economics,
scientific specialty Political Economy (microeconomics, macroeconomics,
economic policy and sustainable development).
