1. Information about the procedure
The procedure for a professor of UNWE in the Professional area 3.8.

Economics, Academic field “Planning”, has been published in the State gazette
No 60, 29.07.2022.

Brief information about the candidate
Only one candidate applied for the position according to the conditions on the

published procedure in issue No 60 of the State gazettes, and that is associate
professor Christian Anastasov Tanushev, Ph.D.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Tanushev has MA in Management and planning
(1982). In 1988 he became Ph.D. in Economics. He has participated in courses in
management at Georgetown University, Washington DC, in Salzburg (Austria), and
Moscow (Russia).

Since 2005 Tanushev is an Associate professor in Planning at the Department
ofMarketing and strategic planning at UNWE. He has been promoted to different
managerial positions, including Director of the Institute for economic policy (2007 -
2012); Vice-Dean of the International Collaboration of Management and
administration school (2010 - 2015); Vice-Dean for R&D of the M&A school (2018-
2019).

Apart from the academic career, Assoc. Prof. Tanushev has held various
positions in state administration and business, including Chairman of the Securities
and Stock Exchange Commission with the rank of Minister (1996-1997), where |
worked directly with him in the Council of Ministers, and Economic Director of the
University National Cardiology Hospital - EAD. He has led as CEO the activities of
various organizations and commercial companies in the field of finance, investment
intermediation, and financial and insurance services.

The candidate's considerable practical experience, combined with his
theoretical knowledge, is a solid foundation and prerequisite for his successful
teaching and research activities. Fluency in English and Russian, as well as
proficiency in Microsoft Windows and Microsoft Office (Word, Excel, PowerPoint),

should also be highlighted.
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2. Fulfilling the requirements for the academic position

The candidate Christian Tanushev meets the national requirements on Art.2b,
#2 and 3 from the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic

of Bulgaria and the additional requirements of UNWE for applying to the procedure,
including:

2.1. Meeting the quantitative requirements
e He holds a Ph.D.
e He is an Associate Professor at UNWE since 2005
e He has published a monography as well as other articles and
presentations.
For the requirements of groups A, B, C, D, and E Tanushev has 980 pointswhich
exceeds the requirement of 550 points.
He meets also the requirements of UNWE with 1819 points which exceeds
the required 520 points.
The overall score of 2799 points is substantially higher than the national
requirements and the additional requirements of UNWE for a professorship.

2.2. The qualitative requirements

e Assoc. Prof. Christian Tanushev is an established researcher and author with
contributions from national and international perspectives. He has participated
as a reviewer in several academic journals in the area of his research interests
and they are in the scope of the position for which he applies. He managed
research projects, and consultancy. He visited different well-known academic
institutions in different countries and has been lecturing there. He has been
Chairman of the Security and Stock Exchange Commission, Director of the
Budget Committee of the National Health Fund, as well as CFO of the National
Cardiologic Hospital.

e Assoc. Prof C. Tanushev is a well-known lecturer at UNWE, and he has been
teaching at different universities in Madrid, the Netherlands, Italy, Portugal,
Lithuania, and Cyprus.

e He authored 26 modules (4 in English and 22 in the Bulgarian language).

¢ He has lectured in education programs of staff of financial institutions,
insurance brokers, and CEOs and managers of health institutions.

e His professional interests are related to the topic/area of position for which he
applies. His publications are also in that area.

e He uses many cases based on his professional experience and the students



like his classes.

e With his overall work Assoc. Prof. C. Tanushev contributes to the development
of UNWE. The collaborative program for a joint BA in Marketing with the
University Saxion, The Netherlands has been established with his active
participation.

The fulfillment of the qualitative criteria for becoming a professor proves the
high standards of the candidate, and they are a guarantee that he will contribute to
the further development of the Department of Marketing and Strategic Planning.

2.3. According to the decision of the Council for the habilitation of
UNWE the candidate fits the criteria for the position of professor at
UNWE.

3. Evaluation of the teaching activities of the candidate

Assoc. Prof. C. Tanushev is teaching or has been teaching different modules,
including: Forecasting and Planning, Corporate Planning, Stock Exchange
Operations, International Marketing, Corporate Analyses and Forecasting,
International Business Strategies, International Business, Planning in the Investment
Companies, Negotiation Strategies, Corporate Security, Media Planning, History and
Theory of Advertising.

At UNWE he had 1883 hours of teaching and 633 hours of seminars in the BA
programs, as well as 1779 hours of teaching and 240 hours of seminars in the MA
programs. In the same period, he had 600 hours of teaching at ISK, and 770 hours of
teaching in English language for the BA program in Marketing and strategic planning.
He has been teaching 2190 hours at the campus in Smolian.

The great lecturing involvement of C. Tanushev, all relevant for the position for
which he applies, proves his high academic standards and achievements in teaching.

Assoc. Prof. C. Tanushev has supervised three Ph.D. students from the
department of Marketing and strategic planning, who received a Ph.D.

Based on all said above it is absolutely clear that the candidate fits the
requirements for the position of professor at UNWE according to the requirements of
the procedure.

4. Brief presentation of the submitted publications

Assoc. Prof. C. Tanushev has presented 21 publications, including:

12 articles and papers in non-referenced in Scopus and Web of science

e 4 of the submitted papers are in English, and one of them is in Russian
language.

According to the report Tanushev has supervised 2 university projects and he
has participated in 3 national projects and 2 university science and academic projects.

His research and publications result can be grouped in the following areas:

. Financial management — dividend policy, investment schemes, financial

planning, capital market, health insurance system (Ne 1, 3, 5, 10, 14, 15,17, 20

from the list of publications).

. Marketing — International marketing, global marketing, gaming in

marketing, competition, financial marketing (Ne 2, 9, 13, 18, 19 from the list)

. Management of economic systems — strategic thinking and strategic

planning, economic growth, ownership and economic decisions, scenario for

the development of the Bulgarian economy (Ne 6, 7, 8, 11, 12, 16, 20 from the
list of publications).

. Strategies for academic and research policies (Ne 4 from the list).

The listed areas of research publications of C. Tanushev correspond to the
topic of the procedure for a professorship. The publications are well presenting the
development of theory, they are analytical and do not contain plagiarism.

It is clear from the submitted report that the candidate has received positive
comments and approval at home and abroad. It has been shown that he has 5
referrals in academic papers, 17 referrals in monographs and co-authored
publications in Sc and WoS publications, as well as 14 other references.

Synthesis of the main research and applied research contributions

It can be summarized that Tanushev has at least 5 main research and applied
research contributions:

In the area of financial management:

* The main practices and trends in the dividend policy in Bulgaria are put in
a systematic order. The determinants of the dividend policy of public companies are
discussed.

» A theoretical framework is proposed based on research done on the
collective investment schemes. The investment behavior of the non-professional
investors is analyzed.

* The challenges to the health insurance and the parameters of such a policy
are outlined.
In the area of marketing:



* The theoretical and applicable model of international marketing is explored
contributing to the interpretation of the role of globalization and increased international
economic ties.

« Competition, competitiveness, and competitive advantage are examined
in relation to developing marketing strategies. Methods for analysis of the competitors
are proposed, including methods for achieving competitive advantage over the main
rivals.

In the area of managing economic systems:

* The relationship between strategic thinking and strategic planning in the
management of economic systems is discussed with the aim to achieve strategic
advantage.

+ Conclusions from the previous research on different factors, related to
economic growth are presented. The results are based on research done in the Balkan
countries.

In the area of pedagogical policy:

Empirical research on the relationship between attendance in classes and
academic results in the case of digital education is presented. The research was done
during the pandemic.

Theoretical contributions:

The terminology has been discussed with the aim to improve the terms in
financial instruments, competition, globalization, global marketing, and economic
growth. Theoretical models on the dividend policy are proposed. They are related to
the strategic thinking and strategic planning in managing the economic systems.

Methodological contributions:

The approaches and methods for the analysis of the competition at national,
business, and company levels are classified. Econometric models for determining the
elements of the dividend policy of the public companies in Bulgaria are proposed.
Methodology for empirical research using quantitative and qualitative methods for
studying the intentions of the individual investors in collective investment schemes is
provided. The relationship between attending classes and achieving certain academic
results is proposed.

Application-related contributions:
Validation of methods, models, and methodology in conducting empirical
studies and drawing useful conclusions for practice.

| am sure that the contributions discussed above are the personal achievements
of the candidate. This conclusion is based also on the fact that most of the submitted
publications are of the candidate, not co-authorship.

5. Main critical remarks and suggestions:
| do not have critical notes for the candidate. My main suggestion to him is to
continue his research in studying the new conditions for developing the marketing,
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financial, and investment policies after 2020.
