The competitive procedure is announced for the needs of the Department of Marketing
and Strategic Planning, Faculty of Management and Administration of the UNWE according
to the Decision of the Academic Council Ne 5/01.06.2022.
| participate in the scientific jury of the competition according to the Order
Ne2391/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs of UNWE.

10. Brief information about the candidates

The only candidate in the announced competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian
Anastasov Tanushev, a full-time lecturer at the Department of Marketing and Strategic
Planning, UNWE since 2005. | should particularly mention that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian
Tanushev has successfully combined his academic work with holding high management
positions, such as: Chairman of the Securities and Stock Exchange Commission (1996-1997);
Director of the Budget Directorate at the National Health Insurance Fund (1999-2003);
Economic Director of the MHAT-UNKB EAD (2007-2014), etc. He has been elected Deputy
Dean of the Faculty of Management and Administration and Director of the Economic Policy

Institute.



11. Fulfillment of the requirements for the academic position

The candidate in the announced competitive procedure Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian
Tanushev meets the requirements for holding the academic position "Professor" according to
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (DASRBA) (Article
29):

e Acquired scientific degree "Doctor";

e Experience of holding the academic post of Associate Professor at the same or another
institution of higher education or academic organization for at least two academic years, or,
alternatively, at least five years;

e A published monograph or equivalent contributions that have appeared in specialist
academic publications; alternatively, evidence of relevant artistic and creative achievements;
the work referred to herein shall not repeat work submitted in fulfillment of the criteria for
being awarded the higher education and academic degree of Doctor of Philosophy or the
academic degree of Doctor of Science, or for holding the academic post of Associate;

e Other original research works and publications, which do not repeat the works
submitted for obtaining the degree of Ph.D. and for holding the academic position of Associate
Professor;

e Compliance with the minimum national requirements under Article 2b, paragraphs (2)
and (3) of the DASRBA.

The candidate in the competitive procedure exceeds the national minimum
requirements of the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act
(Article 2b) and the Regulations for its application (Article 1a, paragraphs 2-3) for holding the
academic position of "professor” - the total number of 980 points accumulated by him exceeds
the minimum required threshold of 550 points.

It is clear from the submitted Card for fulfilling the quantitative requirements for
holding the academic position of "Professor” at the UNWE that the candidate fully satisfies
the additional requirements of the UNWE according to the DASRBA (Article 2b, Paragraph
5) and the Regulations for its application (Article 1a, Paragraphs 2-3) - the candidate scores 1
819 points against the required 520 points.



The conclusion is that in terms of the quantitative requirements there is a significant
excess (2.61 times) of the required minimum number of points for holding the academic
position "Professor" at UNWE.

The Card for the fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for holding the academic
position "Professor” at UNWE, presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Tanushev, confirms
the compliance of the applicant with the mentioned requirements. The following facts and
circumstances justify such a conclusion: strong and sustainable over time leadership and
participation in significant research and applied science projects; high faculty mobility for
teaching at foreign universities; activities in joint programs with foreign universities; a large
number of newly developed and updated curricula, including in English; recognition and
authority in our academic community, which is confirmed by the academic leadership positions
held; strong achievements outside of the university, contributing to maintaining the good name
and reputation of the UNWE.

The attached opinion of the Habilitation Council of UNWE on the participation of
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Tanushev in the competitive procedure for the academic position of
"Professor" in the professional field 3.8 Economics, scientific specialty "Planning™ is positive.

12. Evaluation of teaching activities

The total teaching load of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Tanushev for the period after
taking up the academic position of Associate Professor in 2005 is impressive - 6923 hours of
lectures and 853 hours of seminars (the number includes the hours held both at the UNWE and
other universities in Bulgaria). During the mentioned period, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian
Tanushev has taught courses in the field of the announced competition: "Forecasting and
Planning™; "Firm Analyses and Forecasting™; "Balanced Scorecard™; "Investment Consulting™;
"Exchanges and Exchange Operations”; "Money and Capital Markets"; " Planning in
Investment Companies™; "Game Theory"; "Competitive Strategies”, etc. Under his
supervision, 3 Ph.D. students have successfully defended their dissertations.

Based on the aforesaid, it can be concluded that the teaching experience and academic
competence of the candidate correspond to the scientific specialty of the competition and bring
out Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Tanushev as a leading teacher in Bulgaria in the field of planning

and some of its specific projections.



13. Brief description of the submitted scientific papers/publications

For participation in the competitive process Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Tanushev has
submitted scientific works (21 publications), including monographs (1 independent as a
habilitation thesis); chapters from collective monographs (3); studies (1 published in a
scientific journal, refereed and indexed in Web of Science;); articles (4), reports from scientific
conferences (9); university textbooks (3, of which 1 independent and 2 - co-authored). Five of
the publications are in English, and one is in Russian.

Thematically, the research interests and publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian
Tanushev can be attributed to the following areas:

e Financial management and planning, including dividend policy, management of
collective investment schemes, financial planning, capital market, and health insurance system.
Key deliverables in the area:

— Based on a comprehensive empirical study the main practices in the dividend policy of
public companies in Bulgaria are systematized. Using econometric models, the
determinants of the dividend policy of public companies in Bulgaria are identified.

— Collective investment schemes in Bulgaria and the factors influencing the supply and
demand of their products are studied. Justified generalizations are made about the
investment behaviour of retail investors, actual or potential clients of these schemes,
their marketing profile, etc.

— The main problems and opportunities for voluntary health insurance are outlined, as
well as factors in the formation of a voluntary health insurance policy.

e Theory and methodology of planning, including strategic thinking and strategic
planning, economic growth, ownership and economic decisions, and scenarios for the
development of the Bulgarian economy. Main results:

— Original argumentation on the dialectical relationship between strategic thinking and
strategic planning in the management of economic systems and the main components
of strategic thinking as a basis for creating strategic advantages of organizations of
different types and ranks.

— Justification of the impact on the economic growth of Bulgaria (and other EU countries

and the Balkan region) of such factors as the development of the capital market and its
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regulation, the social environment, forms of ownership, grant schemes, and other
financial instruments and EU funds.

e Specific aspects of marketing and marketing planning, including international
marketing, global marketing, gamification in marketing, competition and competitive
strategies, and financial marketing. Key outcomes:

— A typology of approaches and methods for analyzing competition at the three levels -

national, industry, and firm - is presented.

The content analysis of the publications reveals a sustained and deep scientific interest
of the candidate in the mentioned areas, upgrading and developing over the years. The
publications are distinguished by the actuality of the research problems and the practical

applicability of the results.

14. Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and applied contributions of the
candidate

The candidate's scientific achievements can be attributed to "enriching existing

knowledge" and to "applying existing theory and methodology to explain and analyze specific

practical problems”. In section 5 of this opinion, the main results of the scientific and applied

research of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Tanushev were indicated, which can be considered as

contributions to the development of existing knowledge and the solution of specific practical

problems.

15. Main critical remarks and recommendations

I have no comments or recommendations for the candidate.

16. Conclusion
The high level of teaching maturity and professional qualification of Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Christian Tanushev, as well as his research results and institutional commitment, meet the legal

and internal requirements of the announced competitive procedure for the academic position
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of "Professor" at the UNWE.

The aforementioned gives me grounds to propose Assoc. Prof. Dr. Christian Anastasov

Tanushev to occupy the academic position "Professor" in the scientific specialty "Planning" in

the professional field 3.8. Economics.
