Regarding: Competition for an Associate Professor in the scientific
specialty "Accounting, control and analysis of business activity (tax control)" in
professional direction 3.8. Economics at UNWE.

1. Information about the contest

The competition has been announced for the needs of the "Financial
Control" Department, Financial and Accounting Faculty of the UNWE
according to Decision of the AC No. 5/01.06.2022. T participate in the
composition of the scientific jury for the competition according to Order No.
2393/28.09.2022 of Deputy. Rector for Research and International Cooperation
of the UNWE.

2. Information about the candidates in the competition

According to the announced competition for "Associate Professor", the
candidate is Ch. Assistant Dr. Georgi Hristov Ranchev. He is currently a
lecturer in the "Financial Control" Department at UNWE and holds the
academic position of "Chief Assistant".

Chief Assistant Dr. Georgi Hristov Ranchev was born on June 18, 1972.
He graduated from the English language high school in his hometown of
Plovdiv. In 1995 he graduated from UNWE - Sofia, majoring in "Finance". He
won a three-month fellowship in 1999 for research on the EU tax
harmonization process and international taxation and specialized at the
University of Oxford, United Kingdom. This was followed by a second
scholarship - International Policy Fellowship, OSI, Hungary for research related
to the creation of a free trade zone in South-Eastern Europe. The third



specialization of the Chief Assistant Dr. Georgi Hristov Ranchev in 2001 was at
the Woodrow Wilson Center, Washington, USA. There he received a three-
month scholarship for scientific research in connection with the creation of a
free trade area in South-Eastern Europe and the harmonization of the tax
legislation of the countries in the region according to the requirements of the
European Commission.

From 05.2012 until 20.02.2015 Ch. Assistant Dr. Georgi Ranchev studied
at the Department of "Financial Control" of the UNWE and after defending a
dissertation on the topic "Diagnostic tax review on VAT taxation of supplies
with a place of performance in the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria"
received the Doctor’s Degree. In the period from 2012 to 2015, he was a part-
time Assistant in the "Financial Control" Department. He was appointed as an
Assistant in the "Financial Control" Department in 2015, and has held the
position of Chief Assistant since April 2017.

Associate Professor candidate Georgi Ranchev began his professional
career in 1996. as a tax inspector at the Ministry of Finance, Directorate "Large
Taxpayers", Plovdiv. He participated in tax revisions and forecasting, revenue
collection and participation in working groups for amendments to the Law on
Excises and the draft law on VAT, which entered into force on 01.01.1999.

In 1998 started working in one of the largest auditing companies in the
world - "KPMG Bulgaria" OOD and subsequently held the position of Tax
Manager. Among his priority areas are indirect and corporate taxes. In the
company, he gained valuable experience and skills and managed to establish
himself as a professional in the field. In 2005 he started working as a Financial
Manager at "Business Park Sofia" EOOD, which is an investment and project of
the "Lindner" Group, Germany. In 2007 was appointed co-manager in "Lindner
Immobilien Management" EOOD, and in 2009 - sole Bulgarian General
Manager of the company. As such, he is responsible for the management of the
large-scale projects of the "Lindner" Group in Bulgaria, among which, in
addition to Business Park Sofia (until mid-2008), there are also Residential Park
Sofia and Residential Park Lozen. Both projects were very successful and
continue to grow in stages to this day, covering a wide range of activities such
as construction and project management, sales, marketing, financial
management, facility and property management.

Ch. Assistant Dr. Georgi Ranchev has excellent foreign language skills.
Since he graduated from an English language high school, he has a perfect
command of written and spoken English. He also has excellent knowledge of
Russian, German and Spanish.

Ch. Assistant Dr. Georgi Ranchev has participated in the development
and implementation of scientific research projects financed with the funds of
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scientific research activities of the UNWE. Ch. Assistant Dr. Georgi Ranchev is
also the coordinator of the cooperation agreement between UNWE and MDV
Professional Education EOOD.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic

position

The fulfillment of the requirements under this point is analyzed and
evaluated based on what is presented in the Map for the fulfillment of the
quantitative requirements and the Map for the fulfillment of the qualitative
requirements for occupying the academic position "Associate Professor" at
UNWE, presented by the candidate.

Ch. Assistant Professor, Dr. Georgi Ranchev, has fulfilled the national
minimum quantitative requirements under the RASRB (Art. 2b) and the
Regulations for its application (Art. 1a, Para. 1) for the academic position of
"Associate Professor". The total number of points of the candidate under
Section I is 480, with a minimum required number of points of 400. In this
number, the candidate has met (and exceeded) the minimum thresholds for
separate groups - A, B, C, D and E. The candidate Georgi Ranchev has also met
the additional minimum quantitative requirements of the UNWE for occupying
the academic position "Associate Professor" in the UNWE. With a minimum of
320 points required, the candidate has a total of 470 points. In this number, the
candidate has met (and exceeded) the minimum thresholds for individual
groups (F, H, I, K) and positions. The total of Sections I and II amounts to 950
points, with a minimum requirement of 720 points.

From the presented Map for the fulfillment of the quality requirements of
Ch. Assistant Professor Georgi Ranchev, Ph.D., he more than adequately meets
this part of the requirements for occupying the academic position of "Associate
Professor". The applicant has submitted much categorical evidence of
performance in relation to each of the criteria set out in the map, including:

- Established researcher with contributions.

- Established lecturer with a contribution to teaching, learning and
pedagogical development.

- Received public recognition in practice.

- Contribution to strengthening the good name of UNWE.

Unfortunately, due to the limitations to the volume of this review, I
cannot list even a small part of the applicant's achievements in the aspects thus
listed.
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The candidate Georgi Ranchev received a positive opinion from the
Habilitation Council of the UNWE (Protocol No. 4 of 11.05.2022), which was
issued based on a thorough review of the submitted evidence for the Card for
the fulfillment of the quantitative requirements and the Card for the fulfillment
of the qualitative requirements.

4. Evaluation of teaching and learning activity

According to the certificate of work experience issued by the Human
Resources Directorate of the UNWE, Ch. Assistant Professor Georgi Hristov
Ranchev works under an employment contract at UNWE from 21.09.2015 and
as 0f 09.09.2022 he has work experience at the university - 6 years, 11 months
and 18 days, of which 5 years, 4 months and 15 days as Chief Assistant. During
all this time, the candidate was a member of the "Financial Control" department
and had a sufficiently high classroom study load. The total classroom workload
for the period amounts to 955 lecture hours and 795 hours of exercises or 135
points, with a minimum requirement of 100 points for the UNWE.

The candidate - Ch. Assistant Professor Georgi Ranchev, PhD, has over
10 years of rich teaching experience at UNWE, and since 2012 he has been a
part-time Assistant in the "Financial Control" department, subsequently an
Assistant. Currently, he is the main Assistant leading lectures and exercises in
Bulgarian and English in the following disciplines:

» "Taxation and tax control" for "Bachelor" Degree;

* "Tax control of legal entities" for "Master" Degree;

« "Tax control over direct taxes" for "Master" Degree;

* "Tax and Social Insurance Control - Part 1 and 2" for the specialty
"Accounting, Financial Control and Finance” taught in English" - 2 semesters -
"Master" Degree, accredited by ACCA.

The candidate for "Associate Professor" - Dr. Georgi Ranchev, also has
experience as a lecturer in specialized courses on taxation and control at IDES
(ICPA).

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Ranchev has proven himself as a very
good and successful University teacher. This is evidenced by the results of the
conducted surveys and the attitude of the students. I have conducted and
continue to conduct joint courses with Ch. Assistant Ranchev for "Tax control
of legal entities" and "Tax control of direct taxes". I am impressed by the high
quality of his teaching work, including his professional attitude,
demandingness, his ability to motivate students and his desire to help them in
the learning process.



The accumulated teaching experience from Ch. Associate Professor
Ranchev is sufficient and in full accordance with the direction of the
competition. This makes him fully prepared for holding the academic position
of "Associate Professor" in the scientific specialty "Accounting, control and
analysis of economic activity (tax control)" at the UNWE and for conducting
independent lecture courses at the Bachelor’s and Master's courses.

5.  General characteristics of the presented scientific

works/publications

The candidate Ch. Associate Professor Georgi Ranchev participated in
this competition with a total of 11 scientific papers/publications, presented by
type in the following table:

The works presented are independent publications. All articles are in
scientific journals, referenced and indexed in other international databases of
scientific information. Part of the publications, and first the textbook, are
directly related to the educational activity.

From the review of the presented scientific production, almost all of the

applicant's research work is precisely on the topic and sub-topic of the

competition. This applies to the monograph, almost all articles and reports, the

study aid (textbook).
The presented publications, including the monographic work, are

different from the topic of the dissertation work and do not repeat the
publications presented in connection with the acquisition of the ONS "Doctor". '




The presented scientific production of the candidate is distinguished by its high
quality and high scientific and scientific-applied results.

The candidate's monograph, with a total volume of 185 pages, is
presented as a habilitation thesis. It was peer-reviewed by two qualified persons
and was published by a specialized scientific publishing house of UNWE. The
monographic work is dedicated to a current topic with pronounced practical
significance. A wide range of unsolved problems of scientific and scientific-
applied interest has been researched. The monograph provides an interesting
look at real estate taxation issues. The author has gone into the depth of the
researched area, both theoretically and practically. The period of the empirical
study in its various aspects is appropriately chosen. A serious and useful
empirical analysis has been carried out, which is well illustrated with tables,
figures, and an impressive number of logical diagrams. All this has contributed
to shaping the monograph as a complete, independent scientific product with
high merits and with its scientific and scientific-applied contributions. This also
distinguishes the author as a capable and competent researcher in the field of
tax control.

6. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

The focus of the research work of Ch. Assistant Professor Georgi
Ranchev, Ph.D., is on an area on which relatively little work is done in
Bulgaria. Together with the candidate's qualities highlighted above, this also
favored the achievement of significant scientific and scientific-applied results.
The research topics are appropriately selected and researched thoroughly and
competently. The more important scientific and scientific-applied contributions
in the monograph and other publications of the candidate can be systematized
as follows:

« Comprehensive study of the variety of legal sources related to the tax
treatment of real estate transactions in Bulgaria and at the EU level.

» Detailed analysis of the relevant legal provisions for each considered
specific issue related to the taxation of real estate transactions incl. the practice
of the revenue administration on the matters concerned.

« An in-depth study of the practice of the ECJ and the SAC on specific
problems addressed by the author in the monograph and, accordingly, proposals
for possible solutions, richly illustrated with examples and logical schemes.

« The specific guidelines for legislative changes proposed by the author
in the monograph could simplify and to a certain extent improve the taxation
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regime. Among the more important changes proposed by the author to the tax
laws are the introduction of a reduced VAT rate of 9% for the supply of new
housing as part of the social policy allowed by Directive 112/2006/EC and the
creation of a new Withholding Tax Act, which summarizes the various regimes
provided for in the ZKPO (CITA), ZDDFL (PITA) and DOPK (TSSPC). As
other possible tax changes, the monograph mentions the reform of local taxes,
such as abolishing inheritance tax and gift tax, and other taxes, such as Tax on
Immovable Properties and transfer tax, being simplified and moving to uniform
rates of local taxes applicable at the Republican level.

« Definition of a conceptual model of a digital ecosystem for mandatory
electronic invoicing in Bulgaria based on a centralized system administered by
the National Revenue Agency (for the monograph, which is not the main
habilitation thesis).

« Key questions, case studies and tasks have been systematized in a
textbook on taxation and control, with the aim of supporting the theoretical and
practical training of students on the CITA, VAT Act and PITA.

« Expert analysis of current problems of tax legislation, which create
difficulties in carrying out tax control by the revenue administration, including
VAT taxation on the sale of shares of companies owning real estate, application
of a reduced VAT rate of 9% when using sports facilities, taxation of company
cars for personal purposes. Part of the candidate's proposals, including
regarding the decrease of the tax base for VAT purposes of uncollectible
receivables are considered in projects of the Ministry of Finance to amend
specific provisions (Article 78, Paragraph 2 and Article 115, new Paragraphs 8-
11) of the VAT Act.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

Considering the considerable teaching and research experience of Ch.
Assistant Professor Georgi Ranchev, I would recommend him to strengthen the
promotion of his research and contributions internationally, by increasing the
number of publications in foreign indexed and refereed scientific journals.



8. Conclusion

The above-mentioned facts and findings regarding the previous teaching
and research activity of the candidate in the competition Ch. Assistant Dr.
Georgi Hristov Ranchev, as well as the fulfillment of the requirements and
criteria of ZRASRB and UNWE, are sufficient reason to recommend Ch.
Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi Hristov Ranchev, to be elected to the academic
position "Associate Professor (Docent)" in the "Financial Control" Department
at the University of National and World Economy.
