Information about the competition
The competition was open for the needs of the Department of Economic Sociology
(Faculty of General Economics of UNWE) pursuant to Decision of Academic
Council No 5/01.06.2022. | am on the scientific panel for the competition pursuant to
Order No 2403/28.09.2022 of the Vice-Rector for Research and International Affairs
of UNWE Assoc. Prof. Dr. Michael Musov.

Brief_information_about the candidates in _the competition. The only candidate in this
competition is Assistant Professor Todorka Dimova Kineva, PhD — lecturer at the
Department of Economic Sociology.

Meeting the requirements for taking up the academic position. There is evidence proving
that the candidate has met the quantity and quality requirements for participation in the
competition. Evidence: A) the card for meeting the quantity requirements for taking up the
academic position “Associate Professor” shows that Todorka Kineva scores a total of 640
points by sections A+ B + C + D + E + F (against a required minimum of 400 points); the
sum total of points by sections G + H + | + K is 484.1 points (against a required minimum of
320 points); c¢) the sum total of points under sections | and Il is 1124 (against a required
minimum of 720) B) The card for meeting the quality requirements for taking up the
academic positions PROFESSOR and ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR at UNWE shows the
following: there is convincing evidence that Assist. Prof. T. Kineva, PhD meets and
surpasses these requirements. C) The Habilitation Council of UNWE at a meeting from 11
May 2022 (Protocol 4) took the following decision: “The application of Assist. Prof. T.
Kineva, PhD for participation in the competition for taking up the academic position
“Associate Professor” in professional strand 3.1 Sociology, anthropology and cultural
studies, Sociology, featuring a positive opinion of the Committee on quantity requirements
for taking up academic positions in UNWE, meets the quantity and quality requirements
adopted by the Academic Council. The Habilitation Council issues a positive opinion about
the potential candidate in the competition Assist. Prof. T. Kineva, PhD and proposes to the




Department of Economic Sociology to initiate the launching of a competition for taking up
the academic position “Associate Professor” at UNWE.”

Assessment of the educational-teaching activity. The materials presented for the
competition lead to the conclusion that Assist. Prof. T. Kineva, PhD has a considerable
teaching experience and high level of preparedness; these characteristics make her suitable
for taking up the academic position ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR. Evidence:

- As at September 2022 she has nearly 8 years of university experience (work
experience); out of it — nearly 5 years’ experience as assistant professor (prior to this
she was an assistant and a part-time assistant).

- She has a full teaching workload (obvious from the presented official record, issued
by the Educational documentation, reporting and control division).

- She teaches subjects to bachelors as follows: Economic sociology, Conflict sociology,
Family sociology, Sociology of personality; Social policy; Corporate culture. To
masters: Society and crisis; Organizational behavior and conflict management in
organizations; Conflict sociology. Taken together these subjects comprise an
extensive area of sociological knowledge. The scientific output of T. Kineva testifies
to the level of her preparedness in some of these strands.

- Dr. T. Kineva is an author (co-author) of a student book (The world of ethics) — a
serious argument in favour of the attention she dedicates to her teaching work and the
resource security of the educational process.

All these things together (educational-teaching activity; level of preparedness) give grounds
to draw the following conclusion: the professional experience and level of preparedness
make the candidate fully suitable for taking up the academic position ASSOCIATE
PROFESSOR in the specialty Sociology (Family sociology).

Brief characteristics of the presented scientific papers/publications. Based on the
publications submitted for the competition | have made the following findings and
conclusions:
- The scientific publications are considerable in terms of volume and contents.® For
participation in the competition three texts with the character of monographs have
been presented (No I8, 11, 1T from the list of publications for the competition) and a
student book — IV (in co-authorship). Presented separately are: five articles in
scientific journals (V — 1, 2, 3, 4, 5). Two reports delivered at scientific conferences
(VI — 1, 2). The total volume of these texts surpasses 600 printed author’s pages.® The
presented works (naturally) do not overlap with those, which the colleague Dr. T.
Kineva presented for her participation in the competition for assistant professor. At
the same time, they continue along the line of her scientific interests.
- The main problem-thematic fields are in the area of general sociology, family
sociology, conflict sociology, crisis sociology; an individual subject of attention is the

“woman” (“the Bulgarian woman”). Although each of these fields is an object of
independent interest, their research by one and the same scholar deserves a positive
assessment — the nature of the sociological knowledge gives an opportunity for
,.interdisciplinarity” and context enrichment — respectively a deeper and more
reflexive understanding of the studied phenomena.

- | consider as the most valuable scientific results the following: systematic and
sustainable development of sociological stances on the problem-thematic fields:
family, conflicts, crises. Deepening and expanding the sociological knowledge in
each of these fields on the basis of interdisciplinary relations, mutually enriching
contexts, reflexiveness and quality of the sociological knowledge.

A summarized assessment of the main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of
the candidate. The claim for original scientific contributions (contained in Reference for
original scientific contributions) can be acknowledged. Part of the theoretical contributions
are related to the sociological reflections on “woman” (“the Bulgarian woman”) — scientific
contributions - No 1, 2, 3, 4 and the development of the sociological knowledge about crises
(No5) based on the studies of the COVID-19 pandemics. Given the fact that the assessed
texts - on the whole — are based on solid research, an original contribution is the justification,
preparation, development, verification (validation) of the methodology and the set of tools of
this research. Based on the obtained scientific and research results, evidence has been
presented for possibilities for their application (see scientific-applied contributions — No 1, 2,
3) and their actual application (Ibid. No 4). Taking into consideration the sustainability of the
author’s scholarly interests there are reasons to assess the results obtained so far also as a
milestone — a necessary step towards the development of research projects sustainable over
time.

Main critical notes and recommendations. | have no specific critical comments to make
towards the candidate. My recommendation is that, without restricting her participation in the
scholarly life, she should put the necessary efforts into publishing the priority scientific
outcomes from her research in journals with better recognisability and impact on the
scientific community. Given the quality of the obtained results, this lies fully in her power.

Conclusion. The above-stated gives me reasons to draw the following conclusion: Assistant
Professor Todorka Dimova Kineva, PhD meets all general and specific requirements (laid
down in the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria; the
Rules for applying this act; the Rules of UNWE) for taking up the academic position
ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR in PS 3.1 Sociology, anthropology and cultural studies,
scientific subject SOCIOLOGY (family sociology). | have sufficient motives to support the
decision to appoint T. Kineva to the academic position ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR.
