2. Brief information about the candidates in the competition

The only candidate in this competition is Assistant Professor Todorka Dimova
Kineva, Scientific Secretary at the Department of Economic Sociology in UNWE.

Todorka Kineva was a PhD student at the Department of Economic Sociology. From
2010 to 2014 she was a part-time lecturer and after defending her PhD thesis in 2014 she was
appointed as an assistant in the same department. Three years later she holds the academic
position “Assistant Professor”.

Assist. Prof. Todorka Kineva, PhD has graduated in sociology — bachelor and master
degree, acquired at UNWE, in 2007 and in 2009 respectively. In the period 2008-2018 the
candidate has acquired three additional qualifications — for assistant in business services,
business protocol and etiquette and for internal auditor of quality management systems.

Social, economic
and legal sciences. Given the minimum threshold of 720 points, she scores a total of 1124
points.

The greatest over-performance of national minimal requirements (250 points against
the required 50) is achieved by group of indicators D, related to the candidate’s citations.

Dr. Kineva participates in the competition with three monographs — habilitation work,
monograph, which has not been presented as habilitation and a book based on a defended
dissertation. A textbook has also been presented, of which Dr. Kineva is a co-author, for
which the respective points have been correctly awarded. The candidate has applied for the
competition with five articles and two reports. Separate lists include the publications of Dr.



Kineva, used in the competition for assistant professor and in the procedure for acquiring the
educational-scientific degree “Doctor”. Comparison of the publications used in the previous
procedures for holding the academic positions and for acquiring educational-scientific degree
“doctor” with the publications, presented for this competition shows that they do not overlap.

Assist. Prof. T. Kineva, PhD has presented information for participation in five
projects. One of them — “European Social Survey (ESS-ERIC)” — is a prestigious long-term
international research project in the field of social sciences and is included in the National
Roadmap for Scientific Infrastructure of the Republic of Bulgaria 2018-2023.

3.2. Meeting quality requirements

The habilitation council of UNWE has presented a positive opinion on the compliance
with quality requirements for the academic position “associate professor” with a potential
candidate Dr. Kineva.

In this opinion | will mention only few of the indicators, which give convincing grounds
for a positive assessment of the compliance with the quality requirements of UNWE.

The activities of the candidate in her capacity as scientific secretary of the Department of
Economic Sociology over the past five years should be highly appreciated. With her
commitment and efficiency Dr. Kineva contributes considerably to the performance of
various tasks, concerning the activities of the department.

Dr. Kineva has been a member of three editorial teams of scholarly publications. She is a
member of two national professional organizations. Member of the Ethics Commission of the
Bulgarian Sociological Association and of the Management Board of Alumni Club
“Sociology, economy, psychology in UNWE”. She is member of the Faculty Council of the
Faculty of General Economics and of committees within the same faculty.

Dr. Kineva has made a contribution to the development of volunteering in UNWE —
activities which are to the benefit not only of the university, but of the whole society. She has
actively participated in the organization and holding of six scientific conferences, in
scientific committees and programme councils, as well as in research projects. She is mentor
of one PhD student, who is currently in training. The candidate’s active involvement with the
students deserves special attention, as well as her involvement in the academic life of the
university.

4. Assessment of the candidate’s teaching activity

The presented certificate testifying to the teaching workload shows that from 2016 to
2022 Dr. Kineva has had a total of 1056 hours of lectures and 570 hours of seminars. She
delivered lectures and seminars in subjects, which fully overlap with her research interests,
which is a prerequisite for a high degree of preparedness: Sociology of conflict, Sociology of
personality, Sociology of family, Society and crisis, Organizational behavior and conflict
management in organizations, Corporate culture, Social policy. A proof of Dr. Kineva’s high
level of teaching quality is the excellent grade (an average of 5.60), given by UNWE students
(94 students took part in the opinion poll) in the winter semester of 2021/2022.

5. Assessment of the candidate’s publications and scientific contributions
Based on the publications submitted for participation in the competition by Dr. Kineva
three main strands of her research activity can be identified:



The first one is the field of sociology of family, although it can also be related to the
sociology of woman and gender — a strand, which emerged with the aim of overcoming the
absence of woman in sociological analyses. This strand has been influenced and developed
by researchers who identify themselves as feminists. In this context it should be noted that
Dr. Kineva succeeds in taking a balanced stance and presenting an objective picture of the
Bulgarian woman in various historic, economic and social contexts. Dr. Kineva has
consistently explored the topic of the Bulgarian woman already since her dissertation thesis,
where she analyzed the role conflicts of woman in the Bulgarian society, placed in the
context of the family-work relations. In her habilitation she examines woman from a social-
historical perspective, presenting the Bulgarian woman in three different periods — the
patriarchal society, during socialism and in the democracy period. An empiric sociological
survey was also conducted, which, despite lacking representativeness, reveals the opinions
and evaluations of the participants concerning attitudes towards woman, her place, roles and
lifestyle in the Bulgarian society.

The second thematic strand of Dr. Kineva’s work, although not explicitly specified by the
author, falls within the problematic area of sociology of risk. This sociological strand is
exceptionally important, since in the times, in which we live (defined by some authors as late
modernity) risk escalation and a change in the risk scope and nature can be observed. The
risk is no longer a product only of external factors (for example natural disasters), but it is
related mainly to human actions and human incapacity to foresee the consequences of these
actions; risk has become an integral element of human life to an extent that allows us to
claim that we live in a permanent uncertainty or as Ulrich Beck put it in a nutshell in “risk
society”. This, in my opinion, creates the necessity of putting on the table the question of
risks in different social spheres much more often, requires this question to be studied
thoroughly and in more detail in the scientific community and to be presented and discussed
with the general public. Dr. Kineva has gathered and presented information about the current
crisis (and related risks), which affected (and its consequences are still affecting) the whole
world — the COVID-19 pandemics. In her research the author first studies the pandemics in a
historical perspective, compares policies applied by the European states in this period. The
empiric sociological research, presented by Dr. Kineva in her publications reveals the
opinion and evaluation of the impact of the pandemic in Bulgaria of two groups of
respondents — one group comprises unemployed and employers and the second group —
students. The author’s approach to studying the opinion and evaluations of different groups
in the Bulgarian society should be assessed positively, since in the past more than two years
we have become witnesses of a division between people, caused by the studied issue. This
can be clearly observed in the third topic, included by Dr. Kineva in her research — attitudes
towards vaccines. The COVID-19 pandemics and its consequences pose a risk, the impact of
which on every social sphere is not quite clear yet and calls for research of this kind.

The third strand is related to studying students’ professional realization. This topic seems
particularly important to Bulgarian universities and UNWE in particular in the context of the
widely discussed question about the connection between university education and the labour
market. Sociologists play an important role here, since by means of carrying out empiric
sociological surveys, analyzing and presenting data to the public and the policy-makers the
necessary conditions can be developed for knowledge-based policy making. The empiric
surveys, conducted by Dr. Kineva on issues related to the professional realization of students
and their understanding of “good life” contribute exactly in this direction.



6. Main critical notes and recommendations to the candidate

In my opinion I will give two recommendations for the candidate’s future work:

In the first place | would recommend that the topic about the Bulgarian woman should be
extended and complemented by the new theoretical achievements of the sociology of family
and the sociology of woman and gender, developed by Bulgarian and foreign scholars. This
could become a basis for a textbook, presenting main theories and approaches to studying
women in society, the family-work connection and so on.

In this connection | have a question for the candidate: Has she considered doing a
research on women in general not only the Bulgarian women in comparative perspective —
comparison of the roles, the place and the attitude towards women in different countries?

My second recommendation is that the candidate should focus her efforts more actively
on preparing publications for journals, indexed in world-famous databases for scientific
information. Actually this recommendation follows the direction, set by higher education and
science policies over the last few years and it is expected to be put into practice by academics
and researchers.

7. Conclusion

The candidate has met the requirements of the ADASRB, the Rules for its application
and the additional requirements of UNWE for holding the academic position “Associate
Professor”. In conclusion, I hereby state my positive opinion on the appointment of Assist.
Prof. Todorka Kineva, PhD to the academic position “Associate Professor” in the open
competition in the scientific specialty “Sociology” for the needs of the Department of
Economic Sociology at the Faculty of General Economics of the University of National and
World Economy.
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
