At a combined minimum threshold of sections | and Il are
720 points; realized 1124, respectively a little more than one and a half times higher, with the
greatest weight of groups A to E inclusive (57%). The evidence is satisfactory and this is
confirmed in the course of the review.

As for the so-called quality indicators, mainly characterizing the candidate's
additional active participation in social and educational activities (membership in
committees: in exams, editorial, defense of dissertations; supervision of doctoral students;
participation in conferences, projects, management of the university, courses, clubs, etc.) -
they are shown, but unmeasured, so orientation is difficult. Bearing in mind that qualitative
indicators can be converted into quantitative ones that also express quality, even with just
scoring. In the absence of this and reading the activities, we conclude that the qualitative
characteristics (which are not indicators) are also in favor of the candidate, satisfying the
fulfillment of qualitative requirements for occupying the academic position of "associate
professor”.
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4. Educational teaching activity

According to the certification information of the competent departments of the
UNWE, the candidate T. Kineva has so far completed an employment contract with the
UNWE for 8 years, of which 5 years (rounded - until the end of the year) as a chief assistant,
starting from September 2014. This shows the rapid growth in the work as an assistant with a
transition to a teaching job and responsibility to the belonging department "Economic
Sociology"”, composed by the experienced professors, by which by the candidate he learns.
From the academic year 2016/2017 to 2021/2022, 570 hours were spent as exercises
"Bachelor” students and 1025 hours as lectures with them, and another 31 hours with
"Master's" in nine academic disciplines, some of them delivered at English. They refer to the
sociology of personality, family and society, social policy, the nature of social and family-
personal conflicts, etc. It shows a keen aspiration towards the teaching activity,
correspondingly a transition from exercises to teaching with a double workload, growing
from 165 hours to 300 in the last year, with initial success also among master's students.
Following the healthy traditions of the teaching style of the UNWE and prepared as a good
sociologist, the candidate is already a mature teacher with well-systematized course programs
and pedagogical experience in training. He is able to satisfy the requirements in this regard
for holding the academic position of "associate professor”. He knows how to add his own
ideas and results from his research work and empirical observations on prominent social
challenges to the teaching of the educational material, which carefully and insistently
introduces students to the real social reality with its retrospective and prospective parameters.
Shows a youthful approach to the student community and knows how to communicate and
consult students, observing the rules of the learning process with academic competence in
relation to the specificity of sociology as a scientific specialty with practical applicability.

5. General characteristics of the publications presented in the competition

5.1. The publications presented in the competition contain the presentation and results
of scientific research in three main forms: monographs — 2 in number, articles in magazines -
ours and external - mainly 5 and 2 as reports from conferences published in proceedings and
Y part of a textbook, edition of the Publishing Complex - UNWE. The publications (about
650-700 550 pages in total, 60/60/84 format) are duly accepted by us for review, but
abbreviated as an exposition due to the restrictive size of the reviews. These publications
show the candidate's development as a university lecturer in sociology and a researcher in the
current post-dissertation period (May 2014).

5.2. Thematically, several directions are followed: sociological study of the
challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic; preparation and implementation of students -
sociologists; women's work and emancipation and the family.

The author's claim is confirmed that he devoted a whole decade to the theme of women and
their equality in development - as an achievement, aspiration, struggle, demand or as yet
unachieved aspiration. The successful style of the author is evident - to take a serious look at
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current public-state events and social life, to describe them with a sociological touch
situationally, often and retrospectively, tracking as fully as possible relevant publications in
our country, as well as abroad. It does not omit the documented opinions of the relevant
international organizations and unions, as well as many sources of information. The
conclusions are addressed to the public and, respectively, communities and individuals, and
mainly to the management institutions with competence for formulating social policies, etc.
and for the introduction and control of measures and legality in the country.

The language is light, accessible and persuasive, research-based, with terms from
other social sciences as well, with an attempt at interdisciplinary approach clearly manifested
in the candidate's habilitation work.

Characteristic of the candidate's research work as a sociologist is the choice of an
object of research as a modern manifestation in the process of development in a place and
time in which the author himself coexists. This explains the successive publications on the
chosen topic, affecting in general or individual aspects of the problem in a dynamic order.

In the conference material - a published article - Possibility of overcoming COVID-
19, sociological analysis (Soc. R., 1, 2021) the first manifestations of the phenomenon in our
country, called a new global crisis of the XXI century are treated and evaluated by the author
through special survey. An assessment is made of the possibilities of dealing with the first
state measures and social assistance in the case of labor restrictions, forced unemployment
and the decline of manufacturing enterprises and activities in services, regardless of financial
assistance. The effects of the state policy are assessed as unsatisfactory, short-term,
financially insufficient and missing the targeted users somewhere.

From the subsequent events related to the pandemic in the article "Vaccines through
the eyes of Bulgarian citizens" (Icon. and Soc. Alter., 4, 2021) a look is cast at the morbidity,
the informational difficulties in its explanation and the perception of citizens about the
effectiveness or usefulness of the mass and multilevel vaccination, as well as for the coercive
measures against the unvaccinated.

The next edition, with a dynamic sequence of time series until 2022 with the
manifestations of COVID-19 and the disease situation with changes in the environment, is a
complete monographic study of the pandemic as a crisis (Covid-19. The new crisis of the
XXI century. State and trends. Sofia, UNWE, 2022, 171 p. ISBN - 978-619-232-650-0). The
exposition unfolds to the essential characteristics of the pandemic and historical records of
pandemic events by disease agents, geographical areas and mortality to reach the events of
2019 and the spread from the pandemic center China of the new type of globally impacting
infectious disease under conditions suitable for the rapid its worldwide distribution (p. 25).
The similarities and differences compared to past pandemics are evaluated (chapter Il) in
order to arrive at the anti-crisis policies of the EU countries, as a reliable positive fact and a
lesson for other countries, including Bulgaria. The measures taken in several European
countries and their effectiveness according to their type under hard, soft and balanced
policies are discussed.
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With this, the monograph is informative, reassuring and educational, especially by the
results of the three sociological studies carried out as surveys on unemployed and employers,
as well as the two studies as discussions with students I and Il degrees. The unemployment
that occurred, the destabilization of companies, the decrease in the social status of families
and their ability to pay, the onset of poverty, the familiarization and compliance of the
measures by our population, the importance and attitude towards vaccines, including distrust
and consequences, are reflected (chapter V last of the monograph with its addressing to
citizens and competent authorities). It is an example of an effective sociological approach to
unexpected and dangerous events with damage to the social sphere and the way of life and
tracking the development. Appearing at an incomplete stage of the pandemic, requiring more
consistent observations and conclusions, this monograph can be considered interim in the
need for final conclusions on Covid-19, the likely subject of a new monograph.

A similar cumulative, dynamic, and updated time order and a proper method of the
empirical of inquiry are evident in the developed studies on of family, women, parenthood,
and the environment and emancipation. They are presented in the competition by several
articles and published conference reports, ending with a habilitation monographic - upgraded
work on the scope of problems and dynamic manifestations. The study presented in a
conference report (published in the Proceedings of the Il International Scientific Conference,
Belgrade, 2019) under the title "The Collision of Family-Work-Modern Projection™, (p. 271-
278) is of particular weight. The author's description of the collision is through trends in the
two opposite directions - damage to family from work and damage to work from family. The
collision is not unknown in the world of workers and the author himself, describing it
precisely. Success here lies in trying to assess which direction is stronger with a view to
making corrections from the competent institutions in order to achieve balance, satisfaction
and economic efficiency.

Empirical information and relative indicators of the distribution of the opinions of
real actors with their experiences were obtained by the author from specially selected data
from the 5th wave for Bulgaria in the well-known European Social Monitoring by three
questions for each of the two directions. The well-charted results refer to the answers to the
questions - by men, women and overall: preoccupation with work, tiredness from work,
hindrances to housework (more among women), time for reciprocity between family and
partners, hindering fatigue from home for concentration at work, etc. The attitude of the
workers towards the required rest time in case of work overload is also evaluated, from
which recommendations for flexible forms of employment follow. The general assessment of
the research is that working conditions prove stronger adverse effects on the family
compared to the opposite - of the family on the work.

Our opinion is that, as a social and personal problem, this research is an exceptional
challenge for our modern times and fully useful by its cognitive sociological character. We
allow ourselves to note here that it also reveals methodological possibilities, in the
development of which the needs for improvements in relation to the conditions and mutual
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influences between the family, individual destinies and inclinations as well and work as a
right and an obligation in the stages of human life. It is a question of continuation of the
research of the collision in the presence of the clearly defined signs of the two opposite and
interacting trends: work>family and family>work, presented as two regression lines, the
product of the coefficients of which leads to the coefficient of correlation and of
determination. It is a way to accurately determine the degree of impact and its changes.

The article in the competition under the title "Problems and challenges for the modern
Bulgarian family with children™ (Postmod. Problems, v. 11, 2, 2011) has a similar topics. In
the broad plan of changes during the transition to market economy, the changes in attitudes
towards the family and its economic status and functions in the responsibility of creating and
raising children, including under the influence of modern liberal ideology in the process of
restructuring the economy and value orientation, stand out here. The finding about the new
challenges and deterioration of the family environment, including in the expansion of the
emancipation of women, is made on the basis of official statistics and public assessment by
citing extremely well-selected authors, as well as according to the organized author's
sociological survey "The Woman's World of the Bulgarian Woman Today (I- IX, 2020),
involving the participation of 117 men and 147 women with their family, economic and
parental status and knowledge of the conditions of their gainful work and opportunities to
support the family and raise children. Difficulties in labor participation, insufficient income,
unemployment, etc. are noted as risks of poverty, estrangement from children, stagnation of
the family and the expansion of extramarital cohabitation as a preference and actually
achieved mass implementation, judging by the data on illegitimate children - 38.4% of live
births in 2006, 59.7% - 2020 (p. 129 ). The author's conclusion is that worsening problems
and challenges cannot be solved without "regulatory measures by the state and business™ (p.
135).

More optimistic is the author's assessment, published in the report (as a general
proceeding) on the occasion of the XXXIII Conference Program of the Eurasian
Organization (on Business and Economics), October 7-9, 2020, Madrid. The results of his
sociological observation in our country (I-VI, 2020) of 118 female respondents from 26
urban and rural residences to assess the "Lifeworld of today's Bulgarian woman" after the
experienced transition to a market economy are reported. The increasing managerial
participation and consolidation of women's workplaces in accordance with their higher
education, and resulting in improvements in their working and social life - with evidence
such as financial security, health, self-esteem, vitality and creativity, as well as improvements
in family and parenting.

Our overall assessment of the presented publications on the topic of women is that
each of the subsequent ones in the dynamic order of empirical observations in the changing
environment adds a new aspect or new elements to an already discussed aspect
(retrospectively or situationally) in building a complete social profile outlined in the
habilitation thesis.
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The main points of the considered publications on the discussed topic are naturally
and correctly included in the thesis of the habilitation work. It is even more important that
they find a place in the educational material, preparing young specialists for a realistic
perception of reality and a true assessment of the environment, modeling the social profile in
the modern challenges of the economic and social system in relation to the family and
employment, on which these themselves depend systems.

The publications presented in the competition reveal a new, but explainable and even
mandatory for a university-level teacher direction with the object of research being students
according to certain characteristics, problems and sociological specialization. Both
publications presented in the competition: The Bulgarian students' concept of the good life
(Rev. Inc, vol. 8, special, 2021), co-authored under a separation protocol and "Professional
realization of graduates of the Department of Economic Sociology" (Research Papers, vol. 1,
2018, UNWE), refer to students whose teacher is the candidate himself in the competition.
Without allowing intentionality in the assessments of the professional realization of the
students who graduated with different degrees and with different job success in different
fields. The independent article shows the serious and exciting attitude towards the graduates
and their work prospects, although the article itself is essentially a report. We believe that the
latter is a successful example for all educational institutions.

The collective article (with Prof. Vyara Stoilova, PhD) is a kind of interview with
one's own students (from different courses, therefore of different age and maturity), which
can also serve as an example. A rapprochement with the students is shown not on the
occasion of learning the study material, but as an interview on the philosophical and
emotional personality topic - about happiness and expectations (and not experiences not yet
fully realized) of a good life, characterized by the interviewees in different ways.
Communicating with students allows judging by their answers about their qualities,
inclination, maturity and emerging worldview, which is not indifferent to any teacher. The
corrections made by the teachers, expressing their own views, is a legitimate effort to turn the
interview into a kind of educational process. The candidate's real participation in this process
can also be judged by the curricula and the subject of the textbooks. There is presented in the
competition a solid textbook, compiled in co-authorship with Prof. M. Stoyanova (also with a
separating protocol, showing greater textual involvement of the candidate). It is our judgment
that the expertly compiled textbook contains information for consumption by students, but by
the general public, too regarding many for other countries and communities on the domestic
and public topic "The World of Etiquette”, Publishing Complex - UNWE, 2021, affecting
every person. Apart from the purposes of the teaching work, this textbook must be
distributed, reaching every community and person with its cognitive and educational
purpose. It explains the essence of etiquette and its types and etiquette behavior in public
places, including workplaces, among communities and places as an example of good
manners around the world. The latter are of diverse interest, and with popularization the
textbook can be expanded.
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5.3. About the habilitation work

The monographic publication of the Publishing Complex - UNWE "The Bulgarian
Woman between Tradition and Modernism™, 2021, 188 pp., ISBN - 978-619-232-441-4; 185
sources used (and additional according to the footnotes), presented as a habilitation thesis, is
a completed scientific sociological study. Belonging thematically and historically to the
long-stirred "women's question” of emancipation, the work suggests the author's boldness in
pouring himself into the subject of women in any of its varieties, as it is overflowing with
publications, reports, administrative files and official reporting statistics, as well as with
interpretations of sampling and typological sociological surveys. Citations to a large number
of sources in order to justify one's theses shows a good absorption of knowledge in the field
and exceptional good faith in citing the authors. Success lies in leaving one's mark among
the sea of publications about individual images of women - creators, winners or victims, and
their collective presentation as conquerors in the overt or silent struggle to gain space for
creative independence and a dignified life as daughters, mothers and wife’s. They are the
adopters of the legacy of traditional times and grew up as educated workers with outstanding
abilities in spiritual and material production activities.

What is distinctive about the candidate in the competition is the perception of the
concept of woman, respectively Bulgarian, as a collective, not an individualizing
characteristic. In a statistical sense, it means that it represents the mass manifestation of
women in their behavior and qualities in socio-economic and family environment. This
explains the effectiveness of the scientific research, which is based on statistical information
from the national reporting (and some external sources), on the basis of which the conditions
and changes in the status of women are analyzed, without developing derivative indicators.
According to this research approach, a dynamic social profile was built with an upgrade of
the signs of women's emancipation, traced in a constant regular correlation with the nature
and pace of development, manifested in the empirical dynamic series for the Bulgarian
woman in the course of the country's growth for nearly a century and a half with the three
epochs of change in the socio-economic system. The statement about the earlier and wider
liberation of the Bulgarian woman compared to the phenomena in European countries
touches on the problem not only of the specific conditions of the environment, but also of the
personal qualities of the Bulgarian woman and the manifestations of social capital, or the
formation of human capital during two different periods of initial capital accumulation.
Along with the historical approach, which is applied to retrospectively trace of the woman's
path till reaching the contemporary level of modernism, the author prefers situational
analysis, i.e. about the current state and problem. This explains the more extensive
discussion of the market transition and the circumstances in the country after it, leading to the
continued workload of emancipated women, with greater responsibility in parenting and
family duties and obstacles in career development. In this regard, the conditions of economic
growth, demographic reproduction and the numerical decline of the fertile contingent with a
constant increase in aging are affected. The situational problematic is successfully
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demonstrated by the small-scale sociological surveys on typological samples, which became
a practice and a discovery in the research activity and the presentation of an increasingly
complete and reliable profile of the modern woman, aiming for modernism.

The monograph is written in a good and accessible scientific language and style of
sociology and social sciences, from which it also draws knowledge, striving for
interdisciplinary assessments. The textual arrangement with the same content and heading of
the same type of problems of the first three chapters of publication, dedicated to the three
eras of socio-economic development, forming the convincing social profile of women
through their specific determinants - general, for work and family employment, education
and legislation, causes satisfaction, expressing the realization of the emancipation of women.

As a habilitation work, the developed topic confirms the candidate's preparedness to
assess contemporary challenges as a subject of the formation of adequate policies and
measures drawing experience from the eras of the various socioeconomic formations in
dynamic series of national development and its rates and directions parallel to the unfolding
of women's emancipation.

The scientific analytical approaches such as the author's choice and discovery
confirm his broad scientific awareness and creativity with the likelihood of even greater
success his future research and teaching work at the university level.

6. Evaluation of the scientific and applied scientific contributions of the
candidate ch. asst. Todorka Dimova Kineva, PhD

We accept the presented personal assessment of the contributing items in the
candidate's work as reliable from the point of view of the research and teaching carried out
during the reported period, and here we express our view and systematization of this
contributions in accordance with the academic requirements.

Scientific contributions

— It is justified analytically respectively theoretically, the constant regular
relationship between the nature and speed of socio-economic development and the parallel
advancement of the emancipation of women, empirically verified by the liberalization trend
of the Bulgarian woman (as a collective term for women) in the family and social labor
activities according to official statistics and events of the 3 epochs during more than a
century and a half of the country's development.

— Concepts and categories are developed, enriching the sociological knowledge of
the economic positions and qualities of women, reflecting the changes in her social profile in
comparisons with that of men until reaching modernism (the concept of "Bulgarian woman"
as a statistical aggregate, female profitability, careerism, free fertility etc. which can be
operationalized).

— The logical foundations of a methodological approach for presenting two
opposite trends, mutually influencing each other in opposition x>y and y>x (family>work
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and work>family) are defined, the operationalization of which leads to the two regression
lines, the multiplication of the regression coefficients of which is the coefficient of
determinations, and his root - the correlation, allowing analytically and formally the accurate
determined degree of influence (here impairment) of each variable and their general
dependence, replacing the indefinite "stronger, weaker impact” while using categorical, no
parametric quality indicator.

Applied scientific contributions

— An applied methodology for sociological observation of a survey nature is
confirmed (in the candidate's personal research work) with an orientation for typological
selection by an in-depth study of the events and contradictions of the real reality, convenient
for social studies in a situational plan and corrections in social policy, with rapid and
relatively accurate assessments of the measures and effectiveness of current policies.

— A method for characterizing the elasticity and creativity of the female workforce
in the conditions of the today labor market and the competition implemented in our country
is laid down. It is of interest for company activities and management, allowing equalization
of the social and labor positions of women compared to men.

— An objective, logical and analytical evaluation of the legislative regulations and
activities from the Liberation time until now with the signs of modernism is achieved in
order to help the orientation of the socio-economic and demographic policies, introduced in
the legislative norms and measures in the conditions of population aging and shortage of
labor force and fertile contingent.

— An approach is built (in co-authorship) to communicate and educate one's own
students by discussing vitally important philosophical-emotional topics (such as those on
happiness) and special study courses (such as those on etiquette) with national and foreign
traditions and principles, as well as a way for the study of the professional work placement
and realization of the graduates of "economic sociology" students. They can be of assistance
to specialists in relevant educational and research institutions.

7. Critical notes and recommendations

The candidate's correct path of choosing a certain social object for scientific
research in the current situational environment, who will observe long-term, ascertaining step
by step its varying development in the specific environment in the form of publications and
reports, the results of which are reflected in a collective, rethought and updated monograph
publication does not provide grounds for consistent marking and critics, as well as for
evaluating monographs as an independent, instead of a collective, updated product.

Therefore, we note here a few critical general points, bearing in mind the
candidate's energetic knowledge and his references to a vast range of sociologists and
information sources.
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In all scientific studies, analyzes of objects' characteristics and their change in
temporal and territorial boundaries have a cognitively logical character. There is a lack of
process measurement and benchmarking, and above all, analytical indicators of connections
and influences.

Only Kramer's rank coefficient is mentioned in the thesis, but all publications lack
measurement of correlations, also estimates of rate of change by others besides the chain
indices, especially of structural changes. Evaluations of the results of the sociological
observations are made only on the percentage differences without taking into account the
structural influences. The relationship between the development and expansion of
emancipation, as well as work and family, is intuitively revealed. The true size of the effects
when accounting for variation across traits and time remains unknown. Data from official
reporting (ours and international) are also not processed. The tables from the official
statistical institute in Bulgaria, photographed unsuccessfully in the habilitation thesis, are
insultingly superficially thrown at the reader to understand that the birth rate is falling or the
death rate is changing.

Estimated projections are missing. They are replaced somewhere by the opinions of
respondents in sociological surveys observations with questions about the future, but they are
not predictions or projections.

In the taught courses, there is also no particular concern for mastering the basic
statistical methodological techniques and the stochastic features of the studied social
processes and individuals.

Retrospective analysis of family type and traditional heredity are well explained in
light of the classical demographic transition. For a modern institution of extramarital
cohabitation, poorly explained in the works of the candidate, one should know why it is
considered a sign of the Second Demographic Transition (Van de Kaa, 1977 and several
foreign and Bulgarian authors). In more complete studies, it should be connected to the real
demographic transition, which began in developed countries with the aging and retrograde
development of the population at a negative natural increase. It is especially important in the
setting of modernism and digital development, in which the attention of the candidate as a
sociologist is focused.

Recommendations to the author derive from the present critical notes, without
underestimating the candidate's theoretical-methodological and applied achievements,
assessing his extensive knowledge and achieved research and teaching results. One of the
ways to further grow - professionally and as a constituent part of emancipation is the
dedication of the candidate in the scientific research of systems and interdisciplinary
approaches, improving both the teaching and research assuring activity and the professional
growth along with the personal satisfaction.
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Conclusion

According to the results shown in the candidate documentation and our personal
assessment of them and our acquaintance with the candidate in a scientific work
environment, I estimate that:

The candidate Chief Assistant Todorka Dimova Kineva, PhD has a good
professional training in sociology with the capacity to work and grow in the future: as a
university teacher close to and responsible for students, updating teaching and own
knowledge; and as a scientific researcher, deepening the cognitive and formal-analytical and
field evaluations, as well as theoretical concepts, together with their scientific-practical
applicability and according to the increasing pace of interdisciplinarity and innovativeness at
the digital threshold of our social and national development.

The candidate fully satisfies the academic requirements for the position of
"associate professor" and my positive judgment means that I will confidently vote to award
the academic title and position of "associate professor" to the Chief Assistant Todorka
Dimova Kineva, PhD.
