I. Habilitation work

"THE EUROPEAN PILLAR OF SOCIAL RIGHTS AS AN INSTRUMENT FOR
SOCIAL CONVERGENCE IN THE UNION AND ACHIEVING BULGARIA'S CATCH-UP
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT"

The topic of the habilitation work is focused on the latest initiative of the European Union
in the social field - the European Pillar of Social Rights. The analysis examines the main social
problems in the EU that are factors for its formation, among which are the risk of poverty and

income inequality. In addition, an attempt is made to predict the expected effects of some of



the pillar’s measures on Bulgaria in the context of the concept of catching-up economic and
social development of the country.

The main goal of the research is to analyze the dimensions of the new pillar of social
rights of the EU - prerequisites for its formation, tools and measures for its implementation, as
well as examples of the expected results of its application in the Union and in Bulgaria.

The object of the research is the European Pillar of Social Rights (EPSR).

The subject of the study is the potential impact of the new pillar on the social cohesion in
the EU and on the social situation in Bulgaria, including in the context of the concept of the
country's catch-up economic development.

The following sub-objectives are fulfilled:

* The social situation is presented and analyzed in terms of indicators such as
unemployment, risk of poverty and social exclusion, and income inequality, both at the EU
level and in Bulgaria;

* The differences in the main social indicators at the European and national level have
been assessed, the main social problems in the EU (poverty and income inequality) have been
identified and some of the factors for them have been analysed;

* Predictions are made as to the scope of some of the effects of the implementation of
specific measures from the European social pillar on the Bulgarian economy and society.

The structure of the prepared scientific research includes an introduction, an exposition
in three parts and a conclusion, as follows:

The first chapter examines the European Pillar of Social Rights as the latest EU initiative
in the social field and analyzes its place in the legislative architecture of the Union.

For this purpose, the following tasks are performed:

* Scientific literature and information sources that provide information on the social
dimension of the EU, including in historical terms, have been summarized and analyzed,;

* The theoretical aspects of the social policy of the EU have been studied in depth;

» The social phenomena that form the basis of the initiative for the creation of the
European Pillar of Social Rights are studied, and the main expected results of its
implementation are also presented.

The second chapter examines the EPSR as an instrument for closer convergence in the
EU in the social field. For this purpose, the degree of convergence in the Union in terms of
basic social indicators is first presented, and a lack of development of this process and
significant differences in the performance of the member states according to selected social

indicators are found. Poverty and income inequality in the EU are analyzed as the main social



problems in the EU and their relationship with economic growth is explored. The current and
significant EU initiative on the Minimum Wage Directive is examined in depth as an illustration
of the ambition and aims of the EPSR.

For this purpose, the following tasks are completed:

* An assessment of social cohesion in the EU is presented according to the indicators of
the social scoreboard of the EPSR;

* Main social challenges facing the EU in the face of poverty and social inequality have
been identified, and for this purpose, basic definitions and indicators for their measurement are
presented and an empirical regression analysis has been made, which explores the
interdependence of poverty and income inequality with economic growth in the EU in the last
decade; some basic prerequisites for sustainable income inequality in the EU are explored;

* The role of the Minimum Wage Directive as an EPSR tool for social cohesion in the EU
is presented and analyzed, and the prerequisites for a legislative initiative in the field, its
expected effects and the main challenges to its implementation are examined.

The third chapter is focused on the expected impact of the EPSR on Bulgaria and its
potential to lead to a social change in Bulgaria in the context of the need for the country's catch-
up development with the EU.

For this purpose, the following tasks are completed:

* An assessment of the social condition of the Bulgarian population is presented according
to basic indicators and in a comparative analysis with the average European levels, with the
country's delayed social development and an unsatisfactory degree of rapprochement with the
EU being found,;

» Different viewpoints of concepts and guidelines for catch-up economic and social
development of Bulgaria are presented, including in the context of the social impact of the
Covid-19 pandemic;

* The expected impact of the pillar on Bulgaria is assessed using the example of two key
initiatives of the EPSR - the Work-Life Balance Directive and the Minimum Wages Directive.

The last part of the study outlines the trends with regard to the negative social effects of
the Covid-19 pandemic and makes recommendations for future research.

Applied research methods include: analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction,
systemic approach, descriptive analysis, comparative analysis. Mathematical and statistical
methods (regression analysis using Gretl statistical analysis software) are applied to process
some socio-economic indicators, and the final results are presented in figures (tables, graphs,

etc.)



The following results can be defined as scientific contributions:

* An analysis of the legislative framework of the social policy in the EU in historical terms
is prepared and the place of the EPSR in the European legislative architecture is determined,

» The concept of "European social model" and the typology of social models in the EU
are analyzed;

» Some basic prerequisites for the formation of the EPSR are identified;

* The main social problems in the EU - poverty and income inequality - are identified and
a statistical regression analysis of their relationship with economic growth in the EU in the
period 2009 - 2019 is made;

* Basic prerequisites for sustainable income inequality in the EU have been identified and
analyzed;

» The ECSR is examined as an instrument for social cohesion in the EU on the example
of the Minimum Wage Directive;

* Bulgaria's place in the EU is analyzed in terms of basic social indicators and the reasons
for the lack of cohesion with the EU;

* Basic guidelines and recommendations for catch-up development of Bulgaria are
summarized;

* The expected impact of the EPSR on Bulgaria is evaluated on the example of two of its
key initiatives - the Work-Life Balance Directive and the Minimum Wages Directive.

As scientific contributions of the independent monograph "The European pillar of social
rights as an instrument for social cohesion in the Union and achieving catch-up economic
development of Bulgaria” the following can be indicated: the enrichment of scientific
knowledge about the social policy of the EU (its essence, development, elements , achievements
and challenges), study of the European social model, analysis of the main social problems in
the EU (poverty and income inequality), the factors for their existence and the indicators for
their measurement. The scientific contribution is the empirical study of the interrelationship
between poverty - inequality - economic growth, as well as the comparative analysis of

Bulgaria's performance in the social field and in the social cohesion in the EU.

"BULGARIA IN REGIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION IN SOUTHEAST
EUROPE - BEFORE AND AFTER JOINING THE EUROPEAN UNION"

The main question that the monograph aims to answer is whether there are opportunities
for deepening the economic cooperation between the countries in the region of South-Eastern
Europe (SEE) and whether there is a potential for deriving mutual and strategic benefits from
its development. An important factor in the study is the path of integration of the SEE countries
into the European Union. That is why the analysis is refracted through the lens of their European
integration and the impact of the Union on regional cooperation as a whole.

The subject of the monograph is the place and role of Bulgaria in the regional economic
cooperation, and for the purposes of development in South-Eastern Europe the six countries of
the Western Balkans are included - Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kosovo, the Republic of
Macedonia, Serbia and Montenegro. The aim is to analyze to what degree of development and
integration the economic relations between Bulgaria and its neighboring Balkan countries have
reached and whether there is a potential for their deepening.

The subject of the study is the regional economic cooperation in Southeast Europe, which
includes the various forms of international economic relations between the countries of the
Western Balkans, and also between them and Bulgaria. The countries of the Western Balkans
are called "SEE-6" for short.

The aim of the monograph is to use scientific means and an appropriate methodology to
analyze the state and opportunities for the development of cooperation in the economic sphere
between Bulgaria and the other countries of South-Eastern Europe (foreign trade, investments,
joint production and commercial activities, development of the partnership between the
neighboring countries in various forms in areas of common economic interest, etc.), as well as
to formulate recommendations for its deepening in the direction of realizing economic and
social benefits for the countries in the region, incl. for Bulgaria.

To achieve this goal, the following main tasks have been completed:

» The up-to-date level of development of economic cooperation between Bulgaria and the
SEE-6 countries is analysed, presenting the state of economic relations between the studied
countries in various areas (trade, investments and tourist flows) and identifying the

opportunities, problems and barriers to its further development;



» An assessment iS made of the current normative framework of the foreign economic
relations of the SEE-6 countries within the framework of CEFTA, and for Bulgaria - before and
after its accession to the EU;

* The effects of Bulgaria's EU membership on economic cooperation and the integration
process of the SEE-6 countries in the EU are presented;

* The possibility, through various tools and approaches, of interested parties (businesses
and local and regional authorities) working to strengthen the economic cooperation of Bulgaria
with SEE-6, from which additional benefits can be realized,;

» Good practices and forms of cross-border cooperation in other sub-regions in the EU
are explored and presented,;

* Conclusions and recommendations are formulated for the further development of
economic cooperation in the SEE region.

In the course of the research, the following working hypotheses are analyzed:

* The studied countries have many common characteristics — history, religion, cultural
values, customs and manners, similar economic structures and models, similar problems in
economic, social and demographic development in the last few decades, etc., which are a
prerequisite for strengthening not only the political, but also the economic relations in the
region;

* The deepening of the cooperation between the countries of the region in the economic
field is possible in the following spheres: trade, investments, tourism, joint production and exit
to third markets, etc. Cooperative relationships are also possible with the aim of implementing
innovations in the production or other economic sphere, for example through the formation of
regional clusters. The expected benefits of the enhanced cooperation are related to the
generation of added value from the greater volume of trade, the creation of employment, a more
attractive image for the countries of the region (including through the further construction of
common infrastructure in the region), a possible effect of the industry specialization, better
cooperation with the aim of more adequate absorption of European funds under the
neighborhood programs, cooperation with the aim of finding common solutions to some of the
common problems (e.g. through joint activities on environmental problems in the border
regions), etc.;

* Bulgaria's accession to the EU has had an impact on its economic relations with the

SEE-6 countries;



» Acquaintance with good practices and their critical interpretation allows to analyze the
possibility that models and practices from other sub-regions in the EU can be implemented in
SEE as well, respectively lead to positive effects and economic development.

The applied approach is interdisciplinary and, in addition to traditional research methods,
also includes several field studies: a visit and meeting with the management of the Macedonian-
Bulgarian Chamber of Commerce in the city of Skopje, Republic of Macedonia; an interview
with a representative of the Euroregion "EUREGIQO", conducted electronically; interview with
the mayor of Kyustendil Municipality, Mr. Petar Paunov in Kyustendil; interview with a
representative of the Bulgarian furniture cluster in the city of Sofia; survey of mixed Bulgarian-
Macedonian companies in Bulgaria; establishing contacts with representatives of the Bulgarian
Chamber of Commerce and Industry in the city of Sofia, etc.

The prepared research is of a scientific-applied nature and could be useful for Bulgarian
institutions and companies that participate in the formulation and implementation of Bulgaria's
foreign economic policy and activity, as well as give ideas for new forms of partnerships in the

economic sphere.

In conclusion, the monograph "Bulgaria in regional economic cooperation in South-East
Europe™ is a scientific study of regional economic cooperation, which includes both the various
forms of international economic relations between the countries of the Western Balkans and
those between these countries and Bulgaria. It includes an analysis of the state of cooperation
in the economic sphere between Bulgaria and the six countries of the Western Balkans (foreign
trade, investments, joint production and commercial activity, development of the partnership
between neighboring countries in areas of common economic interest, etc.), as well as specific

recommendations for its development.

The handbook "Trade Relations of the European Union with Asia" aims to broaden
students' knowledge of the subject "EU Trade Policy” by deepening their understanding of the
Union's economic and trade relations with the world's fastest growing economic region in the
recent decades.

The study guide presents and explains the main points of the EU's common trade policy
- its objectives, approaches and instruments, linking their practical application to the Asian
region. Due to the great heterogeneity of Asian countries — in terms of geographical location,
economic development and trade — the Union's trade relations with them are examined and

presented sequentially both by region and by country, with an emphasis on the EU's largest



trading partners in Asia. Analyzes are presented, based on statistical data and calculations, for
the EU's bilateral trade with individual countries and regions, for the main export and import
commodity groups, as well as for the volume of trade in services and foreign direct investments.
Main trends, opportunities and risks for the EU and its main trading partners are analyzed.

The first chapter presents the common trade policy of the EU in general terms — legal
basis, objectives and principles. EU instruments directly relevant and applicable to Asian
countries are reviewed. The position of the EU as a major player in world trade is analyzed, and
a SWOT analysis of its trade policy is made. Main perspectives and challenges of a different
nature, which face the EU as a world trade power, are examined.

The second chapter is devoted to the regional economic integration in Asia and the place
of Asian countries in world trade. The main regional economic organizations of the Asian
continent are presented. The place and growing importance of the Asian region in the world
economy and trade, as well as the prospects for it, are analyzed.

The third chapter analyzes the EU's trade policy and foreign trade with Asia. First of all,
the legal basis on which the EU's trade relations with Asian countries are based - on a bilateral
and regional level - is presented. Bilateral trade agreements with key EU trading partners in
Asia are explored. On the basis of statistical data, the trade of the EU with individual sub-
regions in Asia is presented and analyzed, as well as by country with the leading trading
countries. The indices of export specialization of the EU in general and in trade with Asia in
particular are calculated. The main effects, economic and non-economic, achieved so far by the
EU's trade agreements are highlighted. Main opportunities for the EU's trade cooperation with
Asia are analysed.

In addition to the main objective of the EU trade policy in Asia, related to providing
opportunities and protection for its exporters and investors, through trade agreements the Union
seeks to promote the introduction of the principles of sustainable development, environmental
protection and respect for human and social rights in partner countries. Issues related to the
relationship of EU trade policy with sustainable development and the new climate goals
observed in relations with Asian countries are also addressed in the handbook.

After each chapter, conclusions are made, questions for discussion are proposed, as well
as practical tasks, useful information resources and basic statistical databases are presented,
which can be used by students for practice in research and processing of statistical information,
related to trade.

The following contributions of the handbook "Trade relations of the European Union with

Asia" can be outlined: expansion of the scientific knowledge about the economic and trade



relations of the EU with the countries of the Asian continent; summarizing the main points of
the common trade policy of the EU (goals, approaches and instruments); analyses, based on
statistical data and calculations, of the EU's bilateral trade with individual Asian countries and
the region as a whole; analysis of main trends, opportunities and risks for the EU and its main
trading partners in Asia.

The objective of the paper is to analyze how the region of Southeast Europe (SEE)
performs in terms of natural gas supply and energy security, and how it completes the picture
of Europe’s overall energy security. For that purpose the import dependence of energy resources
(overall and in terms of natural gas) of the EU and SEE is analyzed. The possible solutions for
energy diversification are presented in the light of the projected gas pipeline projects linking
the European continent with the Caspian and Asia Minor regions, passing through SEE region.
EU’s chances of obtaining energy security through self-sufficiency are low so new routes of
gas pipelines are urgently needed. The region of SEE is even more problematic, as it is highly
dependent on solid fuels and does not have the infrastructure to provide itself and to transit
natural gas. On the other hand, it could be a part of the solution, as any energy diversification
for Europe through the Caspian and Asia Minor is possible with transmission through SEE
countries. The attraction of significant investments and the EU political will are crucial factors
for the future energy security of the EU and its strategic energy and political influence in the

region.

V. 1. Study "INCOME INEQUALITY IN THE EUROPEAN UNION AND ITS
RELATIONSHIP WITH ECONOMIC GROWTH AND POVERTY"

The purpose of the study is to examine two serious challenges that the European Union is facing
— poverty and social exclusion, on the one hand, and income inequality, on the other. The
research tasks include: 1) analysis of some income inequality indicators at the EU level and as
variations between member states; 2) empirical verification of two hypotheses through
regression analysis of economic growth, poverty and inequality in the EU in the period 2010-
2019; 3) analysis of main factors for income inequality in the EU. The thesis is that income
inequality in the EU is a serious social and economic problem that is positively influenced by
economic growth and redistribution. The hypotheses that are tested through the econometric
analysis are: a) Positive economic growth in the EU leads to a reduction in poverty and b)
Positive economic growth in the EU leads to a reduction in inequality (in the period 2010 —
2019). The methodology includes: comparative analysis, regression analysis, induction and
deduction, Bourguignon's method "Growth-inequality-poverty triangle” (Bourguignon, 2004).
Recommendations are made. The obtained results show that: 1) there are significant variations

in the social indicators of poverty and inequality in the EU member states; 2) there is a direct



link between economic growth and the reduction of poverty and income inequality in the EU;

3) there are various factors for income inequality in the EU.

The poverty rate and the preserving cross-country social and economic inequalities in the
European Union are a major social problem that is likely to have serious economic
consequences for its society. The existing levels of poverty and social exclusion in the European
Union in general are high having in mind that this is the continent with the biggest share of the
world’s GDP. It is responsibility of both - the European Union and its member states to take
urgent measures for economic recovery and growth. The main goal should be poverty reduction,
which is also a major aim of the Europe 2020 Strategy, but which still has not delivered the
necessary results. Its task to save at least 20 million people from poverty and social exclusion
by 2020 has proved very difficult to achieve, both in the short and long-run.

This paper aims to explore one of the most pressing challenges for the European Union’s
society and economy today — poverty and social exclusion, on one hand, and income inequality
on the other. These two indictors are analyzed on EU level and as variations between EU
member states, as a result of which the lack of social cohesion is proven. The interdependence
between economic growth and poverty and social exclusion in the EU is explored and proved
negative. The interdependence between economic growth and income inequality (Gini
coefficient) in the EU is explored and proved positive. The second part of the paper analyses
the main causes of income inequality in the EU — the member states national social policy and
social model, the existing inequality in individual opportunities, the negative effects of
economic globalization, the rapid technological progress, the tendency to weaken the role of
trade unions, and others. The chapter ends with a brief summary of the challenges for the

European social model in the future.

1. PAPER "A CRITICAL LOOK AT THE INSTITUTIONAL SYSTEM OF THE

The European Union is facing a number of serious challenges that it must solve with its
own means and resources - human, financial, intellectual. At the same time, its institutional
structure is increasingly criticized — both from outside and from within, by European and
national politicians, and also increasingly by European citizens. Dissatisfaction is directed both
at the functioning and activities of specific institutions, as well as at the way in which they
interact in the overall structure, and also against the implementation of certain of its policies.
This paper presents the characteristics identified as weaknesses of the three main institutions of
the EU - the European Council, the European Commission and the European Parliament. The
second part also presents the main critical statements towards the EU institutional system -
bureaucratic inefficiency, democratic deficit, and ineffectiveness of the EU policies. Their

essence and possibilities for improvement are analyzed.

2. PAPER "THE BREXIT CHALLENGE FOR THE EU AND THE UK: WHO WINS AND
WHO LOSES?"

The paper examines the potential scenarios for the settlement of the trade relations
between the UK and the EU in the event of the country's exit from the Union. The UK
Withdrawal Agreement is a historic agreement because it represents the first time that a member
state has unilaterally sought and achieved a renegotiation of its EU membership status.

The main question that the paper examines is on what basis the country's trade with the

EU will take place in the event of Brexit. The economic costs to the UK, as well as for the EU,

of possible trade relations after the country leaves the EU are presented. For this purpose, in the
first place, the place of Great Britain in the trade of the EU is analyzed. Three alternative options
have been considered as an opportunity to settle trade relations between the UK and the EU: 1/
European Economic Area - the Norwegian model; 2/ Bilateral contracts - the Swiss model; 3/
Regulation of relations based on WTO membership.

Some predictions of the expected direct economic consequences of Brexit are also
presented, e.g. slowing of investments, loss of Great Britain's position as one of the largest
financial centers in the world, problems with the movement of people/workers to and from the
EU, negative effects for small and medium-sized companies, the scientific community, etc.

Based on them, a number of conclusions are drawn.

7. PAPER "ANALYSIS OF THE FACTORS FOR THE FORMATION OF AN EUROPEAN
PILLAR OF SOCIAL RIGHTS"

The social dimension of the European Union is part of the debate on its future
development. It is a priority in the declaration adopted by EU leaders at the meeting in Rome
on 25 March 2017, as well as in the European Commission's Reflection Paper on the Social
Dimension of Europe, which followed the presentation of the White Paper on the Future of
Europe. On 17 November 2017, the presidents of the European Parliament, the Council and the
European Commission jointly proclaimed the formation of the European Pillar of Social Rights.
Building a fairer Europe is a priority of the current members of the European Commission
(2014-2019) and will most likely remain among the priorities of the next ones as well.

The paper aims to analyze the factors that, according to the author, presuppose the
formation of the European social pillar. For this purpose, the author has fulfilled the following

tasks: study of the current social situation in the EU and Bulgaria in terms of indicators such as



unemployment, risk of poverty and social exclusion, as well as income inequality; assessment
of the differences in indicators at European and national level; presenting an assessment of the
lack of economic and social cohesion in the Union. The author's hypothesis is that the social
status (such as social rights, social position and income inequality) of the EU citizens, varying
significantly both between Member States and within individual countries, is a major factor in
the need to deepen social policy not only on national, but also at the Union level, as well as for
the emergence of the Social Pillar of the EU.

8. PAPER "CONTEMPORARY CHALLENGES TO THE EUROPEAN SOCIAL MODEL"

The paper presents the essence and varieties of the European social model, its advantages
and disadvantages. The main challenges facing the present and its future development in the
short term are analyzed. Some views on the possible development of European integration in
its social dimension are presented. Deduction and induction, comparative analysis, and
statistical approach are applied.

The conclusion is that although the European social model is an example to much of the
world as a society based on social justice and solidarity, where economic and social
development are given equal priority and where decent work and social protection fight poverty
and social exclusion, the social dimension of the European integration is still limited due to a
number of historical, political, economic and other factors that have given rise to the existence
of different social models in the EU member states.

At the same time, along with the numerous crises that the EU is going through, criticism
against it is growing. The Union is often seen as the cause of the weakening of social rights and
national welfare states, and is sometimes accused of favoring only a small educated and wealthy
elite, who can reap the benefits of free movement and globalization. Insecurity and growing
inequality in the EU are among the main reasons for feelings of instability, resentment and the
rise of nationalism. How the EU and its social dimension will develop in the future depends on
the joint work of all interested parties — European and national institutions, workers' and

employers' unions, and the society at large.

10. CTATUA ,,SHOULD THE MINIMUM WAGE BE REGULATED ON UNION
LEVEL: THE CASE OF THE EUROPEAN UNION*“

The purpose of this article is to examine the issue connected with the European Union’s
plan to regulate the minimum wages in the Union’s member states. In October 2020, the
European Commission presented a draft directive on the EU minimum wage, which aims to
ensure decent wages for all workers in the whole Union. The article’s tasks are to assess the
current state of minimum wage in the EU, the expected effects of the directive and the main
challenges related to its implementation. The main results include an analysis of the proposal
for regulation, presentation of different approaches for defining the minimum wage, and cost-
benefit analysis of its implementation.

The conclusion is that the European minimum wage policy faces major obstacles - both
as a result of the diversity of national regimes and minimum wage levels, and in terms of
differing views, even within European trade unions. The main challenge is related to the
minimum wage definition and the approach recommended by the directive is that it should be
a certain percentage of the national average or median wage. However, the value obtained does
not guarantee that it will effectively protect low-paid workers. The other key issue is the need

for measures to strengthen the weakened national collective bargaining systems in order to
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increase their coverage, as they preserve and expand national industrial relations and wage

setting systems.

11. PAPER "OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES TO NEW FORMS OF
EMPLOYMENT IN THE EU AND WORKING THROUGH THE PLATFORM"

Rapid advances in information and communication technology (ICT) have added a new
dimension to jobs and occupations, making them more flexible and allowing workers to perform
their duties anytime and anywhere. In addition, the rapid process of digitalization and the new
technologies associated with it have significant effects on the labor market, among which is the
emergence of new forms of employment ("work carried out through telecommunications” - T)
and "work carried out mobile through ICT" - ICT-Mobile work), as well as employment through

digital platforms. These phenomena have their advantages and disadvantages for workers. This



report explores and analyzes the positive and negative effects of the new forms of employment
and the social challenges to its spread.

A key conclusion of the report is that the organization of the working time and place
worldwide is changing and the rules must reflect this reality. The advantages of the T/ICTM
type of work, as well as that through a platform, have a stimulating effect on the development
of these forms of employment, which, however, in addition to a number of advantages, also
includes risks. In the future, the institutions that will have to somehow regulate this type of
employment should try to emphasize on the positive effects and reduce the negative ones. To
ensure effective protection for all workers in the new forms of employment, the countries must
fill the legislative gaps and adapt their social systems by extending social security to workers
in all forms of employment. National or sectoral collective agreements are also very important
in providing a common framework for a strategy for new forms of employment, the kind of
framework needed to develop arrangements that are in line with the needs and preferences of

the workers and employers.

12. PAPER "TRENDS AND PERSPECTIVES FOR THE EUROPEAN UNION'S TRADE
WITH MAIN ASIAN COUNTRIES"

The paper analyzes the EU's trade relations with its main partners in Asia. The countries
that are the EU's main trading partners in Asia are identified. Statistical data on the EU's trade
in goods with China, Turkey, Japan, South Korea, Vietnam and India in the period 2010-2020
are analyzed. The trends in the trade in services between the EU and these countries, as well as
in their bilateral investments, are presented. The main prospects for the EU trade cooperation
with Asian countries are outlined.

The main conclusion of the paper is that the EU's prospects for development of its trade
relations with the Asian countries include both opportunities and risks. The main opportunity
is connected with the signing of new trade agreements with Asian countries, and the main risk
refers to the fact that the Asian countries are prioritizing intra-regional trade. A particular
challenge is the EU's economic and trade relations with China, which are based on both
cooperative and competitive relations. The EU should also work to strengthen its own industrial

The role of the Euroregions is of utmost importance for the region of Southeast Europe.

2. PAPER "BUILDING A SOCIAL UNION IN THE EUROPEAN UNION AS A
CONDITION FOR ITS SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT"

The social program of the EU is changing and developing, albeit slowly, but the
differences between the member states in terms of poverty, social exclusion, unemployment,
etc. remain among the main destabilizing factors in the Union, and the European Pillar of Social
Rights is only the first step to overcome them. The EU's social agenda for the 21st century must
also include new issues, for example the impact of digitalisation on labour. This leads to the
concept of a Social Union, the construction of which becomes a key factor in preserving and
deepening the European integration.

The report summarizes the evolution of the legislative framework of the EU's social
policy, identifying several sets of factors that presuppose its growing importance and justify the
need to strengthen common efforts for social initiatives at Union level. The possibility of the
European Pillar of Social Rights to contribute to the rebalancing of the EU's economic and
social priorities and its place is in the debate on the future of the EU, as well as what a European
Social Union would represent, is analyzed.

There is no common social policy on European level, and member states differ in terms
of social policies, social transfers and share of the national wealth’s redistribution. They apply
different social models, which include different levels of social protection, state labour markets
intervention, public spending on social transfers, etc. This paper presents different social
models classifications with emphasis on the one of Esping-Andersen (1990). On this basis it
evaluates the performance of the four types of models according to the employment-to-

The main conlusion of the paper is that there are different factors that affect the countries’
performance in the social sphere. Despite the different historical, political and economic
backgrounds, which have a big effect on contemporary economies and societies, a big part of
today’s challenges are common and need to be faced by all. In addition to the negative
consequences of the crisis, there are some elements of the European social model that need be
reformed in view of the increased competition in the globalized markets, the aging of European
societies, and the member states’ labour market and social policies, which sometimes fail to

address the contemporary challenges.

Such a discussion,
both at the European and national level, with a deeper and more detailed analysis, is very
necessary, because most often the conversations about the future of Europe come down to a
choice between only two options - for more or for less Europe. However, the question of how
to keep the Union functioning and developing is more complex, which is why different

scenarios have been proposed that overlap in many ways and are not mutually exclusive.

For this purpose, the development sets the following tasks: 1/ To
present and analyze the five scenarios from the point of view of the degree of integration; 2/ To
analyze their consequences for Bulgaria; 3/ To explore and analyze the reactions and
perspectives of the various stakeholders — government, non-governmental sector, society.

The methodology used in the report includes analysis and synthesis, induction and
deduction, comparative analysis, etc. The limitations are also related to the rapidly changing
information, as well as the lack of active discussion about the content and consequences of the
White Paper.

The paper analyses and summarizes the estimates regarding the potential effects from the
implementation of specific measures of the European social pillar on the Bulgarian economy
and society. In particular, the impact of the following three initiatives within the pillar are
explored: 1/ The impact of the Minimum Wages Directive proposed by the European
Commission on the Bulgarian workers’ wellbeing and 2/ The impact of the Work-life Balance
on the current Bulgarian legislation. The counclusion is that the pillar has the potential to bring
change and improve the social status of low-wage workers in Bulgaria.

The main conclusion is that the European Pillar of Social Rights is a social policy
framework with the potential to guide EU action in the social field over the next decade, with
the goal to promote social convergence between the Union’s member states. Although no
tangible results of it have yet been identified, some initiatives that were proposed and adopted
are likely to evoke numerous effects when implemented by the member states. The
implementation of the Directive (EU) 2019/1158 will require some little amendments to the
Bulgarian labour legislation in order for full compliance to be achieved. However, this could
mean that the effects from it would not be significant, as its advantages have already been

applied. The most influential of the new amendments would be the 2 months of non-transferable
leave between the two parents, which is still not a legal requirement in Bulgaria.

As it concerns the implementation of the proposal of the Minimum Wage Directive in the
country, it has the potential to bring a big change in the social situation in Bulgaria and to
significantly improve the social and economic status of a big part of the Bulgarian workers,
who are low-income earners. The maximum positive impact, however, would be possible in
case the most ambitious scenario is applied (increase of the minimum wage up to the highest

reference values — 50% of the average and 60% of the median wage).

6. ARTICLE "SOCIAL AND REGULATORY CHALLENGES FOR THE EMPLOYMENT
IN THE DIGITAL PLATFORMS"

In the last decade, the digital platforms that connect workers with employers have emerged
as a new trend in the world of work. They connect primarily self-employed workers with
customers in need of on-demand services and have proven capable of transforming how, when
and where we work. Labor platforms use new techniques of "algorithmic management”,
including the use of "artificial intelligence”. This also has implications for the traditional type
of work.

In the present study, the prerequisites for the emergence and spread of digital labor platforms,
their different varieties and the consequences for the social protection of those employed
through these platforms are analyzed. Examples of good practices in different EU countries to
overcome these social challenges for workers through regulations are given.

Based on the review of the emergence and development of the digital work platforms, the
following conclusions are drawn:

1) The economic and social effects of digitization are accompanied by the emergence of
various issues related to the development of the labor market, the quality of newly created,
changed or "displaced" jobs, work pay, social inequality, etc.

2) One of the main concerns is related to the quality of jobs in terms of pay, job security and
working conditions. It is necessary to modernize the social systems and ensure adequate social
protection of those employed through digital labor platforms.

3) New social rights will gradually be introduced, part of a changing world of work to which
countries are ill-prepared to adapt. This is not only a matter of financial sustainability, but also

of ensuring security and social protection mechanisms.
