1. Information about the contest
The contest is announced for the needs of “International Economic Relations and Business”
Department, “International Economics and Politics” Faculty at the UNWE, as per a Decision
of the Academic Council Ne 5/01.06.2022. I am a part of the scientific jury of the contest as
per an Order Ne 2394/28.09.2022 of the Deputy Rector of the UNWE.

2. Short information about the candidates in the contest

The only candidate in the competition is Senior Assist. Prof., Dr. Monika Emilova
Moraliiska - Ivanova from the “International Economic Relations and Business” Department
at UNWE. Monika Moraliiska obtained a PhD degree in the scientific field "World Economy
and International Economic Relations" with a specialization in European Integration in 2011,
and since 2012 she has held the academic position of Senior Assistant Professor in the
Department “International Economic Relations and Business”.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position
3.1. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements

The candidate in the competition convincingly fulfills the quantitative
requirements. Where the minimum threshold is 720 points, dr. Moraliiska declares
the fulfillment of 1852 points, of which 885 points (required 400 points) in
accordance with the national minimum requirements under the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations
for its implementation and 967 points (required 320 points) in fulfillment of the
additional requirements of the UNWE. The large number of articles and reports,
including authorship of two articles published in journals indexed in Web of
Science, should be notes. The publications are both in Bulgarian and English. The
large number of publications in foreign scientific journals can be highlighted as a
positive fact. The candidate also reports 11 citations in publications in scientific
journals that are indexed in Scopus and Web of Science.

Actual non-fulfillment of the quantitative requirements is not established. There is
no requirement where there is an established minimum threshold, and the applicant



does not meet it. At the same time, on many indicators, the requirements have been
exceeded.

3.2. Fulfillment of the qualitative requirements

Senior Assistant Prof. Dr. Monika Moraliiska convincingly meets the quality
requirements of UNWE for occupying the academic position "Associate professor".
With her teaching activity and with the expertise built up in the process of research
activity, Dr. Moraliiska has made a significant contribution as a researcher to the
development of scientific knowledge. This expertise is highly valued, given her
participation in the preparation of several expert assessments and opinions for
external organizations, her involvement in numerous projects, her leadership and
participation in working groups, etc. High recognition of her qualities is her
appointment as an advisor to the Minister of Economy in 2017.

Doctor Moraliiska works very energetically to strengthen the good reputation and
international image of UNWE, and to establish and extend the cooperation between
our university and foreign universities. She actively participates in the life of the
department and is engaged in various tasks, causes and initiatives.

The information in the quality requirements card, as well as my personal
impressions from the direct work with Dr. Moraliiska, speak of the fact that the
candidate in the competition is a responsible lecturer and a good researcher, a
person with diverse interests and public commitment.

The found fulfillment of the quantitative and qualitative requirements by the candidate
also corresponds with the conclusion of the Habilitation Council (Protocol No. 4 of
11.05.2022), in which a positive opinion is given regarding the candidacy of Senior
Assist Prof. Dr. Monika Moraliiska.

Dr. Monika Moraliiska has more than 10 years of teaching experience at UNWE, of which
about 6 years as a Senior Assistant Prof. at the "International Economic Relations and
Business" department. The courses she teaches are mainly related to the problems of European
economic integration, such as "European Economy", "European Administration", "EU Trade
Policy" and others. She teaches students from the "Bachelor" and from the "Master" degree,
and her good language training allows her to conduct courses in English as well. Her theoretical
training in the field of her scientific competences is very good, which is why students could
receive quality scientific knowledge from her.

From my observations as a colleague, I can say that she not just formally performs her
teaching job but puts a lot of energy and enthusiasm into it. This is evidenced by the number
of initiatives through which she strives to strengthen the practical training of students and
support them in their career orientation - visits to institutions, organizing visits of guest
speakers, solving practical cases and others. My impression is that the students highly
appreciate the work of Senior Assistant Prof. Dr. Moraliiska.

5. A short description of the presented scientific publications



Dr. Moraliiska participates in the competition for the academic position "Associate
professor" with two monographs, one teaching manual, two studies and a total of twenty two
articles and reports. The applicant's research highlights several key research strands — EU
social policy, EU trade relations, in particular trade relations with Asia and regional economic
cooperation.

First, the social pillar of the EU, to which Dr Moraliiska scientific interests are focused,
should be highlighted. This is evidenced by both the large number of publications on such a
topic and the fact that its main monographic work "The European Pillar of Social Rights as a
tool for social cohesion in the union and achieving catch-up economic development of
Bulgaria" is also dedicated to it. Dr. Moraliiska’s monograph demonstrates her progress as a
researcher in recent years, demonstrates her ability to systematize and analyze critically and in
depth the important problems related to social policy and social cohesion in the EU. Poverty
and income inequality are seen as prerequisites for the formation of a European Pillar of Social
Rights (EPSR), as a kind of instrument for achieving social cohesion. A particularly valuable
scientific result is the empirical study on the link between economic growth, poverty, and
social inequality in the EU, as well as the consideration of the EPSR as a means of achieving
Bulgaria's catch-up economic development and achieving social cohesion. A number of Dr.
Moraliiska's articles interpret specific aspects of the EU's social pillar — the different social
models in separate Member States, the factors that gave rise to the need for a pillar of social
rights, the legislative initiative for the EU Minimum Wage Directive and its expected effects,
etc.

With some conditionality to this research area, we could also assign several scientific
publications dedicated to the influence of artificial intelligence and digitalization on the labor
market and the future of work. This is a very modern and still underdeveloped scientific
direction to which Dr. Moraliiska can contribute to.

Secondly, as a research strand in the applicant's scientific work, the theme of the European
Union's trade policy can be indicated. The focus on this issue is on the EU's relationship with
Asia (study aid and article), but still the topic of trade and economic relations is multifaceted
by addressing the problems of liberalization of trade in services, the consequences of Brexit,
the challenges to the EU's leadership in global trade, etc. Interest in European issues is also
evident in publications on the EU institutions and their effectiveness, the debate on the future
of the union, cohesion policy, etc.

As a third scientific strand, I can highlight the candidate's work on the issues of regional
economic cooperation. It is expressed in several publications, including the monograph work
"Bulgaria in regional economic cooperation in Southeastern Europe". The monograph is an in-
depth study on the forms of economic cooperation between the countries of the Western
Balkans and between them and Bulgaria, examining both the current state and the prospects
for future development.

All publications of Dr. Moraliiska are distinguished by high scientific style and high quality
of research work. Various methods of scientific research, including regression analysis, field
study, etc. have been used.

6. A Synthesized assessment of the main scientific and scientific and applied
contributions of applicants



The candidate's scientific contributions to the competition may be outlined as follows. First,
the candidate contributes to the expansion of scientific knowledge in the field of European
social policy in several fields — analysis and comparison of different social models, main social
challenges, and research on the link between poverty, inequality and economic growth.

As a second contribution, an extension of scientific knowledge of the EU's trade and
economic relations with the rest of the world, and in particular the Asian region, can be
highlighted. The third contribution is in the field of forms of regional economic cooperation.

Dr. Moraliiska's research also has contributions of a scientifically applied nature. They can
be sought in terms of enrichment of learning content and methodological support of students'
work through practical cases, tasks, information resources, etc.

The scientific and scientific and applied contributions are realistically reflected in the report
on contributions made by the applicant.

7. Main critical notes and recommendations to the candidate

I don't have critical remarks about the candidate in the contest. My recommendation to Dr.
Moraliiska is to continue to work in her field of scientific interests that focused and in depth.
In the future, she could deepen her work on the issues of the impact of artificial intelligence
and digital transformation on the labor market. Current developments in Europe and globally
related to climate change, the transformation of the economy, the trend towards deglobalization
and others will have their social dimensions and they will probably find a place in Dr.
Moraliiska future scientific work.

8. Conclusion
Having become thoroughly acquainted with the competition materials and the candidate's
research and teaching activity, and based on the above, I am convinced of my positive opinion,
Dr. Monica Moraliiska, to take up the academic position "Associate Professor" in professional
field 3.8. Economics, scientific field "World Economy and International Economic Relations"
at the University of National and World Economy.
