1. Information about the contest
The competition has been announced for the needs of the Department "International
economic relations (IER) and Business", Faculty of "International Economy and Politics™ of
the UNSS, according to the order of the Rector of the UNSS No3268/18.11.2021, with the
decision of the Departmental Council of the Department " IRE and Business™ with Protocol
No. 399/13.09.2022 and with the decision of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of
International Economics and Politics, with Protocol No. 1 /21.09.2022. | participate in the
scientific jury for the competition according to Order No. 2394/28.09. 2022 of the Rector of
UNSS.

2. Information about the candidate in the competition
Only one candidate participated in the announced competition Monika Emilova Moraliyska-
Ivanova, Chief Assistant, full-time lecturer in the Department of “IER and Business”, Faculty
of “International Economy and Politics” of the UNSS.
The candidate has fully complied with the normative quantitative and qualitative
requirements for holding the academic position "Associate professor" at UNSS. In the
contest Chief Assistant Dr Moraliiska participated with 1 habilitation research, with 1 book,
with 1 research for teaching purposes, with 2 articles published in scientific publications
indexed in Web of Sciences, with 2 studies, one of them is in English, with 13 articles
published in scientific publications indexed in international databases CEEOL, ProQuest,
RePec. The publications do not repeat those for obtaining the educational and scientific
degree “doctor”and for holding the academic position ,,Chief Assistant”
Dr Monika Moraliyska is Chief Assistant (since 29/02/2012) in the Department of "IER and
Business". The candidate has an experience, as a project evaluator and as an expert on EU
funded programmes. She is English, German and Greek speaking. Dr Moralijska is an active
participant in conferences and seminars. She was a lecturer in Turkey, in Belgium, in
Slovenia, in Poland, etc. She is a leader and participant in collective projects.

3. Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position




Dr Moraliyska fully meets the legal requirements for participation in the announced
competition. In the map for quantitative studies, the points scored by Dr Moraliyska's
activities in Sections | + 11 are nearly 3 times higher than the required minimum. The quality
results achieved are supported and proven by the quality indicators realized by the candidate.
Assessment of teaching and learning activities
e The candidate's desire to improve and expand the knowledge in the field of European
integration, the European economy and some basic (social, commercial) policies of
the EU is evident;
e The candidate's scientific publications enrich the tools for expanding students'
knowledge and skills;
e Initiating additional educational forms for student training demonstrates the
candidate's creativity.
General characteristics of the presented scientific works/publications
The main direction in Dr. Monika Moraliyska's works is the EU socio-economic policy, EU
social differences and the effects on Bulgaria. In the habilitation work "The European pillar
of social rights as an instrument for social cohesion in the Union and achieving catch-up
economic development of Bulgaria”, it is emphasized that EU social problems, poverty and
income inequality are worsening and this complicates the process of catch-up economic and
social development of Bulgaria. The effects of the European Pillar of Social Rights (EPSR)
on EU economies are highlighted. It is assumed that this initiative, supported by the
Minimum Wage Directive and the Work-Life Balance Directive, will contribute to
overcoming social differences in the EU and will have a favorable impact on Bulgaria's
social policy. The complex problems of poverty, income inequality, social exclusion are
advocated in a series of studies and articles, among which can be mentioned: “Income
inequality in the European Union and its relationship to economic growth and poverty",
"Income inequality as a major social challenge for the EU", "A look at some of the EU's
main problems and their economic impact", explaining the advantages and disadvantages of
the European social model and its impact on the social policy of EU member states.
Another socio-economic policy aspect is the issue of minimum wage regulation.(""Should the
minimum wage be regulated at the Union level: the case of the EU") The social and
regulatory challenges to labor digital platforms are also explored. (“The Impact of Certain
European Pillar of Social Rights' Initiatives on Bulgaria™).
The monographic work "Bulgaria in the regional economic cooperation in South-East
Europe - before and after the accession to the European Union" explains the possibilities for
deepening the economic cooperation between the countries of South-East Europe (SEE) and
the expansion of the EU in this region. Bulgaria's position on the development of regional
economic cooperation and the expansion of trade, investment and tourist exchange is
clarified. The economic benefits for the region from such cooperation are shown. Other
important issues such as energy dependence and the diversification of gas suppliers are
analyzed, as well as the need to attract significant investments to build the infrastructure for



the transmission of energy carriers, which is beneficial for Europe. ("The region of South
East Europe: an island of missing gas connectivity and its European consequences™). The
positive and negative aspects of cross-border cooperation on a regional basis, which faces
significant obstacles of an economic and political nature, are explored.

Dr Moraliyska has also worked in the field of the EU evolution in the context of increased
migration and post-Brexit, which finds expression in different views on intra-community
relations. (“The White Paper on the future of the EU and its impact in Bulgaria”) In the
article ("The impact of the EU's cohesion policy on regional economic development: the case
of Bulgaria™) it is proved that the cohesion policy effects contribute to the economic
convergence of the regions and the goals that Bulgaria must achieve to utilize the effects of
the cohesion policy.

Dr. Moralijyska's publications also address a wide range of issues relevant to EU policies and
to Bulgaria. Here we can mention the analysis of the following problems the EU institutional
system ("A critical look at the EU institutional system") ("The Brexit challenge for the EU
and Great Britain: Who wins and who loses?")("Is there enough Europe and union in the
European Union ?”) ("EU trade in services and their further liberalization™), (*Challenges to
the Leadership Position of the European Union in World Trade"). The future of the EU is
advocated in publications focused on Industry 4.0 and the EU's twin transition —
digitalization and green economy. ("Preparation for Industry 4.0 and digital transformations
in SMEs.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions
